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Abstract

The 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) were committed by the United Nations
to adopt by the member states of the United Nations to create a sustainable development goals
for all human beings. All nations have already committed to achieving the goals of the SDGs
by 2030. India has played an important role in shaping the sustainable development goals with
the mission of sustainable development of the country.
