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Abstract
This quantitative Research aimed to study factors related to online learning
achievement of pre-clinical medical students at Faculty of Medicine, Naresuan University. One

hundred and fifty-one participants answered the questionnaire concerning on general domain
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and 3 specific domains; personal domain, educational management domain, and relationship
domain, the validity of questionnaire was done by experts. The data was analyzed by using
statistical methods including frequency, percentages, mean, standard deviation, and enter
multiple regression analysis. The result revealed that student’s monthly income and educational
management domain especiadlly in the supporting and environment factor were statistical
significant. It was found that 74 students (49 percent) of students' monthly income was 10,000
boht and above. Focusing on the educational management domain, the supporting and
environment factor showed a high level (Mean = 3.87, S.D. = 0.74). When considering each
item, it was found that houses, dormitories, or learning places with convenient and available
online equipment such as computers and tablets were achieved a high level (Mean = 4.24,
S.D.= 0.92). The sufficiency and availablity of online learning furniture such as tables, chairs,
etc. were at a high level (Mean = 4.11, S.D.= 0.87). The supportive learning environmental
conditions; light, temperature, and sound in the room, were high level (Mean = 4.03, S.D. =
0.93), respectively. Therefore, educational institutions should prioritize on providing proper
online leamning places and condition to promote effectiveness of online leaming and support

students succeed in learning achievement.
