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Abstract

capital to support. It is an academic article that aims to study both primary and secondary
information with studying the origin and meaning of Thainess, analysis of tourism promotion
policies and analyze the relationship between cultural capital and social capital to create
“Thainess” has become a product to promote Thai tourism.

The results showed that The Tourism Authority of Thailand has tried to bring some
elements of the cultural capital that exist in society to create. "Thainess" through the process
of upholding the original value with the charm and uniqueness of Things are interpreted and
designed in accordance with the behavior and needs of consumers until becoming a new
value that is ready for tourists to choose to consume through historical aspects, beliefs
lifestyle or science until they became "Representing Thainess" that is valuable and should be
experienced for yourself The social capital serves to promote cultural capital to stand out and
is known more widely. But if social capital does not interact as one. The achievements of
tourism activities such as happiness or money may not be as desired. Therefore, if Thailand
still relies on tourism income based on the meaning of Thainess Those involved need to pay

attention. both the utilization of cultural capital appropriately and promote the network
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relationship of social capital to support each other until they can develop into a sustainable
tourism based on the idea that the feeling that arises after traveling is not only pleasure
or relaxation. But also has a meaning and has a valuable effect that is related to the feelings

of Thai people.

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Abstract

The goal of this article is to present the influences of social media on spoken and
written English. This article began with the definition of the key term of this article, which
is ‘social media’. Although social media is widely used, its definition is not clearly known
to most people. Most people would only know of the applications found on social media.
The definitions of social media vary; however, there are only slight differences among
these definitions. In addition to the definition, this article will also bring forth
the characteristics seen in the language usage of social media. This explores mainly
the morphological and phonological characteristics of the use of English language on social
media platforms. In terms of morphology, written forms are seen as deviating from
the conventional grammatical rules. The increase in the usage of slangs and abbreviations
play a huge role in this deviation. Phonologically, cases of removing a consonant or vowel
are seen among social media users. On top of this, the positive and negative effects
of social media on spoken and written English will be discussed together with a few other

significant issues.

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Introduction

Before understanding the key term ‘social media’, it is important to first have
some preliminary knowledge about Web 2.0. The name Web 2.0 would suggest that it is
a second or an improved version of the Web. According to Murugesan (2007), Web 2.0
refers to the second phase of the evolution of the web. It is a phase of web development
which led to a growth in the number of users. Many of the IT professionals and business
professionals are attracted to this phase of web development. The term Web 2.0 had a
few other names, such as ‘web of wisdom’, ‘web of participation’, ‘web of reading and
writing’, and ‘people-centric web’. This second phase of the web evolution emphasizes
participation, collaboration, and interaction among peers on the internet. Web 2.0 first
started in 2004 and became popular in 2005. Within two to three years after that, social
platforms such as YouTube, MySpace, and Flickr have gained popularity and success
through Web 2.0. Since then, many new applications have been developed. These new
applications were previously considered unimaginable. This brings us to the inevitably
popular term, “social media”. Social media can be considered as a big umbrella with all
social-related applications under it. With the current cutting edge technology, the usage
of social media has been more prevalent than ever before. This brings about certain
effects and influences on the users.

Accordingly, this article aims to study these influences and whether they are
positive or negative. Furthermore, it will also explore the characteristics of the language

that is used on social media, both the written and spoken forms.

Popularity of Social Media

According to Ferriter (2010), 61% of adults and 73% of teens use social media
frequently to communicate with their peers online. Both show a relatively high amount of
social media usage and even adults are drawn to it. The platform Facebook is known to
most people. In recent years, the number of active users on Facebook have increased
from 5.5 million in 2005 to around 500 million in 2011 (Richter, 2021). This is an

exponential growth which happened across a span of less than a decade. Not only is
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Facebook growing in popularity, other social media platforms are growing in the number
of active users as well. Statistics show that in America, this year, 79% of Americans have
a social media profile. In 2008, only 10% of Americans had a social media profile.
In Turkey, a research was conducted by the Turkey Statistics Institute (Gazi et al., 2017).
In a country with more than 79.14 million people, 46.3 million have connections to
the internet. Among which, 42 million are active users of social media. Out of this number,
77% of social media users inTurkey visit social media platforms daily. This continually
growing popularity of social media should be put into consideration, as to help better

understand that the influence of social media could be very prevalent.

Definition of Social Media

Carr & Hayes (2015) mentioned that it is easy for most people to come into an
agreement on what platforms are considered to be a social media platform. Such
examples include Facebook and Instagram. However, when dealing with the definition
of the term ‘Social Media’, it is often difficult to come into a general consensus of how
to define it. This is due to the fact that some definitions could be very general, while
others tend to be more specific. According to Lon Safko (The Social Media Bible: 3), “social
media” could be defined as simply the media or platform that is used in order to socialize.
Safko’s definition is rather straightforward and generic as it is obvious from the term itself.
Thus, in this case, the term ‘Social Media’ has to have a more concise and clear definition.

Kaplan & Haenlein (2010: 61) said that social media is a platform where a wide
range of applications could be found. A few examples are YouTube, Instagram, Snapchat,
Twitter, and Facebook. These applications require internet access. It allows the users
to create ideas and further exchange it with others. These social media platforms can
be classified into different groups, depending on the amount of the users’ presence and
how much they present themselves, as shown in Table 1. Grouping the platforms this

way helps to better understand the degree of interactiveness of the online environment.

Table 1 shows that Kaplan & Haenlein classified social media in an interesting
way. It focuses mainly on the amount of time spent on social media (social presence),
and how much of one’s identity is shown on the internet (self-disclosure). Knowing this
will help to better understand that social media is a platform where users would spend
their time on, and also disclose themselves to others.

