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Factors influencing the social inequality of community-based tourism, Thailand
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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study social inequality and factors influencing the
inequality in community-based tourism in Thailand. Data were collected from 400 participants
who were divided into two groups; the first group was those who did not involve in
community-based tourism, and the second group was those who were involved in community-
based tourism business in the selected area. Data were analyzed using descriptive, means,
standard deviation, and multiple regression. The results were that the main factors that affect
social inequality in the community tourism area were economy and technology. Moreover,
external actors did not have a significant effect on people in community-based tourism. The
implications of this study can be used by the public sectors to alleviate social inequality and
by the community leaders as the guidelines for managing tourism in their communities. The
findings can be adapted and can work in collaboration with other sectors in the tourism

industry to resolve the issues of social inequality in community-based tourism.
