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On the Possibility of Studying (Thai) Business History?
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Abstract
This article advances the study of Thai business history by critically examining its
status within the broader landscape of Thai historical scholarship. It explores potential
research directions by analysing the global knowledge framework of business history, themes
related to “business” in Thai historiography, existing works on “Thai business history,” and the
application of the legendary yet debatable “Chandler’s Paradigm” to a case study of Thai
commercial banking businesses from the late 1960s to the 1980s. The article argues that
business history at the global level is an evolving field, continuously reassessing its body of
knowledge and attentive to trends within the academic historical realm. Works of business
history outside Thailand illustrate the expansion of the field to emerging markets and rising
economic powerhouses, incorporating methodologies from various disciplines and exploring
alternative sources of evidence. Thai business history, which is fundamentally rooted in
economic history, is a field that requires further development. There is no shortage of topics,
approaches, or historical evidence for study. These resources serve as examples for those who
aim to engage with “business history,” particularly in entertainment and consumption, as well
as a case study of the history of Thai commercial banks before the economic boom. Several
commercial banks grew into large organisations with multiple levels of managerial hierarchies
and branch managers who were aware of their duties, roles, and identities. This position was
not defined solely by banking responsibilities; rather, one’s career history and everyday life
were integral parts of what it meant to be a banker at the national, regional, and provincial

levels.
