Abstract

The objective of this study is to examine the political movements of Buddhist monks in Myanmar during
colonial period. The “Shoe Issues” (1918) and “Saya San Rebellion” (1930-31) are investigated through the
activities of Young Men’s Buddhist Association (YMBA) and the General Council of Burmese Association
(GCBA). The qualitative research technique used in data collection are documents, textbooks, and relevant

research works in English by both Myanmar and foreign academia. The main concept and theory used in the

study are people’s politics and political movement. The results found in this study show that the “Shoe Issue”
movement arose from the integration of young secular of YMBA organization in promoting culture, traditions,
religion and education with the participation of Buddhist monks afterwards. YMBA seems to be successful in
resisting the British people who wear shoes in the Buddhist temple compound. Later YMBA organization has
changed name to GCBA which focuses more on Myanmar independence as the main political goal. The
Saya San or the Peasant Rebellion is motivated and seduced in rural areas by progressive monks named U
Uttama using non-violence method of Mahatma Gandhi as a protest tool. In sum, the two cases of political
movement could reflect the application of people’s politics concept into practice. It also suggests that in
promoting democratization in colonial Myanmar should be done through the integration of knowledge,
understanding, civic group participation in the claim of people’s rights in public sphere and political equality.
