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Abstract

This research aims to investigate the problems, elements, and models of social partnership for children and
youth in Thailand, and to propose development guidelines to the Ministry of Social Development and Human
Security (MSDHS) to promote sustainable youth participation. A qualitative approach was used, collecting data
from in-depth interviews and focus group discussions with experts in social partnership development. The
findings reveal: 1) Problems including lack of acceptance, generational gaps, and complex regulations 2) Key
elements including partnership preparation, creative communication, integrated collaboration, benefit sharing,
monitoring & evaluation, and governance 3) The developed model promotes sustainable social development
by empowering youth as social partners and driving policy collaboration with relevant organizations.
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
