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Abstfact

This paper, “True-False test for English listening and reading comprehension,” discusses the
attributes and significance of the test. The technique used to create the test is examined. The true-
false test is considered a qualified test, even though the chance of choosing the correct answer is the
same as choosing the incorrect answer. That means the opportunity for respondents to choose the
correct or incorrect answer is 30 percent. However, this test has more reliability and validity if
teachers write the test carefully and if the test includes a particular number of questions. Moreover,
the test can assess respondents’ listening and reading skills because it can check their memory and
comprehension. The test is appropriate for studying the facts, which is an advantage for the
respondents.

Therefore, this paper will consider the significance of and the types of true-false test. In
addition, how to write and how to score the test will be described. Moreover, the paper will explain

how to assess the reliability and validity, including advantages and disadvantages, of the true-false
test.
