student’s achievement before and after by using English Reading skill and English
Writing spell base of the Foreign Language Department (English) for the fifth
grades students. The population used in this research were 20 the fifth grades
students at Wat Mongkhonrat School of the academic year 2017 by using English
Reading skill and English Writing spell base. The instrument used for data
