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Abstract

This research aimed to study the needs in developing a basic volleyball referee training
program for students of the National Sports University in the Northeast by using a mixed
quantitative and qualitative research method. The population was 170 lecturers and experts with
experience in volleyball in higher education and 248 students of the National Sports University in
the Northeast, totaling 418 people. The sample group was 129 people by purposive selection.
The instruments were semi- structured interviews and questionnaires based on actual and
expected conditions. The statistics used to describe the level of needs in each area were
descriptive data analysis and the Modified Priority Needs Index (PNlyegified) to prioritize the needs
in each issue by comparing the actual and expected levels. The results of the research found
that students had urgent needs (PNlpegified = 0.90). The issues with the highest needs were:
1) Basic volleyball referee skills (PNlyogied = 0.99) and 2) Ability to analyze and consider situations.
and decision making (PNlodgified = 0.94), 3) the knowledge required to be a referee (PNlnogified = 0.85),
and 4) the role of refereeing (PNlodified = 0.80), respectively. The qualitative analysis results from
experts also reflected that there is a great need to develop training programs that cover the
components of knowledge, analytical skills, decision making, and understanding of the role of referees.
The program development should be planned systematically based on the APIE (Assessment-
Planning-Implementation- Evaluation) concept to promote in-depth leaming and effective practical
implementation.
