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Abstract
The objectives of this research were to 1) Study the components and indicators of moral quotient
(MQ); 2) Examine the consistency between MQ and Buddhist principles; 3) Verify the model's consistency
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with empirical data; and 4) propose guidelines for developing MQ based on Buddhist principles for
school administrators under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office in the Northeastern
Thailand. This was mixed-methods research conducted in three phases. In Phase 1, the components
and indicators were studied, and the components were confirmed through interviews. In Phase 2,
the model's consistency with empirical data was examined. In Phase 3, in-depth interviews were
conducted to propose developmental guidelines. The quantitative data were analyzed using a statistical
software package, and qualitative data were analyzed through content analysis. The research findings
showed that: 1) The MQ consisted of five components and 17 indicators. 2) The Buddhist MQ
comprised three components and 18 indicators. The results of the model’s consistency verification
with empirical data indicated that the model had an excellent fit, as assessed by the Chi-Square
(X2 (0.075), Relative Chi-Square (X2/df) (1.20), GFI (0.98), AGFI (0.95), and RMSEA (0.018), which met
the specified criteria. Furthermore, the factor loadings of the three components and the eighteen
indicators were higher than 0.7 and 0.3, respectively, which demonstrated the model’s strength.
For the guidelines for developing Buddhist MQ, it was found that: for honesty: administrators should
adhere to truth and transparency, follow the Five Precepts and Right Speech, and serve as good
role models. For justice, administrators should reduce bias, maintain neutrality, and apply the
Ten Virtues of a Ruler and the Four Sublime States of Mind. For responsibility, administrators should
have self-awareness, be non-negligent, and adhere to the Four Bases of Accomplish and the principle
of Righteous Sovereignty.
