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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the opinion level of
special features of the game, player satisfaction, and the success of game shop
operators in Thailand, and 2) to study the game's special characteristics and
player satisfaction that affected the success of game store operators in Thailand.
This is quantitative research. The population was game shop operators in
Thailand in 2022, a total of 296 locations, by determining the size of the sample
according to Taro Yamane's table. A sample of 171 places was selected by
purposive sampling. The tools used for collection were questionnaires which has
been inspected for quality by qualified experts. The statistics used to analyze
the data were mean, standard deviation, and multiple regression analysis. The
research results showed that 1) the sample group mostly was male. Most average
age was 25-35 years old with a bachelor's degree. Most of them were in the
central regian. The business operation period was 1-5 years. The time when
customers came to use the service was found that most of them are 15.00
- 16.00. 2) Special features of the game were game challenges, the engagement,
and virtual reality of the game, respectively. 3) Player satisfaction were player
reaction and player perception, respectively. While 4) Game shop success were
management with understanding, and potential profitable, respectively. In
addition, special features of the game and player satisfaction that affected the
success of game store operators in Thailand had two predictive variables: player
satisfaction and game characteristics, respectively, with an R Square of .693

And qualitative In-depth
interviews by purposive sampling were key informants such as: 1) executives, 2)
community leaders, and 3) volunteers of 12 peoples. By analyzing the content
and summarizing. The research was found that: 1. community context is a rich
area. There are rivers and canals around the village suitable for farming. and
attractions In the community health situation, people in the community are
encouraged to exercise. Establish an exercise club and educate. 2. Community
health level Overall, it was at a moderate level (X= 3.23, S.D.= 0.84) consisting
of physical (X= 3.06, S.D.= 0.71), mental (X= 3.34, S.D.= 0.83), social (X= 3.24,
S.D.= 0.88), and intellectual (X= 3.29, S.D.= 0.9). And 3. The community health
management guidelines such as: 3.1) Physical aspect, participation in community
activities should be created, with the volunteers the leader in organizing health
promotion activities, 3.2) Mental, should build relationships with people in the
community, family and create a space for socializing, meeting and talking, 3.3)
Social activities include group activities. and have a health service system; and
3.4) Intellectually, there is training to provide knowledge, skills and practices in
taking care of self and family health.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research article were 1) to study the level of
academic leadership of school administrators and 2) to compare academic
leaderships of school administrators classified types of school and administration
experiences. The sample group was 417 people included A school administrator,
A deputy school administrator and a teacher from academic department aunder
Buriram Primary School Educational Service Area Office 3 selected by stratified
random sampling. The research instrument were a set of five- rating scale
questionnaires about school administrators’ academic leadership under Buriram
Primary School Educational Service Area Office 3 based on Likert Scale. The
questionnaire’s I0C index range was at 0.80 - 1.00 and the overall reliability was
at 0.96. The analyzing statistics were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test
and sing F-test in Scheffe’s Method; in the case that the differences were found
from pair comparisons. The results of this study provided 1. The overall rate of
school administrators’ academic leadership was at a high level. When considering
each aspect, found that all aspects are at a high level. 2. The overall academic
leadership of school administrators categorized by school types is statistically
significant differences at the 0.5 level of significant. Furthermore, the academic
leadership of school administrators classified by school administrators’
administration experiences are no different.
