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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate and analyze the ideologies in a series of English textbooks
titled Direct Method Reader for Thai Students that was used during the 1930s to the 1970s and
analyze how these ideologies were linked with Thailand’s historical context. The analysis used
the theoretical framework of critical discourse analysis and content analysis. The sampling was
three volumes of Direct Method Reader for Thai Students. Data analysis involved reading the
content, analyzing the language features, and analyzing the ideologies in relation to the context.
The findings revealed that two dominant ideologies were presented in the series: the ideology of
nationalism and the ideology of morality and discipline. The ideology of nationalism inculcated
patriotic feelings into students. The ideology of morality and discipline taught students to respect
the adults and know their duties. This study could contribute to developing awareness among
teachers about the biased nature of textbooks and encourage them to be more critical about the

content of their textbooks, that is, be able to analyze the perspectives of the textbook writers.

Introduction

Texts are considered the result of
semiotic processes emerging from social
agents who produce them in line with social
practices and orders of discourse (Fairclough,
2003, p. 21). Thus, texts are not neutral.
Instead, they support and reflect the points of
view, beliefs, values, and actions of the text
producer and therefore offer only a partial
story. Janks (2014, p. 20) argued that power
relations play a key role in text production;
they affect how texts are designed and
written, which in turn affects whether those
power relations are maintained or challenged.
Similarly, Wodak and Meyer (2009) contended

that a text is rarely the work of only one

person. Rather, it is produced through the
negotiation of power of individuals and
institutions.

Teachers and educational organizations
produce textbooks to teach students about a
specific  subject. Despite portraying their
respective position as objective, they transmit
a certain subjective point of view that is
resonated in their language and content. For
instance, Salamiand Ghajarieh (2015)
investicated the representation of men and
women in Iranian English as a foreign language
(EFL) textbooks. Their findings reveal that the
discourse of heterosexuality is endorsed in
the textbooks, while other forms of sexuality
abnormal. In

are considered particular,
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homosexuality and single parents are
marginalized as “Other.” Salami and Ghajarieh
(2015)

argued that the discourse on

heterosexuality promotes the patriarchal
family and masculine hegemony, leading to
the discrimination of nonconforming marginalized
groups.

Furthermore, Camase (2009) studied a
Romanian EFL textbook and found a
prevailing discourse of superiority in the book.
The discourse of superiority emerges from the
fact that Romanians are overrepresented,
while non-Romanians are underrepresented in
the book. The qualities of Romanians, such as
being honest and friendly and living in a
beautiful country, are explicitly stated. By
contrast, non-Romanians are presented as
“Others” in a remote space and time,
especially in literature, while there are no
qualities within them that are praised.

The available studies examine English
textbooks mostly from a pedagogical approach
(for example, Chetsurakul, 1993; Saisin, 2003;
Angsutam, 2005; Arsairach, 2007; Meesupang,
2009). Harwood (2010, p. 12) observed that
many analyses on English language teaching
materials, including textoocks, indicate a lack of
attention to the context in which the
materials are used. Harwood’s observation
applies to the case of Thailand where little
progress has been made in contextualized
textbook contextualized

analysis.  Existing
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analyses in this area merely focus on the
classroom as the context, while ignoring the
sociocultural context within the classroom.
The lack of critical analysis of textbooks may
perpetuate the discourse that promotes
textbooks as constructing realities. If teachers
and students do not know how to read
textbooks critically, they may come to trust
textbooks as an absolute linguistic and
cultural authority. This may then enable those
in authority, especially the sovemment, to gain
or maintain power by eliminating, changing, or
hiding facts of the country’s history or culture.
Concurrently, teachers and students may be
shaped in certain idedlogical directions - from
passive  acceptance  of authority to
revolutionary zeal because of their adoption

of distorted ideas, norms, and values.

Purposes of the study

The purposes of this study were to
investigate and analyze the ideologies in a
series of English textbooks titled Direct
Method Reader for Thai Students and analyze
linked  with

how these ideologies are

Thailand’s historical context.

