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A STUDY OF THE NECESSARY REQUIREMENTS FOR ACTION RESEARCH IN
THE CLASSROOMS OF LEAD TEACHERS IN THE EDUCATION FUND PROJECT
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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the necessary requirements for conducting action research
in the classroom of lead teachers in the Education Fund Project in Kanchanaburi Province.
The population consisted of 87 lead teachers from schools under the Education Fund Project across
five districts in Kanchanaburi Province: Nong Prue District, Lao Khwan District, Huai Krachao District,
Sangkhla Buri District, and Thong Pha Phum District. The research instrument was a needs assessment
for action research in the classroom of lead teachers in the Education Fund Project of
Kanchanaburi Province. The statistics used in the research included mean, standard deviation, and
Priority Needs Index (PNl ).

The results of the research revealed that:

1. In terms of knowledge needs in classroom action research, the item with the highest
PNI o value was basic knowledge about classroom action research (0.217), followed by ethics
in classroom action research (0.171).

2. In terms of skill needs in classroom action research, the item with the highest PNI o
value was research report writing (0.246), followed by application of technology in research (0.244),
and innovation design (0.242), respectively.

3. In terms of attitudinal needs in classroom action research, the item with the highest
PNI s value was attitude toward classroom action research (0.197).
