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Abstract

This research aims to: (1) study the level of public attitudes toward
the election of members and executives of the Nakhon Ratchasima City
Municipality, (2) compare public attitudes toward the election of these
municipal representatives, and (3) present the Buddhist attitudes of the public
toward the election of members and executives of the Nakhon Ratchasima
City Municipality.A mixed-methods approach was employed. The quantitative
aspect used questionnaires as the data collection tool, with a sample group
consisting of 379 individuals aged 18 years and over, residing in the Nakhon
Ratchasima City Municipality. Data were analyzed using frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation. Hypothesis testing was conducted
using Pearson’s correlation coefficient. For the qualitative part, in-depth
interviews were conducted with 9 key informants, and the data were analyzed
using descriptive content analysis..

The results of the research found that 1) The attitude of the people
towards the election of members and local administrators of Nakhon
Ratchasima Municipality is at a high level overall. The aspect with the highest
average value is political decision-making, followed by election campaigning,
and the aspect with the lowest average value is election conduct. 2) The
attitude of the people towards the election of members and local
administrators of Nakhon Ratchasima Municipality classified by personal

factors found that people with different genders, ages, education levels,
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monthly incomes, and occupations have different attitudes towards the
election of members and local administrators of Nakhon Ratchasima
Municipality. There is no difference, so the research hypothesis is rejected. 3)
It presents the Buddhist attitude of the people towards the election of
members and local administrators of Nakhon Ratchasima Municipality
according to the principle of 7 Sappurisadhamma: 1) Thammanyuta, knowing
the criteria for election, 2) Atthanyuta, knowing the goals of administration, 3)
Atthanyuta, understanding one's own role and duty, 4) Mattanyuta, knowing
how to use the budget appropriately, 5) Kalannyuta, knowing the time frame
for local administration, 6) Parisannyuta, knowing the behavior of local
people, and 7) Pukkalannyuta, choosing the right people for the job.
