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The purposes of this research were to study and compare the opinion of school administrators
and teachers towards the operational state of teacher profession development in schoots under Buri-
ram Primary Educational Service Area Office 2, as classified by status and school size. The sample were
178 school administrators and 178 teachers in a total of 356, selected by using the Krejcie & Morgan
" Sample-Size Table multi-stage random sampling, and simple random sampling, respectively. The
instrument used in this study was a questionnaire. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data
were frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by the t-test,
and F-test, and Scheffé Method used to compare each pair of the aspects. The statistically significant
difference was set at the level of .05.

The findings were as follows:

1. The anatyses of the operational state of teacher profession development as perceived by the
school administrators and teachers were found as a whole at the low levels. When considering by
each aspect, it was found that all aspects were at low levels, except the academic activity operation
about regularly teacher professional development, and various activities decision-making by awareness
of results to students were at moderate levels. When considering at position status, it was reveated
that the operational state of teacher profession development of the school administrators as a whole
was at low level. When considering at each aspect, it was found that the operational state of teacher
profession development of the school administrators were at low level. Also, the operational state of
teacher profession development of the teachers as a whole was at moderate levels. When considering
at each aspect, it was found that all aspects were at moderate levels. The various activities decision-
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making by awareness of results to students was reported as the highest mean score.

2. The opinions of school administrators and teachers towards the operational state of teacher
profession development, classified by position status as a whole was statistically significant difference at
01 level. When considering at each aspect, it was found that the operation was statistically significant
difference at .01 level.

3. The opinions of school administrators and teachers towards the operational state of teacher
profession development, classified by school size as a whole were not different. When considering at
each aspect, it was not different.

4. The suggestions about the operational state of teacher profession development as perceived
by the school administrators and teachers were that the self-performance should be the good model
both inside and outside schools in terms of setf-domination, people domination and work domination.
The administration and working should be flexible, self-performed appropriately, regularly and friendly.
| The school administrators should be honest with teachers, not only for their self-advancement but

also for unity, providing the importance to teachers along with working-success.
