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ABSTRACT 4

The purposes of this research were to study and compare state of operation in educational man-
agement on education standard of school administrators by teachers classified by teaching experience
and school size. The samples were 341 teachers under the Office of Secondary School Service Area 32
in academic year of 2010. The instrument was three-part questionnaires which consist of the teacher’
data, teacher’ opinions on state of operation in educational management on education standard of
school administrators under the Office of Secondary School Service Area 32, and open-ended from with
its reliability value at .1976. The statistics used to analyze the data were percentage, mean, standard
deviation, Independent t-test, and One-way Analysis of Variance at the significant level of .05. The
results were as follows:

1. The teacher’s opinions on the state of operation in educational management on education
standard of school administrators both as whole and each aspect were found at much level

2. The different teaching experience teachers had significantly different opinions on the state of
operation in educational management on education standard of school administrators whole at the
level of .05. When considered each aspect, it was found that the students standard was significantly
different at the level of .05, while other standards were not.

3. Teachers working in schools with differing opinions regarding. The educational standards of the
school administrators in the school district office and the school district 32 was no different.

4. Comments and suggestions on the state of operation in educational management on educa-
tion standard of school administrators were as in the followings. In aspect of students standard, the
students should be developed by moral and ethics. Some students didn’t pay attention to their study,
and lacked of discipline. In aspect of teachers standard, the teachers should be efficiently developed
in learning management, and they should have student-centered lesson plans. And in aspect of school
administrators, they should have wide vision, be subordinates’ celebrities, accept the subordinates’

opinions, and have cooperative administration.
