The purposes of this research are going to study and compare the attitude of the environment
in Nangrong Industrial and Community Education College classified by status and achievements, of
students through the seven aspects, The are policy and administration, curriculum and academic
contents, teaching and learning activities, medium of instruction, site and building relationship between
the students and instructors, and relationship peers. The sampling groups of Nangrong Industrial and
Community Education College for this research are administrators, instructors and students total
413 person. This will be done by Stratified Random Sampling. The research instruments are set of
questionnaires including checklist, 5 rating scale reliability of 0.96 and an open-ended from its reliability
of 0.96 The statistics are used to percentage, mean and standard deviation. The hypotheses were
tested by Independent T-test and One-way an anous of . With, the different significance was at .05
level. Scheffe’s method was used to compare difference. The results were as follows:

1. Administrators, instructors and students regarding with the environment aspect was high of high
level when investigated. Each pair was on high of high level and at 2 middle level. The mean value for
administration and policy is “high” level while the relationship between instructors with the students is
“low” level.

2. The attitude of administrators, instructors and students to the environment in Nangrong Industrial
and Community Education College both as a whole different, while the rest aspects were statistically
significant different at 0.5 level when investigated each pair was found : learning activities, medium
of instructor site and building relationship between the students and instructors at each aspect were
statistically significant different at 0.5 level and others at each aspect were not.

3. The students’ achievements are question to different learning in Nangrong Industrial and Com-
munity Education College have no difference when investigated each pair was attitude to curriculum
and contents, site and building and relationship between friends group at each aspect were statistically
significant different at 0.5 level and others at each aspect were not.

4. The open question and opinions for Nangrong Industrial and Community Education College
recarding to this environment aspect should have more amount of fund, should have many rooms such
as: classroom, test room or laboratory room, meeting room, activity room; toilets that are sufficient
enough for the students to use; should offer learning activities; teach the students to be knowledgeable
and creative; and should set an organize learning schedule for students.
