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Abstract

This study aims to (1) study the creative innovation management of private hospitals, (2) examine
the reasons for the management of creative innovation of private hospitals and (3) investigate the impact
of creative innovation management of private hospitals to excellence in innovation and performance
of the organization. This research is quantitative research the population for this research was 347
private hospital businesses in Thailand. A total of 269 complete questionnaires were returned.
Descriptive statistics was used in data analysis in this research to describe the characteristics of the
data while the Structural Equation Modeling (SEM) was employed to test the basic conditions and the
confirmatory component analysis was used to test the hypothesis. From the hypothesis testing.
It was found that creative innovation management of private hospitals in Thailand affects excellence in

innovation and performance of the organization with a statistical significance of 0.05.
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
