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Abstract

This article had 2 major objectives. These included 1) to
investigate problematic situation of underprivileged children in
education and 2) to provide policy recommendations for solving
inequality education. By applying documentary research, the author
reviewed numbers of academic publications during the last 8 years.
Then, content analysis was adopted before statistical method of
Chi—square was used. The findings were as followed:

The number of underprivileged children in education has
steadily increased throughout the past 8 years. Although the 15
year free education policy was launched, some schools still ask

for some other extra fees. Besides, it was found that the top three
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types of underprivileged children in education were: 1 ) poor children,
2) other types, and 3) the abandoned child. Northeast region was
the most vulnerable. Its lack of basic living was the major cause.
Basic common factors included sex, hometown, and class levels
were found related with underprivileged children in education. Policy
recommendations were 1) the governor or involving organizations
should promote educational friendly for all student groups,
2) participatory as well as cooperation among all involving
agencies from all sectors should be highlighted, and 3) educational
innovations such as vulnerable children fund and school bus should

be available for school children living in remote area.
