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Abstract

Grouping of humans for cooperating works had occurred as long as human society had
emerged. Subsequently, humans had transferred knowledge to each other and systematically
studied more. The result of this development led to the establishment of various new concepts
which would be repeatedly study and experimented until some of the concepts were proved,
wildly confirmed, and then named the concepts as theories finally.
