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Abstract

The research objectives were 1) to evaluate the master of education program
in curriculum and instruction (new curriculum 2015) and 2) to study the guidelines for
the development of the master of education program in curriculum and instruction
(new curriculum 2015). 63 people in the academic year 2018 were the targets of this
study, consisting of 18 students in the curriculum and instruction program, 15 school
administrators who are a professional experience source of students, 15 teacher
mentors, 6 professors in curriculum and instruction program, 3 experts in curriculum
and instruction, and 6 curriculum administrators. The CIPP evaluation model with
dimensions was assessed four aspects; context, input, process and product. The data
were collected through a curriculum evaluation form, an evaluation form for student
learning in professional experience training, a student characteristics evaluation form for

teaching professional experience, a curriculum satisfaction questionnaire, a questionnaire for
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satisfaction with curriculum administration, and the group conversation recording form. Data
analyze was carried out through mean and standard deviation for the quantitative data,
and content analysis for qualitative data.

The research results were as follows:

1. The overall curriculum evaluation results: the context was a high level and
there was an inconsistency (;: 4.28, S.D.= 1.09), the input was a high level and
consistent opinions (X =4.27, S.D.= 0.77), the process was a high level and consistent
opinions (; = 3.31, S.D.= 0.67), and the product; 1) the student learning outcomes in
the teaching experience of teachers was a high level and consistent opinions (X =4.04,
S.D.= 0.47), 2) the characteristics of students in the teaching experience of teachers
was a high level and consistent opinions (i =4.03, S.D.= 0.49), 3) the satisfaction with
the master of education program in curriculum and instruction (new curriculum 2015)
was a high level and consistent opinions (X =432, S.D.= 0.55).

2. The important curriculum development methods included: 1) Context; The
objectives of the curriculum should be improved to be in line with the learning
outcomes according to the national higher education qualifications standards and
should be increased the objective of producing a master's degree in learning
management that can apply the theory to practice. The total number of credits should
be reduced in each type of education and in accordance with the standard criteria for
graduate programs and should be increased the number of instructors recruitment
plans for each academic year to suit the needs of those interested in studying, 2) Input;
There should be a plan to procure additional curriculum instructors in the event that
there are more interested applicants or in the case of an increase in senior teachers,
and 3) Process; There should be more than 1 lecturer for each subject. Special
lecturers or experts should be invited to join teaching or student seminars. The thesis
topics should be organized a seminar on and assessed the progress of students’ thesis
continually. Developing the potential of curriculum instructors should emphasize
academic work that can be used to apply for a higher academic position and should
have an educational network to cooperate in research for curriculum and teaching

development.
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
