The result of study was found that Psychological and Psycho-social factors
had a conceptual Process of students’ instruction in a significant level of statistics 0.01
and 0.05 . Having considered a division of pair of Psychological and Psycho-social
factors, we could explain as follows: Factors to self — confidence, Motivation for
achievement, Future Orientation, relationship with friends, relationship with the family,
relationship with teachers, were found that they had a relation with a perception
process of students on instruction in every part, such as curriculum, teaching
