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Abstract

This study was conducted with its 2 significant objectives : 1) to study the concepts and theories
of authoritative nurture and the Buddhist behaviors. 2) to study the relationship between the authoritative
nurture and the Buddhist behaviors of adolescents in Ayutthaya province with the religious faith as a
moderator. This research is Correlational Studies. The sample group is 481 junior high school students in
Ayutthaya province. The data was collected by using a questionnaire consisting of Personal information,
The authoritative nurture questionnaire with reliability = .808, the Buddhist behaviors questionnaire with
reliability = .840, the religious faith questionnaire with reliability = .834. Data analysis was conducted by
using the Pearson's Product Moment Correlation Coefficient, Multiple regression analysis (Enter)
Hierarchical Multiple Regression Analysis and test of the moderation effects with PROCESS program.

The research results found that authoritative nurture positively correlated with the Buddhist
behaviors statistically significant (r =.321***, p < .01) and the religious faith is a moderator on the

relationship between authoritative nurture and the Buddhist behavior (3 = .774%, AR2 = .233).
