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Abstract

The objectives of this research article were: 1) to study the school management
conceptual framework and the educational identity strengthening process conceptual framework
2) To study the current and desirable state of the non-formal Japanese language school
management based on the concept of educational identity strengthening process 3) To develop
a non-formal Japanese language school management system based on the concept of
educational identity strengthening process. The research approach was a multi-phase mixed
method. The sample for this research was 71 non-formal Japanese language schools. The
respondents were school management and education personnel. The research instruments were
questionnaires, focus group discussion notes, and system evaluation form. The data were
analyzed by descriptive statistics to acquire the frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
index of PNIodified and content analysis.

The findings were as follows.

1. Results of the evaluation of the conceptual framework used in the research by is
appropriate in all aspects.

2. The current state of the non-formal Japanese language school management system
based on the concept of educational identity strengthening process was at a high level, and the
desirable state was at the highest level in all aspects.

3. The school management system that was developed is a non-formal Japanese school
management system focused on the development of management quality according to the
concept of educational identity strengthening process on Designing educational identity,
Communication of educational identity, and Social networking. Components used in school
system development composes of 5 main elements which consist of (1) Context/environment
which are Educational policy/Private education development plan; The needs of learners,
communities, and society, (2) Input which are Teachers/instructors and educational personnel,
Management structure; School facilities; Information technology system, (3) Process/subsystem
which are Designing educational identity;, Communication of educational identity; Social
networking, (4) Output which is Management Quality, and (5) Feedback which is Suggestions for
improvement. Results of the evaluating the developed school system in terms of its usefulness,

possibility, appropriateness, and accuracy are at the highest level in all aspects.
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The knowledge gained from this research is how to develop the non-formal Japanese
language school management system by using the concept of the process of strengthening the
educational identity of non-formal Japanese language schools. The elements of the system
obtained from this research can be used to develop the school management system to help
level up the quality and confidence in school management system to enable learners to develop
their potential and become quality citizens in order to step into the future of education

development in Thailand.
