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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the current conditions and desired conditions of administration
of disabled children’s assistance service in accordance with the concept of preparation for transition
to the mainstream school system, and 2) present guidelines on developing administration of disabled
children’s assistance service in accordance with the concept of preparation for transition to the
mainstream school system. Mixed methods were used in the research. The samples were 77 special
education centers under the Special Education Bureau, consisting of 54 directors, and 278
government teachers. The instrument was a questionnaire. The results of the research found that
1) The present condition was at a high level and the desirable condition was at the high-highest
level. 2) The suggested guidelines were (1) screening by observation and tests to obtain actual
data (2) physical ability evaluation by observation to find strengths and weaknesses of children for
later 1IP planning (3) The plans were prepared in accordance with the development of learning.
(4) It was learned as an [EP plan by creating an IEP as an individual need. (5) There were various
learnings taking into account the actual age of the learners in different situations. (6) The teachers
should be supervised, monitored, and evaluated by academics, heads of administration, or others

to refer children to schools.
