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Abstract

This research aimed to synthesize and evaluate the suitability of leaming leadership
components of school administrators. It was conducted as a qualitative study through two
steps. Step 1 was the Synthesis of the learning leadership components of school administrators
using intensive review from related studies, totaling 10 sources. Step 2 was the evaluation
of the appropriateness of the leaming leadership components through the experts
include university professors faculty members specializing in educational management
and development, school administrators, and teachers from schools under the secondary
educational service area office sakon nakhon five experts by stratified sampling The research
tools included a synthesis form, used to Document synthesized and research and an
evaluation form used to evaluated the components appropriateness. Qualitative data from
the data synthesis were analyzed using content analysis, while quantitative data were analyzed
using computer software. The collected data were analyzed for frequency, percentage, mean
and standard deviation.

The findings revealed that learning leadership of school administrators consisted of six
components, namely team leaming, creativity, learning environment, information technology
implementation, integration, and self-directed learning. Overall components showed the

highest level of appropriateness.
