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Abstract

The research objectives were to survey the Vernacular architectures in 169
communities in Buriram province and to develop the vernacular architectural
database. The research methodology has conducted by field survey and interview
with the building owner or the building administrator. These were used to bring to
create database and processing. The results from the survey showed data of 532
buildings in 21 sub-districts and photos, then the Buriram Vernacular Architecture
Database: Buriram VAD was developed and can be accessed online at http://cul.bru.
ac.th/vad/. The suggestions for further research is that the research must be conducted
continuously for increasing data and following up on the update database of the
buildings. The Arts and Cultural Center of Buriram Rajabhat University should
support research users in developing the concrete database. Moreover, the obtained

database should publicized to academics, tourists, and general interested people.

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Abstract

The purposes of research were to 1) synthesize the paleogeography of
Khorat Geopark area, and to 2) develop suitable information graphic design for the
target group to be able to effectively recognize and understand Khorat Geopark area.
The researchers had collected concept and theory of paleogeography, used as a
framework for synthesizing the content with five experts and studying the opinions of
the target group of 170 people. The tools used were interview and questionnaire. The
procedure of research can be divided into three phases: 1) synthesize the content of
information, 2) find suitable format, and 3) the result of the design. The result of the
research revealed that Phase 1, it was found that Khorat Geopark occurred in the 6"
period of the geologic time. Phase 2, gomphotherium was the most suitable cartoon
character with the highest score (4.40). The proportion of three parts was the most

suitable character with the highest score (4.32). Thai Khorat costumes were the most
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suitable with the highest score (4.38). “Did you know...?” was a sentence that best
attracted the interest with the highest score (4.17). Information graphic design was
consistent with the graphic design theory of Alberto Caiaro. Phase 3, information
graphic could be arranged into the size of A4 as the learning material that was easy to

understand.

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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to examine current and desirable
conditions and needs for transformational leadership of the first-line administrators in
Rajabhat University. The three - stage study involved: Stage I was related to
analyzing components and indicators of the first-line administrators in Rajabhat

University; Stage II concerned data collection of current and desirable conditions,
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and need analysis of the first-line administrators in Rajabhat University; and Stage III
was about establishing the guidelines for developing the first-line administrators in
Rajabhat University. The research instrument was a set of a five-point scale
questionnaire. The statistics for data analysis were Mean and Standard Deviation.

The finding revealed that

1. The components and indicators of the first-line administrators in
Rajabhat University involved five aspects and 18 indicators as follows: 1) Shared
vision, covering three indicators; 2) Idealized Influence, covering four indicators; 3)
Inspirational Motivation with four indicators; 4) Intellectual Stimulation, covering
three indicators; and 5) Individualized Consideration, covering four indicators.

2. The current conditions concerning the transformational leadership of
the first-line administrators in Rajabhat University were at a high level, whereas the
desirable conditions were at the highest level. The inspirational motivation was
considered as the most needed aspect.

3. The guidelines for developing transformational leadership of the first-
line administrators in Rajabhat University should involve the three-phase
development program consisting of 111 hours: Phase I Preparation; Phase II Practice
in Actual Setting consisting of four modules; and Phase III Monitoring. The
assessment results, conducted by experts, revealed that the program appropriateness

and possibilities were at the highest level.

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Abstract
The purposes of this research were 1) to study the democratic citizenship

of youth in Surin province 2) to compare the democratic citizenship of youth in Surin
province classified by gender, age, educational level, school size, and participation in
activities promoting the democratic citizenship 3) to examine the guidelines for
strengthening the democratic citizenship of youth in Surin province. The samples
were 395 upper secondary school students from 19 district schools in Surin province
under the Office of Secondary Educational Service Area 33. This was the mixed
methodology research the investigation by questionnaire as a quantitative
instrument for collecting data , a group interviewing was as a qualitative method
instrument. And statistics for analysis were t-test (Independent) and F-test (One Way
ANOVA). The research results revealed that:

1. The overall democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province was at
a high level. When each aspect was considered, all aspects were arranged in order
from the highest to the lowest mean as follows: the respect for the rights of others,

the social responsibility and the respect for rules respectively.
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2. The comparison of democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province
classified by gender, age, educational level, and participation in school activities
showed no statistically significant difference while the school size displayed
statistically significant difference at the 0.05 level.

3. The guidelines for strengthening the democratic citizenship of the youth
in Surin province included: 1) trainings and activities to strengthen the nature of
citizenship in democracy for youth to gain knowledge and understanding for applying
their daily life, family, school and community, 2) teachings and learnings in social
studies, religion and culture to emphasize students to perform democratic citizenship
activities. 3) rising awareness about the role of youth cultivating and creating in
family, school, community and nation, 4) having a parents, teachers, community and
country leaders as a good role model of good citizen for youth in democratic ways

and, 5) promoting a campaign through social media.

Introduction

Democracy is especially important for all Thai people because democratic
live is suitable for Thailand. It is a form of government that allows all citizens to
participate in the administration of the country. Thailand has been ruled with
democracy with the king as head of state for 87 years. Democracy in Thailand has
developed merely to a certain level because there is inadequate understanding in the
principle of democracy among Thais, and that could lead to lack of faith in
democracy. Democratic development to achieve sustainability requires indoctrination

of knowledge, understanding and truthful democratic values for the young generation
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who are the country's major force (Secretariat of the House of Representatives,
2016). To strengthen politics and government in a democracy, it must primarily begin
with educating students and citizenship. This is for encouraging and rising awareness
of citizenship that plays an important role in assembling a democratic foundation of
the country towards progress and stability. It was in accordance with the version of
strategic plan retrieved from Secretariat of the House of Representatives 2014-2017
(2015) as displayed in strategy 3 that Thai people should be promoted and supported
to gain democratic citizenship and contribute to sustainable reform of Thailand.

Democratic citizenship development is necessary for Thai society at present
plus academic progress effects economic and social changes. Therefore, the
development of democratic citizenship should start at educational institutions since
they are social organizations that help instill the youth to follow the path of
democracy and seize equality and human equality. This process requires a long
period of time through the political persuasion which results in conceptions, attitudes
and attributes of citizenship in a democracy. In 2010, the Ministry of Education
composed the proposals regarding policies and strategies for educational
development to foster citizenship with the objectives to develop a new generation of
Thai citizens to become enthusiastic citizens, and have awareness of their own power
to change society to be peaceful and stable (Office of the Education Council, 2011).
The proposals consisted of respecting the rules, other people's rights and having
social responsibility which were the basic principles of democratic citizenship.

For such importance, the researcher then has an interest in studying
democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province. The samples of this research
were the youth that were studying in upper secondary schools in district schools in

Surin province. For the reason that upper secondary school education is considered
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an important period as the youths are growing up as adults in political associations
with the right to vote in election and to participate in political expression. As research
results application, the youth can bring knowledge to use in practice as attributes of
citizenship in a democracy. Schools and related organizations can apply as a
guideline for transferring knowledge and organizing activities to promote democratic

citizenship among the youth in Surin province.

Research Objectives

Three objectives were examined in this research:

1. To study the democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province.

2. To compare the democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province
classified by gender, age, educational level, school size, and participation in activities
promoting democratic citizenship.

3. To examine the guidelines for strengthening the democratic citizenship

of the youth in Surin province.

Research Hypothesis
The youths in Surin province with different gender, age, class level, school
size, and participation in activities promoting democratic citizenship hold different

opinions about democratic citizenship features.

Research Methodology
The quantitative and qualitative research methodologies were implemented

in this study:
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1. The population were 31,908 students between the ages of 15-25 in upper
secondary district schools in Surin province under the Office of Secondary
Educational Service Area 33 (Information Group, Secondary Educational Service,
Area Office 33, 2018). The samples were 395 upper secondary school students
between the ages of 15-18 selected by purposive sampling who was at young age
should be nurtured on the ideal roles, rights and responsibilities to strengthen
democratic citizenship. This period is crucial as the youth will soon have the right to
vote for local administrators and representatives of the nation. The key informants
were 5 teachers and 15 students for a group interview.

2. The scope of content was the democratic citizenship means the basic
features including respect for rules, respect for other people's rights and social
responsibility (Burikul & Sangmahamud, 2000).

3. A questionnaire used as a research instrument consisted of 3 parts: 1)
general information of respondents including gender, age, class, school size, and
open-ended questions about participation in activities promoting democratic
citizenship 2) the 5 level-rating scale questionnaire on democratic citizenship of the
youth in Surin province in the aspect of respect for rules, respect for the rights of
others and social responsibility, and 3) recommendations to strengthen the
democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province, in addition the qualitative was
a group interview.

4. Related researches and questionnaire were collected for data collection
by using scoring criteria of Likert’s rating scale. While 395 questionnaires were

distributed, 395 questionnaires were returned (100 %).
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5. The data analysis was carried out by testing the questionnaire for Index
of Item Objective Congruence (IOC) with the value of 0.96, and Cronbach’s Alpha
Coefficient with the value of 0.93.

6. Quantitative and qualitative data analysis was investigated as follows:

6.1 Frequency and percentage used for general information of
respondents
6.2 Mean () and standard deviation (S.D.) used for opinions about
democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province
6.3 Independent Sample t-test used for comparison of the democratic
citizenship of youth in Surin classified by gender and participation in activities
promoting democratic citizenship
6.4 F-test (One Way ANOVA) used for comparison of democratic
citizenship of youth in Surin classified by age, educational level, and school size
6.5 A group interview used for recommendations to strengthen guideline

democratic citizenship of young people in Surin province.

Research Results

Research results were presented according to research objectives as
follows:

1. The research results of the overall democratic citizenship of the youth

in Surin province showed as in the table 1

From Table 1, it was found that the overall democratic citizenship of the
youth in Surin province was at a high level (X=4.32). When each aspect was
considered, all aspects were arranged in order from the highest to the lowest mean as
follows: the respect for the rights of others (X=4.33), the social responsibility
(X=4.32), and the respect for rules (X=4.30) respectively

2. The research results of the comparison of democratic citizenship of the
youth in Surin province classified by gender, age, educational level, and participation

in activities promoting democratic citizenship showed as in the table 2-7

From Table 2, it was found that different gender of samplers had the overall
opinions concerning democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province, respect
for rules, respect for the rights of others and the social responsibility were not

different significantly at the statistical level of 0.05.

