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Abstract

The purpose of the research on Peerapong Sensai: The creative style of the
image of light and sound show was to study the design identities of the performance.
This study was a qualitative research, and the data were collected from ducuments,
printed matters, videos, multimedia, and interviews of related people.

The results of the study were found that the design methods of Peerapong
Sensai are outstanding which can be divided into five elements: 1) Drama
compositions; composing the new and adapting the former ones in both poetry and
prose. 2) Performance styles; using one own voice in dubing with acting
conservatively and creatively by having ways of arranging several acting areas.
3) Performance musics; enhancing the image and conbinating several kinds of
instruments. 4) Scenes and equipments of the performance; using and creating new
and old backdrops. And 5) costumes; following the ways according to traditions,

application, and creativity which are different from the old ones.

Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) study the efficiency of the wind
instruments practices model of the marching band students in Buriram Pitthayakhom
School, Buriram Province, 2) compare the achievement of the wind instruments
practices model before and after the wind instruments training skill with the wind
instruments practices model, and 3) to study the satisfaction towards wind instrument
practice patterns of marching band students. Participatory action research (PAR) was
conducted by using specific random methods. The sample population consisted of 15
grade 10-12 students of Buriram Pitthayakhom School marching in the second
semester of academic year 2018. The research instruments were composed of an
efficacy assessment form and satisfaction assessment form. The statistics used were
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test. The research results were found that:

1. The wind instruments practices model efficiency of the marching band
students in Buriram Pitthayakhom School was at the most suitable level with an
average of 4.63. The efficiency of the exercise songs, the etude and the pieces were at
the very suitable level with an average of 4.43.

2. The achievement of the wind instruments practices model before and after
practicing skills with the wind instruments practices model was 82.67 / 82.78, which
was higher than the specified criteria. The wind instruments achievement after
practices was significantly higher than before practices at the level of .05 (X =
34.297%).

3. The students of the Buriram Pitthayakhom School marching band were
satisfied with the wind instruments practices model at a high level with an average of

4.25.

Abstract

The research aimed 1) to study the knowledge of groundwater bank for
agriculture management, 2) to study the participation of groundwater bank for
agriculture management, and 3) to study the groundwater bank for agriculture
management guidelines of Yangkhinok subdistrict administrative organization in
Khuang Nai district, Ubon Ratchathani province. The samples used in the research
consisted of 400 people. The sample size was determined by Krejcie and Morgan’s

table, using a stratified random sampling method. Data were analyzed using means
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and standard deviation. A sample of qualitative part consisting of 17 subjects were
specifically selected from community leaders and academics. Data were gathered by
in-depth interviews and analyzed using content analysis.

The results of the study were as follows: 1) The knowledge of groundwater
bank for agriculture management was at a low level. 2) The participation of
groundwater bank for agriculture management was at a low level. And 3) for
the guidelines for groundwater bank management for agriculture, an underground
water bank, an open system and a closed system should be established. The
government should support the budget for setting up projects in flood and dry areas
every year, by focusing on public participation in the operation every step of the way

in order to have the responsibility together.

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Abstract

The research aimed to study the general information and contexts of the
communities surrounding the Sirinthorn dam in Sirinthorn district, to know the
problems and needs for the vocational development, and to explore the guidelines to
support and develop the occupations leading to the sustainability of the communities
surrounding the Sirinthorn dam. The research instruments were a questionnaire and
an interview. The statistics employed for data analysis were percentage, mean,
standard deviation, the data were also qualitatively analyzed by content analysis

The research revealed that the basic information and contexts of the
communities in the study could be described as follows. A majority of the locals
finished grade six education, were Buddhists, and had an agricultural occupation.
Most of the subjects were indebted, earning their income lower than the criterion set.
The goods they produced were sold through the middleman. The problems relating to
the occupational development were overall moderate (X=2.47). The aspects studied
could be shown as follows: marketing (.92: 2.71), occupations (.9? =2.65), water
resource use (X=2.63) and problems in general (X=1.90). Individual issues could
be given in an order of significance: flexibility in marketing (X=2.77), instability in
occupations (.f =2.74), use of water resources from the dam (f =2.74), drug abuse

(X=2.03) and lack of funds accounting for 33.7 %.
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The needs for the occupational development for the surrounding
communities in the study were at a high level (X=3.61). Considering the average
values, the aspects could be shown as follows: needs for the supporting funds for the
occupational skills (X= 3.6), elements of academic knowledge for occupational
development (X=3.64), improvement of the efficient production processes
(X=3.64), use of technological device in the production (X= 3.55), and local
wisdom for the trade market (X= 3.52).

As regards the occupational promotion for the communities in question, it
was found that the state agencies had to play a role to support in light of the
production funds, production areas, marketing mechanism, and support for the shops
selling the local products. Concerning the occupational development, it was found
that the development should be undertaken in an integrated manner. Existing
occupational communities should be linked to one another for goods exchange
among themselves. Attention should be focused on the public’s participation. Water
resources should be systematically managed. The communities’ identity should be
prioritized. Resources and production base should be linked and an attempt should be

made to make various groups to come together.

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Abstract

This research aims to study the concept of Thai and foreign laws about the
protection of debtors from unfair debt collection. This will be used to analyze debtor
protection issues under the Debt Collection Act 2015 and to provide appropriate
guidance for the protection of debtors from unfair debt collection. The qualitative
research method consisting of the study of documents, law comparison process and
in-depth interviews was used. The research results revealed that although the Debt
Collection Act 2015 has come into force in Thailand, it protects only individual
debtors but not legal entities. This is unlike the Australian and the Norwegian laws,
which protect all types of debtors. Criminal penalties specifically for illegal debt
collectors are carried under the Act, but there are no direct civil penalties like the US
law. Therefore, if there is a civil damage, be it to reputation or to property, one must
rely on the Civil and Commercial Code for enforcement only. In order for all types of
debtors to be protected from unlawful debt collection, the Debt Collection Act 2015
should be amended to include corporate debtors as well as add civil damages for

illegal debt collection as a special law, especially in the protection of such debtors.

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Abstract

The purposes of the study entitled ‘Participatory Guidelines on Activities
Promoting Democracy Practices of Surindra Rajabhat University Students’ were to
1) study students’ participation in activities promoting democracy practices; 2)
compare students’ participation in activities promoting democracy practices when
classified by individual factors; and 3) study participatory guidelines on activities
promoting students’ democracy practices at Surindra Rajabhat University. The
quantitative data gathered from the sample of 378 students’ responses through
questionnaire were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and
F-test. A qualitative method was employed using a 12 student focus group
discussion. The findings were:

1. The overall opinion of Surindra Rajabhat University students towards
having participation in activities promoting democracy practices was at a high level.
Considering each topic, participating in university activities, having participation in
political culture, and participating in politics was found at the highest to the lowest
level, respectively.

