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Abstract

The research aimed to study identity and the religious ritual at Phanom
Rung Sanctuary. This study was a qualitative research collecting data from
documents, researches and interviewing of related people. The findings revealed that
local people in Buriram and its vicinity believe that once in their lives, visiting Khao
Phanom Rung to worship sacred things is a must. Originally, the religious ritual is
gilding gold leaf and paying respect to the Buddha’s footprint model. Later on, the
religious rituals are combined and are classified into three rites as follows: 1) the
sacred worship of Phanom Rung Sanctuary, 2) the worship of an eight petalled-lotus
motif, and 3) the worship of San Chao Pho Prasatthong. The study also showed that
the identities found in the grand procession during Khao Phanom Rung Festival are
as follows: 1) the identity of performance of Buriram Apsara Dance, 2) the identity of
wearing a red sarong (Phasin Teen Deang), and 3) the identity of phenomenon of sun
shine passing through 15 doorways of the sanctuary’s main tower. These are the
identities that delicately signify Buriram province and obviously emphasize the

significance of Buriram’s identities.
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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine the history of the Buriram
Volcano Festival, Mueang Buriram district, Buriram province. This research was
qualitative research by investigating from documentary, research and field studies
from 115,524 of population in the festival by using a non-specific random method.
The sample was selected from the expert, performers and general people. The
research instruments were survey form, non-participatory observation form,
structured interview and unstructured interview form.

The result shown the background of the Buriram Volcano Festival.

Actually, this festival was the one event hold by the Tourism Authority of Thailand,
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Buriram office December every year. This year was the second time including the
2017 — 2018 year. This festival has been received good feedback from many tourists
and has been planned to continue next year. The concept of festival was created to
pray subhadarabopitr buddha statue, lighting decorated, the performance of way of
life, cultural product selling and cultural playing about Buriram Volcano. So, the
festival was built for responding tourism and increasing profit to the community. The
progress has five parts and five departments, each part has been received cooperated
from the government and private groups which adjusted from Khoa Kra Dong
festival to be fit able a modern globalization. In addition, to understand process of
cultural revive which bring to the process of identity creation of community in

contend as a new tourist destination of Buriram province.

This academic article aimed to portray the guidelines of organizing
activities to promote tourism affected by COVID epidemic in Phra Nakhon Si
Ayutthaya Province via performing arts entitled Khon Krung Si activity.

The event, entitled
Khon Krung Si supported by the Ministry of Tourism and Sports, was held after the
coronavirus epidemic using performing arts to run the activity. Khon Krung Si took
place during September 4-6, 2020 with the flowing of 52,000,000 baht spent
throughout three days of the event, and with 2,310,000 people accessing the project

public relations through Khon, Thai cultural performing arts, as the main activity.

This research aimed to study 1) the history and work of Mr. Nakon
Thaemmee and 2) the production process of Pi - mon by Mr. Nakon Thaemmee. The
study was found that Mr. Nakon Thaemmee is now 54 years old. He was born on
June 7", 1964 at Nongsala, Cha-am, Phetchaburi. His parents are Mr. Chalo and Mrs.
Sanom. He married Mrs. Thanyarat and has three children together. He serves in the
military as a Chief Petty Officer First Class of the Royal Thai Navy Music Division.
In 1989, he learned to produce a Klui form Mr. Charin Klinbuppha., beginning as an
apprentice and becoming a professional later. After that, he began to study Pi
production.

Pi - mon production process of Mr. Nakhon Thaemmee consisted of four
times of woodturning: bark turning, turning for sound hole drilling, turning for
shaping and turning for finishing up (Look-Kaew). Four times of center finding are
needed to prevent wood warping. There are also two sound adjustment steps: the first
to adjust the volume and the second to adjust sound details. A Pi - mon produced by
Mr. Nakon Thaemmee can be adjusted for sound volume and sound control hole

distance and can be customized according to the player's needs and ergonomic
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proportions. As a quality warranty, a Pi-mon can be returned for repair if there is any

defect.

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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to : 1) to study the efficiency of
instructional package for practicing English reading comprehension skill through
cooperative learning technique CIRC with Mind Mapping set at 75/75, 2) to compare
students learning achievement before and after learning through the instructional
package for practicing English reading comprehension skill, 3) to find out
effectiveness index of the package and Mind Mapping, and 4) to study the students’

satisfaction towards using instructional package and Mind Mapping of 8" grade
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students. The samples were 36 students in class 2/1 of Nongkipittayakom School
students selected by using cluster random sampling. The instruments used in this
study were: 1) the six instructional packages for practicing English reading
comprehension skill by using cooperative learning technique CIRC with mind
mapping of g" grade Students; 2) lesson plans, 3) learning achievement test, and
4) the questionnaire asking the students’ satisfaction. The research results revealed
that: 1) The efficiency of the instructional package for practicing English reading
comprehension skill through cooperative learning technique CIRC with Mind
Mapping was 80.94/83.75 which was higher than the criteria set at 75/75. 2) The 8"
grade students had higher achievement after leaning than before learning at the .05
level of statistically significant difference. 3) The effectiveness index of the
instructional packages and mind mapping equaled 0.6229 which showed that the
student’ learning achievement progress was at 69.29%. 4) The satisfaction of the 8"

grade students toward learning through the instructional packages and mind mapping

as a whole was at a high level.

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Abstract

The purposes of this research were: 1) to compare learning achievement of
students before and after learning through learning management; 2) to compare the
problem solving thinking ability of students learning through learning management;
and 3) to study the satisfaction of students towards learning through learning

management. The samples of this research were 20 students in Prathomsuksa 3/2 of
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Ban Nonghinkhon School. They were collected by using a Cluster Random Sampling
technique. The instruments used in this study consisted of 7 lesson plans; a 20-item
4-multiple choice achievement teston Mixed Problem Solving with the reliability of
the whole test of 0.89; a 5-item subjective problem solving thinking ability of
students with the reliability of the whole test of 0.87 and a 10-item 3-rating scale
questionnaire asking satisfaction. The findings of this research were as follows: 1)
The learning achievementof students after learning through learning management
was higher than before learning with the significant difference at the level of .05. 2)
The problem solving thinking ability of students after learning through learning
management was higher than before learning with the significant difference at the
level of .05. 3) The satisfaction of students towards learning through learning

management as a whole was at the highest level.

