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Abstract

This research aimed to study about Sema art at Khao Phra Angkhan Temple
in Buriram, and to create contemporary art performances from divine person in Sema
at Khao Angkhan Temple in Buriram province. This is a qualitative study based on
research and field data from a group of 30 people, using a non-probability sampling
method. Six enlightened persons, six practitioners, and twenty general people were
the sample groups. The in-depth interview method, questionaries, non-participant

observation, structured and unstructured interview forms were used as instruments in
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this research. The results revealed that historical evidence of Sema art at Khao Phra
Angkhan Temple in Buriram was beginning to be devalued and useless when isolated
from its cultural context, indicating that this art cannot live on its own without a
relationship to the community. As cultural overlap was discovered during
transmission in this area, there was a varied cultural art history, leading in the
establishment of contemporary art performances with identity and integrity, which
can reflect the community's identity. Sema's contemporary art performances at Khao
Phra Angkhan Temple in Buriram discovered that "art performances" may solidify
the area's importance in the community as a holy and memory landmark that can
leading to increased tourism. Along with continuing to grow the local economy and
recognizing the importance of the community's resources, it represents wisdom,

conceptual ideas, and creativeness and also one of the tourisms promoting features.

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Abstract

This research aimed to study the history and creativity of creative
performing arts of county bands in the King's Music festival. It is a qualitative study
based on data from research articles and field data from selected country bands from
three schools that won first place at the King's Music Festival in the 2017-2019,
using the purposive sampling method. An in-depth interview was used to interview

35 people from three groups: experts, practitioners, and general informants. Research
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instruments included a survey, non-participant observation, and organized and
unstructured interviews. According to the findings of the study, Buriram
Municipality held a combo band with dancers’ contest in collaboration with Buriram
Province and Buriram Provincial Administrative Organization in order to win a royal
cup bestowed by King. It has been held every year since 2006 until now. There were
two categories of contests in 2017-2019:1. Type A, who has received national awards
2. Type B, new country bands that have no experience competing in the national
contest. It is held on December 1st -5th of every year at the Buriram Castle
Multipurpose Ground, Chang Arena. It was found that there were 9 steps in the
process of creating he creative performing arts of country bands in King's Music
Festival.The finding of this study revealed a style and concept for creating
performing arts that can be studied and developed multilaterally, such as local
cultural conservation and as a guideline for the development of musical band
performances, including generating income for the community as a result of

performing arts creation.

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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study impacts on Isan Mor Lam
Moo during COVID-19 pandemic; and 2) to investigate a format and change concept
of Isan Mor Lam Moo during COVID-19 pandemic. The population and sample
consisted of three Isan Mor Lum groups. The research tools were composed of
structured interview, and non-participant observation. The obtained data were
analyzed via content analysis. The findings of this study were found that Isan Mor
Lam Moo or Isan Mor Lam Tor Klon groups have been affected mainly by
government’s measures which continuously caused the job cancellation from the
host. This had an impact on the personnel’s welfare so that it made them stop
performing their duties abruptly and caused a lack of living incomes. Therefore, the
adaptation to the appropriate context of businesses organizations of commercial
culture was essential in response to the COVID-19 pandemic crisis. The online
performance and the adaption model of online media technology platforms were the
important factors allowing Isan Mor Lam Moo group to generate their living incomes

and look after their personnel. The performance management style depended on the
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design of each group in order to create a unique selling point and interest to the
audience. Furthermore, there were various forms of the online media platforms
providing audience more access to the performance that was beneficial for the

development of online performances of the Mor Lam groups in the future.

This article aims to study Interpretive of Slogans Advertised in Tourism
Authority of Thailand by applying Purposive sampling method totally 34 slogans
between 1985 -2021, based on the literary concept of John R. Searle and the concept
of values in Thai society. The results showed that Tourism Authority of Thailand's
Slogans have been advertised in four interpretive meanings, including “Proud of
being Thai”; “Domestic Tourism Can Help Promote Our Home Country”; “How to
be a Quality Tourist” and “Tourism Makes a Happy Life” all of which interpreted
through four meaningful groups of verbal speeches, namely assertives (reasoning and
comparison); Directives (inviting, challenging, referring, and warning); Expressives
(admiration) and Declaratives (name declaration), which is more of direct speech acts
rather than the indirect ones. Besides the meaning is interpreted through 2 core values

include Individual Value and Social values (National Valve and Citizenship Value).

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Abstract

Reflection is considered as a form of assessment as learning that accomplished
to self-improvement. According to the study, people with the ability to reflect are
often experienced. Therefore, this study is attentive to study the relationship between
experience in learning design and the reflection of student teachers and the influence
values of experience in learning design and the reflection. This study uses
collaborative reflection included self-reflection and peer feedback of 112 bachelor
degree general science student teachers obtained by cluster random sampling groups.
The data was collected by using reflective journal and semi-structure interview.
Pearson correlation and simple linear regression are employed for data analysis.
The result shows that there is a relatively low level of relationship. When studying

This research aimed to study the relationships between the marketing mix 4p
factor: product, price, place, promotion, and customer perceived value on customer
Willingness to Purchase in Chinese Undergraduate Students Studying in Bangkok’s
Willingness to Purchase Smart Phones in Thailand. The respondents are from all
universities in Bangkok. The questionnaires were distributed to respondents via
online platforms. Therefore, the population is unknown. Stratified random sampling
was used. However, 419 respondents participated in the online survey and 400
respondents were completed. There were three types of analyses utilized in this
research. First, descriptive analysis was used to examine the characteristics of the
samples. Second, a reliability test was run to ensure that the questions are reliable and
consistent. Third, the hypotheses were tested by multiple-linear regression to
investigate the effect of the marketing mix factor and perceived value on Willingness
to Purchase. Findings of this research indicate that product, price, place, and

customer perceived value are statistically significant predictors of customer
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Willingness to Purchase. Critical and practical recommendations for Smart Phones

marketers are suggested for their competitiveness in the Smart Phones market.

Introduction

Nowadays, Thailand has become one of Southeast Asia’s international
education hubs. According to Thailand’s Office of the Higher Education Commission
(OHEC), the number of Chinese students choosing Thailand for their tertiary
education has been rising in recent years. In 2009, Thai universities hosted 5,364
Chinese students and the number has tripled to 14,423 in 2020. Moreover, between
2018 and 2022, 7,231 Chinese students graduated from Thailand’s higher education
institutes. In Asia, Thailand, Japan and Singapore are counted among the top choices
for Chinese students. In 2020, Chinese students enrolled in Thai universities
accounted for 51.3 percent of the foreign student population, a 3 percent increase
from 2019 (fulcrum.sg, 2022). Additionally, Due to the situation of COVID-19
pandemic in which online pedagogy is required, the demand for purchasing
smartphones has increased. Additionally, Due to the situation of COVID-19
pandemic in which online pedagogy is required, the demand for purchasing
smartphones has increased.

Furthermore, Bowen, Kyle & Mathew, 2012 has found that the number of

higher education students aged between 18 to 25 using smartphones to support their
academic activities including to express their personality has grown rapidly (Kates et

al, 2018). Hossain and Ahmed’s (2016) suggest that the average change of new
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smartphones in the developing country students ranges between 6 months to 1 year,
and only a few over 3 years.