Haenlein (2010: 60) shares a similar idea as he mentioned that social media is
an internet-based service which enables users to participate in exchanging of ideas,
contribute their contents, and be a part of the online community. On the other hand, Carr
& Hayes (2015: 49-50) went on to further explain that besides the presence of the user,
and the internet-based interactions, social media is a platform which could help generate
income. This is done by having sponsors and viewers who are interested in buying
or selling ideas on the internet. Moreover, it provides opportunities for users to interact
both in real-time and at any time they want. Table 2 shows Carr & Hayes classification

of social media according to what they have defined.

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From the classifications of Table 1 and Table 2, there is a difference between
social platforms such as Wikipedia and Tumblr. Carr & Hayes’ definition includes
the generation of revenue. This would mean that platforms which are solely for the sharing
of ideas and information are not considered a social medium.

Aside from these characteristics of social media, Leonardi et al. (2013) deemed
that social media has to have these following characteristics:

1. It should allow users across different areas to communicate with each other.

2. Users should know whom they are interacting with, whether explicitly or implicitly.

3. Users should be dble to post ideas, edit, sort out their files, and share it with others.

4. Users should be dllowed to view messages, files, posts, edits at any time they want.

This means that if any of these criterias are not met, the platform will not be
considered a social media. These criterias are suitable as they are depicting the actual
usage of social media. Moreover, these criteria are mainly the purposes and functions of
social media. In the case of Leonardi et al. (2013), generating revenue from contents is
not included in the lists of criteria; thus, showing that it differs from Carr & Hayes’
definition. It is agreeable that social media is a platform for exchanging ideas, while doing
so, there could be income generated. However, that is not necessarily the case for
all users. Some users are using it to merely interact with others without the purpose
of generating any income from it. Carr & Hayes’ definition is in direct opposition to that
of Safko’s in the sense that it is too specific that it narrows the possibility of other purposes
for using social media. However, both are agreeable in terms of it being a web-based

interaction and that users could access it any time they want.
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Characteristics of English Language found on Social Media

According to Johnson (2021), in January 2020, the most used language on the
internet is English. This is representative of 25.9% of internet users around the world.
With English being the most widely used language, it is important to study
the characteristics of the English language in social media. This will help to better
understand the influence it can have on the English usage of its users. The usage of
the English language that is found on social media can be characterized into two main
categories. Firstly, its morphological characteristics which refers to the formation of words
- how words are constructed from smaller units (Oiry 2009: 1). Second is the phonological
characteristics. This particular characteristic focuses on speech sounds, speech production,

and speech patterns.

Morphological Characteristics

The usage of morphology is necessary for our day to day lives. In speaking,
writing, and communicating with others, words have to be used. Social media is not an
exception. The usage of words in social media is essential. Jahromi (2020) mentioned that
social media exchanges are mostly written and not spoken. She made a reference to
a word known as ‘text-speak’ which refers to how a text could ‘speak’ to its audience.
According to Attila (2017), social media users are trying to make writing on social media
quicker and easier. This has made users more liberated from the restraint of what is called
the traditional form of writing. Furthermore, this has brought about an increase in the use
of logograms, abbreviations, acronyms, and paralinguistic features.

In line with Attila, Chua et al. (2014) also mentioned the increase of new
jargons, or in other words ‘Internet Slangs’. Internet slang refers to the words that are
being used by users of the internet in order to facilitate their form of communication
and other purposes for example, blogging and product review. These words are usually
shortened. Chua et al. (2014) cited from Merriam-Webster dictionary about the definition
of the word ‘slang” which refers to words that are commonly used in an informal manner

by a particular group of people. These words are usually not considered part of
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the standard vocabulary of the language. Chua et al. (2014) classified internet slang into

various categories as shown in Table 3.

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The types of internet slang are related to its morphological characteristics.
As seen in Table 3, these internet slangs cause a change in the formation of a word.
It could be seen that words are either shortened, or replaced with symbols and alphabets.
For example, “by the way” is shortened to “BTW”, and “love” is replaced with numericals
which becomes “/I0V3”.

Abbass (2019) mentioned another distinct feature of the language used in social
media which is spelling. Users on social media have been incorporating new conventional
English spelling into how words are spelled. For example, the alphabet ‘z’ is often added
to the end of a word, such as ‘ballz’ and ‘goodz’. This usage expresses informality which
is often used on social media rather than formality.

Therefore, it can be observed that the use of English language on social media
mostly consists of changing, shortening, and replacing the spelling of a certain word,

hence, changing the way of how the words are formed.

Phonological Characteristics

According to Eisenstein et al. (2013), the origination of words on social media
is associated with specific geographical areas and demographic regions. Eisenstein (2013)
studied the variation of phonological systems within differing dialects. Eisenstein gave
an example of consonant cluster reduction. This refers to the deletion of the final
consonants such as ‘-t” and ‘-d’. With these deletions, a phonological variable
is introduced. These variables are common amongst African American English (Green:
2002), Tejano and Chicano English (Bayley: 1994), British English (Tagliamonte & Temple:
2005), and Quebecois French (Cote, 2004).
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Eisenstein (2013) raised an example about deletion in word pairs by giving these examples:

American and British English African American English, Tejano
and Chicano English, Quebecois

French English

1. left (IEft) lef (IEf)

2. just (d3Ast) jus (d3As)
3. with (WIB) wit (wWIt)
4. doing (dull)) doin (duln)

As seen from the examples, there is a reduction in the consonant cluster,
more specifically the deletion of ‘~t’. The deletion of consonant clusters is commonly used in
African American English (AAE) and other English dialects. Another variation is the stopping of
the interdental fricative ‘th’, which is commonly used in New York English (Gordon: 2004),
rural Southern English (Thomas: 2004), as also AAE (Green, 2002). For example in the word
‘thanks’ (Bcel)ks), it is pronounced as ‘tanks’ (tcel}ks). As seen from the examples, ‘th’
is replaced with just a ‘t”. These words are often shortened when used in social media and on
other intemet-based communication platforms (Gouws et al., 2011). In order words, certain
consonants tend to be left out when the word is being pronounced.