Theoretical framework

Critical discourse analysis (CDA) was used
in  this study. According to Fairclough
(1989/2001, p. 18), discourse is “a form of social

practice.” Hence, in analyzing discourse, it is



essential to consider the three interrelated
dimensions of discourse: (1) verbal and visual
texts, (2) discursive practice, and (3) social
practice. The first dimension involves the
analysis of text through linguistic features. The
second dimension is the interpretation of the
processes by which texts are produced and
received by readers. The third dimension is
the explanation of the social conditions that
govern these processes.

CDA examines discourse for manifestations
of ideology. However, as Wodak and Meyer
(2009, p. 8) put it, CDA is not interested in the
type of ideology on the surface of culture but
rather “the more hidden and latent type of
everyday beliefs which often appear disguised
as conceptual metaphors and analogies.” CDA
scholars are keen to wunderstand how

discourse  produces  social  domination.
Therefore, they often analyze the language
use of the powerful to see how these groups
abuse power and in turn how the oppressed
may resist such abuse (Wodak & Meyer, 2009,
p. 8). Furthermore, according to Van Dik
(2001), CDA attempts to bring about change in
social practices and relationships or at least
support resistance against inequality and

oppression.

Methodology

Textbook sample

The series of English textbooks under
examination is Direct Method Reader for Thai
Students (hereafter Direct Method Reader). It
was written by M. L. Manich Jumsai, who
worked for the Ministry of Public Instruction,
which was later renamed the Ministry of
Education. Direct Method Reader comprises
three  volumes. The volumes under
examination have different editions. The first
volume is the third edition published in 1939.
The second volume is the second edition
published in 1940. The third volume is the
eleventh edition published in 1961. The first
and second volumes have twenty-five lessons
each, and the third volume comprises twenty-
six lessons. Under the instruction of the
Ministry of Public Instruction, this was the
primary English textbook series used in
government primary and secondary schools
during the 1930s to the 1970s.

Data analysis

The data analysis used content analysis.
Detailed reading of the content was
conducted in order to find themes. After
categorizing the themes, the messages within
the themes were analyzed. At the language
level, language features, such as vocabulary,
verbs, pronouns, modality, voice, metaphor,

and inclusion and exclusion were examined.

Ideologies were identified based on the
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content and language, and the ways in which
the ideologies were connected with the Thai

historical context were examined.

Findings

1.Nationalism

The dominant ideology found in the
series is nationalism. Intertextuality is a
primary method used in the series to rouse
nationalism, that is, the series draws on
several stories about Thai monarchs fighting
the Burmese that was recorded in Thai
history, especially the stories of three
particular kings: King Ramkhamhaeng, King
Naresuan, and King Taksin. The stories are

shown in Excerpt 1.

Excerpt 1

| see a soldier.

What does he say?

He says “Our land is our home, the soldiers
are our fence.”

He means: We must love our country. We
must defend our country.

Look at the map.

This was Thailand.

It was Thailand long ago.

It was Thailand eight hundred years ago.

It was the Thailand of King Ramalsic.]
Kamhaens.

He freed the Thais from the Cambodians.

His country was very large.
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Look at the second map. This was also
Thailand.

It was the Thailand of King Naresuan.

At that time the Burmese came to Thailand.
They came to Thailand many times.

They killed many Thai.

The Thai were not happy.

They were very unhappy.

King Naresuan freed them from the Burmese.
Look at this picture. It is the picture of the
Thai army near the River Satong. King
Naresuan was in the army. He was sitting on
the elephant. He had a gun in his hand. He
shot Surakamma, the Burmese general. The
Burmese ran away.

Once the Maha-Uparaja of Burma came to
Thailand with a large army. King Naresuan
fought him at Nong Sarai near Supanburi and
killed him.

Look at the third map. This was also Thailand.
It was the Thailand of King Taksin.

He freed the Thais from the Burmese.