From Table 5, it is found that the different school size of samples had
their opinions concerning democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province
showed no statisticaldifference significantly at the level of 0.05., therefore, testing

the differences between the pairs by LSD method showed as in the table 6.

From Table 6, it was found that the extra large schools samples had the

overall opinions on democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province had higher

than large, medium and small schools with statistical significance at the level of .05

and small schools had lower than special large, medium, and large schools with

statistical significance at the level of .05. Other pairs were not significantly different.

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Discussion

The three following points based on the research objectives were discussed
as follows:

1. The overall democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province was at
a high level in accordance with the research results of Wipatpoomiprathat (2013)
according to the results of Chanthawan’ research (2016), bachelor degree students at
Ramkhamhaeng University held democratic citizenship at a relatively high level. It
was also consistent with Wiset (2017) who reported that students of the Department
of Public Administration, Faculty of Arts and Science at Nakhon Phanom University
occupied a high level of democratic citizenship.

The overall democratic citizenship of the youth in Surin province was at a
high level. When each aspect was considered, all aspects were arranged in order from
the highest to the lowest mean as follows: respect for the rights of others, social
responsibility, and respect for rules respectively. As the results, it was consistent with
the research results of Burikul et al. (2012) who reported top 5 citizenship
qualifications included 1) work with honesty 2) be proud of being Thai 3) vote for
election 4) cooperate to pay taxes and 5) compliance with laws. However, it was
incoherent with the results asserted by Wipatpoomiprathat (2013) and Wiset (2017)
that the aspect contained highest mean was respect for rules, followed by respect for
the rights of others and social responsibility respectively.

As discovered in this research, the mean level of each aspect was at a high
level for the reasons that the youths who are at the age between 15-18 are in upper
secondary school and they study such issues in social studies, religion and culture
subjects. The courses cover the details of civic duties, culture, political system,

democracy with the king as head of state and cultivating its perspective,
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characteristics and importance of being a good citizen, differences and cultural
diversity, values, beliefs, rights, duties, freedom, and peaceful living in Thai society.
The courses, however, exclude the respect for rules. Additionally, students may not
follow their legal rights nor participate in local and national political activities which
gives them no real understanding of respect for the rules. Therefore, training and
activities should be organized to enhance knowledge and understanding as well as
rising awareness for them to realize the importance of respecting rules primarily from
the family level, school, community and nation. The youth need to be aware of the
importance of respecting the rules along with the rights of others and social
responsibility which are the basic leading principle to complete democratic
citizenship (Burikul & Saengmahmad. 2014).

2. The youths with different gender, age, educational level, and
participation in school activities promoting democratic citizenship held no
statistically significant difference in democratic citizenship. That was not in
accordance with the research hypothesis. Conversely, this was in line with the
research of Magamamee and Sittilerd (2011) who revealed that female and male
youth have no differences in citizenship behaviors. Wiset (2017) also claimed that
students of the Department of Public Administration, Faculty of Arts and Science at
Nakhon Phanom University with different gender, educational level and participation
in school activities promoting democratic citizenship displayed no statistically
significant difference in democratic citizenship.

The reason for such results was that the policy of the Basic Education
Office requires upper secondary school students to study social studies, religion and
culture courses including the details of civic duties, culture and lifestyle in society.

Furthermore, a student council committee in school organizes activities promoting a
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democratic way of the student council. This practice is in line with the principles of
deference, fellowship and wisdom, including the school statute.

The comparison of democratic citizenship of the youth with different
school size presented statistically significant difference. This may depends on the
policy of school director, budget, premises and equipment which are conducive to
teaching and various activities. In addition, the factors such as teaching relating to the
characteristics of citizenship, a student affair organizing democratic promoting
activities, and student conditions in terms of financial condition of the parents also
affect students understanding and knowledge of democratic citizenship. This result
was in relation to Paiboonthitipornchai (2010) who conveyed that democratic child-
rearing was positively correlated with citizenship of students. Hua and Wan (2011)
also stated that parents with high education have high political knowledge and
citizenship would pass on such knowledge to their children. Besides, parents who
participated in community volunteer activities would have an influence on their
children to participate in such activity and foster the feelings of citizenship to their
children at young age. Smart et al. (2000) asserted that the environment was an
important key to developing youth citizenship awareness. Family members,
especially with high social and economic status would behave as a role model for
teenagers to participate in political activities.

3. The guidelines for strengthening the democratic citizenship of the
youth in Surin province included: 1) trainings and activities to strengthen the nature
of citizenship in democracy for youth to gain knowledge and understanding for
applying their daily life, family, school and community, 2) teachings and learnings
in social studies, religion and culture to emphasize students to perform democratic

citizenship activities. 3) rising awareness about the role of youth cultivating and
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creating in family, school, community and nation, 4) having a parents, teachers,
community and country leaders as a good role model of good citizen for youth in
democratic ways and 5) promoting a campaign through social media. The results
were corresponding to Chantawan (2016) who confirmed that democratic citizenship
could be achieved by enhancing through various mediums such as training through
innovation on smartphones and personal computers. Learning outside the classroom
could importantly affect the attitude change and eventually lead to democratic

citizenship behavior.

Recommendations
Two areas of recommendations are as follows:
1. Recommendations for application
1.1 According to the results, democratic citizenship of the youth in
terms of the aspect of respect for rules held the lowest level. Hence, teaching and
learning democratic citizenship in terms of respect for rules should be more
improvised.

1.2 When each aspect and each item was considered, the item
contained the lowest level of aspect of respect for rules was conflicts of opinion in
society are common if not involving violence, the item comprised the lowest level of
aspect of respect for the rights of others was the youth listens to others whose
opinions are conflicting to theirs, and the item exhibited the lowest level of aspect of
social responsibility was dependence on adults, especially seniors or politicians is
indeed a major obstacle that makes people not self-reliant. Therefore, the youth
should be encouraged to accept human equality under the rules, respect for rules or

laws, consequences of violating rules or laws, solving problems using democratic
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methods, the rules of having no violence, and the youth should solve problems
without demanding others’ assistance.

1.3 The results revealed that the youth with different gender, age,
educational level, and participation in in school activities promoting democratic
citizenship exhibited indifferent democratic citizenship while the youth who differed
in school size showed different perspectives. Therefore, school director must have
policies and support in the areas of curriculum, budget, facilities, material and
equipment, develop teachers to have knowledge to transfer to students, as well as
build a school network to exchange knowledge and help create democratic
citizenship.

1.4 While investigating this research, the researcher organized two
trainings entitled “The Attention of Thai Youth towards the Rights of Others”. After
the trainings, the participants gained knowledge and understanding and shared it to
their friends and families indicated by a high level mean of evaluation using
questionnaire. Then the leaders of the participants applied the knowledge gained
from the trainings in school activities such as creating a video, signs, organizing a

school radio program, school Facebook, and organizing morning activities.

2. Recommendations for further studies
2.1 For further researches, more studies should be carried out in terms
of independent variables such as economic conditions and parents' education, and
dependent variables such as self-responsibility, self-reliance, respect for the principle
of equality, and respect the differences for the reason that these variables can affect

citizenship of youth in Surin province.

2.2 Further studies could be examined to compare democratic
citizenship among students studying in various educational systems such as district
school, sub-district school, education system, non-formal education and informal
education.

2.3 Further studies could be investigated for guidelines for the

development of citizenship indicators of secondary school students in Surin Province.
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Abstract

This research was a participatory action research which aimed to study
the context of Baan Pho Chai Mushroom Growing Group, to investigate current
problems in management of Baan Pho Chai Mushroom Growing Group, and to find
out participatory management approaches of Baan Pho Chai Mushroom Growing
Group, Pho Chai Sub-District, Wapi Pathum District, Maha Sarakham province. The
data were collected from 30 members of Moo 5 Baan Pho Chai Mushroom Growing
Group. These samples were selected by using a purposive sampling method. The
tools used for data collection were group discussion, observation and interview.

The results revealed that 1) the context of Baan Pho Chai Mushroom
Growing Group showed that their main occupation was farming. The labor rates in
the village were 150-200 baht per day, and the average income was 46,220 baht per
person per year for occupational groups and 13 other groups in this community. 2)
The current problems in management of Baan Pho Chai Mushroom Growing Group
were divided into two issues: (2.1) For the management aspect, their operational
structure was clearly defined and managed by a group committee, but the rules and
regulations of their groups have not been specified yet, and (2.2) for financial aspect,
the groups have brought savings to lend the group members who could not return
money to the group. This resulted in the lack of cash flow for their group operation,
so they sometimes could not carry out the operational activities. And 3) for
participatory management approaches of Baan Pho Chai Mushroom Growing Group,
the group members have searched for guidelines for group management and

suggested nine practical guidelines for making their groups’ operations successful.
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were: 1) to study the levels of good
governance and functional achievement of village and sub-district headmen in Sakon
Nakhon province, 2) to compare good governance and functional achievement of
village and sub-district headmen in Sakon Nakhon province based on personal
background of the respondents, and 3) to seek for guidelines for the development of

good governance and functional achievement of village and sub-district headmen in
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Sakon Nakhon province. The sample used in the research was 300 village headmen
selected by simple random sampling, and the sample size was determined using Taro
Yamane’s method. The instrument used in collecting data was a questionnaire.
Statistics used in data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test, and one-way ANOVA.

The research findings were as follows: 1) The opinion on the level of good
governance of village and sub-districts headmen in Sakon Nakhon province as a
whole was at a high level (mean = 3.77). The aspect that gained the highest mean
score was of the principle of accountability (mean = 3.85), and the principle of value
for money (mean = 3.69). Functional achievement of village and sub-district
headmen in Sakon Nakhon province as a whole was at a high level (mean = 4.18).
The aspect that gained the highest mean score was of ruling and maintaining peace
and order (mean = 4.41), and the aspect of conservation of natural resources and the
environment (mean = 4.01). 2) Results of the comparison of good governance of
village and sub-district headmen in SakonNakhon province according to the personal
backgrounds of respondents as classified by district of residence, it indicated a
significant difference as a whole at the .05 level.