2. Individual factors including gender, age, learning democracy-

encouraging courses, and academic achievement were found insignificantly
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influenced the overall participation in activities promoting democracy practices of
Surindra Rajabhat University students on the aspects of political participation,
participating in political culture, and participating in university activities. A
significant difference on the aspect of faculty and attending democracy-encouraging
activities was found at .05.

3. Participatory guidelines on activities promoting students’ democracy
were as follows: 1) knowledge and understanding of political participation and
political culture should be provided by establishing training courses and simulation
activities. 2) Students should have opportunity to give opinions on the university
administration as well as social and political public issues inside and outside of the
university. 3) Students should be allowed to attend the meetings with administrative
committee of the programs, faculties and university in order to acknowledge
organizational policies and administration. 4) Students should have an active
participation in determining policies and planning activities for both Student Union
of Faculty and University Student Union. 5) There should be participatory networks
on democracy encouragement with countrywide agencies. 6) There should be a
virtual parliament for students to learn parliamentary system and political
administration. 7) There should be strong student-political parties that are able to
succeed the election of student leaders systematically. And 8) administrators,
faculties and personnel should promote democracy activities and students should

give full participation.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to develop three parallel
tests and to establish the norms for interpreting the scores from Thai
language ability test of teacher students in public universities. The sample
group in this study consisted of 1,110 fourth-year teacher students in
public universities in the academic year of 2018. They were selected by
multi-stage sampling. It was found that the three parallel tests, each one
consisted of 20 items, were of high quality in terms of content validity.
Each item had IOC of 1.00. The difficulty level of the first, the second,
and the third test were 0.68, 0.67, and 0.67, respectively. The means of
discrimination were 0.64, 0.65, and 0.64, and the reliability of the tests
were 0.88, 0.89, and 0.88, respectively. The correlation coefficient
between Test 1 and Test 2, Test 1 and Test 3, and Test 2 and Test 3 were
0.88, 0.89 and 0.88, respectively. This showed that the three tests were
parallel to one another. The norm was shown in the form of normal scores

ranging from 26 to 69.
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the need for development
instructional competency of mathematics teacher students, 2) to develop a learning
activity model to enhance the competency of active learning management of
mathematics teacher students, and 3) to evaluate the model. The target group for the
need studying consisted of 48 mathematics teacher students of years 4 and 5. The

instrument was a questionnaire with 0.95 overall reliability coefficient. The data were
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analyzed in terms of mean and standard deviation. The target groups for creating
model were six pre-service teachers, six mentor teachers, and seven experts. The
instruments were an interview form and seminar record form. The three experts
evaluated the appropriate and feasibility of the model. Before evaluating the
usefulness of the model, the researcher used the model with target group, 28 teacher
students. The instructional competency of mathematics teacher students was
evaluated.

The research results found that the need for development was at the highest
level. A learning activity model to enhance the competency of active learning
management of mathematics teacher students was composed of three parts: part 1,
concepts and principles, part 2, objectives, and part 3, developmental process. The
developmental process comprised four steps: 1) preparation, 2) evaluation prior to the
development, and 4) post — development assessment. The appropriate, feasibility, and
usefulness of the model were evaluated at the highest level. After using this model,
their performance of the instructional competency was positively evaluated in all

aspects.

The term 21* century skills refers to the skills seen as prerequisites for
success in a global workforce. In addition, it is often said that educational change
depends on what teachers think and do (Fullan, 1991), but students themselves are
often overlooked when it comes to evaluating information about what change is
needed in the classroom. In combining these thoughts, the purpose of this study was
to learn more about student perceptions of teaching and learning based on the 21
century Learning and Innovation Skills: communication, collaboration, critical
thinking, and creativity (4Cs) (Partnership for 21* century Learning, 2011). Learning
Skills (The Four C’s) are by far the most popular 21% Century skills. These skills are
also called learning skills. More educators know about these skills because they are
universal needs for any career. They also vary in terms of importance, depending on
an individual’s career aspirations: Critical thinking: Finding solutions to problems;
Creativity: Thinking outside the box; Collaboration: Working with others;
Communication: Talking to others. Students’ perspective of current teaching and

learning approaches in the classroom is an essential component of evaluating the
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degree to which the needs of learners are being met for success in a global economy
and a 21% century world. Therefore, the purpose of this research is to evaluate
university students’ perceptions of 21" century learning in the classroom as they are
involved with communication, collaboration, critical thinking, and creativity (4Cs).
Positive perceptions were found from students regarding the importance of all 4Cs
for use beyond university (67.80%, 72.40%, 81.50%, 70.60%, respectively).
Although over 60% of the participants agreed that each of the 4Cs is an important
21* century skill, there are much less experiences in creating presentations and
posting online. There was a significant gap in students' views and experiencing the
practice of these skills in the majority of students’ classes. Findings from the study
suggest that it is essential that educational leaders acknowledge and continue to

support the incorporation of the 4Cs into daily instruction.

Without these skills, they will not be able to
successfully participate in the global economy. They will not be adequately prepared
for university and work. Each 21" Century skill is broken into one of three
categories:

1.1 Learning skills

1.2 Literacy skills

1.3 Life skills
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Each of these categories pertains to a specific part of the digital
curriculum experience.

Learning skills (the four C’s) teach students about the mental
processes required to adapt and improve upon a modern work environment.

Literacy skills (IMT) focus on how students can discern facts,
publishing outlets, and the technology behind them. There is a strong focus on
determining trustworthy sources and factual information to separate it from the
misinformation that floods the Internet.

Life skills (FLIPS) take a look at intangible elements of a student’s
everyday life. These intangibles focus on both personal and professional qualities.
Altogether, these categories cover all twelve 21 century skills that contribute to a
student’s future career.

Learning Skills (The Four C’s) are by far the most popular 21" century
skills. These skills are also called learning skills. More educators know about these
skills because they are universal needs for any career. They also vary in terms of
importance, depending on an individual’s career aspirations: Critical thinking:
Finding solutions to problems; Creativity: Thinking outside the box; Collaboration:
Working with others; Communication: Talking to others. Research recently
analyzed four major areas designed to improve the development of 21* century skills.
While each data has slightly different list of critical skills, all agree on four critical

areas for development:

. Critical thinking
. Creativity and imagination
. Collaboration and teamwork

° Communication
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The common items focus on developing the communication,
collaboration and teamwork, creativity and imagination and critical thinking skills

students will need to be successful.