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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to analyze the strengths, weaknesses,
opportunities and threats of the desirable learning resources management, and to
create and evaluate the management strategies of desirable learning resources of
schools in the secondary educational service area office 41. This research was the
mixed methods research. The samples were 54 schools in the secondary educational
service area office 41. The 324 informants were school directors, deputy directors of

academic department or head of academic department and leaders of the subject. The
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statistics for the data analysis were mean and standard deviation. The strengths and
weaknesses were analyzed via Priority Need Index (PNI). The analysis of
opportunities and threats and the strategies were determined by TOWS matrix
techniques, and the appropriateness, feasibility and usefulness of strategies were
evaluated by the experts. The findings of this research were found that 1) the
management of desirable learning resources consisted of 14 strengths, 20
weaknesses, 13 opportunities and 13 threats. 2) The management strategies of
desirable learning resources consisted of four main strategies, 10 secondary
strategies, 19 measures and 31 indicators. And 3) the evaluation results of
appropriateness, feasibility and usefulness of strategies were overall at the highest
level with the mean scores of 4.79 for appropriateness, 4.79 for feasibility, and 4.77

for usefulness.

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Abstract

This research aimed 1) to compare cognitive styles with digital storytelling
activities that affect the critical thinking of undergraduate teacher students, 2) to
compare storytelling patterns that affect the critical thinking of undergraduate teacher
students, and 3) to study the interaction between thinking styles and storytelling
patterns with digital storytelling activities that affect the critical thinking of
undergraduate teacher students. The samples were 114 undergraduate students at
Buriram Rajabhat University who enrolled in Innovation and Educational

Information Technology course in the second semester of academic year 2020,
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selected by purposive sampling method. The research design was quasi-experimental
research using factorial experiment 2x2. The instruments used in this study consisted
of online lessons, cognitive style test, lesson plans for digital storytelling activities,
and critical thinking scale, The statistics used for analysis were mean, standard
deviation and Two-Way ANOVA. The results of the research were as follows:

1. The cognitive styles with digital storytelling activities affecting the
critical thinking of undergraduate student teachers were not singnificantly different at
the .05 level (F = .476, p = .492).

2. The narrative patterns affecting the judgment of undergraduate student
teachers were not singnificantly different at the .05 level (F=.062, p=.803).

3. The interaction between cognitive styles and storytelling styles with
digital storytelling activities affecting the critical thinking of undergraduate student

teachers were singnificantly different at the .05 level (F= 8.470, p=.004).

Introduction

E-learning or online lesson management is suitable for teaching and
learning that allows learner to use their knowledge and thinking skills, and apply the
online lesson according to the student's aptitude, which is consistent with Prangsorn
(2012: 4) who said that one of the key attributes that makes humans different from
world animals is having the skills and abilities to think, and thinking is also
associated with brain potential that makes humans different. They are divided into
three groups, people with skills, people with thinking abilities, and people with high

levels of thinking abilities with reasons, creativities. As can be seen in human
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societies that are recognized as progressive, there are often many people who are
thinkers. Because thinking motivates people to have a desire to know and to produce
innovation, it resulted that they had invented the innovative sciences and innovation
into society. Differences between individuals involved in that important human
thought process. Besides beliefs and attitudes, psychologists and researchers are
paying more attention to on what is known as cognitive style.

Later, an educator, Robin (2016: 17-29) studied the application of digital
storytelling in support of teaching and learning over the past 12 years. He studied in
schools, libraries, community centers, medical, nursing museums, business, and
many areas. This is an important phenomenon in the technology to be used to convey
stories for the benefit of a wide variety of activities. According to the study, it was
found that digital storytelling, when used in teaching and learning management,
encourages learners to be proactive creators rather than just receivers. In addition, it
promotes the use of the ability of technology to integrate a wide range of media for
the sake of communication. A major problem in students' digital storytelling is
research, especially cultural constraints that prevent storytellers from fully conveying
or sharing their experiences. It affects the management and writing of stories as
deeply as possible. Therefore, the main thing in developing learners is the ability to
communicate by learning about managing ideas, questioning the story, expanding
opinions, and creating interesting stories. This research study, therefore, used digital
storytelling methods that affect the critical thinking of undergraduate teacher students
along with study different thinking styles and storytelling styles that affect the critical
thinking of undergraduate teacher students. The thinking patterns were used to

measure the thinking of both language thinking and visual thinking that will be one
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of the ways in teaching and learning in order to develop learners to have critical

thinking to keep up with the world in the digital age and in the future.

Research Objectives

1. To compare cognitive styles and storytelling activities that affect the
critical thinking of undergraduate teacher students

2. To compare narrative storytelling patterns that affect the critical thinking
of undergraduate teacher students

3. To study the interaction between cognitive styles and storytelling
patterns with digital storytelling activities which affect the critical thinking of

undergraduate teacher students

Research Methodology

This research used a quasi-experimental research method. The experimental
plan was a posttest 2x2 Factorial Design test with the following steps:

1. The population of this research included 3,131 undergraduate students,
Faculty of Education, Buriram Rajabhat University.

2. The sample in this research included 114 undergraduate students at
Faculty of Education, Buriram Rajabhat University, who enrolled in the Innovation
and Information Technology course in the second semester of academic year 2020.
The students completed 20 items of thinking measurements. To classify the samples
obtained by selecting a purposive sampling, students were divided into two groups:
54 students who think in verbalizer cognitive and 60 students who think in imager

cognitive style, as shown in the table below.

3. Research Instrument

The research instrument included:

3.1 Online lessons of Innovation and Educational Information
Technology course were evaluated by eight experts to examine the suitability to
verify the accuracy and appropriateness of the learning activity content. The
quality assessment was used as a rating scale according to the Likert method,
which had five levels and was analyzed with a suitability score of 4.75, indicating
that the online lessons were most appropriate.

3.2 Thinking Pattern Test VVQ was translated into the Thai language
by Sukwon Lee, and the researcher required nine experts to assess the

appropriateness of the thinking measurement text and then used the data to
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improve the thinking measurement. The expert recommendations were then used
to improve the IOC finding, the validity of the questions, the expert thinking
measurements. Questions with IOC values from 0.50 - 1.00 which was valid
accuracy, and questions with an IOC below 0.50 were needed to be improved
"not valid." It was found that 20 questions possessed a total IOC of 0.93,
indicating that the validity of the thinking measurement was valid.

3.3 Plan for organizing digital storytelling activities in the courses
Innovation and educational information technology were evaluated by eight
experts to organize digital storytelling activities and to examine the accuracy,
suitability, clarity and feasibility of their use. The rating scale was based on the
Likert method, which consisted of 5 levels as follows: Level 5 possessed a total
average of 4.73, indicating that the quality of the digital storytelling activity plan
was most suitable.