The aforementioned facts thus unquestionably strongly suggest the increment
of the smartphone market in Thailand. One of the most important facets of marketing
is customer willingness to purchase which can help the business units to improve
profitability, find the right market for their products, better understand their
customers, use them as a leading indicator of future demand for their products, and
assess how their marketing actions will impact those future sales.

When considered in the context of willingness to purchase, varying
significantly from customer to customer. This variance is often caused by differences
in the customer population, typically classified as either extrinsic or intrinsic. In this
research, we would study the marketing mix, composed of product, price, place, and
promotion, as an extrinsic factor; perceive value as an intrinsic factor. As the number
of Chinese students studying at Thai University has significantly increased as the
largest portion of overseas students and the increment of the smartphone market in
Thailand, the researchers thus study the information about consumer behavior upon

using smartphones.

Literature and Hypotheses
1. Willingness To Purchase
Kotler and Armstrong (2007) and Chinomona, Okoumba, and Pooe (2013)
stated that willingness to purchase is the intention of consumers to purchase certain
goods or services in the future or take certain actions, and sometimes it depends on
individual purchase ability, external and internal factors influencing consumers’

desire to buy such as brand, price, quality, supplement, and impulse (Leo et al., 2005;
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Blackwell et al, 2001). Phau et al. (2009) used the construct of willingness to
purchase as a surrogate of purchase intention and further reinforced willingness to
purchase as an indicator of actual behavior. Willingness to purchase in the
relationship between attitude and behavior is influenced by the level of effort needed
to exercise the behavior (Bagozzi et al. 1990) and it is more effective than behavioral
measure in capturing a consumer’s mind (Day 1969). Willingness to purchase is
highly correlated to actual behavior (Zeithaml et al. 1996) and this relationship has
been empirically tested in ICT product and service businesses (e.g., e-commerce,
green product) (Ramayah et al. 2002). Hence, a consumer’s willingness to purchase a
specific product is a good predictor of the actual purchase of the product.
Willingness to pay (WTP) may be measured by examining differences in
compensation for occupations associated with higher risks, or, more commonly, by
contingent-valuation studies. Additionally, individual preferences are not fixed; they
change over time and are dependent upon circumstances. Thus, the results of a WTP
survey are influenced by the composition of the group and may not mirror that of
society. Birch et al. (2018) suggested that myriad factors such as environmental
consciousness, egoistic motivations, and ethical identity are associated with
consumers’ inclination to purchase, as well as with the increased frequency of
purchasing. According to previous studies, purchase intentions or WTP may be
understood as the penultimate step to actual purchase (Fleseriu et al., 2020).
Furthermore, The study conducted by Lim et al. (2014) suggests that
consumers who perceive a positive value with regard to organic food are more
willing to purchase organic food, in which health was the primary perceived benefit.
. The same thing was also obtained from research conducted by Zhao (2018), which

shown that Perceived consumers’ effectiveness, occupation, and income level had a
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significant effect on the willingness to pay for carbon-labeled products. Sweeney
et.al (1997) study shows that the functional service quality both directly and
indirectly influences willingness to pay. According to Zhang et.al (2018) research
result, Consumers’ willingness to pay a premium price was positively affected by
family income, familiarity, differential cognition, safety awareness, nutritional
health, packaging, label trust, and online shopping experience.
2. Marketing mix

The marketing mix is the set of marketing tools a firm utilizes to pursue its
marketing objectives in the target market (Borden, 1984). McCarthy (1964) refined
the “marketing mix”, often referred to as the “4Ps”, as a means of translating
marketing planning into practice (Bennett, 1997). A marketing mix is merely a
conceptual framework that identifies the principal decision making managers make in
configuring their offerings to suit consumers’ needs. (Palmer, 2004).

The 4 Ps are used by companies to identify some key factors for their
business, including what consumers want from them, how their product or service
meets or fails to meet those needs, how their product or service is perceived in the
world, how they stand out from their competitors, and how they interact with their
customers. The main reasons the marketing mix is a powerful concept are it makes
marketing seem easy to handle, allows the separation of marketing from other
activities of the firm, and the delegation of marketing tasks to specialists; and The
components of the marketing mix can change a firm’s competitive position
(Gronroos, 1994). They are often designed to influence consumer decision-making
and lead to profitable exchanges. Each element of the marketing mix can affect

consumers in many ways (Peter & Donnelly, 2007).
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Moller (2006) presents an up-to-date picture of the current standing in the
debate around the Mix as a marketing paradigm and predominant marketing
management tool by reviewing academic views from five marketing management
sub-disciplines (consumer marketing, relationship marketing, services marketing,
retail marketing, and industrial marketing) and emerging marketing (E-Commerce).
The concept of 4Ps has been criticized as being a production-oriented definition of
marketing, and not customer-oriented (Popovic, 2006). Lauterborn (1990) claims that
each of these variables should also be seen from a consumer’s perspective.

Today, however, the marketing mix most commonly remains based on the
4 P’s. Despite its limitations and perhaps because of its simplicity, the use of this
framework remains strong and many marketing textbooks have been organized
around it (Kent & Brown, 2006).
1. Product
Kotler and Armstrong (2006) define a product as anything that can be offered
to a market for attention, acquisition, use, or consumption that might satisfy a want or
need. They further define a consumer product as the product bought by the final
consumer for personal consumption. Product is about quality, design, features, brand
name, and sizes. A product is any good or service that fulfills consumer needs or
desires. The type of product impacts its perceived value, which allows companies to
price it profitably. It also affects other aspects such as product placement and
advertisements.
Many attributes of a company’s products, including brand name, quality,
newness, and complexity, can affect consumer behavior. However, it is also
concerned with what the product means to the consumer. (Borden, 1984). The

physical appearance of the product, packaging, and labeling information can also
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influence whether consumers notice a product in-store, examine it, and purchase it.
One of the key tasks of marketers is to differentiate their products from those of their
competitors and create consumer perceptions that the product is worth purchasing
(Peter & Donnally, 2007).

According to Lee and Johnson (2017), Consumers’ willingness to buy (WTB)
is affected by form (appearance, or how it looks) and functional (features, or what it
looks like) design. Their study finds that customers” willingness to buy new store
brands differs between different product groups. Sethuraman and Cole (1999) prove
that characteristics of the product group have an influence on the willingness to pay.

2. Price

The price of products and services often influences whether consumers
will purchase them at all and, if so, which competitive offering is selected. Stores
such as TESCO, which are perceived to charge the lowest prices, attract many
consumers based on this fact alone. For some offerings, higher prices may not deter
purchase because consumers believe that the products or services are of higher
quality or are more prestigious. However, many of today’s value-conscious
consumers may buy products more on the basis of price than other attributes (Peter &
Donnely, 2007)

Marc Berger (1998) explained that the results of WTP studies generally
reflect the fact that wealthy individuals are usually willing to pay more than
economically disadvantaged individuals, a fundamental issue associated with
income/wealth distribution. Maxwell (2002) studied Rule-based price fairness and its
effect on willingness to purchase and concluded that not just the price tag itself but
how that price has been determined affects consumers' perceptions of fairness and

willingness to purchase. Research conducted by Kucher et al. proposes that In
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Ukraine, the study of consumers’ willingness to pay a price premium for ecological
goods of various types was initiated and conducted by scientists from the Sumy
Scientific School confirmed that a significant proportion of respondents remain
highly willing to purchase ecological goods, even at a higher price, provided the price
rise does not exceed the limits allowed by consumers, taking into account their
income level. Chao and Schor (1998) study proves that High-status consumers are
willing to pay premium prices for goods that are perceived to convey status and
prestige. The same thing was also obtained from research conducted by Kung et.al
(2021), which shown those who were men, had higher educational attainment, had a
higher monthly disposable income, or held a management position were more willing
to purchase pork at a premium price. According to Grunert (2006), several empirical
studies have shown that price information is important for the consumer decision-
making process, and these consumers are very price-conscious.