Eisenstein (2013) stated that different geographical regions use different
dialects. When these dialects are incorporated into the spoken language in social media,
it can change the way a certain word is pronounced by speakers of another country.
In addition, Eisenstein (2013) did a study of the relationship between phonological
variables and social variations. In the study, word pairs which are related to enthnic
and regional dialects are being tested.

It was found that not everyone is influenced by the phonological factor. Some
groups of people, for example, the Non-African American, mostly pronounce words
without reducing any consonant clusters such as “/eft” and “just”. On the other hand, the
African Americans tend to pronounce words without the ending consonants as in “doin”

and “goin”. It can be concluded there is a phonological variation amongst different groups
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of people. These phonological variations can be found anywhere on social media. This is
because social media allows people to be connected from anywhere in the world. This
can also mean that a user from a certain country can be exposed and influenced by the
dialects and pronunciation of people from across the globe. Hence, when communicating
through the social media platform, different phonological factors, especially in terms of

pronunciation, will be observable depending on the region that the users are living in.

Influences of Social Media on English Language

Since the usage of social media is increasing in our society today, it is inevitable
that social media has an influence on its users. According to Baldwin (2012), social media
can be considered as a friend and a foe at the same time. Thus, these influences can be

positive or negative or even both.

The positive influences of Social Media written and spoken English

Firstly, social media can enhance one’s lexical retrieval skills. In a study
conducted by Wood et al., (2011), social media users exhibit a relatively high lexical
retrieval skill. In simpler terms, they were dble to recognize, remember, and recall words
more easily. Due to the amount of new words that are constantly being created on
the internet, users have to be able to remember those new words and know how to use
them. For example in words such as ‘spam’, ‘selfie’, and ‘hashtag’. To further elaborate,
the word ‘spam’ was first used by Gary Thuerk who was employed as a marketing
manager in a digital media company (Ryssdal, 2013). The word then gained its popularity
in 1998. It has been used frequently since then. For certain internet users, the word
‘spam’ might be foreign to them. However, when they are more exposed to the internet,
they will realize that the ‘spam’ word is used whenever there is unnecessary information
being sent to us. Thus, when they come across new words on the internet, they are more
likely to be able to recognize them. This can in turn help them to better retrieve words

and could further expand their vocabulary.
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Secondly, social media can also help improve their vocabulary acquisition (Al
Jahrami, 2019). Mason and Rennie (2008) did a study in which they found that the ability
to acquire new vocabulary words is found in that of social media users. This could be due
to word formation processes such as coining and compounding. Examples of words are

shown in Table 5.

This way of word formation makes it easy for non-native learners to understand
the meaning of a certain word. Take for example the word ‘homepage’ in Table 5, this
word would allow the user to guess that it has something to do with ‘home’, referring to
the main page of the website. It could be argued that this way of guessing the definition
of words can vary among all users. Certain people who are relatively new to it might
not have a clue what it is referring to. Thus, it is rather subjective.

Another word formation technique which has helped to enhance vocabulary
acquisition is sound imitation. One of the examples is in the word “ Twitter”, which comes
from the word “tweet”. This is an imitation of the sound that a bird makes. In other words,
‘tweet’ is considered an onomatopoeic word. Moreover, online sites and names have been
used as verbs and adjectives. For example the platform “Google”, can also be used as
a verb, “I’ll Google this for you.” Due to the way in which words are being formed, users
are allowed to acquire them more easily, adding to their inventory of vocabulary.

Thirdly, social media can help improve grammar and spelling skills. Thurairaj et al.
(2015) conducted a study to find out whether users correct their grammar and spelling

mistakes before uploading them onto the internet. The result of the study is shown in Table 6.

Table 6 signifies that most users tend to correct their writing, specifically in terms
of grammar and spelling before posting them on the internet. In fact, this could be further
quided with the help of the auto-correction tools available on electronic devices. However,
it could be argued as ineffective in helping to enhance one’s grammar and spelling. It is
simply due to the fact that users can become too dependent on it that they do not learn
how to spell the words correctly. Auto-correct often helps to complete words that have been
typed partially or correct words that are incorrectly spelt. This feature enables users to be
quick with their texting and typing. As a result, users do not have a need to correct their
mistakes by themselves as the auto-correct is already doing the job for them.

Lastly, social media can help to reduce communication anxiety. As previously
mentioned, social media is a platform where information can be shared. According to Blattner
and Fiori (2011), internet users showcase a different identity on the internet. Simply speaking,
they are not who they truly are in real person. One of these new identities is the linguistics
identity. This refers to the way they use the English language. How they use it in real life is
different from how they use it on social media. Most of the time, users are behind a screen
while using social media. This creates anonymity, which then allows users to communicate
with others more comfortably since their identities could be unknown. Thus, users are braver

to use the English language to communicate; hence, reducing their communication anxiety.
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The negative influences of Social Media written and spoken English

Although there are several positive influences of social media on the English
language, at the same time, there are also negative effects. The first and most common
is the incorrect usage of grammar and improper spelling of words (Baldwin, 2012). Lin et
al. (2016), claimed that the language that is being used online is often criticized as being
used incorrectly as compared to language that is used offline. For a comparison, language
used on the internet is mainly written rather than spoken. In order to make writing faster
and easier, logograms, abbreviations, acronyms, shortenings, initialisms, homophones,
non-conventional spellings, and chippings are being used. For example, words such
as “great” can be written as “Gr8”, and “today” can be replaced with “2day”. Moreover,
there is also usage of acronyms in words like “LOL” (laugh out loud), “BRB” (be right
back), “TTYL” (talk to you later).