At that time the Burmese army came to
Thailand. They burnt our capital, Ayudhya.
They burnt many Thais. They killed Thai
women and Thai children. The Thai soldiers
ran away from them. The Thai people were
unhappy. Thailand was not free. King Taksin
freed them from the Burmese. He was a Thai
hero. King Ramalsic.] Kamhaeng was also a
hero. They were heroes, Thai heroes.

Now look at Thailand to-day(sic.].



This is our Thailand.

Love herl Defend her! For Thailand will be
very unhappy, if we do not work hard for her
and defend her.

Thailand is our home. Our fathers lived in
Thailand. Our great grand-fathers also lived in
Thailand. Our great-great grandfathers also
lived in Thailand. Our children will live in
Thailand. Our grandchildren will also live in
Thailand. Our great grand-children will also
live in Thailand. Long live Thailand! (Jumsai,
1940, pp. 122-129)

At the beginning and at the end of the
excerpt, there are statements which
encourage nationalism. The statements are
about defending the country. As for the
stories of three kings, they have the same plot
and begin by describing Thai people living in a
peaceful land. One day, the Burmese invade,
requiring all Thais to unite and fight the
invaders under the leadership of the Thai
kings. Eventually the Thais win, leaving these
kings to be glorified as heroes and saviors of
Thailand, which is itself portrayed as the
victim of invasion by evil foreigners.

Clearly, the entire story is not told in each
instance. They start with the invasion of the

Burmese without mentioning the preceding

conflicts and tensions that led to the wars
between Burma (present-day Myanmar) and
Thailand. As such, parts of the stories are
purposely omitted. Moreover, instead of using
the term “invade,” the stories use the term
“come.” Saying the Burmese “came” to
Thailand is a way to avoid being viewed as a
country vulnerable to foreign aggression.
Overlexicalization, that is, the use of
numerous lexical items for one concept in a
particular context, is explicit. This is evidence
that there is a preoccupation with a particular
dimension of reality, which is normally a site
of  ideological  contention

1989/2001). The verbs “came,” “burnt,” and

(Fairclough,

“killed” appear repetitively in relation to the
Burmese. The use of these verbs emphasizes
the evil actions of the Burmese who
continually invade Thailand. By contrast, the
verb “freed” appears repetitively on the part
of the Thai kings. This emphasizes the heroic
action of the Thai kings: freeing Thai people
from the Burmese. The term “hero(es)” also
appears many times, leading to the
glorification of the kings as brave, patriotic,
and self-sacrificing heroes who save Thailand

and return peace and stability.

The excerpt also shows the ways in
which nationalism is roused. The inclusive

« ”

pronouns “we” and “our” are used to
establish solidarity with the reader. This helps
persuade the reader to believe that Thailand
belongs to the reader, and thus, doing
something to protect the country is vital. The
modal “must” is used to show that defending
Thailand is an obligation one cannot deny.
The writing style, as clearly seen, is very
dramatized to intensify the patriotic feelings
of the reader (i.e., Love herl Defend her! Long
live Thailand!). Such a writing style includes
using an instructive language together with
exclamation marks and constructing the

country as feminine, which is a European

convention.
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Furthermore, at the beginning of the
excerpt, a metaphor is used. The metaphor is
presented as a reported speech of a soldier,
who says Thailand is the home of everyone
and the soldier is like the fence. From this
metaphor, the role of the military to defend
the country is justified. What is interesting is
the visual image of the soldier. The image is
huge, occupying more than half of the page
with the soldier in the center. He is raising his
clenched fist while looking up and saying,
“Our land is our home, the soldiers are our
fence,” written in Thai, not in English. That it
is written in Thai makes it outstanding,
immediately catching the eye of the reader.