4) The guidelines for the development of good governance
consisted of three aspects: (1) the principle of value for money, (2) the principle of
behaving with integrity, and (3) the principle of transparency; and the guidelines for
functional achievement of village and sub-district headmen in Sakon Nakhon

province consisted of 3 aspects: (1) conservation of natural resources and the
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environment, (2) professional development and promotion, and (3) dealing with

criminal cases.

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Abstract

This research aimed 1) to study the problems and obstacles of
Thungkularonghai Jasmine rice supply chain management policy, 2) to
investigate the system of jasmine rice supply chain management policy at
Thungkularonghai, and 3) to suggest the policy for jasmine rice supply
chain management. The instruments employed for data collection was
semi-formal and informal in-depth interview form. The samples in this
study were 60 people consisting of government and private personnel,
farmers and academics. The results revealed that 1) the problems of the
jasmine rice policy in the area were caused by the farmers lacking

marketing knowledge in order to reduce the cost of farming and the lack
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of quality jasmine rice varieties. 2) The factors affecting the jasmine rice
policy were the country's fragrant rice market price, rice production and
distribution processes. And 3) the guidelines for creating the jasmine rice
supply chain management policy consisted of a management process to
promote and support farmers to grow rice according to species groups, a
technology transferring process for farmers to produce quality rice in
order to get more products by spending less budget, a set of standards for
quality control of production, control of the production of seeds’ quality
and sufficiency for the needs of farmers, implementation of the changing
towards smart agriculture standard in the area, and the integration of
farmers in large plots to reduce the cost of production of farmers through

smart farmer management system.

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Abstract

The objective of this mixed-method research were 1) to study current image
and needs of Auto Leasing Business Management in Northeastern Thailand, and 2)

to study the scenario of auto leasing business management in the northeast of
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Thailand from 2019 to 2029. A questionnaire was employed for data collection in a
quantitative study and the collected data were analyzed for percentage, mean, and
standard deviation. On the other hand, interview and EDFR techniques were
employed to gain in-depth information about the auto leasing business management
to be used as the foundation for a preparation of scenario visions in a qualitative
study.

The research findings revealed that 1) for the credit consideration process,
the auto leasing business does not have a database concerning the occupation of
customers covering all regions of the country. 2 For the marketing and strategic
process, the auto leasing business has rules and procedures that must be approved in
several steps; therefore, it is causing the operation of the organization to be delayed.
3) For the operational process, at present, the auto leasing business does not have an
agency to study, review and evaluate the performance of the business. And 4) For the
debt management process, the auto leasing business still lacks flexibility in debt
collection.

According to the scenario of auto leasing business management in the
northeast of Thailand from 2019 to 2029, the study showed that: 1) the credit
consideration process — in the future, the auto leasing business must provide more
customer database systems and use an artificial intelligence technology in the credit
consideration process; 2) the marketing and strategic process — in the future, the auto
leasing business will change its perspective to primarily focus on doing business with
customers. It is considered as an analyzing of the behavior or way of life and needs
according to the path of consumers in each age group. Further, the auto leasing
business must develop a mobile operating system to enable customers to know the

market information; 3) the operational process — in the future, the database system
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must be placed for the auto leasing business management and the artificial
intelligence technology must be used In the operating process; and 4) the debt
management process — in the future, the debt collection process will be replaced by

the Al technology.

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Abstract

The article aimed at analyzing the syntactic structure of 1,200 Thai TV
drama titles between 1956 and 2018 at the word, phrase and sentence levels. The
total passage of 60 years was divided into four stages: the blossom stage of TV
drama (1956-1986); the booming stage of TV drama (1987-2006); the transition
stage to digital age (2007-2016); and the full-fledged digital age (2017-2018).

The results showed that noun phrases were the most frequently used structures
in all four stages while the use of single words was popular in the initial stage but has
decreased in later stages. TV drama titles in the form of sentences have constantly
been increasing, especially the use of declarative sentences was the most popular.

The three most frequently used structures were foreign titles, null subjects,
and coordination without connectors, respectively. Syntactically, null subjects were
the most popular at the first stage and the second stage. At the third stage or the
transition stage to digital age, topicalized sentences and coordinating sentences
without connectors have been increasing dramatically. The use of foreign language in
TV drama titles have become more and more popular and reached its highest
frequency at the current stage, where more TV drama titles were written in English

language, rather than transliteration.

The purpose of this study was to study the semantic change of the word
/khraj’/’ from Sukhothai period (1283 A.D.) to the reign of King Rama IX - 2018 A.D.
The collected data were divided into 6 periods namely; 1) Sukhothai 2) Ayutthaya
3) the reign of King Rama I — III 4) the reign of King Rama IV - V 5) the reign of King
Rama VI - VIII and 6) the reign of King Rama IX - 2018 A.D. The study revealed that
/khrajz/ is defined into 4 meanings: 1) ‘to love, to like’ 2) ‘to want, to desire’ 3) ‘to
think, to cogitate, to examine’ and 4) not, not all’. Other major 3 meanings at first
were found since Sukhothai period. ‘to love, to like’ gradually changed to a negative
sexual semantic feature. ‘to want, to desire’ could be used for polite requests and
official documents at the reign of King Rama IX period. However, ‘to think, to
cogitate, to examine’ had the least semantic change and ‘not, not all’ appeared in /
majzkhrajz/ since the reign of King Rama I period and it had functioned similarly to
negative marker.

Semantic change is a significant change that occurs to several words in Thai

language. The word / khrajz/ is communicated in official or unofficial contexts.

As aresult, the word /khrajz/ is interesting. Nevertheless, Official of the Royal Institute

(2013: 282) defined only 2 definitions that were ‘to want, to desire” as verb and ‘polite

request’ as auxiliary.

The researcher has particularly observed the semantic change of /khrajz/ . For

example, the data from Thai National Corpus, Linguistics Department Chulalongkorn

University were:

The data in Sukhothai, Ayutthaya and Ratanakosin periods mentioned that

In example (5), it
had the different meaning from the others because it meant ‘not, not all’ in /maj2 khraj .
Semantic change is interesting. It has been involved with grammaticalization,

function extension or a diachronic study. Anyway, no researchers have studied the
word /khrajz/ before. However, as observed generally. It seems to have a research work
of Methawee Yuttapongtada ( Yuttapongtada, 2012) who emphasized on this issue.

The mentioned work will be utilized for analyzing in some parts of this research.
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From the aforementioned denotes, so the researcher studied the semantic change of

this word for analyzing /khrajz/and predicting Thai usage hereafter.

Research Objective
To study the semantic change of the word / khrajz/ ‘to love, to like’ from

Sukhothai period (1283 A.D.) to the reign of King Rama IX - 2018 A.D.

Methodology

1. The data were collected from Thai documents. In Sukhothai period, data
were collected from Traiphumphraruang and the inscriptions on Inscriptions in
Thailand database. From Ayuthaya period onwards, documentary categories were
followed Jaratjarungkiat (2008: 10), for example, historical records, official papers
and fiction books. Additionally, in the reign of King Rama IX - 2018 A.D. period, data
were collected from Thai national corpus. /khraj’/ was collected with contexts for
analyzing the semantic change.

2. Analyze the meaning of the word /khrajz/ from contexts by using semantic
categories and the position of the appeared word in the sentences. Furthermore, this
study was applied grammaticalization theory of Bybee, Perkins and Pagliuca (1994)

3. Explain the semantic change of the word /khrajz/.

Results

From this research, it found that semantic change of the word /khrajz/ had
four meanings: (1) ‘to love/ to like’, (2) ‘to want/to desire’, (3) ‘to think/to consider’
and (4) ‘not/ not all’. All of meanings had noticeable specifications so this word could

be used in several contexts:

4. / khrajZ/ : “not/ not all’: /khraj’/ in this meaning was the highest semantic

change. It was combined with a negative marker. In Sukhothai period, when / khrajz/

khrajzdLua: t'/ meant that ‘ not want to be glad and envy or insensitive’ ( The Prime

The prominent point of / majz/ and / khrajz/ was noticed from serial verb
construction in every period. /majz/ was eminently different from auxiliaries / ca?'/ or
/ cak'/ “ will’ which appeared many times in serial verb construction as well.
These auxiliaries could be positioned in front of or behind / khrajz/ . /ca?"/ or /cak'/
were showed future semantic domain that referred to events after situation time and
irrealis. Additionally, / khraj’/ could be indicated volition semantic domain provided
that subject was a person (Soithurm, 2010: 140-142). However, / ca?'/could be also
used in the past but the past event did not become true (Phanthumetha, 2015: 66).

/majz/ could not be switched the position to behind /khrajz/ because it leaded
to a syntax error. Thus, negation in serial verb construction had to deny all of verbs.
It was compactness rule that serial verb construction could not be inserted /maj’/ among
verb phrases (Chuwicha, 1993: 75).

When / khrajz/ was always used with / majz/ , this word likely absorbed
auxiliary /majz/ . It was affected by absorption of contextual meaning. Not only
this process, but also decategorialization impacted on this construction, so /majzkhrajz/
had a new function and meaning. Furthermore, many Thai dictionaries were defined
/ majzkhrajz/ . There were concluded that: ‘not, not all or not so much’ (Office of
the Royal Society, 1983 and Matichon Press, 2004).

Even though negative markers were used with / khrajz/ from Sukhothai
period, / majzkhrajz/ has been started changing the meaning since the reign of King

Rama I and might has been finished in the reign of King Rama IX period that indicated
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the gradual shift. For this reason, the data in some period showed that /khrajz/ could be
interpreted as 2 meanings.

In example (2), subject was / mE*na:m’/ ‘river’ and verb was /mi:/. The
river was not a personal noun so in this context, it meant that ° this river did not have
any space because it had the mountains on both sides’ or ‘ this river had some spaces
(‘not all’).’