1. Critical Thinking
Students need the ability to think creatively, which includes proficiency
with comparing, contrasting, evaluating, synthesizing, and applying without
instruction or supervision. Creative thinking means being able to use the higher end
of Bloom’s Digital Taxonomy or higher-order thinking skills (HOTS). Tasks that
require learner thinking and routine cognitive work are being outsourced more and
more. So, it is essential to guide students towards being able to perform
creative thinking. It is crucial to their ability to succeed in life after the classroom.
Creative thinking is a significant part of what makes up information fluency. Creative
thinkers see data and information in many different dimensions, and from multiple
angles. They are adept at conceptualization, organization and classification, and
knowledge synthesis. These types of skills are invaluable because they allow students
to deal practically with problems of a social, mathematical, and scientific nature. It
empowers them to make effective and level-headed decisions in their lives and
relationships. It is easy to see why critical and creative thinking skills are important
to succeed beyond University.
2. Creativity
Students need to be able to think and work creatively in both digital
and non-digital environments to develop unique and useful solutions. Our digital

students are in a constant state of stimulation and neural development with

technology use. They are natural producers and consumers of information. Students
are constantly searching for ways to express themselves and their uniqueness.
Through social media, they display this creative edge and are given constant and
instantaneous feedback from their peers. This same level of creative power is used as
they face interesting challenges and figure out how to meet them with ingenuity and
vision. This is why creativity fluency is one of the essential fluency skills. Creativity
is a vital outlet that inspires students to see who they are and what they can do, and to
realize what they can accomplish. Creativity is the ability of a person to create,
perform, or think of something in a way that has not been done before. Creativity is
something within that involves thinking in depth with different and analytical ideas.

3. Collaboration

Students must possess the ability to collaborate seamlessly in both

physical and virtual spaces, with real and virtual partners globally. Students of the
digital age are social by nature. They text, post, update, share, chat, and constantly
co-create in technological environments with each other. When they are unable to do
this in university, they become disengaged and unattached to their learning.
Connection and collaboration with others are essential not only to their learning but
their mental and emotional health. It is a skill that educators must exercise with them
regularly, and understanding collaboration fluency will assist with this. Students
agree that they need the ability to solve complex problems in real time. In the future,
complex problems that they cannot even conceive right now will be everywhere. As
society advances, so will the complexity of its manageable conflicts. The more we
focus on students’ ability to devise effective solutions to real-world problems, the

more successful those students will become.
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4. Communication

Students must be able to communicate not just with text or speech, but
in multiple multimedia formats. They must be able to communicate visually through
video and imagery as effectively as they do with text and speech. Students love to
communicate using technology. This is an essential part of media fluency. But it is
more than just being able to effectively use digital media. It is about personal
interactions as well. We must remind our students that responsible communication
practice puts forth their best representation of who they are as individuals in every
relationship and alliance they make in their lives. Whether talking face-to-face,
blogging, texting, or creating a visual product, their values and beliefs are defined by
how well they communicate with others. Encouraging them to develop and hone
every aspect of their communication skills will serve them well in both their personal

and professional lives.

Research Method

The purpose of the study is to use a student-reaction survey in order to
learn more about university students’ perceptions of this research study in the
classroom related to the 4Cs (communication, collaboration, critical thinking, and
creativity). While the focus on 21 century learning brings with its unbounded ways
of teaching and learning, it is not clear whether or not students perceive these skills
and methods as presented in their classrooms and important for their futures.
Educational leaders have encouraged teachers and educational systems to rethink the
education they are providing students by promoting techniques such as project-based
learning, blended learning, and customized learning in order to create optimum

learning environments that enhance post-graduation success (Collins & Halverson,
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2009). While these skills are being promoted in university system around the country,
there is little evidence on students’ perceptions related to how effectively these skills
are being taught in their classrooms (Bryk, 2015). Students’ perspectives of current
teaching and learning shifts in the classroom are an important component of
evaluating the degree to which the needs of learners are being met in a global
economy and a 21" century world (Hillman, 2015). Students’ achievement will
ultimately reveal the success or failure of current teaching methods; however, it
seems prudent to assess the perceptions of progress for students made thus far.

1. Research Questions

To uncover the perceived importance and fidelity of practice of 21*
century learning using the 4Cs, the following research questions guided the study:

1.1 Do students view the 21* century skills of communication,
collaboration, critical thinking, and creativity as being important for use beyond
university?

1.2 Do students experience the teaching of 21* century skills —
communication, collaboration, critical thinking, and creativity (4Cs) — in the
majority of their classes?

1.3 Which learning experiences would be beneficial for the student in
helping to become successful in the 21* century world?

This study explored an improved understanding of the 21¥ century
educational experiences of university students and their perceptions of learning and
teaching using the 4Cs portion of the P21 Learning Framework.

2. Research Design
A survey was chosen as the form of research for this study because

survey research is highly structured (Sapsford, 1999) and collects the quantifiable
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information needed to look for patterns and trends (Calhoun, 2008). As Calhoun
stated, “Survey research provides an effective means for collecting data on many
different variables which are capable of being quantified and processed”. (Calhoun,
2008)
3. Design of Survey Instrument

The following steps recommended by Fowler (2013) were used to
design the survey instrument with the goal of increasing reliability and validity:

1.4 Informal focus group discussions

1.5 Drafting of a tentative set of questions

1.6 Critical review of each question

1.7 Placement of the questions into a survey instrument and

1.8 Pretesting of the survey

In designing the survey instrument, the researchers chose to identify
the 21 century skills and methods related to learning and teaching through the use of
focus groups and a critical review of related literature. To assist in drafting a tentative
set of questions, the researchers reviewed copies of perception survey instruments
from published studies in the field of education. After the survey questions were
drafted, the researchers conducted informal focus groups with other professional
development teachers. As Fowler (2013) suggested, these focus groups allow the
researchers to find out whether the questions are able to be consistently understood
and answered without confusion. The researchers then placed the questions into a
survey instrument to pretest it with a pilot group of classroom teachers, and
eventually with a sample of 18-year-old students in the same university where a pilot

study would be conducted.

4. Layout of Survey Instrument
A self-administered and closed-question student reaction survey was

used to inquire about the importance of the 4Cs for use beyond university and
whether or not students experience the teaching of these 21* century skills in the
majority of their classes. The survey instrument that the researcher created consisted
of 4 sections and 20 questions. Prior to the 21* century skills question items,
participants were asked to check their specialization: Science or Arts. The next
question items asked which learning experiences the student believed would be
beneficial in helping to become successful in the 21% century world. Choices
included conducting research, learning from peers, creating presentations to share
ideas with others, working with my peers on projects, and working with peers on
projects. Next question item asked participants what learning activities they
participated in during the classes. The choices included sharing thoughts and ideas
with others, working with peers to reach a goal, looking at problems in new ways,
and posting created works online. The next questions were contained in four sections
covering each of the 4Cs. Each section contained four questions (agree/disagree)
related to the use and perceived importance of communication, collaboration, critical
thinking, and creativity as 21* century skills. Two of the questions within each
section addressed the importance of the skill, and two questions addressed the
practice of the skill. The survey took approximate 7 minutes to complete.