3.4 Critical Thinking Scale Based on the essence of Bongkot Tubtieng's
Critical Thinking Model (2003), the Critical Thinking Scale consists of one
situation and questions in all 6 areas. Eight expert examined the Conformity
Index and the content validity index of item objective congruence (IOC) of the
Critical Thinking Scale and the IOC was 0.94, indicating that the Critical

Thinking Scale was appropriate.

4. Data Collection

This research was semi-experimental research. The research took 10 weeks
and 4 hours a week divided into 1,3,5,7,9 weeks of classroom instruction, while week
2,4,6,8,10 were taught online. Therefore, the data were collected in the following

order:
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4.1 Pre-experimental procedures were as follows:

4.1.1 Let the samples took a thinking scale test in 30 minutes.

4.1.2 Divided the experimental group into 4 groups using measurement
scores to obtain experimental groups with verbaliser cognitive style and imager
cognitive style.

4.1.3 Orientated students in regular classes about processing of
Innovation and Educational Information Technology, explained how to attend
classes, teaching activities, duration of classes, communicating, evaluation criteria,
student role readiness and instructor roles in the online lesson system. Instructors
recommended using online lessons and using the tools on online lessons for each
learner to understand how to access online lessons. The instructors can assist learners
in learning and provide online consultation channels and familiarize students with
familiarity.

4.2 The experiment process was as follows:

4.2.1 Learners entered the online lesson system. Students were ready to
take a measure of critical thinking before study.

4.2.2 Online lesson instruction in learning activities
Digital storytelling takes a total of 10 weeks to complete, according to the online
instruction plan provided. Instructors have grouped into groups of 4 participants. The
group's president is responsible for directing the conversation. There was a secretary
acting to record and summarize the exchange of ideas on online instruction.

4.2.3 During classroom instruction and learning onsite and online,
students attended classes through the online lesson system. The teaching activities

were as follows:
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4.2.3.1 In a week, each group of learners learned and exchanged
ideas 4 hours of learning with learners and instructors.
4.2.3.2 Learners studied online learning materials as they received
them from the teaching process, there was teaching materials based on digital
storytelling activities.
4.2.3.3 Learners practiced data retrieval, scripting storyboard
writing, audio recording, digital storytelling presentation based on rights of
publications through classroom instruction and academic learning and teaching
online (Microsoft team) each week.
4.2.3.4 Learners learned the lesson online both in classroom and
online (Microsoft team). The task submissions and evaluations were scheduled. The
learners exchanged idea within a group each week, and between groups, exchange
ideas per piece of each group, as required by the instructor. Each group of learners
submited activity worksheets to the instructor through an online lesson on online
teaching system (Microsoft team).
4.3 Post-Experiment
4.3.1 At the end of online instruction with narrative activities
digitalstory, the researcher conducted the test of the learners using the critical
thinking questionnaire after class.
4.3.2 Took the critical thinking scale after class with activities digital
storytelling with different formats. Asked the two experts rate it and 1 researcher as a
total of 3 examiners. The scores were then analyzed for correlation and mean values.
4.3.3 Took critical thinking scores after class with different types of

digital storytelling to be analyzed to answer the research objectives.
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4.4 Data Analysis

4.4.1 The data were analyzedusing MeanX and standard deviation
(SD) of learners' critical thinking scores for each cognitive styles andstorytelling
patterns.

4.4.2 The data were analyzedto compare different thinking styles
with different storytelling pattern that affect the critical thinking of undergraduate
teacher students and to study the interaction between cognitive styles and digital
storytelling patterns when studying through digital storytelling activities that affect

the critical thinking of undergraduate teacher students by using two-wayANOVA.

Results

The results of the study could be summarized as follows:

1. The cognitive styles with digital storytelling activities affecting the
critical thinking of undergraduate student teachers were not singnificantly different at
the .05 level (F = .476, p = .492).

2. The narrative patterns affecting the judgment of undergraduate student
teachers were not singnificantly different at the .05 level (F=.062, p=.803).

3. The interaction between cognitive styles and storytelling styles with
digital storytelling activities affecting the critical thinking of undergraduate student
teachers were singnificantly different at the .05 level (F= 8.470, p=.004).

The results of the study were summarized as follows:

1. The results of the analysis of mean (X_) and standard deviation (SD)
score of critical thinking after learning with digital storytelling activities by different

thinking styles with different storytelling styles are shown in Table 2.

From Table 2, it was found that the samples with the highest critical thinking

score were those with imager cognitive style using narrative storytelling. The mean

score was 20.30 and standard deviation was 1.21. The next group was the group with

the verbaliser cognitive styles using compare storytelling. The mean score was 20.18,

and standard deviation was 1.44. The group with the lowest score was the bilingual

group using narrative storytelling. The mean score was 19.31 and standard deviation

was 1.62.

2. The results of analysis of two-way ANOVA of the critical thinking scores

of learners classified by cognitive styles andstorytelling patterns are shown in Table 3.

From Table 3, it was found that:

1. The cognitive styles with digital storytelling activities affecting the
critical thinking of undergraduate student teachers were not singnificantly different at
the .05 level (F = .476, p = .492).

2. The narrative patterns affecting the judgment of undergraduate student
teachers were not singnificantly different at the .05 level (F=.062, p=.803).

3. The interaction between cognitive styles and storytelling styles with
digital storytelling activities affecting the critical thinking of undergraduate student
teachers were singnificantly different at the .05 level (F= 8.470, p=.004). It was

shown in Figure 1.

Discussion

From the research results on effects of cognitive styles and storytelling
patterns by digital storytelling activities on critical thinking of undergraduate student
teachers, the research results showed that:

1. The cognitive styles with digital storytelling activities affecting the
critical thinking of undergraduate student teachers were not singnificantly different at
the .05 level (F = .476, p = .492). The results of the study found that the mean of
post-study critical thinking scores of students with a verbaliser cognitive styles and

students with a imager cognitive styles found that there was no statistically
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significant difference in the critical thinking score at the .05 level, with the learners
who studied with a verbaliser cognitive styles with the average critical thinking
scores of 19.76, while the learners with imager cognitive style had an average critical
thinking scores of 19.13,and students with a cognitive styles of a imager cognitive
styles was inconsistent with Thepprasit (2002: Abstract) who found that there were
no differences in thinking patterns affecting gaming comprehension at 0.05,
consistent with Riding(1991) who proposed the concept of separates the types of
people with tendencies to represent what was received as a picture with wording
(Imager-Verbaliser) and people with visual thinking tend to understand more visual
presentations than language. A person with a linguistic thinking was more likely to
understand a linguistic presentation than a picture.