3. Place (or Distribution)

Kotler and Armstrong (2006), define place or distribution as a set of
interdependent organizations involved in the process of making a product available
for use or consumption by consumers. The dimensions of place are channels,
coverage, assortment, location, inventory, and transport (Borden, 1984). The place
also involves choosing the place where products are to be made available for sale.
Distribution channels such as outsourcing or company transport fleets are decided
upon after a cost-benefit analysis. Small details such as shelf space committed to the
product by department stores are also included. The primary motive of managing
trade channels is to ensure that the product is readily available to the customer at the

right time and place.
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According to Sethuraman and Cole (1999), with regard to purchase frequency,
the literature reports a higher willingness to pay for national brands if customers buy
less frequently in the category). Veloutsou et al. (2004) study suggested that a small
category purchase frequency constrains the success of store brands.

4. Promotion

Promotion is defined as sales promotion, advertising, personal selling, public
relations, and direct marketing (Borden, 1984). It also involves decisions related to
advertising, direct marketing, public relations, advertising budgets, etc. The primary
aim of promotion is to spread awareness about the product and services offered by a
company. It helps in persuading consumers to choose a particular product over others
in the market. Advertising, sales promotions, personal selling, and publicity can
influence what consumers think about products, what emotions they experience in
purchasing and using them, and what behaviors they perform, including shopping in
particular stores and purchasing specific brands.

According to Shi, Ka-Man, and Gerald (2005), promotions such as price
discounts and buy one get one free are effective promotional tools for encouraging
consumers to buy more. The same thing was also obtained from research conducted
by Kung et.al (2021), which showed promotional marketing, monthly disposable

income, and social value were the main positive factors in increased willingness to

pay.
Thus, the researcher has formed a hypothesis:
H1: Products have a significant positive impact on willingness to purchase
smartphones

H2: Price has a significant positive impact on willingness to purchase

smartphones
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H3: Place has a significant positive impact on willingness to purchase
smartphones

H4: Promotion has a significant positive impact on willingness to purchase
smartphones
3. Customer Perceived Value

In marketing terminology, perceived value is the customers' evaluation of

the merits of a product or service, and its ability to meet their needs and
expectations, especially in comparison with its peers. Perceived value is a
customer's perception of a product or service's merit or desirability to them,
especially in comparison to a competitor's product. Marketing professionals try to
influence consumers' perceived value of a product by describing the attributes that
make it superior to the competition. Holbrook (1994, 1999) suggests that perceived
value is accepted as a strategic imperative tool for marketers. Consumer value is a
fundamental issue to be addressed in every marketing activity According to
Veloutsou et al. (2004). Perceived quality and the importance of different attributes
have an impact on the willingness to buy store brands (Veloutsou et al., 2004). The
study of Wee et al. (1995) also reveals that High-Status consumers wish to be
considered as belonging to a higher social class

Thus, the researcher has formed a hypothesis:

H2: Customer Perceived Value has a significant positive impact on

willingness to purchase smartphones
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Research Methodology

The study of Factors Affecting Chinese Undergraduate Students Studying in
Bangkok’s Willingness to Purchase Smart Phones in Thailand is quantitative
research.

Population and Sample

This study focused on Chinese Undergraduate Students Studying in Bangkok’s
Willingness to Purchase Smart Phones in Thailand. The research is a survey research
design that uses online questionnaires to collect data from respondents via online
platforms.

Research Instruments

For undertaking the consumer survey, the questionnaire has been prepared
covering several aspects of Smart Phones Purchasing behavior, including the
willingness to pay. The questionnaire comprises three types of analyses utilized in
this research. First, descriptive analysis was used to examine the characteristics of the
samples. Second, a reliability test was run to ensure that the questions are reliable and
consistent. Third, the hypotheses were tested by multiple-linear regression to
investigate the effect of the marketing mix and customer perceived value on customer
Willingness to Purchase.

For measurement, a self-constructed 5-point Likert scale ranging from 1 as
strongly disagree to 5 as strongly agree has been used for recording the consumer
responses on marketing mix factor, perceived value and, Willingness to Purchase
based on the literature review.

The reliability of the survey questions was conducted utilizing the
Cronbach’s Alpha test for 30 students. Each reliability value was higher than the

acceptable value of 0.6 (Epsein, 2012). The reliability of the Product, Price, Place,
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Promotion, perceived value, and Willingness to purchase was 0.911, 0.759, 0.871,
0.794, 0.915, and 0.619 respectively. The results of reliability proved that all
questions are reliable to be used.
Data Collection Process

The research adopted a sampling method by distributing the questionnaires
to Chinese students who are studying in Thai universities from 1st May— to 30th June
2021. The respondents are from all universities in Bangkok. The questionnaires were
distributed to respondents via online platforms that are Facebook and the Line
application. Therefore, the population is unknown. Stratified random sampling was
used to initially select 400. However, 419 respondents participated in the online
survey and 400 respondents were completed. This sample size is considered adequate
for an unknown (Ahmad & Halim, 2017). The respondents were voluntarily asked to
fill in and clearly explained by the undisguised researcher and the meaningless or
irrelevant data was least anticipated.

Data Analysis

There were three types of analyses utilized in this research. First, descriptive
analysis was used to examine the characteristics of the samples. Second, a reliability
test was run to ensure that the questions are reliable and consistent. Third, the
hypotheses were tested by multiple-linear regression to investigate the effect of the
marketing mix factor and perceived value on Willingness to Purchase. The Statistical
Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) program version 17.0 was used to calculate

the significance level for each different type of variable.

Research Results

As aforementioned, The responses from the sample show that most of the
respondents are male, totaling 241 persons, or 60.25 percent, while there are 159
female respondents, or 39.75 percent. Moreover, most are of the age below 20 years,
specifically 209 people, or approximately 52.25percent. Finally, most respondents,

124 people or 31.0 percent, have an average monthly income above 40,000 Baht.

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Hypothesis Testing

To answer the research hypotheses, the effect of marketing mix: product, price,
place and promotion and customer perceive value on customer Willingness to
Purchase was examined by multiple linear regression method. For this current
research, the variance inflation factor (VIF) was also run to examine multicollinearity
among independent variables. Result showed that the VIF value of each independent
variable was less than 2 as noted in Table 3 which is much less than the upper
boundary of the acceptable range at five (Martz, 2013). The adjusted r square was
0.41. Hence, 41 percent of variance in Willingness to Purchase is explained by

product, price, place and promotion and customer perceived value (p<0.001).

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According to the results, three hypotheses, except hypothesis 2, were supported by

the multiple linear regression model as shown in Table 3.

As shown in Table 2, The final results presented that 4 out of 5 hypotheses
were supported, which hypotheses 1, 2, 3 and 5 have the p-value of 0.000, 0.000,
and 0.000 respectively. Hypothesis 4, have the p-value of 0.191. Therefore,

promotion rejected the hypothesis proposing a positive relationship with customer
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Willingness to Purchase. This can be implied that product have no impact on
customer Willingness to Purchase. Also, the standardized coefficient (B) for
hypotheses 1, 2, 3 and 5 were 0.254, 0.246, 0.221 and 0.266 respectively. Thus, they
were supported. This can be directly implied that product, price, place and customer

perceive value have an impact on customer Willingness to Purchase.