When these word forms are frequently used, it can lead to the second negative
effect which is incorrect use of English in formal situations. According to Jahromi (2020),
the use of language on the internet has a negative impact on a student's academic
performance. This is because students might have used incorrect grammar and spelling
in their academic writing. Moreover, it has led to students failing their L2 examinations.
A similar finding was given by Tariq et al. (2012) that social media has negative effects

on the L2 learning process of Pakistani students.

Language Change/Development

The language used on social media is considered to be constantly changing,
according to the trend on the internet. This means that new words could be created and
older words have the possibility to be forgotten and not used any more. The constant
changing of words on the internet can be deemed as negative as it deviates from
the conventional English rules. However, scholars such as Crystal (2011) believe that
the language used on the internet has created a new form of linguistics, which is called
“Internet Linquistics”. He also believes that language is always changing but it is only

a matter of time before we know it. Thus, the constant addition and removal of words
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on the internet is not necessarily a negative effect. Some researchers such as Considine
(2014), Goring (2005) and Jackson (2013) are not looking for any change of words in the
English language. Instead, they are seeking to unify words and grammatical terms.
For example, the words “forever” could be also written as “4ever”. Since they both share
a similar meaning, they can be ‘unified” into the same word which is ‘forever’. There is
no need to separate between correct or wrong form since they both mean the same thing.
In addition, Crystal (2011) believes that the change is not considered as negative. In fact,
change is normal and because of change, new linquistic features are added. Thus,
he finds that the use of new terms on the internet is considered good after all. He thinks
that the introduction of new terms means that the English language is constantly

developing, which is positive.

Conclusion

Ever since Web 2.0 was introduced, the online platform has been constantly
gaining popularity. More and more users are using social media, and the number of users
is growing every single day. It is inevitable that users are influenced by social media in
one way or another. In this case, the focus is on the influence of social media on
the English language. More often than not, users are unknowingly influenced. This could
be due to the fact that they are on it so much that the change in how they use language
seems unapparent. This then leads to users using the English language in real life in
the same way they would use it online. For students who are non-natives, they might
have a tendency to use it in their formal and academic writing. The use of internet slangs
is unconsciously embedded in its users.

However, not all of these influences are negative. There are also many positive
influences. Social media could be a medium which enables non-native learners to learn
English. In the same way as how negative influences could be unconsciously embedded
in its users, the positive influences could also be the same. For example, social media
users might be constantly learning new English words through their usage on social media

without even realizing it.

Although there are both positive and negative influences of social media on
written and spoken English, it is important that users are aware of these influences. Users
should try to be more conscious of their language usage, considering the huge amount of
time they spend on social media. With more awareness, these influences would be able

to help users acquire more knowledge about the English language.
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were : 1) To study the conditions, problems
and needs of active learning management. 2) To develop integrated supervision processes
for use in developing teachers' potential in organizing active learning. 3) To study the results
of teacher potential development in active learning management with a blended supervision
process. and 4) To study the satisfaction of teachers' potential development in active learning
management through a blended supervision process. The target groups of this research
were school 18 people; director and teachers’ Chumchon Wat Phothong “Pakasitwittaya”
School. The research method was the principles of action research in 4 steps: Planning Action
Observation and Reflection. The statistics used to analyze the data were percentage,

mean, and standard deviation.
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The results showed that 1) The condition of learning management of active
learning level was found to be at a low level. Problems in learning management of active
learning were found to be at a high level. And the need to develop learning management
active learning was found to be at a high level. There are four steps in the supervision
process: Step 1) planning supervision, 2) knowledge before supervision, 3) supervision
operations, and 4) evaluation of supervision. The quality was at the highest level. 3) Results
of teacher potential development in active learning management with a blended supervision
process, The teachers’ knowledge and understanding in active learning management after
the workshop was higher than before 50.59 higher average percentage. The teachers'
satisfaction with the workshop was high level. Teachers practiced Active Learning
management after supervision higher than before supervision. The results of the teacher's
active learning management, found that the students' learning achievement in the academic
year 2020 increased from the academic year 2019 with an average of 8.65%. and
4) The school director and teachers’ satisfaction after use the integrated supervision process

mixed at the highest level.

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Abstract

This article reports the findings of implementing triangulation teaching techniques,
consisting of collaborative learning, task-based language teaching, and learning motivation for
Thai undergraduate students. The study aimed to investigate the effectiveness of Triangulation
Teaching Techniques for improving English speaking skills for Thai undergraduate students
enrolling in English for Business Communication and also a survey of students’ satisfaction
towards Triangulation Teaching Techniques. A sample group for data collection was a class of
42 fourth-year undergraduate students enrolled during English for Business Communication,
which has a different language proficiency. The instruments were pretest and posttest,
speaking role-play tasks, students’ satisfaction questionnaire, students’ reflective journal, and
student case study. Quantitative data were statistically analyzed by mean scores, standard
deviation, and t-test. Meanwhile, content analysis was applied for qualitative one. The results
indicated that the implementation of triangulation teaching techniques facilitated the
enhancement of English speaking skills through speaking role-play tasks, which were
meaningful and enhanced students' communicative competence and interaction. It can be
concluded that triangulation teaching techniques are a good approach used in the promotion

of English speaking skills.