In addition, the excerpt shows how
history is presented as primordial. By using the

grammatical structure “It was ... ,” Thailand



has always been where it is today, and the
Thai people have always lived there. This is
presented as if the existence of the country is
a natural phenomenon similar to the
existence of the universe, the Earth, the sun,
and the moon. Of course though, this is
untrue. Thailand as a modern nation-state
with clear boundaries was a newly invented
notion.
2. Morality and discipline

Morality and discipline are other
important ideologies in the series. There are
many dialogues and narratives that talk about
the proper roles and duties of children and
adults in the series. For instance, Excerpt 2
lists the proper duties of a child, that is, a
child must go to school every day, study hard,
and follow class rules. The excerpt carries a
strong sense of obligation because the modal
“must” is used repetitively. A polarization
also exists between the diligent and lazy
children; the latter are portrayed in an
extremely negative way to highlisht the

proper duties a good child has to perform.

Excerpt 2

Siri must go to school every day. He must
walk to school because he has no money. He
must learn English, Thai and arithmetic. He
learns arithmetic in the morning. He must not
talk in class. He must not play in class. Lazy

boys talk in class. Lazy boys do not listen to

the teacher. Lazy boys do not learn their
lessons. They are bad boys. They play in
class. They are very naughty. Diligent boys do
not talk in class. They listen to the teacher.
They learn their lessons. They always do their
sums. The teacher gives them sums to do at
home. The diligent boys do these sums at
home. The diligent boys always do their
home-work. They are good boys. (Jumsai,
1940, pp. 71-72)

In the series, there is a perpetuation of
unequal power relations between adults and
children. Adult characters are given the role of
educators who command and control
children. Child characters, on the contrary,
take the role of the listener, who do as they
are directed by the adults. Child characters
have little opportunity to do what they want
independently. Most conversations in the
series show that adults ask or give orders,

whereas children answer or follow those

orders. Take Excerpt 3 as an example.

Father: Good Morning, children, have you
finished your breakfast already?

Chab:  Good Morning, Father, we have

finished our breakfast, but Anong is

still upstairs. She is not up yet.

She is still sleeping.

Father: Have you not told her to get up?

Chab: | have told her, Father. She cannot
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get up. She is not well. She is ill.
Father: Then | shall send for the doctor.
Chab:  The doctor has already come.
He came at seven o’clock. He has
given her some medicine.
Father: Has she already taken the medicine?
Chab:  Yes, she has already taken some
aspirin.
Father: What has she done to be ill?
Chab:  She has eaten too many Chinese
noodles, and she has drunk too
much water.
Father: Is the doctor still upstairs?
Chab:  No, Father, he has already gone
home.
Father: Have you written a letter to Anong’s
teacher?

In the excerpt, the child character
addresses his father with the term “father.”
This suggests formality and respect for the
parents. Formality is also seen in the way the

child character answers the questions. The
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answers are in full sentences, with the
exception of just one - “Yes, | have.” There is
no use of contractions like “I've told . . .”
when answering the questions. This clearly
shows that formality is vital when speaking
with the adults. Furthermore, the excerpts
show that the father leads the conversation.
The child character merely answers his
questions and follows his commands. This
suggests the authority of the father. The child
character seems to be a very good boy who is
obedient, disciplined, and polite. He also
cares about his father by asking at the end if
his father sleeps well. Such care, though

trivial, suggests that he follows the Thai

cultural doctrine on filial piety.

Discussion

The ideologies of nationalism and
morality and discipline found in Direct
Method Reader served the military ruling
elite. Examining the political condition, the
series was written several years after the
Revolution of 1932 when Thailand experienced a
transformation

political from being an

absolute monarchy to a constitutional
monarchy. It was not a smooth tansformation of
political power as members of the People’s
Party were divided into factions. At that time,
fascist leaders were particularly influential
around the world, and there were growing