Moreover, subjects must not be expressed want or emotion. When there were
constructions which followed in this rule, the researcher analyzed their meaning as
‘not / not all’, for example:

A.  Jrot Majzkhrajz, kinna:m’man/
‘car not. take a lot of gas’

It had /Rot’/ “car’ as the subject. The subject was not a personal noun and
could not be expressed want or emotion. Thus, this context meant that ‘ Car did not
take o lot of gas.” or ‘ Car took a lot of gas but not too much’. Unless the data was
analyzed as ‘not/not all’, it would not communicate.

® Quantitative Meaning: Data that expanded quantitative meaning was
considered to ‘not/ not all’ meaning. However, quantitative meaning did not have
clear construction so /khraj’/ had to be interpreted from contents. This notice should

be researched in the future:

In Example (4), the sentence was a surface structure that had deletion for
eliminating a real subject and passivization for changing active sentence to passive
sentence. Although a surface structure was different from a deep structure, this content
still had synonymous meaning for Thai native speakers. The data above meant that
‘(subject) did not have any food.” or ‘(subject) had only (a) little food.’

The observations aforementioned were found since the reign of King Rama
1-3 and analyzed through the studying. The researcher noticed additionally 2 issues
from the reign of King Rama IV-V Period’s data, there were:

o/ khrajZ/ between 2 verbs: The first verb could be the cause of the second
verb or both of the verbs had approximate meanings; namely, /kin-?im'/ ‘to eat — to be
full’ and /nd:n-lap'/ ‘lay-sleep’ or “sleep’. Not only the above mentioned, but also
verbs particularly collocated with other verbs; namely /kha: y*-daj’/ *can trade’ and
/khit-20:k'/ “to solve, to remember’. /Maj2 khrajz/ was positioned between two verbs
in serial verb construction. / Majz/ and other negative markers always denied “only”
verb construction behind them.

To sum up, /khraj’/ has gradually occurred semantic change. Some meanings
were lost but some have been used. Moreover / khraj’/ could appear with several

contents.
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Discussion

The semantic change of /khraj2/ had a unique and long history in Thai.

The studying could summarize as in the following table:

From this table, the researcher observed 4 formats of semantic change that:

1) Semantic stability: Any words were not used in general contexts, so they
would rather be stable. ‘To think, to cogitate, to examine’ was not used in various
content. This meaning was not found in Ayutthaya period because most documents
were written by foreigners that were out of the study. An idiomatic phrase was used in
Sukhothai period. Furthermore, /khraj’khua:n/ was found since the reign of King Rama
I period. Although there were 2 patterns, they had a similar meaning.

2) Semantic increasing: The word had more specific meaning. ‘To love, to

like’ could be in this format because it has usually accrued negative sexual semantic

feature. As a result, / khajz/ was separated the meaning from / rak’ / and meant lust or

concupiscence.
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3) Semantic decreasing: ‘to love, to like’ could be unrelated to sexual

semantic feature so the meaning had more general usage. It might be communicated in
a new situation since the reign of King Rama I — III. The researcher expected that the
word was affected to generalization (Bybee, Perkins & Pagliuca, 1994: 281-297).
Besides, ‘to want to’ was used for polite requests from the reign of King Rama IX - to
the present. It conformed to Muangkaew (2013) who found some requestive markers
change that were brought about semantic bleaching. This process was unidirectional,
developing from lexical words or less grammatical words into more grammatical
words. The researcher also expected that /khraj’/ as polite request. It might be
resembled “would like” in English or other Tai-Kadai languages.

4) Semantic shifting: The meaning has changed completely such as content
to grammatical words. Regarding /majzkhrajz/ , it was a negative marker from the reigns
King Rama I to VIII. The researcher presumed that / majzkhrajz/ was impacted by
decategorialization.

However, the researcher surmised that all of the formats were impacted by
absorption of contextual meaning. If contexts were very various, the meaning would
change more. The semantic change is a normal phenomenon in many languages. The
change seems to occur to denotation that impinged grammatical relationships. Finally,

these issues should be studied distinctly.

Recommendations

Based on the findings, the researcher recommended that Thai teachers and
related agencies should apply the findings for developing instruction and Thai
textbooks. For further study, the researcher has the following suggestions:

1. To study thoroughly about /majzkhraj2/ as a negative marker.
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2. To compare /khrajz/ with other Tai-Kadai languages or language Families

because a semantic change of request marker might resemble other languages
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) to develop the knowledge
dissemination system on the elderly’s quality of life development by using
information technology and 2) to evaluate the efficiency of the system. The research
area was Samet sub-district, Muang district, Buriram province. The research
procedure was divided into 2 phases: Phase 1, the system was developed by using the
Software Development Life Cycle (SDLC).

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Abstract

This quasi-experimental research used a qualitative approach, and looked at
EFL students’ perspectives on using digital storytelling for improving self-directed
learning. Data were collected via semi-structured interviews from nine students
classified into three groups with high, mid, and low English proficiency levels. The
students were studying English for Communication and Work (9021103) in the third
semester of 2016, and the data were analysed through content analysis. The findings
show that it is highly likely that learning through digital storytelling could improve
learners’ self-directed learning. Thus, it is suggested that teachers should employ this
learning strategy during instruction and integrate it into every education scenario in
order to increase self-directed learning.

Introduction

Technology plays an essential role in humankind’s activities, including
business, politics, science, and education. The advancement of technology forces
people learn, then apply and utilize it in their daily lives, particularly in teaching and
learning. Using a social annotation technology creates enriched opportunities for
student engagement with peers, their educators, and learning materials, and offers
learners greater control and ownership of their individual learning strategies
(Dawson, Macfadyen, Risko, Foulsham & Kingstone, 2012). Innovation may have a
direct affect upon self-directed learning as it encourages attaining data, which leads
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to online mastery (Timothy et al., 2010). It can be seen that technology is a highly
effective tool that enhances self-directed learning (SDL).

Self-Directed Learning is recorded as a key part of student learning in 21st-
century education. SDL has also surprisingly been connected to lifelong learning.
UNESCO and OECD have recorded SDL as important for an innovative society.
There is also increasing research activity on self-direction amongst K-12 students. In
short, self-direction is currently perceived as an important 2 1st-century skill for
learners (Chee, Divaharan, Lynde & Mun, 2011). Nowadays, it is accepted that SDL
is directly concerned with using technology to study within and outside of the
classroom.

Digital storytelling is an educational technique that is part of self-directed
learning. Digital storytelling is the recording of learner experiential narratives using
technology to record video. Creating digital stories can be supported by computer
with many programs such as KineMaster. However, smartphones now play an
increasing and important role in this era as they can be used in place of more costly
digital recording equipment. There are numerous smartphone applications that
learners can use to easily search and obtain their chosen information, and record their
digital video stories. Additionally, smartphones can support outside learning
anywhere and anytime (Murphy et al. 2014).

Several studies have focused on digital storytelling as a means of
improving learners’ motivation, autonomy, and engagement as a way to improve EFL
speaking skills (Kallinikou and Nicolaidou, 2019). Yumac and Mustafa (2016)
revealed in their action research that digital storytelling enhanced students’ ideas,
organization, word choice, sentence fluency, conventions in terms of writing quality,
collaboration among students in the classroom, and improved their motivation to
write. Moreover, a study by Nassim (2018) identified the efficiency of using Digital
Stories as a tool for improving students’ connection in the learning process and
improving their reading, writing, and creative skills. Furthermore, digital storytelling
is a highly recommended tool for English language students. A recent study by
Kallinikou and Nicolaidouwhich (2019) showed that digital storytelling improved
speaking and increased motivation. Additionally, Kaminskien and Khetsuriani (2019)
discovered that learning personalization supported by technologies brings changes to
classroom management practices and strengthens teacher, student, and peer-to-peer
collaboration. These research findings highlight that, digital storytelling is a useful
and effective tool that can be used to enhance instruction.
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This study investigates and addresses the relationship between students’
self-directed learning using digital storytelling and learning English as a foreign
language. Accordingly, the aim of the study is to investigate the students’
perspectives on using digital storytelling to enhance their EFL self-directed learning.
The results show that the students’ perspectives were positive and that to some
degree, using digital storytelling encourages students to be self-directed learners.

Objective
To investigate the students’ perspectives on using digital storytelling to
enhance their self-directed learning.

Literature Review

What is self -directed learning?

Several definitions of self-directed learning (SDL) by educators and
researchers are given. According to Gibbons (2002), a self-directed learner is a one
that hones self-directed learning, dispatches testing exercises, and enhances
individual information and attitudes to seeking these difficulties effectively.
Roberson and Merriam (2012) defined self-directed learning as a means for every
individual to find out about different subjects in a way and form that best suits
themselves. According to Knowles (1975), SDL is a process in which individuals
take the initiative, with or without help from others, in detecting their learning needs;
framing their learning goals; recognising human and material resources for learning;
selecting and implementing appropriate learning strategies, and assessing their
learning outcomes.

Among several definitions of SDL, Knowles (1975) went on to identify that
SDL words comprehensively and clearly includes the learners’ learning by self-
thinking, self-planning, self-locating resources, self-controlling, and self-evaluating.
Thus, this study utilises Knowles’s research as the framework for analysing the data
in this research.

What is Digital Storytelling?

Digital storytelling is defined by many educators and researchers.
According to Churchill et al. (2008), digital storytelling is a contemporary technique
for the formation of computerized mixed media content for communicating thoughts
and speaking about ideas and knowledge. Manussanun Somdee and Suksan
Suppasetseree (2013) state that digital storytelling can be used as a multimedia tool
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in language learning to help students improve their foreign language speaking skills
by using technology to tell their stories in their own words and voice. Churchill
(2008), as well as Manussanun Somdee and Suksan Suppasetseree (2013) share
similar definitions, whereas Jakes (2006) records the digital storytelling process as a
series of distinct steps, as follows: (1) Writing an outline of the story, (2) Writing a
script, (3) Writing a storyboard, (4) Locating Multimedia, (5) Creating the Digital
Story, and (6) Sharing the results. A part from the aforementioned works, Kallinikou
and Nicolaidou (2019) illustrate that digital storytelling includes text, images, audio,
music, and video. To create understandable and clear digital stories, this study
follows the process for creating digital storytelling given by Jakes (2006).