5. Data Collection

Via email, the researchers explained the study and asking permission

to distribute the surveys. A hard copy of the self-administered and closed-question

survey was completed by students 18 years old (or older) who volunteered to
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participate. The researchers chose to use a hard copy version instead of an electronic
version. The survey took approximately 5—7 minutes to complete.
6. Participants
Participants in this study consisted of arts and science university
students who self-identified as being 18 years of age or older and attended the arts
and science university in Myanmar. Table 1 shows the frequency distribution for the

respondents.

During the study, 371 students from 13 different arts and science
universities volunteered to take the survey about the importance of the 4Cs for use
beyond university and whether or not they experience the teaching of these 21"
century skills in the majority of their classes. Students surveyed came from all
demographic areas within the university system, representing various socioeconomic
statuses.

7. Data Analysis

After all surveys were collected, the student responses were entered
into an Excel spreadsheet in order to capture the raw data and were disaggregated by
specialization and gender. Each of the 4Cs sections in the survey had two questions
regarding importance of the skill and two regarding the practice of the skill. Students

had to agree with both questions about importance or practice in order to count as a
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positive response. Students who did not answer both questions were excluded and
were not counted in the sample. In order to look for discrepancies between

importance and practice, each pair of questions were subtracted from each other.

Research Results

Data collected from the survey results of 371 students in 13 selected
universities were analyzed to address each of the research questions and sub-
questions with regard to the 4Cs — communication, collaboration, critical thinking
and creativity. In addition, the tables present the data and significant findings for each
research question. Of the surveys collected, 173 (46.63%) were from Science
specializations and 188 (53.37%) came from Arts specializations.

1. Overall Results of the Importance of the 4Cs

In order to answer the first research question whether students view the
21" century skills of communication, collaboration, critical thinking, and creativity as
being important for use beyond university, the researchers asked this question in each
of the 4Cs categories in order to search for agreement or disagreement. Therefore,
students had to agree on both importance questions within each “C” in order to count
positively. Students who did not answer this question were excluded and were not
counted in the sample. All others were counted as answering negatively. Overall,
results exhibited positive perceptions regarding the importance of the 4Cs. The
majority of participants agreed that each of the 4Cs is an important 21" century skill.
The results in percentages of critical thinking, creativity, collaboration and

communication are shown in the following tables.

The data indicate that students would have a higher likelihood of

agreeing “In a 21" century world, it will be important for me to be able to work with

others to reach a goal.” This is because “agree” responses were found higher than

“disagree” responses, so the higher the average percentage, the more students agreed.

In a 21% century world, it will be important for them to work with others on projects

and / or assignments.

Most of the participants agree that in a 21" century world,

communication skills will be important for them to use beyond university.

Communication is a broad term that incorporates multi-faceted levels of interaction

and sharing information. The students know that all 4Cs are important for them to be

successful. The results show that positive attitudes were found from the students

regarding the importance of 4Cs.

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According to Table 6, positive perceptions were found from students
regarding the importance of all 4Cs for use beyond university (67.80%, 72.40%,
81.50%, 70.60%, respectively). Working in group is a hallmark of the digital age.
Our classroom and businesses incorporate teamwork into their daily practices. As
such collaborative abilities have a permanent place among the most beneficial

lifelong learning skills all students should develop.

The data revealed that students specifically perceived 'Working with
my peers on projects' to be important at a higher rate (48.79%) than (29.65%)
perceived 'Learning from my peers' to be important. Although there were significant
differences, students found 'Collaboration’ important. It was found that there are

much less experiences in creating presentations and posting online.

Discussion

Specifically, the study asks, 'Do students see these skills as important,
and are they experiencing the teaching and /or practice of these skills in the majority
of their classes?'. The second purpose of the study was to see if students experience
the teaching of 21" century skills - communication, collaboration, critical thinking,
and creativity (4Cs) - in the majority of their classes and the third one was to see

student perceptions of the teacher practice of the 4Cs. Table 8 provides the overall
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combined results by percentage for each pair of questions regarding the importance
of each of the 4Cs. In order to answer the research questions, table 8 provides the

results by percentage regarding the practice of each of the 4Cs.

The results showed positive perceptions of teaching of the 4Cs and
importance of these skills. It is interesting to note the low percentage on creativity.
Although student responses reported creativity to be an important 21° century skill,
only 61.25% of students perceived experiencing the practice of creativity in the
majority of their classes. Critical thinking follows suit with some of the students
agreeing that it is an important 21* century skill, yet only 64.00% agreed with
experiencing the teaching and/or practice of it in the majority of their classes. Student
perceptions related to the importance of current teaching and learning trends in the

classroom is a crucial component in evaluating what is relevant for meeting the needs
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of a global economy and a 21* century world (Hillman, 2015). The findings of this
study regarding student perceptions of the importance and practice of the 4Cs are
particularly pertinent as educational leaders continue to develop theories on effective

University instruction and create professional development for teachers in the future.

Recommendations

The purpose of the study was to learn more about student perceptions
of teaching and learning based on the P21 Learning and Innovation Skills:
communication, collaboration, critical thinking, and creativity. While the focus on
21" century learning brings with its unbounded ways of teaching and learning, it is
not clear whether students perceive 21* century skills, especially the 4Cs skill set, as
important and as being practiced in their classrooms. Along with the shift in
teacher/student roles and technology-infused lessons, the use of the 4Cs is necessary
for student performance to match student potential (Blair, 2012). Student
achievement will ultimately reveal the success or failure of current teaching methods;
however, it seems prudent to assess the student perceptions of progress made thus far.
Educational leaders must seek to check with the students if they see value in the
prescribed methods for learning in the 21 century classroom (Martens, Bastiaens, &
Kirschner, 2007). The study’s findings provide educational leaders with a more
extensive understanding of the educational experiences of public high University
seniors and their perceptions of learning and teaching using the 4Cs portion of the
P21 Learning Framework. The information gleaned from this study is beneficial to
educational leaders in moving forward with the development of curriculum related to
effective learning and teaching in the 21st century. More specifically, the study

revealed which of these 4Cs students think are most important for use beyond high
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University and if they are experiencing the practice of these skills in the majority of
their classes. The findings also revealed gaps in experiencing the practice of the 4C
skills across tier, race, and gender. This exposure is especially meaningful because it
highlights that educators need to ensure that all students receive the same level of
opportunity and rigor no matter one’s race, gender, or in which zip code a student