2. The narrative patterns affecting the judgment of undergraduate student
teachers were not singnificantly different at the .05 level (F=.062, p=.803).The
results of the study showed that the mean of post-study critical thinking scores of
learners with a narrative storytelling and the students with a compare storytelling, it
was found that there was no statistically significant difference in the critical sing
score at the .05 level, with the learners with a narrative storytelling model having an
average critical thinking scores of 19.84. While the learners with the compare
storytelling model had an average critical thinking scores of 19.86, the students' data
were analyzed by observing and analyzing the data of the learners with the narrative
storytelling and students with compare storytelling style were consistent with the
Kaewpanuk (2017: abstract) who found that a legacy development model with
critical investigative digital storytelling processes on web 3.0 to promote developed
digital literacy consisted of 5 elements: 1) information resources, 2) content, 3)

teachers, 4) digital heritage system, and 5) assessment, and there are ten learning
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processes in accordance with the learning style: 1) set the concept, 2) set the
storyline, 3) research the story, 4) tell stories, 5) analyze the elements, 6) compile
media, 7) create stories 8) improve Story, 9) share story, and 10) reflect the story.
The results of the experiments using the digital heritage development model were
found that the digital literacy test after graduation was statistically significant at the
.05 level, and the evaluation of the digital heritage storyteller found that the students
had a better ability to produce digital heritage stories. This is consistent with Miller
(2009) who studied digital storytelling and found that it was the development of
research capabilities to improve the writing process and integrate technology to
deliver content in everyday learning activities. This research used the storytelling
patterns for learners to tell their life story, promote and encourage meaningful
learning through the digital storytelling process, and to allow learners to share their
experiences and express their feelings using digital media as a storytelling element.
The results showed that as a step towards developing digital storytelling, the students
had developed skills in the ability to manage information and concepts more
systematically and meaningfully. In particular, it was a self-narrative that learners
understand and know the stories the best. They could present the story and convey
the feelings of the story as well. Learners could also improve their technological
skills and solve problems. They learn how to plan to work, practice collaboration,
and exchange experiences and receive advice from others.

3. The interaction between cognitive styles and storytelling styles with
digital storytelling activities affecting the critical thinking of undergraduate student
teachers were singnificantly different at the .05 level (F= 8.470, p=.004). The results
showed that undergraduate students learned with storytelling activities affecting the

critical thinking of undergraduate student teachers found that there was a correlation
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between cognitive styles and narrative storytelling affecting critical thinking was
statistically significant at .05 levels. The findings suggested that online teaching in
innovative and educational information technology course, the classroom system and
the online teaching system have important factors: cognitive styles and narrative
storytelling and compare storytelling with digital storytelling activities. It was the
presentation of content, lessons, knowledge sheets, activity sheets, which both factors
interacted with each other and affected the critical thinking of undergraduate
teachers. The results were consistent with Sims (2004: 152-166) who proposed a
process of digital storytelling. It consisted of the key elements as follows: Storytellers
must use a method of critical thinking, either deducting or explaining from the big
picture down to detail and interpretation in order to catch the attention of the
audience. It also used a process to decide what to present through a critical thinking
and reflection process to complete the digital storytelling. In accordance with
Premsrirat (2008: 1), the communications narrative from the research showed that
telling news on the radio was a news story to create enjoyment, provide facts and
thoughts using informal language. Storytelling in print media is based exclusively on
storytelling elements, storylines, themes and characters, as well as the policies of the
publication emphasizing the use of verbaliser cognitive style and erotic meaning.
Storytelling in movies and television series is mainly based on storytelling elements;
especially the story and conflict. Film media also emphasizes visual elements. The
drama is also based on the narrative of the production objectives. To tell stories in
Thai songs and country songs used storytelling in a story. It uses language that is
easy to understand. The theme song tells the story according to the theme of the
story. Most of the cross-media storytelling is cross-media from comics to animation

and movies. It remains the same as the main narrative elements, such as the storyline,
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and the theme of the conflict. It has been modified only in sub-details such as the

secondary theme, conflicting parties and scenes, etc.

Recommendation
1. Implications

1. Teaching with digital storytelling activities in higher education should
be used to develop learners to think, realize, and choose information

2. If the instructor or the relevant persons will apply this format, the
instructor should understand the teaching stage, focus on, and choose the teaching
instrument used in the experiment

3. Instructor or the relevant persons should choose the tool that is more
suitable for the learners, so that it is convenient to communicate during the
experiment. They will have an interaction between the learner and the instructor,
learners and learners, and learners with online lessons.

2. Further Studies

1. In the next research, there should be an experiment with the cognitive
styles and storytelling styles with digital storytelling activities to develop other forms
of competence such as self-direction ability, creativity, motivation, digital
knowledge, problem solving, and finding achievements.

2. To guide Rajabhat University to apply a learning management model
with digital storytelling activities affecting the critical thinking of the undergraduate
student teachers to the teaching and learning activities according to the condition and
context of the educational institution by using cognitive styles and narrative styles in
the educational innovation and information technology courses of undergraduate

teacher students or related fields for students to have higher critical thinking.
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Abstract

This cross-sectional research investigated 314 Thai high school learners’
receptive and productive knowledge of English collocations. Two different tests of
receptive and productive knowledge of English collocations were used in this study,
and the quantitative data were analyzed using descriptive and inferential statistics.
Moreover, the relationship between receptive and productive knowledge of English
collocations was assessed using correlational analysis. The results indicated that the
collocational knowledge of Thai EFL high school participants was relatively low.
Notably, the participants showed better performance on the receptive English
collocational test than the productive test. The correlational analysis showed that
receptive and productive knowledge of English collocations was related. This study
provides insights into vocabulary acquisition and the development of receptive and

productive knowledge.

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Introduction

Collocation is an essential aspect of vocabulary knowledge for EFL
learners to communicate effectively (Hill, 2000; Scrivener, 2005). Indeed, learners
have to acquire collocations rather than single words (Celce-Murcia et al., 2013).
Collocations are a group of words that generally occur together and can combine
predictably (Hill 2000; Lewis, 1993). For instance, it is suitable to say strong coffee
in English, but people do not say powerful coffee (Benson et al., 2010).

In vocabulary acquisition, collocations can improve a learner’s language
use and develop fluency and native-like selection (Nation & Shin, 2008). While
learners may know single words, this may not be sufficient to communicate
efficiently. Learners also need to acquire collocations to use a language accurately
and naturally (Deveci, 2004; Karoly, 2005; Scrivener, 2005). Collocations also occur
frequently in the English language, and it is therefore critical that learners acquire
this knowledge as soon as possible. More than 70% of what people speak, hear, read,
and write are collocations, and they are the most common of English multi-word
expressions (Hill, 2000).