Discussion

Based on this research finding, the results can be discussed as follows: The
aim of the research was to examine relationships between marketing mix: product,
price, place and promotion and customer perceive value on customer Willingness to
Purchase.

Regarding the first hypothesis, findings of the study revealed that there is a
positive effect of product on customer Willingness to Purchase. Thus, this finding
supported the hypothesis one. As Peter and Donnally, (2007) suggest that one of the
key tasks of marketers is to differentiate their products from those of their
competitors and create consumer perceptions that the product is worth purchasing.
This finding is also consistent with previous studies. For example, Lee and Johnson
(2017) conducted the research about consumers’ willingness to buy (WTB) is
affected by form (appearance, or how it looks) and functional (features, or what it
looks like) design. Their study finds that customers” willingness to buy new store
brands differs between different product groups.

The second hypothesis was supported by the findings of the current research.
This findings showed that price is a factor affecting customer Willingness to
Purchase. This finding is consistent with previous several existing studies. Maxwell

(2002) studied about Rule-based price fairness and its effect on willingness to
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purchase ,concluded that not just the price tag itself but how that price has been
determined affects consumers' perceptions of fairness and willingness to purchase.
Furthermore, Chao and Schor (1998) study prove that High status consumers are
willing to pay premium prices for goods that are perceived to convey status and
prestige.

The third hypothesis was supported by the findings of the research. This
findings showed that place is a factor affecting customer Willingness to Purchase.
This finding is consistent with supporting several existing research. For example,
Sethuraman and Cole, (1999) conducted the research regard to purchase frequency,
the literature reports higher willingness to pay for national brands if customers buy
less frequently in the category). Veloutsou et al. (2004) Study suggested that a small
category purchase frequency constrains the success of store brands.

As for the forth hypothesis, there was no significant effect of promotion
affecting customer Willingness to Purchase. This finding is inconsistent with
previous studies. Several studies as the study of Shi, Ka-Man and Gerald (2005),
Promotions such as price discounts and buy one get one free are effective
promotional tools for encouraging consumers to buy more. The same thing was also
obtain from research conducted by Kung et.al (2021), Which shown promotional
marketing, monthly disposable income, and social value were the main positive
factors in increased willingness to pay. However, all of these studies examined
promotion in the context of customer who live in their own country. According to
this research, the context that the customer or our respondents is different in term of
the possibility to get the language promotion in their own language, the understand of

communicating idea in medias etc. The result of the current study implies that even

customer or our respondents if did not get the proper form of promotion but they still
willing to purchase , if other preferences factors are high enough.

Lastly, the fifth hypothesis was also supported by the findings of the research.
The relationship between perceive value on customer Willingness to Purchase was
positively associated. The several studies’ findings revealed similar results. For
example, Veloutsou et al. (2004) research prove that perceived quality and the
importance of different attributes have an impact on the willingness to buy store
brands. Wee et al. (1995) also reveal that High Status consumers wish to be

considered as belonging to a higher social class

Recommendations

The research will help the management to develop a Smart Phones marketing
strategy for Chinese Undergraduate Students Studying in Bangkok’s in Thailand by
recognizing the priority of importance of product, price, place in marketing and
customer perceive value more than promotion. They should launch marketing
programs to create customer perceive value. Based on the study results the should
pay attention to customers' culture , nationality by keep searching for a new strategy
to enhance higher level of customer Willingness to Purchase to gain competitive
advantages from customer repurchase intention.

Future research may examine the relationship between aspects of 4P’s
marketing mix in-depth: price, place, and promotion. Furthermore, the scope of the
research should be expanded to the whole country in order to develop broader about

their prospective markets and set different kinds of marketing strategies.

Abstract

This research aims to develop e-learning media for Thai Airways
international cabin crew by studying basic operation course learning achievement in
terms of effectiveness, efficiency, and satisfaction. Mixed methods research was
used. The data used were quantitatively collected of Thai Airways international
cabin crew. The samples were 375 participants which were selected by using
purposive sampling. The data were analyzed by using descriptive and inferential
statistics. Five participants from the management team and instructors, contributing
the e-learning course, were qualitatively in-depth interviewed and rational
approaches toward synthesized the data. Results revealed that after taking the e-
learning course training, trainees passed the test scores at 80% with high satisfaction
level toward the course, showing higher learning achievement than ever before.
Furthermore, the management team agreed that the e-learning is very effective for the
organization but should be developed a more accurate learners’ authentication
system. The trainees proposed that the e-learning media should be more stable with a

variety of teaching styles and interactive channel between teachers and learners.
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Abstract

The research aims to 1) test the management of farmer debt problems using
three approaches: reducing expenditures, increasing income, and debt consolidation; and
2) study the factors affecting the success of farmers’ debt management in accordance with
the three approaches. This research is a second phase and used participatory action
research and employed the use of interviews, in-depth interviews, and group discussions
among five community member volunteers. One person chose expenditure reduction, one
chose additional income, and three chose debt consolidation.

The results showed that choosing a debt management approach requires
consideration of the capacity and vulnerability of households. The expenditure reduction
approach showed that the household expenditures could only be reduced by a small
portion since most of the expenditures were for production investments. Farmers who
chose the approach to increase income needed to have high education, be young and
active, and have IT skills. The debt consolidation approach did not reduce the amount of
debt but reduced the number of sources of debt repayment and debt flow. This research
found that farmers do not view debt negatively because they can use loans allocated by the
state and financial institutions to ease the financial burden. Therefore, farmers can turn
debt from an enemy to a friend and maintain the farmer's small agricultural economy for a

long time.

Abstract

This study aimed at investigating the adaptability of the payment of debt
among the small peasants. The ability to pay back the debt of the small peasants was
reflected in the adaptability based on the community economy concept in Chainat.
The participants included 37 families at Nachai Village in Chainat using quantitative
research including in-depth interviews along with non-participant observation.

The findings of this study were as follows: Nachai Village faced a debt
problem. This showed that the trends of debt problems were lower down
continuously. It also showed that the ability on debt payment became better. The
investment during the year 2560-2561 were found that the income return became
higher than the capital. The small peasant performed the debt management at a better
level using the peasant mode of production. The families still applied the family
workforce instead of the hired workforce one. Most of the peasants did the farming
by themselves. However, the farming areas were quite large leading to the hired
workforce being regarded as the additional means for the farmers. It was also found
that some families used the hired workforce. The family workforce was never

included in the capital of investment, so that the small peasants was still producing.
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Abstract

The objective of this study was to examine the relationship between the
code of accounting professional ethics and the work efficiency of accountants. The
data were collected from 110 accountants in the Northeastern region by using a
questionnaire. Statistics used for analyzing the data were multiple correlation
analysis, and multiple regression analysis. The findings indicated that: 1) the code of
accounting professional ethics in terms of integrity, confidentiality, and knowledge
and ability was positively correlated with overall performance of the financial
statements with statistical significance at the 0.05 level, and 2) the code of accounting
professional ethnics in terms of confidentiality was positively correlated with
performance ability, timeliness, workload, and the accuracy of the financial

statements with statistical significance at the 0.05 level.