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Introduction

English is an international language, which is widely used primarily to communicate.
When communicating with other people having different languages and cultures, everyone
needs to use English as a primary language. Particularly in Thailand, Thai students
are required to take English courses from elementary to university level. The purpose of
English has changed from learning the language to using the language for communication
(Nonkukhetkhong, Baldauf, & Moni, 2006, cited in Bancha, 2010). In addition, the researcher
often faced problems in the English communication of students in the class. The critical issue
of pedagogical in speaking skill was found in English speaking problems, especially in English
courses for business communication for English major students. For this reason, according
to Wiriyachitra (2003), English learning in Thailand is not successful because most students
lack the opportunities to learn and practice English in an English environment. Students’
tension, excitement, lack of confidence while taking a speaking in the class time constraint
dlso, are the problems in teaching and learming English (Ratanapinyowong, Poopon, & Honsa,
2007, cited in Somdee & Suppasetseree 2013).

Moreover, there is a large number of published studies that describe in English
speaking skills. Poodla (2010) conducted the research related to the development of English
speaking skills of the fourth year students at Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University through
role- play and to develop lesson plans for improving efficiency with using role-play at 75/75,
and to compare students’ English speaking skills before and after being tought with
role-playing. The sample of this study consisted of 22 fourth—year students in Business English
major, Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University. The finding revealed that the efficiency of lesson
plans with using role- play was at 80.25/84.20; the students' English speaking skills before
and after being taught with role-playing was significantly at .05 levels. Furthermore, after
the learning activities, the students’ English learning satisfaction was also found at the highest
level. In the case of Chawna, (2010) investigated the behaviors conducive to building English
learning motivation of model English teachers under the supervision of the Office of the Basic
Education Commission with the sample population consisting of 40 model English teachers

in schools under the supervision of the Office of the Basic Education Commission who had been
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selected as model teachers by the Office of the Education Council in the course of the Project
for Model Teachers and National Teachers in 2002 for the operational period 1998 to 2001.
The researcher found that the findings were concerning the behaviors under study, the model
of learning styles of English teachers preferred to use at the highest level. Then, the use of
the problem-solving process leamning styled was found to be at a high level, and the use of
the constructivism learning style was determined to be at a high level. Furthermore, the use of
the integration leamning style of integration involving the expression of multiple intelligences was
at a high level, and the use of the problem-based learning style was at a high level.
With respect to Tachom (2014) conducted the researching innovation in task-based teaching:
authentic use of professional English by Thai nursing students. Samples of this study were
thirty—one second-year nursing students from the School of Nursing, University of Northern
Thailand (a pseudonym), participated and attended a 12-week TBLT in professional English
course designed and taught by the researcher. The central feature of the course was
the requirement for students to perform oral role-play tasks for over twelve weeks.
The results are shown from the pre- and post-listening comprehension test, and pre- and
post-role plays tasks students” significantly increased their listening comprehension scores and
used more communication skills in the interaction between nurses and patients in the
post-role play. The case study results also indicated that individual students increased their
use of communication skills, grammatical structures, and lexical variety over time, as well as
being more confident and adventurous with spoken language use.

Moreover, Han-Yu & Gwo-Jen (2013) developed a collaborative game-based
learning environment by integrating a grid-based mind tool to facilitate the students to share
and organize what they have learned during the game-playing process. The experiment has
been conducted in an elementary school natural science course to examine the students'
performance in terms of their learning attitudes, learning motivation, self-efficacy, and
learning achievements. From the experimental results, it is found that the mind tool-integrated
collaborative educational game not only benefits the students in promoting their learning

attitudes and learning motivation but also improves their learning achievement and
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self-efficacy owing to the provision of the knowledge organizing and sharing facility
embedded in the collaborative gaming environment.

As the problems mentioned earlier, the researcher recognized how to combine
teaching techniques in English speaking skills in which collaborative teaching, task-based
language teaching, and motivation were triangulated, called the triangulation teaching

techniques, which could be shown in a theoretical framework in Figure 1.

According to Burnett (2009), triangulation is a technique where the researcher uses
more than one method, object, or subject in order to check the robustness for the original data
sets. Therefore, triangulation is a tactic whereby the researcher generates a few different
data sets in different ways and compares them. The researcher will work out a position
broadly lying in the middle of the various data directions, i.e., will take a fix. This prevents the
researcher from being misled by outliers or unique cases that would otherwise skew the data.
Triangulation can sometimes be done as a check on the effeteness of the sample frame

selected, and can also check how effectively data has been collected. Moreover, Bilash (2009)
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defined the term of triangulation as a process by which a teacher collects evidence about
student learning; this evidence is collected from three different sources. These sources are
conversations, observations, and products. From the researcher’ s view, the triangulation
teaching technique is suitable for graduates’ research, and it can measure the procedures
of research instruments to collect the data.

Furthermore, the methodology also explains the weaknesses of the chosen approach
and how to plan to avoid the worst pitfalls, perhaps by triangulating data with other methods,
or why do not think the weakness is relevant. According to Pilot and Hungler (1999),
the purpose of triangulation is to provide a basis for convergence on the truth. They state that
“by using multiple methods and perspectives, researchers strive to sort out ‘true’ information
from ‘error’ information.”