movements of nationalism worldwide during



the years prior to World War Il (1939-1945).
Field Marshal Plaek Phibunsongkhram took
power in 1938 and exercised his power to
build a new nation (Wyatt, 1982, p. 253). The
new nation was aimed to be modernized and
widely accepted by the global community.
Influenced by fascism, Phibun’s policies
included changing the name of Siam to
Thailand in 1939. In the same year, he issued
a series of cultural mandates (ratthaniyom).
One issue in the ratthaniyom was related to
the concept of siwilai or civilization as Phibun
desired to change the image of the country in
the eyes of foreigners from an undeveloped
to a civilized one. To become civilized, Thais
had to, for example, eat with spoons and
forks, follow the dress codes and wear hats
when going out, and do everyday activities
according to schedule (Phongpaichit & Baker,
2005, p. 208). In addition, they were required
to memorize the new national anthem and
salute the national flag in public areas. Phibun
orchestrated an anti-Chinese campaign to
motivate economic nationalism. For instance,
he encouraged Thais to buy Thai products to
destroy the Chinese market share. He also
arrested  Chinese businessmen, controlled

Chinese schools, and banned Chinese
newspapers.

When the Cold War began, after the
defeat of Pridi Banomyong who was labeled a

communist, Phibun returned to power as the

prime minister and continued his nationalistic
policies. He formed a National Culture Council
in 1948 and assigned his ally, Luang
Wichitwathakan, to write a number of plays,
songs, and books to develop nationalsm in the
people’s hearts (Phongpaichit & Baker, 2005,
pp. 129-130; 147). School children were
required to be taught with Wichit’s work. For
example, as reported by Wisaphrom (2016, p.
130), a primary student addressed a speech
about the people’s freedom written by his
school principal. The speech ended with the
song “Tuen toed chao thai” (“Wake Up,
Thais!”) composed by Wichit. Under Phibun’s
second administration (1948-1957), he and
Wichit attempted to promote the monarchy
and Buddhism as the heart of being Thai
(Sattayanurak, 2014, p. 60). In particular, he
tried to govern the country according to the
paternalistic form of kingship and elevated
himself as a supporter of Buddhism (Connors,
2005, p. 529).

Amidst these political conditions, Direct
Method  Reader was written by a
representative of the Thai state. Thus, the
content of the series was inevitably tied to
the discourse in the National Education
Schemes of 1933 and 1936. Both schemes
provided three types of knowledge: intellectual
education, moral education, and physical

education, aiming to produce a citizen who

could not only pursue a suitable career, but
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also serve society as a member of a
democratic country (Ministry of Education,
1976, pp. 159-164). To achieve this aim,
schools were mandated to include studies
about morality, civics, legal rights and duties
concerning daily life, the defense of the
country, military and police affairs, and health
and hygiene (Ministry of Education, 1976, pp.
50-52). As can be seen, the defense of the
country and morality and discipline were
important issues students needed to be
exposed to. Hence, although Direct Method
Reader was a series of English textbooks
written to teach the English language, it also
attempted to promote nationalism, especially
through the story of royal national salvation
to serve the militant ruling elite for the
purpose of nation-building. It also taught
students to be moral and disciplined to live
harmoniously in a hierarchical society.

In Thailand, the production of textoooks
used in school is controlled by the state
through educational agencies. Accoding to
Karnjanasthiti (2001), the Ministry of Education is
responsible  for textbook producon. All
textbooks must be checked and approved
with the content comesponding to the policies of
the state. The textbook author must write
based on the criteria and scope set by the
Ministry of Education. Those who check the
textbook must see whether a publication is

written based on the curriculum and has
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complete content. As the production of a
textbook is controlled by the state, the
ideologies that justify and maintain the power
of the state are incorporated into the
textbooks, as is illustrated by this textbook
series Direct Method Reader.
Implications

This study could be useful in developing
teachers’ awareness about how textbooks are
discursively constructed. This study highlights
that textbooks such as this one under
examination are biased because they present
only a part of a story and reflect the
ideologies of the writers and the state. It
helps teachers see bias in textbooks and
hence the limited role of textbooks. Teachers
may come to realize that all discourses,
including those in English textbooks, are
subject to ideologies and should be
understood only within a particular context.
Potentially they may be able to detect,
scrutinize, or dismantle ideologies using the
critical approaches discussed in this research.
By doing so, they may be able to provide
their students with stimulating ideas that
prompt students to have critical thinking. In
other words, this study encourages teachers
to view themselves as active users of their
textbooks. As Pennycook (1995) pointed out,
teachers need to actively question rather than

blindly obey the authority of textbook

contents. When they find content that implies



stereotypes, they should develop counter-
discourses to challenge the stereotypes.