Improving self-directed learning through digital storytelling

A number of studies reported the advantages of using digital storytelling for
improving self-directed learning. Kim (2014) claimed that online instructive
innovation could bolster a universal language-learning environment. In an English
language learning setting, there are numerous approaches to create English learners'
autonomy through self-assessed learning. Jenkins and Lonsdale’s study (2007)
reported the use of digital storytelling as a means of encouraging student engagement
and reflection, and a need for consideration to develop an appropriate mechanism to
measure student reflection using this medium. In addition, the study of Kallinikou
and Nicolaidou (2019) supported the benefits of digital storytelling as a mean of
enhancing learners’ motivation, autonomy, and engagement, and as a way to improve
oral and speaking skills in foreign language learning. Kim (2014) reported that digital
storytelling could improve self-reflection, self-assessment, self-confidence, and self-
monitoring. Based on previous studies, digital storytelling has been shown to be very
useful in terms of the enhancement of self-directed learning.

The smartphone of Language Learning

Nowadays, the behaviour of people around the world is changing. People
enjoy spending a lot of their time on social networks. Consequently, it can be
considered that social networks are becoming increasingly essential for everyday life.
Mobile appliances are more forceful and moveable with plenty of beneficial devices
for helping people deal with daily life (Jeng, Wu, Huang, Tan & Yang, 2010). The
research on using mobile phones for language learning is intriguing, which is in
contrast to the little attention given to using mobile phones for verbal interaction.
The most favorite appliance used by people is the smartphone. People can learn
through their smartphones anywhere and anytime (Sarica & Cavas, 2009).
Smartphones enable users to work, study, and entertain. With regard to schooling, the
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context of the learning process and output should be thought of as an enlargement of
the learning environment that now extends beyond the classroom (Hwang & Chang,
2011). Smartphones can be now be acknowledged and accepted as essential aids to
contemporary instruction.

The advantages of social networking in the aforementioned works in terms
of improving self-directed learning in the era of the digital world, digital storytelling
is a powerful tool that encourages learners to reach their goal, and therefore,
integrating smartphones into language classroom learning might be the new,
interesting, and effective way to enhance self-directed learning.

With regard to studies related to Digital Storytelling (DS) to enhance self-
directed learning, a case study of Nassim (2018) integrated digital storytelling to
motivate language skills and creativity. In the study, ‘Microsoft Photo Story 3’ was
chosen to develop the stories into a digital format. Twenty-four foundation level two
English students were selected for the study. An evaluation rubric was developed to
assess the students’ digital stories together with a survey to record the students’
perceptions of the digital storytelling device in English classrooms. The finding
showed that students’ reading and writing skills were improved. Students developed
and were able to organize, cooperate, and collaborate to reach their goal throughout
the process of story building. Kim (2014) investigated whether ESL learners could
enhance their oral proficiency and autonomous learning environment by using digital
storytelling. This research employed both qualitative and quantitative approaches.
Four assessments were used to check the participants’ improved speaking ability in
storytelling about silent movie clips onto VoiceThread. Three questionnaires to
assess their attitudes toward autonomous learning were also employed. Kim’s results
revealed that using DS enabled learners to develop their speaking skills and build
considerable self-confidence. Furthermore, the participants could be learner-centered
enabling them to increase their autonomy in oral proficiency. Somdee and
Suppasetseree (2013) investigated the implementation of DS in developing English-
speaking skills and the satisfaction toward learning from DS of 50 Thai
undergraduate students enrolled in the English compulsory course at Suranaree
University of Technology in the 2nd semester 2012. The students took a pretest and
posttest to identify their speaking ability, and then created their DS using Windows
Movie Maker. Additionally, they were interviewed about how digital storytelling had
helped them improve their speaking abilities. The results showed that the effects of
DS had developed the students’ speaking skills and that they could be active and self-
directed learners.
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Research methodology

Population

There were nine participants selected by purposive sampling after they enrolled
in English for Communication and Work in the 3rd semester, 2016. They were
classified into three groups: high, mid, and low level, based on their proficiency
levels following completion of a general standard test. Students were classified as

follows:
1-10 points High Proficiency 3 student participants
11-20 points Mid Proficiency 3 student participants
21-30 points Low Proficiency 3 student participants

The participating students were also required to have their own smartphone,
which could connect to the internet and be able to download and use the Video App.
Significantly, they all willingly participated in this experimental study.

Research design

Digital storytelling was the learning process used in this quasi-experimental
study. The Video App for Smartphones was the program used to create the students’
digital stories. The Video App is a smartphone application approved by three experts
as it can support and create digital storytelling on smartphones. A student manual
was used as a guideline for students to make their digital storytelling using the Video
smartphone app and this manual was designed by the researcher. The nine students
were trained by the researcher before starting to do their smartphone tasks. The nine
participants were assigned to create six digital stories about six topics. After
completion of the digital stories, the participants were interviewed to identify their
perceptions regarding the use of digital storytelling to enhance their self-directed
learning. Four areas were reviewed, as follows: self-planning, self-locating resources,
self-control, and self-reflection.

Research instrument

The semi-structure interview was the research instrument used in this study
as in an attempt to identify the participants’ opinions and allow the participants to
express their perspectives. Thus, this instrument is appropriate. The semi-structured
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interview was approved by three experts. The research question for the interview was
“How did the students learn using digital storytelling to improve Self-Directed
Learning?”
Data Collection and Data Analysis

Nine students were individually interviewed privately for a maximum of
forty-five minutes and their semi-structured interview replies were recorded by the
researcher. After the interview, the data was gathered, grouped, coded, and its
meaning interpreted through content analysis. The three groups of participants were
coded as follows:

Group classification of students Participant code numbers

Low proficiency students UBRUO1, UBRUO02, and UBRUO03
Mid proficiency students UBRUO04, UBRUOS5, and UBRU06
High proficiency students UBRUO7, UBRUO08, and UBRU09

Research Results

The interview data about the students’ perspectives towards using digital
storytelling to enhance their self-directed learning can be analysed, interpreted, and
classified into four items as follows:

When creating digital storytelling using smartphones, all students were
independent to do their tasks. The students had the opportunity to plan, find the
resources, exhibit control, and reflect. Teachers provided some support and were
there to suggest how to learn and to provide feedback following the students’ tasks.
At every level, the students indicated that their self-directed learning had increased
by participating in the experiment. Participation in this DS process encouraged the
students to be self-directed and independent to learn because they had to plan to do
their tasks, locate the required resources, control themselves, and reflect upon their
tasks. The interviews were conducted in Thai and were transcribed prior to
translation to English by the researcher. The results for the four categories are as
follows:

1) The students’ opinions regarding self-planning
High proficiency students: all high proficiency students planned to do their
tasks. Each student had a different plan depending on what they liked and then they
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adjusted their plan to ensure that it was easy and effective for their tasks. An extract
from one of the transcribed and translated interviews is presented as follows:

“For making a digital story using a smart phone, I first planned how to create
my digital story. I thought about it many times and I subsequently adjusted my plan
for the next story. Using a smartphone to create my digital stories helped me learn
how to plan and make them better. I think the process of digital storytelling can help
me improve myself as a planner. I also like the video app on my smartphone because
it supports me when creating my digital stories.” (UBRUO0S8)

Mid proficiency students: students in this proficiency level reported that this
experiment was very useful and interesting for them to improve their self-planning
ability without being led by the teacher, and they were able to find a way to plan by
themselves. Example statements from the transcribed and translated interviews are
presented below:

“To participate in this activity I accepted that I have an opportunity to think,
to plan, and to do my task independently. No one controls me. I can say what I think.
I can create my story as much as [ want to. The smartphone can support my digital
storytelling to do my task. I really had fun using it. I started by writing a script by
searching and gathering the information using the Google translator and YouTube.
After I had already written the script, I practiced speaking 5-6 times to try to
remember the vocabulary and then record my video to make my digital story. This is
my plan.” (UBRUO04).

Low proficiency students: all the low proficiency students replied that they
have the ability to plan how to create their digital stories using their smartphones.
They stated that it was easy for them to create their tasks, and they enjoyed doing so.
It seemed that this experiment could enhance their self-planning. An extract from the
translated interview transcript is presented below:

“This experiment gave me a chance to plan before starting to do my tasks on
my smartphone. I planned to do six tasks in this experiment. I think my self-planning
was better because I always had to adjust my plan for doing my tasks better. I wrote
the script in Thai first, and then translated into English by using the Google translator
app and by finding the vocabulary in the dictionary on my smartphone apps. The
process of digital storytelling can enhance me to be a good planner.” (UBRUO1)
(ubru03)

The above data shows that the high proficiency students planned differently
but the others similarly think that they planned to do their tasks first and then did
them later. All nine participants expressed that creating digital storytelling gave them
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the opportunity to plan each time they did their tasks. By doing six tasks, the students
had to adjust and improve their plan, so it is likely this experiment increased the
student's planning proficiency for making good plans for creating their digital stories
and becoming better self-planners.

2) The students’ opinions regarding self-locating resources

High proficiency students: learning through the process of digital storytelling
gave the students the chance to locate the resources because they had to find
appropriate content in order to write their scripts and complete their tasks. An extract
from a transcribed and translated interview is presented as follows:

“For me, most data I found was on my smartphone because I connected to the
internet, and a little bit from a specific book. Therefore, it is easy to get the
information I needed to prepare my scripts. I found the information on Google and a
vocabulary application.” (UBRUO07)

Mid proficiency students: the mid proficiency students indicated that they
were able to locate the required information on google.com, smartphone applications,
pantip.com, and their specific book. They enjoyed locating the resources by
themselves because it was easy using their smartphones on the internet. Thus, it is
highly likely that the process of digital storytelling cam motivate them to search for
and locate the resources themselves. An extract from a transcribed and translated
interview is presented below:

“I got most of the information from the internet such as Google.com. It is
very easy to find using a smart phone. I really enjoy searching for information using
my smartphone. It has made me better at searching for information because I can
search anywhere and anytime.” (UBRUO05)

Low proficiency students: they all found the resources by themselves because
it was not difficult. They just searched for information using their smartphones on
www.google.com or used a smartphone application to find the required vocabulary,
content, and grammar for writing their scripts. An extract from a transcribed and
translated interview is presented as follows:

“I got most information from the internet, such as google.com. It is very easy
to find using a smart phone. I learned where I should go to find the information I
needed for my writing tasks. I only used smart phone apps to help me create the
tasks. The smart phone app I used was a dictionary. It was enough for me to write the
script.” (UBRUO3).