resides.
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Abstract

The purposes of this study is to investigate the effect of types of digital
post-purchase brand touchpoints on the relationship quality and the self-brand
connection within the repurchase context of the automobile. Survey research with a
structured questionnaire was used for data collection. The target population of this
research is all current users of the medium segment of a passenger car who are both
male and female, age between 18-60 years old, and 100,000 Baht and above of
monthly household income. The total number of the target population is
approximately 3.6 million users as reported by the Department of Land
Transportation. The sample is the current Toyota Camry and Honda Accord users
who bought the cars between 2014 and 2018 in Bangkok and its vicinity. Stratified
random sampling was used to select a total of 604 samples. Factor analysis was used
to classify digital post-purchase brand touchpoints into dimensions. Besides,
structural equation modeling (SEM) was used to test the relationship between types
of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints and relationship quality, as well as self-
brand connection. The rotated solution yielded three interpretable factors which
include information-based, interaction-based, and service-based digital post-purchase

brand touchpoints. Structural equation modeling (SEM) indicated that the model was
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a good fit to the data. The predictors were able to account for 15 per cent of the
variance in relationship quality, whereas it accounts for 8.5 per cent of the variance in
self-brand connection. Interaction-based and service-based digital post-purchase
brand touchpoints have effects on relationship quality and self-brand connection.
However, information-based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints did not have a

direct effect on relationship quality and self-brand connection.

Introduction

In the quest of the business success, automobile industry in Thailand must
shift its focus from customer acquisition to customer retention, since the domestic
automobile market has already moved from the growth to maturity stage of the
product life cycle. The domestic sales hit the peak with nearly 30 per cent of the
average market growth (Thailand Automotive Statistics, 2019) during the 2009-2013
and became the largest in Southeast Asia (Maikaew, 2018) and the 12th largest in the
world (Santivimolnat, 2012; Languepin, 2013). The industry had an annual output of
near two million vehicles including passenger cars and pickup trucks, more than
countries such as Belgium, the United Kingdom, Italy, Czech Republic, and Turkey.
However, the market showed to play down with the average growth rate at less than
10 per cent from 2014 to date.

Besides, the business must transform itself into digital, as the digital
penetration has been increasing. The number of internet users in Thailand increased
by 1.0 million (+2.0 per cent) between 2019 and 2020. As of January 2020, internet
penetration in Thailand stood at 75 per cent, while social media penetration in
Thailand stood at 75 per cent, and the number of mobile connections in Thailand was

equivalent to 134 per cent of the total population (Kemp, 2020). The proliferation of
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digital as a new format of brand touchpoints has switched consumers to digital life in
which it speeds up the desire for information and connectivity.

Under the circumstances of the hyper-competitive market, marketers must
investigate how to harness digital post-purchase brand touchpoints to influence such
determinants as relationship quality and self-brand connection that could drive
repurchase behavior of automobile. Relationship quality and self-brand connection
are those drivers of repurchase behavior. Popjaney (2016) found that relationship
quality might lead to the repurchase in the context of automobile purchase, as it
guaranteed that consumers who rated with high relationship quality would go to other
brands in their next purchase. Furthermore, the self-brand connection drove
repurchase intention among shopping goods (Hapsari & Adiwijaya, 2014).

To ensure the marketing effectiveness, marketers have to optimize the
usage digital post-purchase brand touchpoints by finding effective type of digital
post-purchase brand touchpoints that can promote relationship quality, and self-brand
connection to enhance repurchase of automobile. Suthongwan and Kuntonbutr (2020)
found that the traditional post-purchase brand touchpoints were significant to the
relationship quality and the self-brand connection. This research extended
Suthongwan and Kuntonbutr (2020) by investigating the effect of types of digital
post-purchase brand touchpoints on the relationship quality and the self-brand

connection within the repurchase context of the automobile.

Research Objectives
The objectives of the research were as follows:
1. To determine the effect of types of digital post-purchase brand
touchpoints on the relationship quality in the repurchase of the automobile.
2. To determine the effect of types of digital post-purchase brand

touchpoints on the self-brand connection in the repurchase of the automobile.
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Literature Review
1. Brand touchpoints and their classifications

Past related research on brand touchpoints were categorized into four
categories: customer purchase experience-based brand touchpoint; ownership-based
brand touchpoint; task-based brand touchpoint; platform-based brand touchpoint.
First, Dunn and Davis (2004) classified brand touchpoints according to the stage of
customer purchase ranging from pre-purchase, during-experience, and post-
experience brand touchpoints. Second, Méartenson (2008) categorized brand
touchpoints into controllable, and uncontrollable. The controllable brand touchpoint
comprised all brand touchpoints that a company was able to completely control in its
implementation, and the uncontrollable brand touchpoint comprised all brand
touchpoints that could not be controlled at all. Third, Hallikainen et al.(2018)
identified digital brand touchpoint into such categories as functional brand
touchpoint, social brand touchpoint, and community brand touchpoints. Besides,
Cook (2014) asserted that customers now became connected customers where they
had interaction with multiple touchpoints throughout their shopping journey, as the
results, the platform-based brand touchpoints were also categorized into online and
offline brand touchpoints.
2. Digital post-purchase brand touchpoints and relationship quality

Trust, satisfaction and commitment had also been referred to as the building
blocks of relationship quality (Crosby et al., 1990; Kempeners, 1995). Chaudhuri and
Holbrook (2001) discovered the relationship among brand trust, brand affect, and
brand performance outcomes which included market share and relative price. Sahin,
et al. (2012) tested the effects of brand experience and service quality through various
brand touchpoints on repurchase intention with the role of relationship quality. It was
found that brand experience, brand satisfaction, and brand trust were shown to have a
positive effect on repurchase intention.

Baxendale et al. (2015) examined the impact of six brand touchpoints on

brand consideration which included brand advertising, retailer advertising, in-store
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communications, peer-to-peer conversation, traditional earned media, and peer
observation. It was found that all of those brand touchpoints had a significant effect
on brand consideration on a different degree. Marco and Cristina (2017) examined
the relative importance of twenty-four touchpoints in contributing to customer loyalty
to mobile service operators. It was found that the reach of brand touchpoint was
related to customer loyalty as far as eight brand touchpoints were concerned. These
included a corporate website, physical store, word of mouth, emailing, loyalty
program, and mobile app. However, the reach of brand touchpoint was negatively
related to customer loyalty. These were online advertising and telemarketing. As far
as the nine brand touchpoints were concerned, the positivity of brand touchpoint had
effects on customer loyalty. These included customer service, mobile messaging,
corporate website, TV and cinema advertising, physical store, mobile app, word of
mouth, staff and special event.