Nevertheless, vocabulary studies have revealed that it is difficult for EFL
learners to manage collocations and produce them fluently (Benson et al., 2010;
Lewis, 1997). Collocations are difficult to predict, and second language learners have
to remember collocations as single items (Hill, 2000). Previous research has shown
that, overall, learners have poor collocational knowledge, and their first language
may interfere with collocational learning. Moreover, even though learners generally
have poor collocational knowledge, their receptive knowledge of collocations is

typically better than their productive knowledge of collocations (Begagi¢, 2014).
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Some studies conducted in a Thai context have also shown that Thai
English learners do not possess sufficient knowledge of collocations (Hsu & Chiu,
2008; Mallikamas & Pongpairoj, 2005; Yumanee & Phoocharoensil, 2013). Indeed,
little effort has been made to investigate the acquisition process of English
collocations, and teaching English collocations is often neglected in Thailand’s
learning and teaching programs (Dokchandra, 2019; Pisitsenakul & Khamnok, 2019;
Sridhanyarat, 2018). Moreover, few studies have examined collocation knowledge in
Thai EFL learners, especially at a high school level. As such, the current study
investigated receptive and productive English collocational knowledge of Thai high
school learners. Receptive knowledge is the ability to recognize a form-meaning link
of'a word, whereas productive knowledge is the ability to recall a word and produce
it correctly in the context (Schmitt & McCarthy, 1997; Schmitt & Zimmerman, 2002;
Sukying, 2017, 2018a, 2018b, 2020). Understanding high school students’
collocational knowledge levels will provide a platform for pedagogical practices and

vocabulary knowledge development.

Research objectives

The current study aimed to investigate Thai high school EFL learners’
receptive and productive knowledge of English collocations. It focused on six types
of English collocations, which were adjective + noun, verb + adverb, verb + noun,
preposition + noun, noun + preposition, and verb patterns. Specifically, this study
addressed the following research questions:

1. What is Thai high school EFL learners’ receptive and productive

knowledge of English collocations?
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2. What is the relationship between receptive and productive knowledge of

English collocations of Thai high school EFL learners?

Literature review
Construct of collocations

Collocations are groups of words that generally occur together (Lewis,
1993). Hill (2000) defined collocation as words that can combine predictably. For
instance, the word shrug is typically followed by one’s shoulder. As such, to shrug
one’s shoulder can be defined as a strong collocation. Conversely, some collocations
are considered weak collocations. For example, the word good can be associated with
many nouns (e.g., a good doctor, a good way) (Hill, 2000). Also, some combinations
of words are incorrect but can be understood. For instance, do a mistake is likely to
be understood by English speakers. However, a fluent English speaker will say make
a mistake instead (McCarthy & O’Dell, 2017).

Linguists have proposed certain criteria to classify collocations into
grammatical and lexical collocations related to the word classes that are combined
(Benson et al., 2010; Lewis, 2000). Grammatical collocations include a content word
(a noun, a verb, or an adjective) and a function word, usually a preposition. For
example, familiar with is an example of a grammatical collocation where familiar is a
content word (an adjective) and with is a function word (a preposition). Grammatical
collocations are classified into eight categories: noun + preposition, noun + to-
infinitive, noun + that clause, preposition + noun, adjective + preposition, predicate
adjective + to-infinitive, adjective + that clause, and verb patterns (Benson et al.,

2010).
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In contrast, lexical collocations are a combination of content words, nouns,
verbs, and adjectives. For example, the sentence 4 lion roars is an example of lexical
collocation, where a lion is a noun, and roars is a verb. Lexical collocations are
separated into seven types: verb (usually transitive) + noun/pronoun/preposition
phrase, verb (which means eradication/nullification) + noun, adjective + noun, noun
+ verb, qualifier + noun, adverb + adjective, and verb + adverb (Benson et al., 2010).

Vocabulary knowledge is separated into receptive and productive (Schmitt
& McCarthy, 1997). Receptive vocabulary knowledge is the ability to recognize a
form-meaning link of a word, whereas productive vocabulary knowledge is the
ability to recall a word and produce it correctly in the specific context (Schmitt &
McCarthy, 1997; Schmitt & Zimmerman, 2002; Sukying, 2017, 2018a, 2018b, 2020).
In this study, receptive knowledge of English collocations was assessed by the ability
to choose the correct collocations among several options. In contrast, productive
knowledge was measured by the ability to recall lexical items and complete them to

form the collocation correctly.

Previous research on collocations

Previous studies have shown that learners lack collocational knowledge
when compared to vocabulary knowledge, and they face challenges when learning
and using collocations (Begagi¢, 2014; Hill, 2000; Fan, 2009; Huang, 2001). A lack
of collocational knowledge might negatively influence learners’ communication and
language performance (Bahns & Eldaw, 1993; Kamarudin et al., 2019; Nesselhauf,
2005). In the Thai context, learners also struggle with acquiring collocations and

using them appropriately and, at present, the collocational knowledge of Thai
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learners is considered insufficient (Phoocharoensil, 2011; Thep-Ackrapong, 2005;
Yumanee & Phoocharoensil, 2013).

EFL learners may find collocations challenging because teaching in EFL
contexts often focuses on learning single-word items (Hosseini & Akbarian, 2007).
Furthermore, teaching methods emphasize grammar and neglect the importance of
collocations in language teaching and learning (Begagi¢, 2014; Sridhanyarat, 2018).
Native language and learning strategies, such as synonyms, can also cause
collocational errors (Boonyasaquan, 2006; Mongkolchai, 2008; Ying, 2009).
Learners may also have insufficient exposure to collocations and not comprehend the
content in the context (Tran, 2012).

Previous research has also investigated receptive and productive knowledge
of English collocations. The results indicate that learners perform better on receptive
collocational tasks than productive tasks (Bueraheng & Laohawiriyanon, 2014;
Kamarudin et al., 2020; Shehata, 2008; Torabian et al., 2014). Like vocabulary,
receptive knowledge is easier to acquire than productive knowledge because learners
may recognize the form and meaning of the collocation before they can recall and use
them in different contexts (Henriken, 1999; Sukying, 2017, 2018a, 2018b, 2020).
Although learners perform well on receptive measures, they may show poor
performance on productive measures because of adopted strategies, such as guessing,
L1 dependence, and using their creativity (Begagi¢, 2014; Bueraheng &
Laohawiriyanon, 2014). Also, learners generally can produce the spelling of the base
form of target words, but they often cannot produce some of the word’s derivative
forms and meanings (Schmitt, 1998).