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Abstract

This research aims to study problems and ways of solving care problems among
service users in the Nonthaburi Protection Center for Helpless People. This research
carried out qualitative research method by analyzing information from documents
and related research works, focus group discussion and field visit to observe activities
among officers in the Nonthaburi Protection Center for Helpless People.

The study found a problem of provision of four requisites welfare i.e.,

congested dwelling place of the Nonthaburi Protection Center for Helpless People
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due to a number of service users, a problem of medical treatment due to diversified
service users i.e., lack of specialist personnel e.g., professional nurse, clinical
psychologist, occupational therapist and a problem of rehabilitation due to such lack
of specialist personnel resulting rehabilitation activities having not been thorough as
well as lack of assessment of individual rehabilitation plan resulting some service
users having not been able to return to society and family. Several ways of
developing care of service users should be a solution of congested dwelling place by
referral of service users to other related agencies or return of service users to their
own family and a solution of medical treatment problem by referral of service users
to hospital providing physical treatment and to psychiatric hospital. In particular,
during spreading of coronavirus/COVID-19 pandemic, psychiatric care and
evaluation system via video conference technology should be applied in medical
treatment. In respect of rehabilitation, some trainings should be held to enhance
knowledge and skills among officers and potential service users in order to enable
them to provide further care and rehabilitation for other service users and meanwhile,
a manual on such activities should be also created and concretely used. In addition,
incessant monitoring and assessment of rehabilitation result should be carried out as
well. The aforementioned suggested ways would develop efficiency of services
provided in the Nonthaburi Protection Center for Helpless People and bring about
further developing efficiency of services provided in other protection centers for

helpless people.

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Abstract

This study proposes the guidelines for community participation network
focusing on water hyacinth removal and leveraging such aquatic weeds in Khlong
Rangsit, Pathum Thani province. The methodology used in this study is of qualitative
research and the samples are 8 associates related to water hyacinth removal at Bung
Ba swamp, Nong Suea District, Pathum Thani Province, selected among community
leaders, locals and private and government sectors agents. Semi-structured interview
is constructed as the research instrument; in-depth interviews data collecting and
content analysis. The consequences regarding knowledge and insight on water
hyacinth removal and community participation highly rely on estimated fund,
instruments and methodology which require attentive planning and agreeable

collaboration from all sectors.
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Introduction

Rangsit Prayunsak Canal was first constructed under King Chulalongkorn’s
royal edict, stretching from west to east between Chao Phraya River and Nakhon
Nayok River covering approximately 56 kilometers from Thanyaburi district, Khlong
Luang district, Lam Luk Ka District and Nong Suea district. The sluices were
installed at both ends of the canal; the Chulalongkorn Sluice in Pathum Thani and the
Saovabha Phongsri Sluice at Ongkarak District, Nakhon Nayok Province. The canal
was originally designed as one of the first irrigation project in Thailand. Owing to
this project, Thailand has since become the world’s leading rice exporter (Institute of
Thai Studies, Chulalongkorn University, 1994). However, the importance of this
canal on agricultural use is immensely reduced; mainly used nowadays in
manufacturing estates as a water channel. Thus, the considerable amount of
maintenance along the Rangsit Prayunsak Canal is still highly required.

Having numerous waterways and extensive number of agricultural areas,
water hyacinth is considered noxious weed in Pathum Thani due to its rapid
propagation impeding irrigation. Hence, installing knowledge and insight for further
understanding and collaboration between local communities, government and private
sectors are favorable. By doing so, certain areas had been designed for the removal
and control the amount of water hyacinth in each community. Waste areas were
established and people involved are expected to follow certain methods and process
for maintain and improving local environment; the cooperation would therefore
install and endorses a large-scale environmental awareness in the society for further

cooperation and successful operation.
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Upon constructing the research, it is established that presently water
hyacinth is considered noxious weed harmful to waterways in which to operate the
removal of such plant would require collaboration from all sectors. Not only
constantly carry on an eradication project of such weed would be beneficial to
waterways, but also the plant could be leverage to commercial products, adding
values to handicraft and encourage careers for locals. The efficient learning process
would then be enacted; beneficial to communities in terms of knowledge and learning
which were to be adapted to suit each community. The operation was carried out by
all sectors, government and private organizations, including community leaders, local
administration and local students. In terms of community development focusing on
academic knowledge, there are procedure and proposals for community management
by mobilizing community leaders, local Buddhist organizations and academic centers

to assisting the sustainable maintenance of local canal.

Objective
To study the methods and guidelines for community participation network
in removing water hyacinth and leveraging the aquatic weed in Khlong Rangsit-

Pathum Thani, Pathum Thani Province.

Review of Literature and Conceptual Framework
1. General knowledge on water hyacinth removal
1.1 General characteristics of water hyacinth: a buoyant bulb-like
Monocotyledon aquatic plant commonly found in both natural and local aquatic
sources. Its name varies depending on the areas such as Ya Yawa in Pathum Thani,

Pak Pod, Sawa plant and Pak Tobpong in central region. While people in the
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Northeast would often dub it as Pak Pong, those in the South refer to it simply as Pak
Tob and Northerners call it Pak Bua Loy (Prakongwong, 1991). Water hyacinth
usually gives impressive outlook at the early stage and would later propagate beyond
control into waterways (Regional Environmental Office 5, 2011).

1.2 Botanical characteristics of water hyacinth: An Herbaceous plant with
grass-like monocots. It leaves are often green with reddish tints. The bulbous stalks
are generally green and consist of 95 percent of water with spongy bulb-like nodules
to keep it afloat above the surface. Its rootlets are free hanging at roughly 30 cm in
length. It reproduces by stolon and its fast-growing nature would flourish during
rainy reasons. Water hyacinth is resilient to all conditions; thus, it could reproduce
even in polluted waterways (Phukhajorn, 2003). However, water hyacinth usually
becomes dry during dry season and winter and would repopulate afterward (Regional
Environmental Office 5, 2011).

2. Growing stages of water hyacinth

The growth cycle of water hyacinth is categorized into 3 stages depending
on seasons as follow.

Stage 1 January- April: The weather becomes dryer during these months.
The amount of water in waterways gradually reduce; resulting in the high density of
water hyacinth within those waterways. In some areas, the dense water hyacinth
could impede the flow of water and later cause pollution due to the lack of oxygen by
blocking the surface and the flow.

Stage 2 May — August: Active attempts to remove water hyacinth are highly
encourage during rainy season. Although, the level of water is scarce, water hyacinth
could promptly reproduce and propagate. Apart from removing them and allow to dry

along the canal banks, herbicides would also be used in some areas.
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Stage 3 August-December: the removal operations are frequently carrying
out during this time of the year. Thus, the large amount of water hyacinth grew in
rainy season are drastically reduced and would be reproduce at the end of the year
due to lesser watercourse causing the residue of remaining water hyacinth in each
area.

3. Issues caused by water hyacinth: As an aquatic weed, water hyacinth
generally brings issues to any public water resources namely those used in fishery,
general consumption, public health and agriculture. The associates involved in the
removal of water hyacinth. (Urban Development Training Institute, 2018) The
overgrowing issues affected by uncontrollable water hyacinth propagation highlights
the strong connection between human and water sources. Occasionally, communities
along waterways are affected by fast-growing water hyacinth in their local water
sources. Due to the aforementioned reasons, the community participation plan and
collaborating projects between associates had been launched. The plan and operation
differ depending on each community context. The following descriptions are core
methods of this collaboration (Ngarmwitroj et al., 2012).