The integration of triangulation teaching techniques triangulated with collaborative
learning, task-based language teaching, and learning motivation was regulated based on task-
based language teaching procedure dllowing the students to produce the tasks from their
genuine language ability and understanding. Also, it is a tool for experimenting in teaching
activities for the study. The method was equipped with collaborative learning, which was
planning, monitoring, and evaluation in the form of questions, self- check, peer review,
and reflection activity to raise the students' awareness of their learning process. Furthermore,
the relationship between attitude factors towards learming language motivation for the English
language for academic achievement of English for Business Communication of undergraduate
students was associated and determined according to the research framework. To sum up,
the researcher would now like to give strong justification for this Motivation-Collaboration-Task-
Based (MCT) model that it can help students to leamn English language skills, and as a tool
to develop the speaking dability for efficient English communication in terms of English for

Business Communication.
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The objectives of the Study

The objectives of this study were to investigate the effectiveness of Triangulation
Teaching Techniques for improving English speaking skills for Thai undergraduate students
enrolling in English for Business Communication and survey students’ satisfaction towards

Triangulation Teaching Techniques.

Research Questions

The following specific research questions were addressed in the current study:

1. What is the effectiveness of Triangulation Teaching Techniques to enhance
students' oral communicative competence?

2. What are the students' attitudes towards Triangulation Teaching Techniques to

enhance English speaking skills?

Research Methodology

This study is a one-group pretest and posttest design with both quantitative and
qualitative data analyses. The experiment with the Triangulation Teaching Techniques
lasted 15 weeks. 42 undergraduate students enrolled in English for Business
Communication at Nakhon Sawan Rajabhat University, in the second semester of the
academic year 2017, took part in the experiment, starting from measuring their speaking
ability by using a pretest before studying, followed by a posttest after they completed
the role-play tasks of 15 weeks. Besides, they were assigned to reflect their opinions
after the end of the course concerning their speaking ability by writing the journal.

Furthermore, this study discussed the data obtained by responding to the
research objective to investigate the effectiveness of the Triangulation Teaching
Techniques in improving English speaking skills for Thai undergraduate students. Several
research instruments were conducted to provide validity to the research study as the

following details;
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1. The achievement tests of a pretest and posttest containing the
contents related to the basis of English for Business Communication.

A pretest and posttest were collected and analyzed. A pretest contained
35 questions in term of business English comprehension and was used to find out
whether the students’ adbility was in the same level or not. Then, this current study also
needed a posttest to assess the progress of the participants due to using triangulation
teaching techniques.

2. Collaborative learning and task-based language teaching role-
play tasks

The oral tasks score in task-based language teaching was used to check
students’ speaking fluency of different levels of ability. The development of the oral task
scores in task-based language teaching suggested by Helton (1988) offers a rubric for
listening and speaking assessment, which consists of three criteria: accuracy, fluency,
and comprehensibility.

3. A survey of students’ satisfaction by implementing Triangulation
Teaching Techniques

The questionnaires were used to evaluate students’ satisfaction and perception
of motivation in speaking role-play tasks. The adaptation of questionnaires from Dornyei
(2001); alertness, participation, and volunteering by checklist observation through learning
English for Business Communication course as well as a survey of students’ satisfaction
used with the development of English speaking skills by using the Triangulation
relationship for this research. Moreover, researcher also granted the data writing
of students’ reflective journal. The participants wrote their reflective journal weekly after
they completed the speaking tasks, as the topics were related to the feeling of
implementing the Triangulation Teaching Techniques and improving English speaking skills.

Lastly, the quantitative data were statistically analyzed by using mean, standard

deviation and t-test, while qualitative data were interpreted by using content analysis.
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Findings and Discussions
In response to research objectives, the researcher investigated the effectiveness

of Triangulation Teaching Techniques for improving English speaking skills for Thai
undergraduate students enrolling in English for Business Communication and surveyed
students’ satisfaction towards Triangulation Teaching Techniques. Four results were
illustrated to answer the research question.

1. The results of the effectiveness of Triangulation Teaching Techniques
for improving English speaking skills for Thai undergraduate students.

The effectiveness of Triangulation Teaching Techniques for improving English
speaking skills for Thai undergraduate students were developed systematically. As seen
in Table 1, the students’ score in the pretest and posttest was compared. The results

were shown as the following.

From Table 1, it is clearly seen that the students’ scores increase significantly
because of the average scores of the posttest (x =23.95) were significantly higher than
that of the pretest (x =15.79) at the level significant level of .05. It can be concluded that
Triangulation Teaching Techniques was useful for teaching speaking skills. Furthermore,
from the results of the pretest and posttest, it can be seen that group work could increase

the students’ speaking skills.
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2. The survey of students’ satisfaction towards Triangulation Teaching
Techniques
The questionnaire investigated the satisfaction towards Triangulation Teaching

Techniques for undergraduate students. The results were displayed in Figure 2 below.

From Figure 2, it indicated that the overall result of a survey of students’ satisfaction
of Triangulation Teaching Techniques to improve undergraduate students’ English speaking
skills. It is evident that the overdll results (x = 4.05) of students’ satisfaction with English
speaking skills using Triangulation Teaching Techniques for undergraduate students’
questionnaire. When considered in each aspect, it was found that their satisfaction was high
level on Collaborative Learning Techniques (x =4.14), Task-Based Language Teaching
Technique (x =3.88) and Motivation Techniques (x =4.10), respectively.