To develop teachers’ awareness, it might
be helpful if teacher training sessions are
conducted,  particularly  for  preservice
teachers. In the session, teachers can help
one another evaluate the textbooks or
materials used in their class. For instance,
they can discuss the positioning of particular
readings or textbooks as a whole and examine
them to see if they contain any biased
language or content. They can also brainstorm
and map plans for dealing with such bias. If
adapting textbook language or content is
required, they can also share their ideas,
experiences, and techniques to make the
textbooks less biased, more relevant, and
more meaningful to students. In addition, it
might be beneficial if teachers who are more
experienced with conducting critical thinking
activities can demonstrate how to effectively
conduct such activities with the textbooks

evaluated in the training session. This could

help the less experienced teacher grasp a
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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to study the behavior of tourists in choosing
accommodation, and 2) to provide the guidelines for accommodation business development in
Muang District, Surat Thani province. The research population for this research was 1,239,042 Thai
tourists who travelled to Muang District, Surat Thani province. The sample was 400 Thai tourists
selected by the accidental sampling technique. The data collection tool was a questionnaire. The
reliability test of the whole questionnaire was 0.77. The data were analyzed by percentage,
mean, and standard deviation. The study indicated that most tourists who stayed in an
accommodation had the main purpose of relaxing, with an average length of stay of 2 nights, they
travelled with family, and booked a room in advance by phone, and received the information
from the internet. They mainly chose to stay at a hotel, and would choose to return to the same
hotel, if an opportunity occurred. The study revealed that, in term of accommodation selection,
Thai tourists mostly made decision based on accommodation and service, followed by the
staffing, location or distribution channel, price, facility and marketing promotion respectively. The
guidelines for accommodation business development in Muang District are as following: the
rooms should be continuously developed to meet the standards and safety of life and property
of tourists, entrepreneurs must have a clear pricing approach, integration of group to set
accommodation prices to create the same standard; provide travelers with information through
the accommodation website or give brochures to tour companies; offer more online booking
promotions; improve employee productivity; and provide both in-room facilities and fully

equipped accommodations in order to meet the needs of tourists.

ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the roles and functions of the agricultural
extension program and to study the factors in participation in the agricultural extension program
of the farmers in Kanchanaburi. Questionnaires were used to collect data from 705 individual
farmers. The methodology of this survey was survey research method that the data were
analyzed by the computer program. To determine the frequency percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and testing the hypothesis, and logistic regression analysis were used to determine the
level of significance at 0.05 level.

It was found that the most of farmers were male. The age ranged from 51 to 60 years old
with primary education. Most of the farming practices were between 21 and 30 years lonsg.
Farmers had a better understanding of the roles and functions of the agricultural extension
program in Kanchanaburi, especially in the rules of participation for the agricultural extension
system. For agricultural extension system for the factor of participation in the agricultural
extension program, the most important factor was marketing. Especially, in the procurement,
marketing facility in distribution was a minor factor in reducing costs and increasing productivity in
the promotion of agricultural machinery such as planters. The main factor of management
process should provide training and seminars for farmers including academic papers and manuals
for supporting factors in the project. Moreover, the farmers should strengthen ability by studying
from the sample preparation and the learning center. The hypothesis test shoed that the market
factor management process factors and the project support factor impacts on the decision to
participate in the Agricultural Extension Program in Kanchanaburi. The problems and obstacles
encountered in this study were public relations, there were no conditions to apply for the

program. There were some restrictions on participating in some areas.