As is evident from the above data, all students were able to easily to locate
the resources they needed using their smart phones. The students were able to search
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for the information and resources anywhere and anytime. It is likely this experiment
increased the students’ proficiency to search for and locate their own resources.

3) The students’ opinions regarding self-control

High proficiency students: the students shared that during this experiment,
they did not have anyone forcing them to do the tasks, and that they managed,
prepared, and practiced willingly by themselves. Moreover, they expressed that
creating and recording their digital stories by using their smartphones was a lot of fun
and was a new learning strategy for them. They felt motivated by to do the work
without prompting. They also agreed that being a part of this experiment improved
their self-control. An extract from an interview is presented below:

"I immediately did each task after finishing the previous topic because I knew
that I must take time to search for and locate the information, write the script, and
practice speaking before submitting the task. As I said, I can manage myself to do my
task because using my smartphone enabled me to prepare the tasks anytime and
anywhere.” (UBRUOQ7)

Mid proficiency students: the informants expressed that this experiment could
help them improve their self-control because they had to complete their six digital
storytelling tasks and submit them to their teacher, which meant that they had to be
responsible for their learning without pressure from other people. An extract from an
interview is presented as follows:

“For me, I can do my assignments and submit them on time. I did not have
any problem doing them because I manage my study time well. After I finished
studying in the classroom, I used my smartphone to help me with my tasks. I had fun
and enjoyed doing this.” (ubru04)

Low proficiency students: some low proficiency students could not control
themselves or be responsible for their tasks because they had private factors that
interfered with their abilities to complete their tasks. One low proficiency student did
not have any problem submitting their tasks on time. She demonstrated the
proficiency to control her learning with responsibility. Extracts from two interviews
are presented below:

“I always hold the script in my hand and try to remember what to say. After
that, I record my video gradually until the day I submit it. Smartphones can support
me to do my task anywhere and anytime.” (ubru02)

“I could not submit my tasks on time because I have to work in the hospital
and I also have a 5-month old baby. I tried to do as much as I could while my baby
was sleeping.” (ubru01)
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The above data indicates that most informants expressed their ability to
maintain self-control when making their digital stories by using their smartphones.
They enjoyed themselves and had fun even though there were many steps to creating
each digital story. Smartphones encouraged students to produce their tasks and
submit them to their teachers, on time.

4) The students’ opinions regarding self-reflection

High proficiency students: they shared that they like to create digital stories
using their smartphones because when they completed and shared their tasks, they
could review their preparation and speaking abilities. Moreover, they could watch
themselves and their friends on their Facebook group and view their friends’ abilities
as well. An opinion of a high proficiency student- is as follows:

“I think that this activity is really good for enhancing self-reflection, I can see
myself in the video, so I know my mistakes and I try to correct them until I improve.
In addition, I can watch other friends and know how their ability is. I can also learn
from watching their digital stories. I can see my improvement in each task.” (ubru07)

Mid proficiency students: all students gave opinions that recording video
using a smartphone can enhance self-reflection because when they watch their videos
many times they can see their proficiency, gestures, and speaking so they can analyse
their improvement. It is likely that the students’ reflection had increased because of
this experiment. An extract from an interview is presented below:

“Creating digital stories by using my smartphone helped me to be self-
reflector because I could watch myself, which helped me know myself, what
mistakes [ made, and what I needed to do to make myself better.” (ubru06)

Low proficiency students: the low proficiency students indicated that
engaging in the process of digital storytelling by using their smartphones could
enhance their self-reflection. This was because recording videos with their
smartphones and sharing them on their Facebook group could increase their self-
reflection. When they saw their mistakes, they knew how to adjust their tasks. An
extract from an interview is presented as follows:

“When I see myself in the videos that I created on my smartphone I always
laugh at myself. It is funny to see myself speak, smile, and act, and this also lets me
see my mistakes and what I need to do to adjust myself for the next task.” (ubru01)

As is evident from the above data, it can be seen that creating digital
storytelling using digital storytelling can enhance students’ reflection. The informants
had opportunities to watch themselves and then realized what mistakes they made
and how much they improved with each task. Moreover, the process of getting
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feedback from teachers might be a model of reflection that could also help the
students understand their abilities.

Discussion

The main purpose of this study is to investigate the EFL students’
perspectives on using digital storytelling to enhance self-directed learning. The
results of the study indicate that the students’ perspectives on using digital
storytelling were positive. The students were interested in the digital storytelling
learning process because it was new, interesting, and easy to learn anywhere and
anytime. They could learn by themselves and reflect on their own development.

The results show that participating in this experiment led to the students
developing their self-directed learning because they had to plan to do their tasks, find
the required resources, complete their tasks within a given timeframe, and reflect
upon their tasks.

Students were assigned personal work. They did their tasks alone with their
teacher acting as a facilitator. This learning strategy highly likely encouraged the
students to be self-directed learners who needed try to do their task without help from
others. This is similar to the findings of Plews, Kim, Olfman, Ryan, and Eryilmaz
(2014). Their study showed that the students’ SDL ability could be more effective in
planning, organizing, monitoring their course activities, and reflecting on their
learning experiences by leveraging a personal system.

For creating their digital stories in this study, the students used their
smartphones and various apps. This technology encourages students to perform and
easily share their tasks on social media. Learners like to use their mobile phones to
create their tasks because they can search for the resources needed, record sound,
pictures, and videos, and write text anywhere and anytime, which is interesting and
fun for them.

Mobility learning is endless and prosperous and it promotes the user’s self-
management ability and self-responsibility for their own learning (Camargo et al.,
2011).

It can be seen that smartphones encourage outside classroom instruction
and support self-directed learning, which is consistent with the study by Sharples,
Taylor, and Vavoula (2005), who stated that self-directed learning is aroused by
smartphone learning as it embraces the admirable measure of finding that occurs
outside the classroom. It is also organized by the learners themselves. Moreover, the
self-directed aspects of learning, which social media and other technologies provide,
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have significant repercussions in the effectiveness of the user’s learning efforts
(Tullis & Benjamin, 2011).

In conclusion, improving EFL learners’ self-directed learning through
digital storytelling could potentially be an effective learning process to promote and
blend modern technology with language learning and education for the 21st century.
Furthermore, Smartphones can also be a learning tool to support and increase the
learning process. With this learning process, EFL learners can automatically become
self-directed learners.

Recommendations

1. Teachers should encourage students to be self-directed learners by using
the process of digital storytelling in their instruction.

2. Students or people who are interested in this learning strategy of digital
storytelling can apply it into their life for developing their personal ability to plan,
assess resources, control, and reflect.

3.Encourage teachers and students to use a smartphone in their classroom
for outside learning.

4. Encourage researcher to use this learning process to develop other fields
of their study.
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Abstract

Nowadays the characteristics of the new generation of students are not the
same as previous generations, and also the ways they learn things have obviously
changed due to the advancement of technology, especially for “Generation Z”, who
has been surrounded with technology and digital devices all their lives. Modern
education involves students in self-directed learning, which can also be conducted
with the advancement of technology in order to continuously improve their skills to
be successful in the competitive globalized labor market.

The objective of this research was to find out the self-learning methods of
Generation Zers that they would prefer to take in order to develop and prepare
themselves to be successful in the aforementioned market. The population and
samples of this research were 115 Generation Z students from different majors of
Naresuan International College. The instrument used in this study was rating-scale.
The statistical values were the frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and

content analysis. The study revealed the interest of the Generation Zers in
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self-directed learning methods that they were interested in taking to develop their
skills, namely and in order of interest: online learning, online videos, websites,

attending training seminars, and having guest speakers.

Introduction

According to Renfro (2012), Gen Zers are between 5-25 years of age, and
many demographers say that those born between 1978 and 2000 are in the same
generation as the “Millennial Generation” (Tulgan, 2013).

However, the advancement of technology can differentiate the generations
(Postolov et al., 2017). Gen Zers have also been called “Digital Natives,” or the
“Internet Generation (IGen),” and “Screensters” as they were born with the
technologies, an Internet-connected environment, and they are absolutely tech-savvy
(Renfro, 2012). We can notice the way and circumstances in which generation zers
have been involved; this can affect the ways they think and the ways they work.
Nowadays the characteristics of the new generation of students are not the same as
previous generations, and also the ways they learn things have obviously changed
due to the advancement of technology. They are in the period of the 21* century
skills which have been categorized by the North Central Regional Education
Laboratory (NCREL, 2003) and the Metiri Group into four categories: digital age
literacies, inventive thinking, effective communication, and high productivity.

According to Robinson and Garton (2007), students do not realize the
importance of possessing transferable skills, and they assume that mastery of skills

within 4 years of studying in the university is enough to get all-important skills and, a
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post-graduation position. However, according to many people, graduating from
colleges and universities often is inadequate for the skills needed in the world of
work. Therefore, the researcher would like to find out the self-directed learning
methods that they would prefer to access to develop their skills in order to meet the
needs of the working world in the 21" century and succeed in the competitive
business world.

This research aims to benefit educators, lecturers, organizations, and
researchers in developing essential skills, especially the 21" century skills in order to
prepare effective workers for the highly competitive economy.

This study will provide beneficial information for researchers who are
interested in improving the 21* century skills for Gen Zers. Moreover, it may be of
benefit for designing curricula with effective and up-to-date courses that will increase

the proficiency of the 21" century Gen Z students.