Besides, Dunn and Davis (2004) stated that spending money on the brand
touchpoints created relationship quality and brand loyalty, which made the brand
much stronger. Edwards (2009) stated that brand trust mediated the relationship
between brand touchpoint and sales and profit. To be specific, brand consistency
throughout the brand touchpoints provided by a company could create trust in the
brand, which might lead to increased sales and profit, and vice versa. It was found
that the related past literature confirmed that brand touchpoints had an impact on
relationship quality; however, the mentioned effects were the results of a mixture
between digital and non-digital brand touchpoints. Also, it was the mixed effects of
pre-purchase, during-purchase, and post-purchase experience. As this study aims at
exploring the pure effect of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints on relationship

quality, hence, the research hypothesis was proposed as
H : There is a positive correlation between the types of digital post-purchase brand

touchpoints and relationship quality.
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3. Digital post-purchase brand touchpoints and self-brand connection

Self-brand connection connoted that the extent to which consumers
identified with and instrumentally used a set of brand associations to construct self-
identity, not emotional attachment or affection. Escalas and Bettman (2003) proposed
that brand associations that were connected with self in which it gives meaning to
consumers. The researchers conceptualized the consumer and brand linkage at the
aggregate level of self-brand connections as the brand image became a key
consequence of the constellation of the gestalt associations.

Loureiro et al. (2012) integrated the scattered brand attachment,
commitment, and brand trust into a brand love model for a test of non-hedonic
products. The researchers surveyed 374 samples who were owners of Toyota, Ford,
Renault in Portugal. It was found that a self-expressive brand and brand attachment
had an impact on brand love. The brand love was shown to have a direct effect to
brand loyalty, and indirect effect to brand loyalty through commitment and brand
trust. Hazel and Vincent-Wayne (2013) examined the influence of need for
achievement and brand consciousness on the self-brand connection. It showed the
significant paths between achievement striving and brand consciousness and between
brand consciousness and self-brand connection. Lin et al. (2017) investigated
consumers’ perception of a brand’s green benefits which composed of utilitarian
environmental and warm glow, and green transparency on their green perceived
value. The self-brand connection was used as a mediating effect between green
perceived value and brand loyalty. The findings showed that self-brand connection
had an impact on brand loyalty. Past related research found that self-brand
connection could drive relationship quality and vice versa. But most of the drivers of
self-brand connection were such psycho-social attributes as need for achievement,
brand conscious, brand love, and others. However, Van Der Westhuizen (2018)
proposed that the self-brand connection is associated with brand loyalty through the
brand experience. Brand experience through various brand touchpoints should verify

the self-brand connection by acting as a mechanism through which a self-brand
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connection is associated with brand loyalty. In short, it concluded that an
accumulation of brand experience can lead to a formation of self-brand connection,
hence this research would like to study the direct effects of post-purchase brand
experience through digital brand touchpoints on the association of perceived self-
concept of consumers and brand within the repurchase context of automobile. Hence,

the research hypothesis is proposed as
H,: There is a positive correlation between the types of digital post-purchase brand

touchpoints and self-brand connection.

Based on the aforementioned hypotheses, research framework is exhibited

in Figure 1 below.

Methodology
1. Research design

This study was designed to investigate the existing facts in the market
without creating any research intervention. Survey research with a structured

questionnaire was used for data collection.
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2. Population and sample

The target population of this research was all current users of the medium
segment of a passenger car (including Toyota Camry, Honda Accord, Nissan Teana)
in Thailand. The sample of this study was both male and female, age between 18-60
years old, living in Bangkok and its vicinities who bought Toyota Camry or Honda
Accord branded cars between 2014 and 2018. All of them were the main buying
decision-maker of the automobile at the purchase. Since the population was known,
the stratified random sampling was chosen as the sampling method for this study. The
sample consisted of 604 current passenger car users of the medium segment in

Thailand.

3. Sample Size Determination

Sample size determination used by most research conducting for SEM were
often considered in light of the number of observed variables. For normally
distributed data, Bentler and Chou (1987) suggest a ratio as low as 5 cases per
variable would be sufficient when latent variables have multiple indicators. A widely
accepted rule of thumb is 10 cases/observations per indicator variable in setting a
lower bound of adequate sample size (Nunnally, 1967). There were six latent
variables with 93 observed variables. Then, the acceptable range of sample size must
be between 465 and 930. Since the model size was moderate, this study collected data
from a total of 650. However, at the later stage of source accuracy assessment, 46 sets
of questionnaire were dropped, whereas 604 sets of questionnaire were further used
for data processing. However, a total sample size of 604 could meet the

aforementioned requirement of sample size determination.

4. Research instrument
The survey instrument consisted of such five sections as (1) qualification
screening, (2) digital post-purchase brand touchpoints, (3) relationship quality, (4)

self-brand connection, and (5) the profile of the respondent. The reliability of the
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questionnaire was determined to ensure that the responses collected through the
instrument were reliable and consistent. According to the pre-test, the Cronbach’s
Alpha for digital post-purchase brand touchpoints was 0.964, relationship quality was
0.961, and the self-brand connection was 0.970, so the questionnaire was highly
reliable.

Such key measures as digital post-purchase brand touchpoints (DTP),
relationship quality (RQ), and self-brand connection (SBC) were derived from past
related literature with high-reliability scores. First, we measured digital post-purchase
brand touchpoint by adapting the measurement scale of the frequency of brand
touchpoint from McFarland and Buehler (1998) and Baxendale et al. (2015)
respectively. Some of them were “how often did you encounter website, social
media, online user review and others of Toyota Camry/Honda Accord?” and others.
The five-point scale response ranging from most frequent and the least frequent was
used. Second, the measurement of relationship quality was developed by adopting
Kim et al. (2012). Some of these items were “the product quality of the Toyota
Camry/Honda Accord is exactly what I want,” “I don’t regret choosing Toyota
Camry/Honda Accord” and others. The five-point scale response ranging from most
to least was used. Last, the measurement of self-brand connection was adopted from
Escalas (2004). Some of them were “Toyota Camry/Honda Accord could reflect who
[ am,” “I could identify with Toyota Camry/Honda Accord” and others. The five-

point scale response ranging from most to least was used.

5. Data Collection Procedure

The data collection was administered in such three phases as pretest,
questionnaire distribution, and followed by source accuracy. First, we conducted the
pre-test to find the reliability of questionnaires by examining Cronbach Alpha. Thirty
staffs from three divisions (Compliance Division, Internal Audit Division, and Credit

Management) and six staffs from CEO office were administered the questionnaire for
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the pre-test. In total, 30 participants were selected for the pre-test. Second, after the
validity and reliability of questionnaires had been completely controlled and checked
thoroughly, we administered the questionnaires to 650 respondents. Last, once the
completed questionnaire was sent back, data source accuracy was also traced. At the
total, 46 sets of questionnaire were terminated due to the missing data in some items.