To conclude, collocational knowledge is an essential aspect of EFL

learning. Teaching vocabulary as a chunk is more beneficial to learners than teaching
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single words, and classroom activities should focus on frequent collocations to
promote collocational knowledge (Nizonkiza et al., 2013; Talakoob & Koosha, 2017,
Sridhanyarat, 2018). Understanding how collocational knowledge is acquired will

provide critical information for pedagogical practices.

Methodology
Participants

This study was investigated in a high school in northeastern Thailand with a
population of 1,038 Thai EFL senior high school learners. The convenience sampling
was used to select the participants, and all participants were Thai native speakers.
Related to the sampling method, 536 senior high school learners voluntarily
participated in this study. Nevertheless, only 314 participants could complete all two
tests because of a lack of internet access on the test days. Thus, the data analysis was
only based on the responses of 314 participants. The participants were Thai EFL
senior high school learners in the tenth, eleventh, and twelfth grades. Before the data

collection procedure, they had never been taught about English collocations.

Research instruments

Two tests, a receptive and a productive collocational test, were used in this
study. This study focused on three types of lexical collocations (adjective + noun,
verb + adverb, verb + noun) and three kinds of grammatical collocations (preposition
+ noun, noun + preposition, and verb patterns). The receptive collocational test was
divided into two parts and included 120 items. The productive collocational test was

also divided into two parts and included 90 items.
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The Ordinary National Educational Tests (O-NET) between 2017 and 2019
academic years, required to sit before high school graduation (Ministry of Education,
2008), were used to determine the target collocations in the tests (The National
Institute of Educational Testing Service [NIETS], 2018, 2019, 2020). Also, the target
collocations were based on the collocational classification established by Benson et
al. (2010). After selecting the target collocations, the most frequent categories of
English collocations in the O-NET tests of senior high school learners, which were
adjective + noun, verb + adverb, verb + noun, preposition + noun, noun +
preposition, and verb patterns, were included (NIETS, 2018, 2019, 2020). Then,
target collocations were identified by the CEFR standard to ensure that the tests were
not too difficult. Only B1 and A2 CEFR levels of the target collocations were
included in the tests. This is because high school graduates are expected to know
these two levels of collocations in English (Council of Europe, 2001).

To measure the receptive knowledge of English collocations, the receptive
collocational test was divided into two parts. The first part was a multiple-choice
format, and participants had to choose the option that they thought was the most
frequent and natural collocation. This part focused on adjective + noun, verb +
adverb, verb + noun, and included 60 items. An example of the item used in this test
is presented below:

1. a. do homework (a correct answer) b. make homework c. clear homework

The second part of the receptive collocational test was yes/no format, and
participants had to answer yes if the given collocation was correct or no if it was
incorrect. This part focused on preposition + noun, noun + preposition, and verb

patterns and included 60 items. Examples are shown below.
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1. defense with 2. on danger 3. study for
yes yes X | Yes
X | no X | no no

To assess the productive knowledge of English collocations, the productive
collocational test was separated into two sections. In the first part, participants were
asked to translate the meaning of English collocations from Thai into English. This
part included 45 items and focused on adjective + noun, verb + adverb, and verb +

noun. Examples are provided below.

1. 1n509aUAT = instrument (musical)
2. Manuazonedioou lou = clean (gently)
3. panguUNINeY = a speech (give)

The second part of the productive collocational test was a ‘fill-in-the-blank
format, and participants were required to choose the suitable answers to complete the
given sentence. This part also included 45 items and focused on preposition + noun,
noun + preposition, and verb patterns. An example is given below.

1. He died last week after a long A B cancer.

A. 1. flight 2. competition 3. fight (a correct answer)

B. 1. between 2. with (a correct answer) 3. 1in

Data collection procedure

All the tests were piloted before the main study, and reliability analysis was
conducted on the test items. Specifically, the receptive and productive collocational
tests returned Cronbach’s Alpha coefficients of 0.88 and 0.94, respectively. Also, the

tests’ content validity was confirmed by seven raters, who had more than ten years of
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experience teaching English in Thai contexts. Based on the feedback from these
raters, some items were revised for semantic and grammatical transparency.

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the tests were conducted online via
Google forms and Microsoft teams. The participants were given 60 minutes to
complete each test, with a 30-minute pause between each test to avoid fatigue. The
productive knowledge test was given to participants before the receptive knowledge
test to ensure that participants did not transfer knowledge from a receptive test to a
productive test (Laufer & Goldstein, 2004). While completing the tests, participants
had to open the camera via Microsoft team meeting to ensure that they did not find
the answer from other sources. Furthermore, participants were required to submit the
answer via Google forms punctually as the forms were closed after 60 minutes. A

summary of the data collection procedure is shown in Table 1.

Results

Thai high school EFL learners’ receptive and productive English collocational
knowledge

Receptive and productive collocational tests were used to examine
participants’ receptive and productive English collocational knowledge. Descriptive

statistics were collated, and the raw total test scores of two tests were converted into
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percentages to analyze the data. A paired samples t-test was examined to find
significant differences between receptive and productive collocational tests, and the
effect size was also calculated. Table 2 shows Thai high school EFL learners’

receptive and productive English collocational knowledge.

Overall, the results revealed that participants performed better on the
receptive assessment of English collocations, indicated by the higher average
performance than the productive assessment of English collocations. Specifically, the
receptive collocational test performance (58.91%) was higher than the productive
collocational test performance (44.50%)

A paired-samples t-test was used to determine if there were any significant
differences between test performance on the receptive versus productive tests. As
shown in Table 2, the receptive and productive collocational test performance was
significantly different (# = 43.86, p <.001), with a large effect-size (d =2.77). A
summary of Thai high school EFL learners’ receptive and productive English

collocational knowledge is shown in Figure 1.

Overall, the results revealed that participants had a higher average
performance on receptive collocational knowledge than productive English
collocational knowledge. Indeed, they performed better on the receptive measure of

English collocations (58.91%) than the productive measure of English collocations

(44.50%).

Relationship between receptive and productive English collocational knowledge
A correlational analysis was used to examine the relationship between
different tests, including receptive and productive collocational tests. Pearson
correlations were calculated to examine the strength and the direction (positive and
negative) of these relationships. The correlations between receptive and productive

collocational knowledge are presented in Table 3.

This analysis revealed that receptive and productive English collocational
knowledge were positively correlated, with a large effect size (» = .581). This
indicates that higher performance on the receptive collocational knowledge is related
to higher performance on the productive collocational knowledge. That is, with an
increase in the receptive collocational knowledge performance, the productive
collocational knowledge performance also increased. In contrast, participants with
lower performance on the receptive collocational test may have a lower performance

on the productive collocational test.