1) Surveys of water hyacinth in canals, watercourses and agricultural
areas require precise number of the aquatic weed in certain area to calculate whether
the plant would obstruct local waterways. In case the water is blocked by the plant, it
would soon be polluted by the fast-growing water hyacinth.

2) The excessive number of water hyacinth in waterways are to be reported
to related agencies. Agencies and organizations should encourage the use of water
hyacinth as consumption goods and distribute knowledge regarding natural fiber
research and community product development in order to endorse local incomes and

develop methods for further water hyacinth removal.
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4. Development and Removal Methods of Water Hyacinth

4.1 Raising awareness and participation in community by the
collaborations between agencies responsible for local water hyacinth management are
necessary. Water hyacinth should not be allowed to grow excessively and efficient
management methods for practical collaboration and competent operations. (Chairit
et al., 2020) The production of water hyacinth as local goods would impact people’s
perceptions on this aquatic weed. It could also be beneficial to the community e.g.;
fertilizing local soil, mulching and developing handicraft products. (Urban
Development Training Institute, 2018)

4.2 Career development from water hyacinth materials: Known.
for being vigorous grower, water hyacinth usually obstructs and pollutes
watercourses. It is burdensome to eliminate this aquatic weed; thus, some had
developed this weed to its maximum potentials; unprocessed products, animal feed or
fibers for textile products. Water hyacinth fibers are considered lightweight,
comfortable, reflecting environmental awareness. Garments, furniture and home
decoration from water hyacinth are considerably favorable products.

Upon reviewing of literature, the research team had synthesized the conceptual

framework for community participation network in water hyacinth removal in

Khlong Rangsit-Pathum Thani as displayed below.

Methodology

The methodology implemented in this research is qualitative research with
the following details.

Qualitative Research the details are as follow;

Samples: 8 associates with Bung Ba Subdistrict Administrative
Organization; officials in charge of Bung Ba water hyacinth removal, community
developers, community leaders and Tung Ruangthong village, Bung Ba sub-district,
Nong Seua district, Pathum Thani province. The selection criteria are to select people
responsible for and experienced in water hyacinth and natural material removal, also
equipped with knowledge or insight in supplement vocation from water hyacinth.

Data collection instruments: The semi-structured interview is selected as
the research instrument. The research team had developed the instrument from

relevant methods, theories and research as follow.
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1. Knowledge and community participation in the removal of water
hyacinth

2. Approaches in leveraging water hyacinth and natural materials as
environmentally friendly products.

Upon initiating the semi-structured interview, it has been reviewed by the
advisory board for content validity. The reviewed interviews were further revised and
rectified.

Data collection instruments: This research implement the semi-structured
interview and content analysis for data collection.

Data collection methods: The research team had contacted those associated
with water hyacinth removal to inform about the research objectives and request
permission to collect data using In-depth interview which were to be conducted as the
Face-to-Face interviews via phones and Line application.

Data analysis: Data collected from the mentioned semi-structured

interviews were analyzed under content analysis methods.

Results
Community Context

Bung Ba Sub-district, Nong Suea District, Pathum Thani Province is located
in an approximately 7 kilometers distance from Nong Suea District. It covers 28.43
square kilometer with 6 villages under Bung Ba Subdistrict Administrative
Organization. The Bung Ba Subdistrict Administrative Organization is responsible
for 28.43 square kilometer area or 17,769 Rai. The primary occupations in the area
are agricultural and horticultural farming, self-employed and small industry. People

in the community rarely seek occupations from outside of the area. Celebrated local
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products of the area are rice products, handicraft goods and agricultural products.
(Bung Ba Subdistrict Administrative Organization, 2021)

1. Issues and Community Requirements: Nong Suea district, being
community villages and a district in Khlong Rangsit-Pathun Thani area, has since
formed a network with Rajamangala University of Technology Thanyaburi sharing
similar context and interests. Thus, the collaboration within the network in order to
removal water hyacinth and leverage the aquatic weed for community’s prosperity
was initiated.

2. Community’s Economic Indicators: The research team establish that, by
initiating guidelines for water hyacinth removal, it would prospectively encourage
community participation. According to the Development Plan of Pathum Thani
Province, prominent feature of communities in the province is that there are a large
number of industrial communities namely Navanakorn Industrial Estate and Bang
Kadi Industrial Park. Therefore, an intensive labour demand is required. Chao Phraya
River runs through the province resulting in numerous canals and waterways with
rich history. The Rangsit-Prayunsak canal is one of the finest representations;
beneficial for water transport, waterfront community tourism and serve as a
connecting hub and routes for other regions. The province also has abundant variety
of tourist attractions e.g.; cultural, religious and recreation venues, and distinctive
local cuisine; Rangsit boat noodle, Mon ethnic group’s Khao Chae and lotus petal-
wrapped tidbits. Additionally, the Development Plan of Pathum Thani is considered 1
of 15 provinces which aims to be an Eco Industrial Town, a strategy to encourage
local livelihood and environment by an active guideline for community participation

for sustainability (The Pathum Thani Provincial Office, 2020).
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3. Procedures for Community Learning Development and Innovation

3.1 The communication participation network between Rajamangala
University of Technology Thanyaburi and Communities and districts in Khlong
Rangsit-Pathum Thani canal has selected Bung Ba sub-district in Nong Suea district
as this research designated area. The participation network and collaboration between
relevant agencies and surrounding communities had been successfully launched and
received consenting feedbacks which could further develop the management plan for
water hyacinth removal and enhancing career within communities and each
household.

3.2 The participation and collaboration network for learning and developing
solutions for issues concerning water hyacinth is considered among the primary
principles for water hyacinth removal since it would contribute to enhancing
irrigation efficiency, reducing decomposing water hyacinth which pollute water
sources. By removing water hyacinth and other aquatic weeds, such natural waste
could be leverage as composed fertilizer, straw mushroom cultivation, paper and
utensil production or using fibers for textile products. Nonetheless, to execute the
issues regarding water hyacinth successfully, the consenting participation and
collaboration between government and private sectors including regional, community
leaders and local citizens are essential. Each associate is expected to engage in every
step and agreeingly cooperate to resolve their local community’s issues under the
public water source’s efficiency development methods by general public
participation, enhancing community strength in actively protecting natural resources.
(Weerapattananirand, 1999) Such method is correlated to the 20 Years National
Strategy in terms of decent welfare and environmentally friendly. The water hyacinth

would then be undergoing production enhancing sustainable career and welfare.
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The associates chosen for the research among the Bung Ba Subdistrict
Administrative Organization are officials in charge of Bung Ba water hyacinth
removal.

Stage 1. During the research, the research team had arranged the semi-
structured interview as data collection instrument. According to the results, it is
established that 8 selected associates responsible for water hyacinth removal in Bung
Ba Subdistrict Administrative Organization; officials in charge of Bung Ba water
hyacinth removal, community developers, community leaders and Tung Ruangthong
village, Bung Ba sub-district, Nong Seua district, Pathum Thani province, are
experienced with removing this aquatic weed and equipped with adequate knowledge
for career endorsement from water hyacinth products and would be appropriate
advisors for local citizens.