Moreover, the researcher granted the results of students’ satisfaction towards
Triangulation Teaching Techniques from the students’ reflective journal. To respond
the second research objective, the participants wrote their reflective journal weekly after
they completed the speaking tasks, as the topics were related to the feeling of implementing
Triangulation Teaching Techniques and improving English speaking skills. All of the students
had positive feelings for the implementation of Triangulation Teaching Techniques.
Eighty- percent of them said that they relaxed and enjoyed the implementation of

Triangulation Teaching Techniques because it allowed them to improve and practice English
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speaking skills. It was also useful and appealing. Here are some of the analyses on students’
reflective writing are discussed below:

1. Students were more motivated to study because what they had performed
in class was related to what they had to do outside. For example, students practiced in
various topics related to English for Business Communication in class, and in doing the
role-play tasks they adopted speaking skills to complete tasks. Thus, this made the topics
of lesson meaningful, and in turn raised the students’ motivation to study and apply their

knowledge gained to work in the future. Here are some of their reflections:

S1: “One thing | have learned in this session that | may use in real situations.”

S2: “Before | learn, | only hope to complete the work. Then we learn that the
work that we have is beneficial both now and in the future.”

S3: “In the future, | hope to improved conversational skills from various

situations that | have done in various tasks better than this.”

Some students claimed that the experience was exciting and something new
to them. Moreover, three students also felt that this session of speaking role-play tasks
helped them to learn more communicative skills for business English experiences.

2. The triangulation teaching techniques allowed students to demonstrate
their English skills, especially in speaking skills. Students had also the great opportunity
to produce oral tasks presentation in group collaboratively, including video recordings in
role-play tasks, and also demonstrations in class were employed to make them more

interesting. The information obtained from the students was:

S1: “I learned how to apply the skills for the job and where | can find a job
such as on the Internet. It was the second video.”

S2: “| tried to make the situation more naturally than in the first video. | found
that I like to do a role-play task.”

S3: “I think the importance this is collaboration in a group. It can use in the

future when | work with other people. Moreover, | can also use English in the future.”
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Some students revealed that much enthusiasm in describing their speaking
role-play tasks experiences. Three of the students enjoyed producing their speaking role-
play tasks and also justified the engagement of working in a group with other people
collaboratively.

3. Nearly 80 per cent that mentioned early felt enjoyed and relaxed themselves
while working on the project, Furthermore, they needed to study more techniques on the
topics related to the lesson in class. To gain more knowledge and confidence when apply

to their job in the future. Here is what they said:

S1: | would like to study more about speaking smoothly when | meet new
people in business, and | would like to know about etiquette while meeting new people.
S2: In the future, | will use this lesson to find the job and use it in that job,
such as translate or when | encounter any foreigner, | can use my English skills correctly.
S3: [ would like to study in more details about check-in and check-out and

also make a hotel reservation.

It would be reasonable to assume that the comments of students’ reflective
journals would have been covered during this implementation. The fact that its registered
with all students were aware of the relevance of including their thoughts about lessons
learned from English for business communication.

These results correspond the research previously conducted by Mejang
(2008) which results concerning the students’ improvement in their learning by
integrating of project-based learning in a course affecting students’ attitudes and
learning motivation. The findings may provide support for the claim that all students had
positive attitudes toward the implementation of triangulation teaching techniques in
a course contributes to the students’ speaking ability.

According to the students’ reflective writing, it can be concluded that
the implementation of Triangulation Teaching Techniques had positive feedback on
the improvement of students’ speaking skills. Students were motivated, worked in a group

collaboratively, and interested in the Triangulation Teaching Techniques by encouraging
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them to express their own ideas and organize their knowledge in significant ways.
Furthermore, they thought their own English speaking skills had better and improved
because they had more confidence to communicate in English with their friends, a teacher

in class, and others outside of the classroom.

Discussions

The current study investigated the effectiveness of implementing the triangulation
teaching techniques on English speaking skills development of Thai undergraduate students.
Based on the findings discussed, some critical conclusions might discuss. Firstly, the present
study strongly suggests that triangulation teaching techniques was valuable and positively
aoffects students’ language development in terms of speaking skills dbility. The students also
produced role-play tasks in accuracy and fluency. The current study also links to
the triangulation teaching techniques research as well as delivering that triangulation
teaching techniques were possible and desirable for Thai students, particularly in ESP
students. In previous studies on English speaking skills, different variables have been found
to be related to Barlow (2013) studied the design of an English speaking skills development
course for second language learners. This research aimed to develop and set out a way to
help students’ English speaking skills and also analyzed speaking in a way which
differentiates it from other language skills and area. Besides, this study adopted the most
appropriate fluency development tasks of speaking skills courses were drama, role-play,
simulation, and improvisation. The researcher also concluded that English speaking skills
development course in a second language learning context using fluency development
tasks under the term ‘Drama’ comprised of a range of activities, where the teacher has
many opportunities to ‘fine-tune’ the activities to the learners’ levels. The speaking
activities were themselves task-based preparing second language learners for real-life
situation focusing on meaning first and were relevant to the learners using authentic English
providing social interaction was highly effective in developing speaking skills geared
towards fluency for second language learners. Regarding Jarvele & Jarvenoja (2011)

investigated social constructed self-regulated learning and motivation regulation in
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collaborative learning groups. This study aimed to identify higher education students’
socially constructed motivation regulation in collaborative learning. This was studied
by collecting data dbout the 16 students’ experiences of situation-specific social challenges
in collaborative learning groups and observing what the students do to overcome these
challenges. The findings concluded that motivation requlation could be identified as
a socially constructed activity, and the importance of regulation of motivation in socially
self-requlated learning made clear that when the challenges derived from collaboration
instead of personal priorities, and also the students could focus on on-task activities instead
of confirming and shaping their shared motivation.