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ABSTRACT

This research has the objectives to: 1. study the origin, concepts, and theories regarding
the principle of tort liability arising from air transportation; and 2 . study and compare the
principles of general tort liability according to the Civil and Commercial Code with international
agreements. The research conducted herein is Qualitative Research and includes documentary
research and summaries of analyses, the benefits of which were used as a method for
summarizing recommendations from the research.

The researcher found that the issue of tort liability arising from air transportation is a
problem at the international level arising from the fact that at the present time the advancement
and progress in the air transportation system has experienced a very high rate of growth. This has
the effect of causing the risk of loss from accidents in air transportation to increase very much, as
a shadow follows the body. Generally speaking, accidents of this type are related to two types of
people, namely : "air transportation regulators" and "air traffic controllers." In the case that the
loss or damages arise from an accident in air transportation, according to the provisions of the
Civil and Commercial Code regarding negligence, there is not sufficient clarity or precision to
determine that as between "air transportation regulators" and "air traffic controllers" which is the
party that must take responsibility in civil law for any loss or damage which occurs.

Thailand in its status as a party to the Convention on International Civil Aviation of 1944
must be bound by the provisions of the foregoing agreement by implication and has, therefore,
taken the principles thereof and enacted them in the Aviation Act of 1954.

At any rate, regarding tort liability arising from air transportation, even though there has
been the publication to begin using the Aviation Act of 1954 along with twelve amendments and
revisions thereto, the principles regarding liability which are proscribed in appendix two of the
Convention on International Civil Aviation have still not been enacted. Therefore, for the sake of
deciding and adjudicating cases
in the court according to international standards and international law, it is appropriate to take

the principles contained in the second appendix and enact them in the Aviation Act of 1954.

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ABSTRACT

The objective of descriptive research was to compare expectation of the graduate’s
quality based on learning standard framework, 21° century learning and identity of the graduates
of bachelor of nursing science program, Boromrajonani College of Nursing Chainat in academic
year 2016. The population comprised 83 users of the nursing graduates. The data were collected
by a questionnaire. The data were then analyzed by the descriptive statistics and t-test for
dependent samples.

The research yielded that the average scores on expectation on the graduate’s quality
compared with the learning standard and qualification frameworks of bachelor of nursing science
program, 21° century learning and identity of the graduates were different both in overall and
each dimension with statistical significance (p<.01). The expectation on the graduate’s quality
based on the qualification framework received the highest score. The dimension receiving the
highest average score was intelligence while numerical analysis, communication and information
technology skills received the lowest average. The graduate’s identity and the 21% century
learning were at the highest levels. The result of the quality assessment based on the 6
dimensions of the qualification framework was at high level. The dimension receiving the highest
average was ethics while intelligence received the lowest average. The graduate’s identity
received high score and the 21% century learning was at the high level. Therefore, the College
should revise learning methods and extracurricular activities particularly those that will improve
the intelligence skills. The students should be encouraged to learn by themselves both from
textbooks, empirical evidence, electronic media while applying and integrating wisdom into

health promotion practice.

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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to develop electronic books to supplement learning
on Muay Thai Boran Lopburi to reach the standard benchmark and to compare the knowledge
and understanding of learning. The population of this study was 68 students in Mathayomsuksa 3

in the schools under Lopburi Provincial Education Office, namely, Khok Charoenvit School, 24
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students; Chai Badan Witthaya School, 29 students; and Yang Rak Witthaya 15 students. The tools
used in research were an electronic book for learning supplement on Muay Thai Boran Lopburi,
drills at the end of the lessons and a test. The data were analyzed in terms of mean and
standard deviation.

The findings:

The Electronic Book to supplement learning on Muay Thai Boran Lopburi which was
constructed showed a level of 86.12 / 89.92 which was higher than the 80/80 criterion and the
comparison of the knowledge and understanding of learning showed that the posttest scores
were higher than the pre-test scores, the pre-test scores = 9.87 and posttest scores = 19.83, that

is, the students had a higher level of understanding and the overall development score was 41.12

percent.