Objective of the Study

To find out the self-directed learning method of generation zers

Background of the Study

Generation Z

According to Hampton et al. (2016), each generation has a unique culture
that is differentiated by social trends and world events that occur during previous
years. Generational differences can impact on the beliefs and expectations of college
students, including how they approach learning styles and their perception of the
roles of teacher and students. On the other hand, generations are defined as groups of

people born within the same span of years who share unique indications in reference
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to life experiences. Experiencing the same economic, political, and other major
events by generational cohorts as they grew up influence individuals within the
group, resulting in similar generational attitudes and traits (Gerke, 2001; Jones, Jo &
Martin, 2007). Likewise, Kupperschmidt (2000), states that generations are defined
as different groups that share year of birth, age location, and life events at critical
development stages of each person. Therefore, it is important to remember that
individuals within generations are unique due to their own personality traits and
distinct life experiences; hence all individuals within a cohort may not demonstrate
characteristics of their group (Hahn, 2011; Seemiller & Grace, 2016). Generation z
citizens (Generation Zers) were born between the years 1995-2010. They follow
other generations, who also impacted society in various ways, such as the Veterans
(1925-1944), Baby Boomers (1945- 1964), Generation X (1965-1980), and
Generation Y (1981-1995). Each of these groups is extremely distinct when
considering values, goals, and ideals. Each new generation has been involved with
various characteristics and traits that loosely define them as a cohesive group
(McCrindle, 2016). These associated characteristics are considered by the economic
conditions, cultural norms, technological advances, and current world events, all of
these concerned factors lead to shape the thoughts and views of each generation.
Some researchers provide the general definition that Generation Zers were
born in the 1990°s and raised in the 2000s during the era of changes which
transformed the way of living by the Internet, smart phones, laptops, accessibly
available networks and digital media (Tulgan, 2013). As the result, Generation Zers
have grown up with social media, they are digital-centric, and definitely technology
is in their DNA. They are also considered as Generation I, Gen Tech, Digital Natives,

Gen Wii, etc. (Sigh & Deangmei, 2016) as they have been brought up in 2000s with
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easily accessible networks and digital media. As mentioned by Sidorcuka and
Chesnovicka (2017), this generation spend their youth and adult years in an era of
economic and social renewal that means they are surrounded with technology and

digital devices.

Self-Learning (Self-Directed Learning)
According to Hiemstra (1994), self-directed learning means the following:

- Individual learners can be empowered to take more responsibility for various
decisions associated with the learning endeavor.

- Self-directed learning is considered a continuum or characteristic that exists to
some degree in every person and each learning situation.

- Self-direction does not definitely mean all learning will occur in isolation from
others.

- Self-directed learners can be able to transfer learning in forms of both
knowledge and study skill, from one situation to another.

- Self-directed study can involve various self-directed activities and
resources, such as self-guided reading, participation in study groups, internships,
electronic dialogues, and reflective writing activities.

- Effective roles for teachers in self-directed learning can be manifested in many
ways, such as dialogue with learners, securing resources, evaluating outcomes, and
promoting critical thinking.

- Some educational institutions are finding ways to support and promote self-
directed study through open-learning programs, individualized study options, non-

traditional course offerings, and other innovative programs.
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Self-direction in learning is now recognized as a dynamic combination of
attitudes and skills which are essential for handling all kinds of situations that the
individual will face in their lives (Guglielmino & Long, 2011).

Self-directed learning is not a new concept in developing, but it has been used as just
the strategy to find the ways to encourage self-directed behaviors in their own
comfort learning environments and disciplines. According to Brockett and Hiemstra
(1991), self-directed learning is considered the combination of process and personal
elements in which an individual assumes primary responsibility for the learning
experience.

For the workplace, self- development is considered an important tools to
make the organization become more competitive. It has been described as the person
taking primary responsibility for his own learning in order to improve his skills to
achieve this. It is the continuous process to increase capacity by taking responsibility
on his own (Pedler, Burgoyne and Boydell, 2007). Whereas, London and Smither
(1999) provide the definition of self-development as “seeking and using feedback,
setting development goals, engaging in developmental activities, and tracking
progress on one’s own.”

All businesses including all levels of educational institutions develop
necessary skills and attitudes via the help of self-directed learning. In business and
industry, there is increasing recognition that, in a highly competitive global economy,
employees can no longer be taught everything they need to learn and develop
themselves in order to help their organizations remain productive and profitable
(Friedman, 2005). Therefore, each individual in the organization must be constantly

and continuously alert to opportunities to improve products, and systems.
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Knowles (1975) provided three reasons for self-directed learning. First, he argued
that people who are proactive learners learn more things and do things quicker and
better than people who just only study in the classroom. A second reason is that
learners who undertake the self-directed learning will be more in tune with natural
processes of psychological development, increasing the high responsibility for their
own development. A third recent reason is that many of the new developments in
education are initiated from their own learning that can promote the creativity of the
learners.

According to Sagitova (2014), modern education involves students taking
part in a self-direction process, and they will also be encouraged to get involved in
the learning process independently. The learners in this process should be able to
integrate various sources of knowledge, educate and self-educate throughout their
lives in order to be successful in the competitive globalized labor market. As a result,
they will become the most desired by many leading companies due to their potential
and their qualified skills.

Serdyukov and Hill (2003) consider the concept of self-directed learning as
a means by which the teacher has to understand the needs and aspirations of the
students at all levels from elementary to post graduate and even throughout their lives
in order to develop their cognition, emotions, life skills, behavior and also citizenship
qualities.

Self-education is regarded as an essential development tool from many
different perspectives. It is actually an important tool for both business and
academics as it involves developing people in order to work better and be more
productive. According to Moor (1984), self-educated learners will be the ones who

determine the learning program in the areas of the goals of learning, the learning
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procedure and resources, and the evaluation decisions of the program. Brockette and
Hiemstra (1991) consider that self-directed learning cannot be separated from the
social context as it provides the scope in which the activity of self-direction is
concerned with. That means conducting self-directed learning has to go along with
the changing environment, and doing this requires a lot of time and effort of leaner
and teacher in the area of academics, but for the business area it will certainly involve
the learner and supervisors or managers as it is a continuum process. Furthermore,
conducting this process has to ensure that all the skills the leaner develops lead to
achievement and suit for the competitive modern society and also match with the
needed skills for the 21* century. That means it can benefit all stakeholders in the

working places and, of course, for the learners themselves.

Definition of Terms

- Generation Zers

Gen Z is the demographic cohort after the Millennials (Generation Y).
There is no precise date for when Generation Z begins, but demographers and
researchers typically use the mid-1990s to mid-2000s as starting birth years. This
generation has already started entering the workforce, some of them have just began
the internships, or are still studying and have not entered the labor market yet.

- 21" Century

The 21% (twenty-first) century is the current century of the Anno Domini
era or Common Era, in accordance with the Gregorian calendar. It began on January
1, 2001, and this century will end on December 31, 2100. It is the first century of the
3rd millennium. It is distinct from the century known as the 2000s which began on

January 1, 2000 and will end on December 31, 2099.
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- Self-directed learning
Self-directed learning is considered as the way learners improve their skills
in their own comfort with the support through many activities such as study groups,

internships, electronic dialogues, online study.

Research Methodology

A quantitative survey was conducted at Naresuan University International
College (NUIC) in order to determine what self- directed learning methods that
students were interested in, from the list identified in the questionnaire and also
identified in the literature. To achieve these goals, an inquiry into the professional
literature was conducted. To obtain the information from primary sources, the
research was conducted, and the study was carried out as a survey. A questionnaire
prepared in paper form, was used as the tool for collecting the data. It is asked for the
self-directed learning methods that the participants prefer to use in order to improve
their skills. The different types of self-learning activities were asked about based on

the literature review on self-learning activities.

Participants

The study was carried out in cooperation with all four majors’ students at
Naresuan University International College (NUIC). The participants of this study
included 115 Generation Zers who studies in Naresuan University International
College (NUIC), the majority of who are women. The students are majoring in
International Business Management, Tourism Management, Human Resource
Management, and English for Business Communication and are the age of generation

z which means the students who are in year 1-3. According to Tulgan (2013),
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Generation Zers were born in the 1990’s and raised in the 2000s during the era of
changes which transformed the way of living by the Internet, smart phones, laptops,
accessibly available networks and digital media. Therefore, for this study, the
researcher conducted the survey with year 2 and 3 students who were born during
1990s and are in the age of 20-25. They have been studying at university for some
time now and are in the age of generation z. Moreover, especially for year 3 students,
they will be going out and preparing themselves for the internship; they should know
the skills they will need to operate and work in the work place. The purposeful
sample consisted of 115 students from different four majors: human resource
management, tourism, international business management, and English business

communication at Naresuan University International College (NUIC).

Results

The purposeful sample consisted of 115 students from different four
majors: human resource management, tourism, international business management,
and English business communication at NUIC which includes 35 males and 80
females.

According to the investigation on self-directed learning for generation z,
the survey was conducted which provided the information on the necessary methods
for generation z and duration of self-directed programs. The results were analyzed
about the self-directed learning that are provided in the list. The analysis of the data

from the respondents’ questionnaire was presented in the following tables:

The survey was carried among 115 students. The above table presented
overall average percentage score obtained by the participants in channels in learning
and developing skills based on the respondents preferably. The highest percentage
that generation zers is significantly most interested in learning through online at 60%.
Learning by attending the training was the second lowest at 35.7 % that generation
zers prefer to take. And the least popular method among them was having guest
speaker to share experience with them at 4.3%. From the research finding could
represent the characteristic of generation zers that they prefer to do things by
themselves, they do not like to socialize with other people. According to the study of
White Paper (2011), generation Z are more impatient, instant-minded and with the
advancement of technology leading to low attention span and individualistic, and
self-directed. The second highest interest was online video learning at 54.8 %. And

the third most interesting methods at 48.7% for improving their skills was learning by
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website. However, some students who participated in the survey said they need
online training and also need some advice for deeper understanding at the same time.
According to London and Smither (1999), self-development needs
feedback, development goals, development activities engagement, and tracking
process. Therefore, feedback and monitor should be in the part of self-directed

learning for the better outcome.