Six hundred and four sets of questionnaire were further used for data processing.

6. Data Analysis

Data collected was administered in two stages. First, to classify specific
digital post-purchase brand touchpoints into dimensions of digital post-purchase
brand touchpoints, such data-reduction technique as factor analysis was used to
classify digital post-purchase brand touchpoints into factors. It was an appropriate
method because it was used to identify factors that statistically explain the variation
and covariation among measures. The number of factors is smaller than the number
of measures, and the factors succinctly represent a set of measures. Second, structural
equation modeling (SEM) was used to test the relationship between types of digital
post-purchase brand touchpoints and relationship quality, as well as self-brand
connection, as proposed in the hypotheses. Structural equation modeling was selected
for use in the current study, as the researchers are allowed to specify and test both the
measurement model between latent and observed variables and the path (structural)
model of the latent variables (Raykov & Marcoulides, 2006). The authors constructed
an analysis of the proposed model using AMOS 24 (IBM, Armink, NY). Prior to
beginning the structural equation modeling analysis, bivariate correlations were
calculated across each of the scaled measures. Also, Cronbach’s alpha for each scale

was computed to assess internal consistency and reliability within the current sample.
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Results

In this section, there were five sections: profile of the respondent; a
classification of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints; model fit for structural
model; the effect of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints on relationship quality;
the effect of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints on self-brand connection.

1. Profile of the respondent

Over half the respondents (55%) self-identified as male, and the rest (45%)
was female. The age range of the respondents was between below 26 years old and
60 years old and above. The majority of the respondents (40%) was between 31-40
years old, followed by 21% of the respondents between 41-50 years old. The largest
proportion of respondents (74%) self-identified as company employee and business
owner, whereas most of them (43%) self-reported their monthly personal income was

between less than 30,000 THB and 49,999 THB.

2. A classification of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints

The 15 items from the digital post-purchase brand touchpoints were
analyzed using unweighted least squares factor analysis. Three criteria were used to
determine the number of factors to rotate: the a priori hypothesis that the measure
was unidimensional, the scree test, and the interpretability of the factor solution. The
scree plot indicated that the initial hypothesis of unidimensionality was incorrect.
Consequently, three factors were related using a Varimax rotation procedure. The
rotated solution, as shown in Table 1 below, yielded three interpretable factors,
information-based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints (InfoDTP), interaction-
based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints (InterDTP), and service-based digital
post-purchase brand touchpoints (SerDTP). The information-based digital post-

purchase brand touchpoints (InfoDTP) accounted for 6.5 per cent of the item
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variance, interaction-based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints (InterDTP)
accounted for 63.0 per cent of the item variance, and service-based digital post-

purchase brand touchpoints (SerDTP) accounted for 9.0 per cent of the item variance.

Based on the three factors of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints, as
shown in Table 1 above, each hypothesis was broken into three sub-hypotheses
according to types of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints which include
information-based, interaction-based, and service based digital post-purchase brand

touchpoints.

3. Model fit for structural model

To assess model fit for the structural model, the authors utilized standards
recommended by Hu and Bentler (1999; i.e., CFI of .80 or greater, AGFI of .80 or
greater, and RMSEA of .08 or less). The results of the structural model analysis
indicate the model provided good fit to the data (& =1720.42, df =219, p<.000; CFI
=.89; GFI = .82; AGFI = .86; RMSEA = .08).

4. The effect of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints (DTP) on the relationship
quality (RQ)

Direct effects of the dimensions of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints
on the relationship quality, were tested with sub-hypotheses 1a-1c. Sub-hypothesis la
predicted the direct relationship between InfoDTP and RQ. The structural model
found InfoDTP does not have direct effects on RQ. Sub-hypothesis 1a was not
supported. Sub-hypothesis 1b predicted the direct relationship between InterDTP and
RQ. The structural model found a significant, positive relationship between InterDTP
and RQ (B=0.18, p<.001), confirming Hypothesis 1b. Sub-hypothesis 1c¢ predicted
the direct relationship between SerDTP and RQ. The structural model found a
significant, positive relationship between SerDTP and RQ (B=0.34, p<.001),

confirming Hypothesis lc.

5. The effect of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints (DTP) on the self-brand
connection (SBC)

Direct effects of the types of digital post-purchase brand touchpoints on the
self-brand connection (SBC), were tested with sub-hypotheses 2a-2¢. Sub-hypothesis
la predicted the direct relationship between InfoDTP and RQ. The structural model

found InfoDTP does not have direct effects on SBC. Sub-hypothesis 2a was not
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supported. Sub-hypothesis 2b predicted the direct relationship between InterDTP and
SBC. The structural model found a significant, positive relationship between
InterDTP and SBC (B=0.23, p<.001), confirming Hypothesis 2b. Sub-hypothesis 2¢
predicted the direct relationship between SerDTP and SBC. The structural model
found a significant, positive relationship between SerDTP and SBC (B=0.16,

p<.001), confirming Hypothesis 2c.

In conclusion, according to the results from structural equation modeling

(SEM), all of the fit indexes indicated that the model was a good fit to the data. The
predictor were able to account for 15 per cent of the variance in relationship quality,
whereas the predictor were able to account for 8.5 per cent of the variance in self-
brand connection. Interaction-based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints and
service-based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints have effects on relationship
quality and self-brand connection. However, the information-based post-purchase
brand touchpoints did not have a direct effect on relationship quality and self-brand

connection.

Discussion

Based on the results of this research, it concluded into three points. First,
information-based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints does not have direct
effects on relationship quality, and self-brand connection within the repurchase

context of automobile, because the customers have already been aware and used
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product of the brand. As the result, the brand touchpoints that mainly provide one-
sided information is not necessary for current customers’ repurchase consideration.
Second, interaction-based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints had direct effects
on relationship quality, and self-brand connection within the repurchase context of
automobile, because social interaction usually provide other people’s points of views
in which it influences consumers’ opinion themselves. That is why those interaction-
based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints can well enhance perceived
relationship quality and self-brand connection. Last, service-based digital post-
purchase brand touchpoints had direct effects on relationship quality, and self-brand
connection within the repurchase context of automobile, because those service
touchpoints (for example, online car trade-in, mobile app for customer privilege and
others) can directly accumulate positive brand experiences throughout the product
usage. As a consequence, those positive brand experiences directly lead to higher
perceived relationship quality and self-brand connection.