Discussion
Thai high school EFL learners’ receptive and productive English collocational
knowledge

The results of this current study revealed that participants have relatively
low performance on English collocational knowledge, including both receptive and
productive knowledge. This clearly indicates that Thai EFL participants lack English
collocational knowledge. The current results are consistent with previous studies
showing that learners do not have sufficient collocational knowledge (Begagi¢, 2014;
Phoocharoensil, 2011; Sridhanyarat, 2018; Thep-Ackrapong, 2005; Yumanee &

Phoocharoensil, 2013). This insufficient collocational knowledge might be explained
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by the vocabulary learning and teaching curricula in the Thai context. In a Thai
context, vocabulary learning and teaching place an emphasis on single-word items
instead of learning collocations as a whole (Hosseini & Akbarian, 2007). This means
that while learners may know the meaning of a single word, they do not understand
the meaning of English collocations in different contexts (Nguyen & Webb, 2016;
Tran, 2012). Moreover, the teaching method in Thai contexts frequently focuses on
grammar, and collocations are not given sufficient attention. Learners may also
experience L1 interference and may use inappropriate learning strategies, such as
synonyms, which can lead to collocational errors (Boonyasaquan, 2006;
Mongkolchai, 2008; Nesselhauf, 2005; Ying, 2009).

The current results also showed that participants were better on receptive
measures of English collocational knowledge than on productive measures. It appears
that recognizing English collocations is easier than recalling and producing English
collocations (Laufer & Goldstein, 2004). This suggests that the receptive ability
requires fewer processing demands than the productive ability. It has been argued
that productive performance requires a higher degree of cognitive and metacognitive
knowledge (Hayashi & Murphy, 2011). The current results are consistent with
previous studies that receptive ability is less difficult to achieve than productive
performance. Indeed, receptive and productive knowledge lies on a continuum, and
performance also moves from receptive competence towards productive ones as more
is learned about the lexical item (Hayashi & Murphy, 2011; Jeensuk & Sukying;
2021; Melka, 1997; Nation, 2013; Nontasee & Sukying, 2020; Nontasee & Sukying,
2021; Sukying, 2017, 2018a, 2018b, 2020). Overall, this result suggests that EFL
teachers should include their teaching activities that are designed to improve

productive collocational knowledge, such as activities on conversation and essay
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writing (Begagi¢, 2014; Bueraheng & Laohawiriyanon, 2014; Chorbwhan &
McLellan, 2016).

To conclude, like vocabulary, the hierarchy of the acquisition of English
collocations is complex and developmental (Laufer & Goldstein, 2004). It appears
that EFL learners’ receptive English collocational knowledge may be larger than their
productive English collocational knowledge, and receptive English collocational

knowledge may act as a scaffolding mechanism for productive knowledge.

Relationship between receptive and productive English collocational knowledge

The correlational analysis revealed a significant positive relationship
between receptive and productive English collocational knowledge. This finding is
consistent with previous studies showing that receptive and productive English
collocational performance is positively correlated (Detdamrongpreecha, 2014;
Jeensuk & Sukying; 2021; Kamarudin et al., 2020; Torabian, 2014). This suggests
that when receptive English collocational knowledge increases, productive
knowledge also increases. More specifically, when participants can recognize a form-
meaning link of collocations (i.e., receptive performance), they are likely to recall
collocations and produce them in the context appropriately (i.e., productive
performance).

To summarize, the results revealed that English collocational knowledge
should be promoted in a Thai context, both receptively and productively. Indeed, the
current findings showed that Thai EFL participants’ English collocational knowledge
was relatively low, both on receptive and productive knowledge tests. Moreover,
receptive and productive English collocational knowledge was found to be

significantly positively correlated. Overall, vocabulary learning and teaching in a
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Thai context should be focused on English collocations to ensure that learners can
use the language accurately and naturally (Deveci, 2004; Karoly, 2005). Teaching
vocabulary as a chunk and emphasizing English collocations in a Thai context will be

beneficial for Thai EFL learners.

Limitations and recommendations

Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, an online data collection procedure,
conducted via the Microsoft team and Google forms, was used in the current study.
This may have also affected the results of the study. Also, the results of this current
study may not generalize to other educational levels, and this current study was
restricted to the high school level. Future studies may investigate English
collocational knowledge at different education levels (e.g., primary school, junior
high school, and university level). The current study measured six English
knowledge types (adjective + noun, verb + adverb, verb + noun, preposition + noun,
verb + preposition, and verb patterns), and future studies may investigate other types
of English collocations for a more complete understanding of collocational
knowledge in EFL learners. Moreover, future studies may consider longitudinal
research to provide deeper insight into the developmental continuum of English

collocations.
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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: 1) develop 3-language information
service website to support the historical tourism information in Kanchanaburi as a
digital tourism, 2) assess the efficiency of the 3-language information service
website, and 3) evaluate the satisfaction of users of the 3-language information
service website developed using Notepad ++ program, HTML and CSS. The website
development process used the principle of information system development cycle

(SDLC). The researcher used the efficiency evaluation form from three experts and
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the evaluation form of satisfaction of 30 users. The data were analyzed by descriptive
statistics i.e., percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results showed that 1) the website can provide information in 3
languages, namely English, Chinese and Russian. It was a service providing support
information from three historical sites in Kanchanaburi, namely Ban Kao National
Museum, Old Kanchanaburi (Tha Sao) and the Bridge over the River Kwai. It
contained hotels, restaurants, and travel maps, which users can use the services at
www.3languageskan.com. 2) The efficiency evaluation was at level 4.40. And 3) the

satisfaction evaluation was at level 4.65.

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Abstract

The purposes of this research study were 1) to explore the origin of
sugarcane product of Sai Yao Tourism Village and Community Learning Center, 2)
to analyze the need for sugarcane juice packages of Sai Yao Tourism Village and
Community Learning Center, and 3) to design the package of sugarcane juice of Sai
Yao Tourism Village and Community Learning Center. The study revealed that the
people of Sai Yao Community who have learned the wisdom of how to grow
sugarcane from their ancestors. The K95-sugarcane with thin skin is very popular to
grow because it yields a lot of juice, which is suitable for juice extraction. In the past,
wooden rollers were popular for sugarcane crushing. The rollers were rotated by the

force of cows or buffaloes to turn the sugarcane into fresh sugarcane juice and lump
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cane sugar. Therefore, the way of life of people in the community has been connected
with sugarcane farming from the past up to these days. With regard to the need for
sugarcane juice package, the consumers valued the product conveying the sense of
originality and freshness. In terms of packaging design, the content was determined
for designing five package drafts. Storytelling and packing design principles were
used to design logos and graphics on the packages that are linked with 2019
packaging design which is minimalist trend, focusing on simplicity. The colors used
are green, purple, and white. The logo was designed under the brand of Chao Rai.
Graphics on the package reflect the wisdoms of sugarcane farming and original way
of sugarcane crushing. The results of need survey of product packaging structure
were found that the glass bottles were the most appropriate at the net volume: 180 ml.
Results of an evaluation of three design experts showed that the second design draft
was at the highest level (X-Bar) of 4.67 and standard deviation (S.D.) of 0.58, which

is the most suitable to make the prototype package.