The Bung Ba Subdistrict Administrative Organization is an administrative
organization under Department of Provincial Administration, Ministry of Interior.
The Subdistrict administrative organization’s structure divides into 5 divisions under
the supervision of the Deputy subdistrict chief as displayed below. (The Bung Ba
Subdistrict Administrative Organization, 2021)

Each division is responsible for distinctive field, yet, 3 divisions are in
charge of the management and removal of water hyacinth in the area.

1. Civil engineering: responsible for machinery and removal of water
hyacinth in water sources. The Bung Ba Subdistrict Administrative Organization
oversees the course of Khlong Sip and connecting canals.

2. Public health: responsible for removing or determining disposing area for
the collected water hyacinth to prevent decomposition and blockades in the water,

including the use of chemicals or biochemicals on water hyacinth. The use of such
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chemicals consequently affects surrounding environment; vegetation and trees along
the canal might have been decay and aquatic creatures absorb the chemicals as well.
The Bung Ba subdistrict community reflects the idea as some edible plants might be
affected while fishing and cultivating aquatic animals are unpopular in the area due to
being the semi-urban society.

3.Academic, religion and cultural agencies: responsible on hosting
vocational workshops and distributing knowledge regarding water hyacinth removal
and encouraging residents to process consumption products from water hyacinth
materials. The activities would endorse community participation and enhancing
career for residents.

To removal water hyacinth from Bung Ba subdistrict, the primary concern and
effect on such operation is the need of annual funding specifically for water hyacinth
removal.

1. Knowledge on the removal of water hyacinth

According to the interview, contemporary methods in removing water
hyacinth from government agency is by dredging the aquatic weed on the canal banks
or distributing to local farmers to produce fertilizer. Water spinach and mimosa are
among edible plants gathered by dredging.

One of the interviewees suggested that “The areas where they disposed
water hyacinth often sprung water spinach, quite abundant they could harvest it year-
round. However, during late April when it starts to rain, water hyacinth would soon
regenerate vigorously, thus, locals must quickly remove it” (Bung Ba resident No.1,
water hyacinth management, July 9, 2020).

Interviewee pointed that “The amount of water hyacinth in Bung Ba area is

excessive during rainy season, obstructing the flow of water. By complying with
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official policy, it would benefit the water hyacinth removal plan in one way or
another. It is important to solve the issues quickly with little effects on the
community. Doing so could also protect local environment in the long run. Apart
from being an aquatic weed, water hyacinth also has its benefits. Some local residents
have developed products from water hyacinth in which the SAO have been
supporting local professional development groups for further vocational incomes”
(Bung Ba Subdistrict Administrative Organization officials No. 1, water hyacinth
management, July 9, 2020).

Interviewee argued that “To remove water hyacinth from water source
requires funding and heavy machinery since water hyacinth is an aquatic weed
absorbing excessive water. Trucks for transporting the gathered weed to designated
areas are required. The disposed water hyacinth would then be dried and fertilized,
yet, this process demands a vast area since transporting until disposing the weed”
(Rungsit municipal officials No. 1, water hyacinth management, July 9, 2020).

The interviewee indicated that “There has been an on-going operation to
remove water hyacinth in Bung Ba area following the collaboration between relevant
associates responsible for the removal. The community and development groups
agreeingly participate and assist on developing the solutions for this community’s
issue” (Bung Ba Subdistrict Administrative Organization officials No.2, Community
Participation, July 9, 2020).

The interviewee proposed that “Our organization readily support the
removal of water hyacinth in order to clear our water sources. Some of the gathered
water hyacinth could be used for vocational enhancement since there are a number of

professional development groups who produce consumption products from water
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hyacinth. This could help gain community and local incomes” (Thanyaburi municipal
officials No.1, water hyacinth management, July 9, 2020).

The interviewee offered that “To establish a plan to remove water hyacinth
in water sources, the coordination between all responsible divisions is needed. The
civil engineering, public health and academic, religion and cultural divisions are
expected to cooperate. The organization is prompt to deploy the dredging machines
and other machinery required for the task. Community residents would also provide
tools such as pitchfork, ploughs, boats or vehicles to transport the gathered water
hyacinth to designated areas” (Thanyaburi municipal officials No.2, Community
Participation, July 9, 2020).

The interviewee referred that “The frequent surveys on water sources and
community areas facing issues from water hyacinth is to seek participation and
coordination within the community. Yet, to control and manage this plant demands
decent planning and management in order to solve the on-going issues. Local
residents also expect to acknowledge the issues and operations” (Bung Ba Subdistrict
Administrative Organization officials No. 2, Community Participation, July 9, 2020).

The interviewee also added “The operations directly removing water
hyacinth from community’s farming areas are the accomplished operations and
management plan in order to establish participation and collaboration within the areas
considered as important incomes for local residents. Once the operations in
communal farming areas are carried out, it becomes easier to manage local canals”
(Bung Ba Subdistrict Administrative Organization officials No. 3, Community
Participation, July 9, 2020).

One also added “Activities related to the removal of water hyacinth highly

endorse environmental awareness within the community. Since water hyacinth might
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pollute the water, the activities would help develop not only the waterways but also
the local aquatic landscape. They would as well encourage communities to manage
the issues wisely” (Bung Ba community leader No. 1, water hyacinth management,
July 9, 2020).

Another highlighted “The cooperation, promptly collaboration and
agreeable participation which, in turn, endorse and develop profession for local
residents, have raise awareness in communities regarding communal participation
and protection of local water sources for agricultural and other purposes” (Bung Ba
district resident No. 1, Community Participation, July 9, 2020).

Lastly, one argued “This makes little impact since locals’ primary use of
water in local canals is for agricultural purposes and usually farmers have water
clarifiers within their area” (Bung Ba district resident No. 2, water hyacinth
management, July 9, 2020).

The summary on learning development and innovation regarding water
hyacinth removal is the relevant associates had conceptualized development and
management guidelines which would include local residents as key participants in
order to develop the community. The integrative cooperation between divisions in the
SAO (civil engineering, public health and academic divisions) who support the
machinery and dredging machines with community residents providing pitchforks,
boats or vehicles are beneficial to the community.

2. Approaches in leveraging water hyacinth and natural materials as
environmentally friendly products

One interviewee pointed “Water hyacinth occasionally causes issues for
agricultural cultivation since it could pollute water source. However, there are some

who could benefit from such aquatic weed, turning it into baskets or bags. The SAO
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took them on a field trip to where they cultivate and produce water hyacinth products
in Ang Thong Province. So, they could develop their own among their groups” (Bung
Ba subdistrict community leader No. 1, leveraging water hyacinth, July 9, 2020).

More proposed “It is essential to eliminate invading water hyacinth in local
farms or gardens. Yet, if there were some areas that could be used for this weed
cultivation, it would have been profitable for the community since we need to order
this plant from other area for the production of local goods. Therefore, the proper
management would have been favorable and helpful for the community” (Bung Ba
subdistrict resident No.2, vocational enhancement, July 9, 2020).

The other pointed “If, by any chance, water hyacinth can be controlled
within limited designated areas in the community, it would be very useful since this
profitable aquatic weed would, thereby, become our new source of income” (Bung
Ba subdistrict resident No.3, leveraging water hyacinth, July 9, 2020).

Other proposed “There are some areas at Khlong Cheom or Khlong An,
which could be used as proper areas for water hyacinth cultivation due to the fact that
the areas are barren and desolated, easy to manage” (Bung Ba subdistrict resident
No.4, leveraging water hyacinth, July 9, 2020).