Furthermore, the results of this study suggested that the triangulation teaching
techniques with an emphasis on communication skills in undergraduate students can be
applied as a basis to facilitate English oral communication. Lastly, the study provided useful
insights into the relationship between triangulation teaching techniques framework, role-
play tasks, students’ task performance, and their opinions towards triangulation teaching
techniques. As a result, Richards & Rodgers, 2001 mentioned a variety of games, role
plays, simulations, and task-based communication activities had been prepared to support
in the class. Such insights offer clear directions for the further development of the teaching

and learning of spoken English in Thai EFL contexts.

Conclusion

The discussions were discussed according to each research question. A class
of Bachelor of Arts, the fourth-year students, were participated in this study.
The population who attended English for Business Communication Course in semester 2
of the academic year of 2017, Foreign Languages Program, Faculty of Humanities and
Social Sciences, Nakhon Sawan Rajabhat University. The population was selected along
with the number, gender, and nature of the field; there were 42 students: 5 males and
37 females. The mean age of students was 21.81 and 22.00. The mean grade point

average (GPA) of the students was 2.91 and 3.19, respectively.
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Responding to research question 1, the findings indicated that the students
increased their English speaking skills after they participated in the Triangulation
Teaching Techniques. This implies that the students' have improved their English
speaking skills in terms of business communication knowledge.

Responding to research question 2, the analysis of English speaking role play
tasks has illustrated that, the students successfully used a range of communication skills
in their role-play tasks. The students used more communication skills in the post-role
play tasks than they did the previous tasks, though this development was limited to
the interaction in the heterogeneous class settings.

Overall results from three main research questions reflected that students had
positive views about the Triangulation Teaching Techniques implementation.
The students supported the integration of the Triangulation Teaching Techniques in
English courses, and most students were satisfied with learning English through the

Triangulation Teaching Techniques.

Recommendations

As discussed previously, the findings of this study indicated that the triangulation
teaching techniques course had some positive effect on the students’ language
improvement. The following are some suggestions for research that suggest being done
in order to successfully triangulation teaching techniques for EFL settings.
The implementation of this project took place in the EFL classroom in that the students
performed role-play with their friends. In future research plans, it would be crucial to
have a student’s opportunity to do role-play tasks with native speakers. For instance,
students should have experience of native speakers’ accents, reactions, gestures,
a variety of useful expressions and so on. Furthermore, the students reflected that they
would perform role-play tasks in authentic settings such as in the hotel reception,
interviewing room atmosphere, or busy office hours. It would clearly be challenging to
have students perform role plays in realistic contexts in which they can be evaluated

more widely with their language skills.
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Abstract

This research adimed 1) to study the generality and requirement of active leaming
system for the 3™ year medical students especially in Problem-based learing and Team-
based learning at Faculty of Medicine Naresuan University and 2) to propose development plan
and idea for Problem-based learning and Team-based learning improvement. This qualitative

Researchers analyzed
content from the field. interview information and observation data and analyze the
reliability of the results of each analysis step.

The results showed that Ban Bong Ti Lang has a variety of local resources
where more than 80% of the community members are Karen ethnic groups who have
lived in the community for more than 100 years. The way of life of the members of the
community is like an agricultural society, seeking out forest products, simple lifestyles.
satisfied with what is available adhere to the rules of kinship relations The way of life
is still an agricultural society, seeking plants and vegetables from natural sources
for consumption and using herbs to treat diseases. Relying on the local resource base

by bringing in the wisdom passed down from the past to the present.

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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study and analyze the principal dance of the
monkey's role in Khon, as well as the fish dance, 2) to create the choreography of Chui Chai
Macchanu dance. This research is a qualitative research conducted by studying related
document and collecting field data by observation and interviews. The tool used for the data
collection was interview forms, both structured and unstructured. The informants were Thai
traditional artists in Office of Performing Arts, the Fine Arts Department. The purposive sampling
method was used to limit the sample group to practitioners in the field. The analysis was done
by applying movement analysis approach and aesthetics approach. Then the performance was
presented.

The research revedled that, the dance choreography, Chui Chai Macchanu, applied
the principal dance postures of the monkey's role in Khon. The description is as follows: 1) Three
principal dance postures were used in the first half, which were Liam Ad standing posture,
Krathueadb Klab stomping posture, and Yong looking posture; 2) One principal dance posture
was used in the second half, which was the threatening posture; 3) Two specific dance postures
were used, which were waist scratching posture and chin scratching posture; 4) Three Kraw
Nok (army marching) dance postures were used, which were the 4th, the 5th, and the 7th
Kraw Nok dance posture; 5) The fish dance postures of Suvannamaccha. The researcher has
created new dance postures from songs, written works, and lyric of Chui Chai Macchanu dance.
Each dance posture was designed to be continuous and harmonious with the melody, using a
total of 52 dance postures and 12-minute show time. The original costumes were retained
according to the tradition of the Fine Arts Department. The monkey's costume consisted of
ankle bracelets, a traditional balloon capris, a brocade skirt, waist dangling accessories, a rear
waist dangling brocade, a shirt (embroidered with monkey's fur motive), a waist brocade cloth,

a front waist dangling brocade, a belt, a collar accessory, a necklace, breast chains with
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diamond-shaped decorative plates, arm bracelets, ankle rings, beaded bracelets, golden
armbands, fish tail, and a lotus-shaped weapon. The dance choreography, Chui Chai

Macchanu, can be performed in every occasion.

Cost of product distribution was not a vital problem for Palm Sugar products but a supply
shortage was more serious one. By risk management in the Physical Distribution Strategy,

it supported to work improvement and made more efficacy in resource allocations.