Discussions

As the result of the research, we can learn that generation z prefers to deal
with technology including the improving their skill as generation z born in 1990°s
and raised in the 2000s during the most profound changes in the century who exists
in a world with web, internet, smart phones, laptops, freely available networks and
digital media are considered as the generation zers (Brue, Tulgan & Rain Maker Inc.,
2013). Moreover, generation z is raised with the social web, they are digital centric
and technology is a part of their daily lives. They are also referred as Generation I,
Gen Tech, Digital natives, Gen Wii etc. They are born and raised in the digital world
and what distinguishes them from other generation is that their existence is more
connected to electronics and digital world (Sigh & Dangmei, 2016). That means
generation zers do not need to adapt to new technologies, as their daily lives involve
with technology and it is less time consuming because technology has already shaped
their educational expectation and it is becoming more of their routines, and integral
part of daily life. According to the Institute for Emerging Issues (2012), the
Generation Zers are considered as a Do-It-Yourself generation. They prefer informal,
individual and straight way of communicating and their lives depend on social

networking. White Paper (2011) also asserts that Generation Zers are become more
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impatient instant-minded, and their daily routine depend on the technology , have no
attention in doing things for a long time, self- directed, demanding, materialism. That
no wonder why they prefer to choose online learning as the self-directed method of
learning for them.

Self-Directed learning is essential tool for developing skills for people who
would like to develop their specific skills in order to ensure that those skills will meet
the needs of the work market places in nowadays. Self-direction in learning has been
used as the development tool for ages, it is the used as the dynamic combination of
attitudes and skills which are very vital for handling in all aspects of their lives.

In the area of education, all levels of educational institutions integrate self-
direction in learning with missions and goals statements in order to support the
development of skills and attitudes of the students.

In the area of business and industry human resource development, for
staying in a highly competitive global economy, employees have to stay more active
in learning for enhancing the effectiveness of productivity. According to Friedman
(2005), employees need to be more active in learning with the help of self-learning
methods, in doing this the employees can help their organization more productive
and it can stay in high competitive market. Therefore, each employee in the
organization must be prepared and actively alert to opportunities to improve
products, systems, or services of the organization. In order to do that, they have to
seek the way to learn new thing s or keep themselves updated.

However, Teresa (2015) argues that in the term of working, they prefer
work environment with the support of mentoring, learning and professional
development opportunities as these things they believe that they cannot receive

enough opportunities to experience with these required skills in order to deal with the
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real problematical situations. That means they still need to get feedback from their
self —directed learning, having self-directed learning should be conducted with
mentoring support for providing feedback and suggestions. According to Teresa
(2015), they prefer mentoring environment in the workplace, and having professional
development opportunities, so they can perceive required skills to deal with the real
life problems as they cannot obtain from their study. Even, technology is a part of
their identity and they are tech savvy but they lack problem-solving skills and have
not demonstrated the ability to look at a situation, put in context, analyze it and make
a decision (Joseph, 2013). Therefore, conducting self-directed learning needs to get
support from the mentoring and advice from the expert in the field or from the
lecturer.

According to Brockett and Hiemstra (1991), self-direction is a combination
of process and personal elements in which individual “assumes primary
responsibility for a learning experience”. It has been practiced in order to encourage
self-directed behaviors within certain learning environments and disciplines. Its
concept is adjusted with any channel of gaining skills, content area, and context of
learning (Boyer et al., 2008). Therefore, arranging self-directed learning process in
order to cultivate all necessary skills require time to cultivate all concerned skills.
There are many ways to support self-directed learning for the students and also for
the workers, according to Humphreys (2013) active learning can be nurtured through
independent research projects that offer opportunities to frame a structure problem,
pose appropriate questions, select the analytical methods, gather the requisite
information, interpret, analyze, evaluate results, and defense conclusions. Whereas
Heinrich, et al. (2015) argue that simulations, class discussions, debates, and practical

project can be practiced in order to encourage learner to improve their critical
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thinking skills and also enable to separate between theoretical and empirical
application. Conducting self-directed learning needs to get support from the
mentoring and advice from the expert in the field or from the lecturer along with the
variety of activities that offer opportunities to frame a structure problem, pose
appropriate questions, select the analytical methods, gather the requisite information,
interpret, analyze, evaluate results, and defense conclusions. The researcher believes
that self-directed learning with the mentoring support and learning environment will

provide the learners develop all necessary skills in the 21* century.

2. The article must be relevant to Humanities and Social Sciences of the
following areas: Language, Linguistics and Literature, Philosophy and Religion,
Ethnics, Folklore, Library and Information Science, Music and Performance Arts,
Fine and Applied Arts, Tradition and Culture, Tourism, History, Archaeology,
Anthropology, Law, Politics, Public Administration, Economics, Sociology,
Psychology, Education, and Technology and Learning Innovation.

3. The article must be typed on A5 paper to include figures, tables,
references, and author’s brief personal data. Moreover, it should be between 15-20
pages in length.

4. Font

4.1 Angsana New with font size 14 is required. The article must
be typed in one column and single spacing. The top-bottom margins of 2 cm. and the
left-right margins of 1.8 cm. are used.

4.2 Both Thai and English article titles should be in bold face, font

size 16 with initial caps of the content words, and be centered.
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4.3 The author's name (and the advisor’s name) must be written in
both Thai and English. It must also be typed in bold using font size 14 and centered on
the page. For the Thai article, the author’s name is numbered in order.

4.4 Department(s)/program(s), faculty(s) and affiliation(s) must be
written in both Thai and English, and set flush on the left using font size 12 below the
author’s name. For the Thai article, their Thai information is numbered in order.

5. Either Thai or English article can be submitted. In the case of an English
article, it must be verified and signed by an English language expert before being sent
to the editor.

6. The article submitted for publication in JHUSOC has not already been
published elsewhere or is not under consideration by peer reviewers for publication in
other journals.

7. The article must contain both Thai and English abstracts with no more than
1 page of AS, or between 150-200 words. Only English abstract is required for the
article written in English or other languages.

8. The author must strictly comply with the reference system and the
criteria for the publication of academic or research articles set by the journal.

9. The article will be reviewed by at least two peer reviewers in the relevant
fields. If one of them does not agree to get it published, the article will be sent to the
third peer reviewer for his/her consideration. It is noted that the article published in
the journal must be approved by at least two peer reviewers.

10. The editorial board is responsible for the final decision regarding

acceptance or rejection of the article published in the journal.
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11. The author will be officially informed if his/her article is not accepted.
However, the manuscript will not be sent back to him/her.

12. The author/authors (researcher/researchers) must write the personal
information in English in the last part of the article below the references, providing a
title (Mr. / Mrs. / Miss), an academic position i.e. Assistant Professor / Associate
Professor / Professor (if any), and a doctoral degree i.e. Dr. (If any). A full address,
including a postal code, a fax number, and an email address, should also be provided.
It is noted if the author is a master’s or doctoral student, his/her personal information
must be presented while his/her advisors’ individual information is not required.

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* Components of Academic Articles *

To write an academic article, clear points should be identified and
appropriate sequences of the content should be considered. The article should consist
of the following parts:

1. Title: The title should possesses the short, concise and meaningful words.
It should be written in a word level, not a sentence level. The title with 8-15 words
must be written in both Thai and English. Moreover, the Thai title is typed first,
followed by the English one on the next line. However, only English title is required
for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

2. Abstract: The article contents are clearly summarized. Both Thai and
English abstracts are required. A one-page Thai abstract with 150-200 words is
written first, followed by the English one with the same number of words.

It is noted that only English abstract is required for the article written in English or
other foreign languages.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the
database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must
be placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English keywords are required for
the article written in English or other foreign languages.

4. Introduction: The article background is presented. The article scope is
also specified.
5. Body of Text: The main contents and sub-topics of the article are

identified. Moreover, the topics are sorted by the contents.
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6. References: In-text citation is based on the author-year system of the APA
(American Psychological Association) style (6th edition). It is noted that all entries in

the text should be listed in the references.

* Components of Research Articles *

The research results should be presented systematically. The research article
should be composed of the following parts:

1. Title: The title should possesses the short, concise and meaningful words.
It should be written in a word level, not a sentence level. The title with 8-15 words
must be written in both Thai and English. Moreover, the Thai title is typed first,
followed by the English one on the next line. However, only English title is required
for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

2. Abstract: The important research components, including objectives,
population, sample group, instruments, statistics for data analysis, and research
results. Both Thai and English abstracts must be written. The length of each language
is not more than 1 page or between 150-200 words. It is noted that only English
abstract is required for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the
database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must be
placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English abstract is required for the article

written in English or other foreign languages.
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4. Introduction: The significance of research problems are identified. The
relevant literature is reviewed. In addition, the overall benefits obtained from the
research results are also presented.

5. Objective: The research objectives are clearly identified to reflect the
overall picture of the research.

6. Methodology: The research methods, including population, samples,
instruments, steps of data collection, and statistics for data analysis, are clearly
indicated.

7. Results: The research results obtained from analyzing the data are
clearly interpreted according to the research objectives.

8. Discussion: The research results are discussed with theoretical support
so as to check whether the current research results are in line with or against the
previous studies.

9. Recommendations: Utilization of the research results, and guidelines
for the next research should be recommended.

10. References: The references must be based on APA (American

Psychological Association) style (6th edition).
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* Writing References *

1. Both Thai and foreign authors’ names in the in-text citation must be written
in English only. Moreover, their last names should be written first, followed by the
year of publication, and/ or page numbers, for example, Nuemaihom (2014) or
(Nuemaihom, 2014: 23).

2. References are listed fully in alphabetical order according to the last
name of the author and not numbered. Moreover, the last name is written first,
followed by the initial letter of his/her first name.

3. For referring the Thai documents, the documents must be translated into
English, and the additional word “in Thai” must be put in the brackets [ ] i.e. [in
Thai]. It is noted that the same format for referring both Thai and English documents
is required.