Suthongwan and Kuntonbuts (2020) asserted that there was a direct effect
of traditional post-purchase brand touchpoints on relationship quality and self-brand
connection. This research extended Suthongwan and Kuntonbutr (2020) by replacing
the predictor from traditional to digital post-purchase touchpoints; however, such
independent variables as relationship quality and self-brand connection were kept.
As stated earlier, past research (Sahin, et al., 2012; Baxendale et al., 2015; Dunn &
Davis, 2004; Edwards, 2009) indicated that brand touchpoints had an impact on
relationship quality; however, the results were extracted from the mixed effects of
digital and non-digital brand touchpoints. The findings of this research confirmed that
digital post-purchase brand touchpoints had an effect on relationship quality. As the
authors would like to explore the power of specific types of digital post-purchase
brand touchpoints on relationship quality. It was found that the information-based
digital post-purchase brand touchpoints which included website, social media, online
user review, and online guru review does not have any relationship with relationship

quality. Rather, interaction-based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints (including
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brand online community, car club online community, email, SMS, social chat, and
installed car telematic) and service-based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints
(including electronic installment payment, electronic car insurance reissuing service,
mobile app for customer privilege, and online trade-in service) had direct effect on
relationship.

Furthermore, as Van Der Westhuizen (2018) asserted that the self-brand
connection was associated the brand experience through various brand touchpoints.
The findings of this research was consistent with Van Der Westhuizen (2018);
however, this research provided additional perspectives to explain that phenomenon.
By factor analyzing the digital post-purchase brand touchpoints into major
dimensions, and related it with self-brand connection, it was found that information-
based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints did not have effect on self-brand
connection. Rather, interaction-based and service-based digital post-purchase brand
touchpoints had direct effects on self-brand connection. The findings was congruent
with past research (Escalas & Bettman, 2003; Loureiro et al., 2012; Hazel & Vincent-
Wayne, 2013; Lin et al., 2017) in which they found that psycho-social factors were

highly attributed to the formation of self-brand connection.

Recommendations

The findings of this research provides several insights for marketing
practitioners. First, the digital brand touchpoints have impact on relationship quality
and self-brand connection in which it will lead to repurchase tendency. However, not
every digital brand touchpoint is equal. An investment in keeping customers in
information-based digital post-purchase brand touchpoints is less effective than that
of interaction-based and service-based brand touchpoints. Second, as social influence
become a key in forming a perception on relationship quality and self-brand
connection, influencer marketing in interaction-based channel is powerful in

increasing customer retention probability. Last, it is recommended to establish
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various services to improve current customer experiences through service-based
brand touchpoints, as it is proven that it works well in keeping current customers.
Nevertheless, in real life, the consumers tend to encompass both traditional
and digital post-purchase brand touchpoints in their purchase journey. Future
research is suggested to investigate differential effects of both types of post-purchase
brand touchpoints. In addition, it was found that the relationship quality and self-
brand connection are associated with repurchase intention. Future research may
further connect relationship quality and self-brand connection with repurchase
intention. Moreover, it is interesting to study both direct and indirect effects of those

variables.

It must also be typed in bold using font size 14 and centered on
the page. For the Thai article, the author’s name is numbered in order.

4.4 Department(s)/program(s), faculty(s) and affiliation(s) must be
written in both Thai and English, and set flush on the left using font size 12 below the
author’s name.

5. Either Thai or English article can be submitted. In the case of an English
article, it must be verified and signed by an English language expert before being sent
to the editor.

7. The article must contain both Thai and English abstracts with no more than
1 page of AS, or between 150-200 words. Only English abstract is required for the
article written in English or other languages.

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* Components of Academic Articles *

To write an academic article, clear points should be identified and
appropriate sequences of the content should be considered. The article should consist
of the following parts:

1. Title: The title should possesses the short, concise and meaningful words.
It should be written in a word level, not a sentence level. The title with 8-15 words
must be written in both Thai and English. Moreover, the Thai title is typed first,
followed by the English one on the next line. However, only English title is required
for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

2. Abstract: The article contents are clearly summarized. Both Thai and
English abstracts are required. A one-page Thai abstract with 150-200 words is
written first, followed by the English one with the same number of words.

It is noted that only English abstract is required for the article written in English or
other foreign languages.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the
database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must
be placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English keywords are required for
the article written in English or other foreign languages.

4. Introduction: The article background is presented. The article scope is
also specified.
5. Body of Text: The main contents and sub-topics of the article are

identified. Moreover, the topics are sorted by the contents.
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6. References: In-text citation is based on the author-year system of the APA
(American Psychological Association) style (6th edition). It is noted that all entries in

the text should be listed in the references.

* Components of Research Articles *

The research results should be presented systematically. The research article
should be composed of the following parts:

1. Title: The title should possesses the short, concise and meaningful words.
It should be written in a word level, not a sentence level. The title with 8-15 words
must be written in both Thai and English. Moreover, the Thai title is typed first,
followed by the English one on the next line. However, only English title is required
for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

2. Abstract: The important research components, including objectives,
population, sample group, instruments, statistics for data analysis, and research
results. Both Thai and English abstracts must be written. The length of each language
is not more than 1 page or between 150-200 words. It is noted that only English
abstract is required for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the
database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must be
placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English abstract is required for the article

written in English or other foreign languages.
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4. Introduction: The significance of research problems are identified. The
relevant literature is reviewed. In addition, the overall benefits obtained from the
research results are also presented.

5. Objective: The research objectives are clearly identified to reflect the
overall picture of the research.

6. Methodology: The research methods, including population, samples,
instruments, steps of data collection, and statistics for data analysis, are clearly
indicated.

7. Results: The research results obtained from analyzing the data are
clearly interpreted according to the research objectives.

8. Discussion: The research results are discussed with theoretical support
so as to check whether the current research results are in line with or against the
previous studies.

9. Recommendations: Utilization of the research results, and guidelines
for the next research should be recommended.

10. References: The references must be based on APA (American

Psychological Association) style (6th edition).
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* Writing References *

1. Both Thai and foreign authors’ names in the in-text citation must be written
in English only. Moreover, their last names should be written first, followed by the
year of publication, and/ or page numbers, for example, Nuemaihom (2014) or
(Nuemaihom, 2014: 23).

2. References are listed fully in alphabetical order according to the last
name of the author and not numbered. Moreover, the last name is written first,
followed by the initial letter of his/her first name.

3. For referring the Thai documents, the documents must be translated into
English, and the additional word “in Thai” must be put in the brackets [ ] i.e. [in
Thai]. It is noted that the same format for referring both Thai and English documents
is required.