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Abstract

This research aimed to study the development, adaptation and factors
affecting the persistence of the community markets under the project for the
revitalization of the deteriorated environmental in the land reform areas through
integrated agricultural development (PRO-IAD). This study included eight
community markets in four provinces — Maha Sarakham, Khon Kaen, Sakon Nakhon
and Mukdahan. The research applied qualitative research methodology and studied
project’s data from 2004 to 2020. Field data collecting methods included observation,
focus group discussion, and interviews. Key informants were traders, community

leaders, staff of agricultural land reform office, local independent developers, and
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other related persons. The results showed that the community market contributes to
income generation and economic stability of the communities, and creating social
value in all age groups of local people. The markets also resulted in the restoration of
local food and vegetables. After the termination of the PRO-IAD project in 2010,
eight studied markets adapted into four types. The first type includes two markets
which continued their operation, growth and stability. The second type includes one
market that was separated into three markets. The third type includes two markets
that still maintained their function but no expansion. The other three markets, the
fourth type, stopped their operation. The factors affecting the persistence of the
community market were: 1) variation and local uniqueness of products, 2) location of
the markets and conditions of neighboring communities, and 3) other markets in the
community and nearby areas such as the community shops and the mobile markets.
The finally, 4) most important factor was the strength of local people. To make the
community markets become more stable, it is important to improve their
management potentiality and emphasize their uniqueness which would attract more

customers.

4. Font

4.1 Angsana New with font size 14 is required. The article must be typed
in one column and single spacing. The top-bottom margins of 2 cm. and the left-right
margins of 1.8 cm. are used.

4.2 Both Thai and English article titles should be in bold face, font
size 16 with initial caps of the content words, and be centered.

4.3 The author's name (and the advisor’s name) must be written in both
Thai and English. It must also be typed in bold using font size 14 and centered on the
page. For the Thai article, the author’s name is numbered in order.

4.4 Department(s)/program(s), faculty(s) and affiliation(s) must be
written in both Thai and English, and set flush on the left using font size 12 below the
author’s name. For the Thai article, their Thai information is numbered in order.

5. Either Thai or English article can be submitted. In the case of an English
article, it must be verified and signed by an English language expert before being sent
to the editor.

6. The article submitted for publication in JHUSOC has not already been
published elsewhere or is not under consideration by peer reviewers for publication

in other journals.
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7. The article must contain both Thai and English abstracts with no more
than 1 page of A5, or between 150-200 words. Only English abstract is required for
the article written in English or other languages.

8. The author must strictly comply with the reference system and the
criteria for the publication of academic or research articles set by the journal.

9. The article will be reviewed by at least two peer reviewers in the relevant
fields. If one of them does not agree to get it published, the article will be sent to the
third peer reviewer for his/her consideration. It is noted that the article published in
the journal must be approved by at least two peer reviewers.

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% Components of Academic Articles %

To write an academic article, clear points should be identified and
appropriate sequences of the content should be considered. The article should consist
of the following parts:

1. Title: The title should possesses the short, concise and meaningful words.
It should be written in a word level, not a sentence level. The title with 8-15 words
must be written in both Thai and English. Moreover, the Thai title is typed first,
followed by the English one on the next line. However, only English title is required
for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

2. Abstract: The article contents are clearly summarized. Both Thai and
English abstracts are required. A one-page Thai abstract with 150-200 words is
written first, followed by the English one with the same number of words.

It is noted that only English abstract is required for the article written in English or
other foreign languages.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the
database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must
be placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English keywords are required for
the article written in English or other foreign languages.

4. Introduction: The article background is presented. The article scope is
also specified.
5. Body of Text: The main contents and sub-topics of the article are

identified. Moreover, the topics are sorted by the contents.
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6. References: In-text citation is based on the author-year system of the APA
(American Psychological Association) style (6lh edition). It is noted that all entries in

the text should be listed in the references.

% Components of Research Articles

The research results should be presented systematically. The research article
should be composed of the following parts:

1. Title: The title should possesses the short, concise and meaningful
words. It should be written in a word level, not a sentence level. The title with 8-15
words must be written in both Thai and English. Moreover, the Thai title is typed
first, followed by the English one on the next line. However, only English title is
required for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

2. Abstract: The important research components, including objectives,
population, sample group, instruments, statistics for data analysis, and research
results. Both Thai and English abstracts must be written. The length of each language
is not more than 1 page or between 150-200 words. It is noted that only English
abstract is required for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the
database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must
be placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English abstract is required for the

article written in English or other foreign languages.
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4. Introduction: The significance of research problems are identified. The
relevant literature is reviewed. In addition, the overall benefits obtained from the
research results are also presented.

5. Objective: The research objectives are clearly identified to reflect the
overall picture of the research.

6. Methodology: The research methods, including population, samples,
instruments, steps of data collection, and statistics for data analysis, are clearly
indicated.

7. Results: The research results obtained from analyzing the data are
clearly interpreted according to the research objectives.

8. Discussion: The research results are discussed with theoretical support
so as to check whether the current research results are in line with or against the
previous studies.

9. Recommendations: Utilization of the research results, and guidelines
for the next research should be recommended.

10. References: The references must be based on APA (American

Psychological Association) style (6" edition).
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* Writing References *

1. Both Thai and foreign authors’ names in the in-text citation must be written
in English only. Moreover, their last names should be written first, followed by the
year of publication, and/or page numbers, for example, Nuemaihom (2014) or
(Nuemaihom, 2014: 23).

2. References are listed fully in alphabetical order according to the last
name of the author and not numbered. Moreover, the last name is written first,
followed by the initial letter of his/her first name.

3. For referring the Thai documents, the documents must be translated into
English, and the additional word “in Thai” must be put in the brackets [ ] i.e. [in
Thai]. It is noted that the same format for referring both Thai and English documents
is required.