More indicated “It would be helpful to host some vocational trainings using
water hyacinth materials for our community residents. It could spark decent
participation and collaboration within the community. It would offer more chances
for us to gather and communicate. We all know each other and are prompt to offer a
helping hand for those needed” (Bung Ba subdistrict resident No.4, vocational
enhancement, July 9, 2020).

The summary to this extent is the communities in Khlong Rangsit area use

water hyacinth as;
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1. Fertilizer or to fill other agricultural areas for higher nutrition in soil
which would benefit the crops.

2. Innovative environmentally friendly products focusing on basketry from
natural materials such as umbrella sedge, water hyacinth and bamboo.

Hence, there is an immense obligation for cooperative integration from all
related agencies and local residents to establish methodically procedures for water
source management within communities. Likewise, it is essential to endorse
environmental awareness and collaboration within the communities for sustainable
water hyacinth management. The integrative participation would prominently
contribute to the lesser annual funding on such matter. Furthermore, the knowledge
regarding the profitable benefits of water hyacinth should be encouraged by academic
agencies or relevant official organizations for circular sustainable community
economy.

The study had initiated the procedures for professional development using water
hyacinth materials as described below
Figure 2

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Discussion

1. In term s of the approaches in removal water hyacinth from local water
sources, the study found that a large number of local residents within the community
are equipped with general knowledge and awareness of the importance of public
water sources and are prompt to conserve them. They usually collaborate rough
community’s network and Bung Ba Subdistrict Administrative Organization have
been hosting activities related to such issues. Residents are well aware of the
importance of public water sources for their loverhood and agriculture, their primary
source of income. Thus, water hyacinth as the aquatic weed could also be profitable
for enhancing local professions and could be extend to neighboring communities
sharing similar community context for sustaining community network. The
sustainability initiated from such approaches in managing water hyacinth is in
consistent with the study conducted by Chairit, Sinthorngo and Khunkha (2020).
They have proposed the approaches to resolve issues caused by water hyacinth
through Community Participation Guidelines on Issues regarding Water Hyacinth in
Theppharat Subdistrict, Ban Pho District, Chachoengsao Province such as fertilizer or
straw mushroom cultivation. Not only it helps reduce water hyacinth in local water
sources, but also enhance professions for local residents.

2. Development and Removal Methods of Water Hyacinth in this study
established that all associates relevant to the removal of water hyacinth in the
community; local residents, community leaders and Bung Ba Subdistrict
Administrative Organization officials, highlight the necessary of removing water
hyacinth and creating profitable products from water hyacinth materials. Workshops
and trainings were hosted for residents in the community following the educational

exchange with the accomplish areas. Such activities would encourage participation
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and cooperation between community for sustainable community economy.
Additionally, the learning development in raising environmental awareness for the
community would endorse said activities and likely to expand to neighboring
communities as well. Younger generation residents would consciously aware and
continuously assist in the protection of water sources and community environment.
The development approach would benefit public water sources in Bung Ba subdistrict
area since there is high demand for agricultural use within the area namely for rice
farming, orchards and palm cultivation. The approach in immensely essential to the
successful operation in consistent with the study from Sa-yam et al. (2018) proposing
in Management of Water Hyacinth in the Public Water Source Sustainably: A case
study of Nong Phrao Ngai Sub-district administrative organization, Sainoi District,
Nontaburi Province. The study established that most people who associate with
water; for agricultural purposes or water transportation, are well aware of the
necessary to remove water hyacinth and the sustaining management methods are
required to serve the interests of local residents within Nong Phrao Ngai Sub-district
Administrative Organization, Sainoi District, Nontaburi Province.

3. Procedures for Professional Development using Water Hyacinth
Materials are initiated by processing natural materials into consumption products
through the collaboration between community’s network and academic network. The
collaboration would contribute to the innovative products suitable for particular types
of water hyacinth which would ensure the products’ quality and establish distinctive
identity for each business and operators. This also corresponded with The
Management of Water Hyacinth in Drainage Basins by Ngarmwitroj et al. (2012).
The study indicates that the approach in removing the aquatic weed and leveraging

the materials from water hyacinth would favorably control the amount of water
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hyacinth in public water sources and become a new source of income for related

communities.

Recommendations

1. The professional development using water hyacinth materials would
enhance careers for local residents and would, therefore, soon be adopt and adapt by
neighboring communities. The collaboration from all relevant agencies would gain
them sustainable prosperity and self-pride owing to the fact that home economic
knowledge ahs been adapted as part of their professional enhancement.

2. By building up the network for managing water hyacinth, it would serve
as a model for neighboring communities to adopt and adapt such knowledge to suit
their communities’ contexts. This is considered the BCG economic development

method for community sustainable circular economy.

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Components of Articles

To write an academic article, clear points should be identified and
appropriate sequences of the content should be considered. The article should consist
of the following parts:

1. Title: The title should possess the short, concise and meaningful words.
It should be written in a word level, not a sentence level. The title with 8-15 words
must be written in both Thai and English. Moreover, the Thai title is typed first,
followed by the English one on the next line. However, only English title is required
for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

2. Abstract: The article contents are clearly summarized. Both Thai and
English abstracts are required. A one-page Thai abstract with 150-200 words is
written first, followed by the English one with the same number of words.

It is noted that only English abstract is required for the article written in English.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the
database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must
be placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English keywords are required for
the article written in English.

4. Introduction: The article background is presented. The article scope is
also specified.
5. Body of Text: The main contents and sub-topics of the article are

identified. Moreover, the topics are sorted by the contents.
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6. References: In-text citation is based on the author-year system of the
APA (American Psychological Association) style (7" edition). It is noted that all

entries in the text should be listed in the references.

Components of Research Articles

The research results should be presented systematically. The research
article should be composed of the following parts:

However, only English title is required
for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

2. Abstract: The important research components, including objectives,
population, sample group, instruments, statistics for data analysis, and research
results. Both Thai and English abstracts must be written. The length of each language
is not more than 1 page or between 150-200 words. It is noted that only English
abstract is required for the article written in English.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the
database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must
be placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English abstract is required for the

article written in English.
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4. Introduction: The significance of research problems is identified. The
relevant literature is reviewed. In addition, the overall benefits obtained from the
research results are also presented.

5. Objective: The research objectives are clearly identified to reflect the
overall picture of the research.

6. Methodology: The research methods, including population, samples,
instruments, steps of data collection, and statistics for data analysis, are clearly
indicated.

7. Results: The research results obtained from analyzing the data are
clearly interpreted according to the research objectives.

8. Discussion: The research results are discussed with theoretical support
so as to check whether the current research results are in line with or against the
previous studies.

9. Recommendations: Utilization of the research results, and guidelines
for the next research should be recommended.

10. References: The references must be based on APA (American

Psychological Association) style (7" edition).
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Writing References

1. Both Thai and foreign authors’ names in the in-text citation must be
written in English only. Moreover, their last names should be written first, followed
by the year of publication, and/or page numbers, for example, Nuemaihom (2022) or
(Nuemaihom, 2022: 23).

2. References are listed fully in alphabetical order according to the last
name of the author and not numbered. Moreover, the last name is written first,
followed by the initial letter of his/her first name.

3. For referring the Thai documents, the documents must be translated into
English, and the additional word “in Thai” must be put in the brackets [ ] i.e. [in
Thai]. It is noted that the same format for referring both Thai and English documents
is required.
