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Abstract

The aim of this research was to create a post-traditional drama about
Chao Mae Soi Dok Mak. These creative styles illustrating the creative principles of
performance through studying and interpreting the characters were as follows:
1) objectives, 2) methods, 3) given situations, 4) communicating concepts, and
5) thoughts and feelings received by the characters. The analytical drama was
composed of the following components: 1) characters, 2) relationships, 3) dramatic
structures, 4) cognitive processes, and 5) the development of traditional and post-
traditional dramas based on the concept of natural philosophy called
“phenomenology”. This philosophy consists of three stages i.e., 1) attenuation,
2) creation, and 3) destruction. By supplementing, adding, and expelling parts of the
original literary text, the following three stages of dramatic art creation were: 1) the
processes of inventing something new that has never been done before, 2) connecting
two or more existing things, and 3) adjusting the original idea to communicate the
main points concisely and unified. The post-traditional drama Chao Mae Soi Dok
Mak followed the northern chronicles Sai Nam Phueng God by presenting the issue
of breaking the promise of King Sai Nam Phueng, and this caused the suicide of Phra
Nang Soi Dok Mak. Regarding this, performances and costumes according to the

ethnicities of the characters were designed. Moreover, music and singing with the
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language based on the characters’ ethnicity were designed to make communication

easy to understand.

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Abstract

The rapid development of technology and the need to acquire English
listening and speaking skills in China have brought opportunities and challenges to
Chinese university students. This study thus used explanatory sequential mixed
methods to investigate opportunities and challenges in mobile learning in English
listening and speaking skills. Data collected from 344 non-English major sophomores
at a public university in Yunnan, China, were randomly recruited to complete a
questionnaire, followed by semi-structured interviews with 10 of them. The results
indicated that mobile learning was deemed more supported than rejected by the
students who found it easy to use, useful, resourceful and manageable in self-
learning, so it brought them more opportunities to learn those two English skills
actively and independently at anytime and anywhere easily than challenges
demotivating them to learn the language. Such opportunities partly fulfilled the

objectives of the Chinese government’s Education Informatization 2.0 Action Plan
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released in 2018. The learning purposes also reflected their extrinsic and intrinsic
motivation, which was the driving force for opportunities to learn those two English

skills.

Introduction

Integration of mobile technology into learning through portable devices
known as mobile learning has meaningfully changed the traditional or passive
learning approach in China. The Chinese government released the Education
Informatization 2.0 Action Plan in 2018 to strengthen the online teaching system and
increase the number of online learning resources so as to encourage students to make
use of mobile technology actively and independently (Guo, 2018). Since then, mobile
learning has gained more attention among Chinese university students and has
gradually penetrated into their learning, providing them with opportunities to access
relevant resources conveniently (Yu, 2020) and learn actively on their own (Wu,
2019; Hu, 2020) at anytime and anywhere easily (Lin, 2020). These opportunities can
be applied to learning English, especially for non-English major students who study
this subject for one hour per week, passively listening to their lecturers explain
vocabulary, grammatical rules and sentence structures with a few-minute time for
practice (Chen, 2020). This teacher-centered approach contradicts a growing need for
English communicative competence for future work and international exchanges
required by the Chinese government as “The English Teaching Requirements for

University” (Zhou, 2015, pp. 2-3).
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Such opportunities can be seen in three studies by Dong (2002), Liu (2010)
and Pang (2017) conducted at Yunnan University in China. Although they
investigated English classes of non-English major students of this university in
different years, they found similar findings in that some students opted to depend on
searching English learning materials available from various applications on their
mobile devices after school or paid for online classes to meet the needs of English
listening and speaking skills improvement. While non-English major sophomores
spent more time learning English listening and speaking skills on their mobile
devices than freshmen and had some understanding of in-class speaking instructions
(Lin, 2010), juniors and seniors were more concerned about their future employment,
internships and preparing for the graduation exam than learning English (Xin, 2019).
It could imply that sophomores could identify opportunities in mobile learning in
those two English language skills better than freshmen, juniors and seniors could.

Other studies also found challenges that Chinese non-English major students
experienced when using mobile devices to learn English speaking independently after
school such as obstacles from mobile device hardware (Zhang, 2019), the Internet
connectivity (Yuan, 2020), lack of lecturers’ supports (Ma, 2019) and personal
innovation interest (Chen, 2020). In fact, research into both opportunities and
challenges in mobile learning in English listening and speaking skills have been
overlooked as more attention was paid to either the former or the latter. Therefore, it
was worth to explore what opportunities and challenges non-English major
sophomores at Yunnan University encountered when learning those two language
skills through their mobile devices. The university was selected, for it was considered
comprehensive offering 79 majors with professional teaching facilities. English

classes were mainly conducted in face-to-face classroom and mobile devices were
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partly used for students to complete their assignments independently after the class
(Pang, 2017). Two research questions were sought to answer:

1) What were non-English major sophomores’ opportunities in mobile
learning in English listening and speaking skills?

2) What were non-English major sophomores’ challenges in mobile

learning in English listening and speaking skills?

Related Literature Review

Nowadays, it is common for Chinese English lecturers to integrate online
teaching into face-to-face English listening and speaking classes. In general, they
mainly explained English language knowledge and partly used mobile devices to
show pictures, videos, and audio to the class (Chen, 2020); students were assigned to
practice English listening and speaking skills through applications on their mobile
devices on their own after the class (Qiu, 2019). This extensive use of mobile
learning provided university students in China with opportunities in a wide range of
learning materials allowing them to change their English learning behaviors
gradually and positively. For one thing, it could help them to access more relevant,
interesting and attractive materials than textbooks with only pictures and texts (Min,
2018) and improve both of their English expressive communication skills (Rong,
2018) and their English test scores by practicing through some applications on their
own (Qiu, 2019). Concurrently, it brought challenges that demotivated them from
using mobile learning, such as frequently charging mobile devices (Fang, 2018), the
blue light from the screen (Zhang, 2019) and the instability of network connectivity
(Ibrahim, 2019; Ma, 2019). Some English lecturers, who were older and incompetent

in technology, may feel challenged to integrate mobile teaching in their class (Wang
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et al, 2020), whereas some students preferred to learn the traditional way (Fang,
2018).

Past related studies into mobile learning in China have focused on these main
areas: innovation and development of mobile devices; applications of mobile devices
to English learning; effects of mobile devices in English learning; and attitudes
towards using mobile devices as a learning tool (e.g., Zou and Yan, 2016; Pang,
2017; Meng et al, 2017; Zheng, 2018;). Some researchers also recommended these
future studies: university students’ both experiences in and frequent use of mobile
learning, English language learning purposes, types of mobile devices and
applications used (e.g., Liu, 2018; Qiu, 2019; He, 2020; Wang et al, 2020). Most of
the university students had more than one year’s experiences in using mobile devices
to study English in China (Liu, 2018), and they practiced their English skills from
free materials on LAIX and Shanbay applications (He, 2020), so that they could pass
their final English exams. Some others used it because they either had an interest and
desire to learn about Western cultures (Wang et al, 2020) or obey their parents and
lecturers (Qiu, 2019).

Recent studies focused on either opportunity or challenge in learning English
on mobile devices. For example, Wu (2019) studied opportunities in mobile learning
in English language skills of 460 Chinese university students in Nanjing from
perspectives of perceived ease of use, self-learning management, perceived
usefulness and mobile learning resource, made up of 13 questionnaire items. The
opportunity they mostly had was availability of learning resources. Yuan (2020)
examined challenges in mobile learning in English of 271 Chinese university students
in Heilongjiang from perspectives of mobile device hardware, Internet connectivity,

lack of teachers’ supports and personal innovation, made up of 12 questionnaire
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items. They were mostly challenged by stability of network connections and their
personal ability to use new technology.

This study attempted to explore both opportunities and challenges that non-
English major sophomores encountered when learning English listening and speaking
skills on their mobile devices adapted from Wu’s (2019) and Yuan’s (2020) work.
The former was defined as opportunities that enabled them to use mobile devices to
learn English listening and speaking skills actively and independently. The latter
referred to obstacles that demotivated them to learn English listening and speaking
skills on their mobile devices. The types of mobile devices (e.g., mobile phone,
laptop, tablet and smart watch) and of learning applications they used (e.g., LAIX,
Shanbay, Youdao and Baicizhan) and their learning experiences and purposes were
their personal information that may influence their mobile learning in those two

language skills. This conceptual framework was displayed in Figure 1.

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Research Methodology

The explanatory sequential mixed method was suitable for this study
because it allowed not only intuitive quantitative data, but also deeper and
comprehensive qualitative data (Kothari, 2004). A questionnaire was firstly used to
answer the two research questions and then semi-structured interviews to examine
and supplement the quantitative data.

Population and samples

The population included 3,461 non-English major sophomores enrolled in
academic year 2022 at Yunnan University in China (N = 3,461). Based on Johnson
and Larry (2016), the appropriate sample size could be between 344 and 346 (n = 344
- 346), randomly recruited from 79 different majors. The participants included 173
males and 171 females from 13 different majors; their age ranged between 18 and 21.
Ten interviewees (5 males and 5 females) from 10 different majors with experiences
of learning English listening and speaking skills on mobile devices were purposively
selected for the semi-structured interviews.

Research instruments

There were two research instruments: a questionnaire and questions for
semi-structured interviews. The questionnaire had three parts. The first part asked
about the participants’ personal information (i.e., gender, age, major, learning
experiences and purposes in using mobile devices to learn English listening and
speaking skills, and the types of mobile devices and applications used). The second
measured opportunities in mobile learning in those two language skills adapted from
Wu (2019), consisting of 13 items with 5-Likert scales ranging from 1 (strongly
disagree) to 5 (strongly agree). Items 1-3, 4-6, 7-9 and 10-13 were about perceived

ease of use, self-learning management, perceived usefulness and mobile learning
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resources, respectively. The third measured challenges in mobile learning in those
two language skills adapted from Yuan (2020), comprising 12 items and using 5-
Likert scales ranging from 1 to 5 (i.e., rarely, sometimes, often, usually and always).
Items 1-3, 4-6, 7-9 and 10-12 regarded obstacles from mobile device hardware,
Internet connectivity, lack of teachers’ supports and personal innovation. Three
experts were invited to validate the questionnaire, considered valid because the
evaluation resulted in 0.71 over 0.67 (Carlson & Turner, 2013). A pilot study with 30
students from a different university confirmed its reliability as the result of the
Cronbach's coefficient was 0.87 (Seonghoon, 2015).

There were 12 questions for semi-structured interviews, validated by the
same three experts; they were considered valid because the evaluation resulted in
0.82. The sample questions were as follows:

1) how did you feel when using your mobile device to learn English
listening and speaking skills?

2) what opportunities did your mobile device bring to your English
listening and speaking skills learning?

3) what challenges did you encounter when using your mobile device to
learn English listening and speaking skills?

Data collection

After research ethics clearance was approved, the researcher approached
two friends studying at the target university and posting an invitation to complete the
questionnaire in a WeChat group the sophomores were members on June 1, 2022
through https://www.wjx.cn/vm/wN6SY CO0.aspx. Then on June 21, 2022, a number
of 344 students completed it (n = 344). Another invitation was posted in the same

WeChat Group on August 12, 2022, and 10 students voluntarily participated in semi-
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structured interviews, conducted in Chinese via voice calls on WeChat about ten
minutes each.

Data analysis

SPSSPRO software with frequency and percentage were used to analyze
the participants’ personal information while mean and standard deviation used for the
analysis of opportunities and challenges they encountered when learning English
listening and speaking skills through their mobile devices. These data were then

interpreted based on the 5-rating scales shown in Table 1.

Zotero software with thematic analysis were used to analyze the qualitative
data, translated from Chinese to English and saved in 10 files in this software. The
data were commonly grouped into these four themes: 1) positive and negative
feelings about the use of mobile devices to learn English listening and speaking

skills; 2) opportunities in mobile learning in English listening and speaking skills; 3)
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challenges in mobile learning in English listening and speaking skills; and 4)

additional opportunities and challenges.

Results

The number of 344 non-English major sophomores from 13 majors (i.e.
Law, Pedagogy, Economics, Literature, Engineering, Agriculture, History, Science,
Philosophy, Art, Medicine, Management and Military Science) completed the
questionnaire. Nearly half of them (41.86%) had 1-2 year experiences in using their
mobile devices to learn English listening and speaking skills; almost half of them

(44.77%) spent 1-2 hours per week on mobile learning as shown in Table 2.

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The majority of them (74.13%) used their mobile devices to learn the
language skills both in and out of the classroom. Mobile phones (41.80%), and LAIX
(34.00%) were top two popular applications. A desire to pass the English final exam
every semester appealed to them most (23.7%).

Opportunities in Mobile Learning in English Listening and Speaking
Skills

Table 3 revealed the overall mean of opportunities in mobile learning in
English listening and speaking skills (X=4.16), meaning the participants agreed that
they had opportunities to learn these two language skills actively and independently
on their mobile devices perceived to be easy to use, useful, manageable in self-
learning, and resourceful. They strongly agreed that mobile learning materials were
more interesting than textbooks (X=43 8); they were given the most opportunity to
learn those English skills. Similar to the qualitative results, two participants
mentioned “mobile learning resources were much more interesting than textbooks”
(Students 1 and 2).

The participants also strongly agreed that they could learn those two
English skills at any time easily (X=14.29), access a large number of learning
materials (f = 4.27), and find these materials easily (f =4.23), in line with the
qualitative results, six participants stated that mobile devices allowed them to “search
many learning materials easily and study without time constraints” (Students 1, 3, 4,
5, 6 and 7). They strongly agreed that they could access different types of learning
materials (X = 4.22), the same with qualitative results, two participants said mobile
devices provided them with audio, pictures, videos and learning applications
(Students 2 and 6). However, they agreed that mobile devices allowed them to learn

English listening and speaking skills actively (X=4.12) and independently X =
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4.15), consistent with the qualitative results, three people said they “enjoyed the
process of active exploration using mobile devices by [themselves] ” (Students 3, 8

and 9).

Two additional opportunities in mobile learning in English listening and
speaking skills from the qualitative findings emerged. First, mobile learning
improved two students’ English pronunciation as they mentioned:
“The applications scored and corrected my English pronunciation; I'm
getting higher and higher scores now.” (Student 1)

“Use of mobile devices makes my English pronunciation better.” (Student
2) Second, mobile devices allowed three students to practice those two English
skills with native speakers online, saying that:
“I practiced my English listening and speaking skills with my American
Friends via Internet.” (Student 2)

“I met native English speakers through Facebook on my mobile device and
they often talked to me via video call.” (Student 3)

“My mobile phone allowed me to use WeChat to communicate with native
English speakers.” (Student 4)

Challenges in Mobile Learning in English Listening and Speaking
Skills

Table 4 demonstrated the overall mean of challenges in mobile learning in
English listening and speaking skills (X=3.77), indicating that the participants
were usually demotivated to learn these two language skills on their mobile
devices because they had obstacles in mobile device hardware, Internet
connectivity, lack of lecturers’ supports and personal innovation. Their most
affirmed challenges were a need to charge their mobile devices frequently (X=
4.20). In parallel with the qualitative findings, two participants stated that their
“mobile device consumed power very fast” (Students 7 and 9). Their English

lecturers’ lack of technology knowledge (X= 4.18), similar to the qualitative
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results, two participants said their English lecturers were not good at operating
mobile devices as teaching tools (Students 9 and 10). Their preference to learn
what their lecturers taught them (f = 4.18), the same as the qualitative results, two
people “were used to relying on the knowledge taught by the English lecturer”

(Students 8, 9 and 10).

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One additional challenge in mobile learning in English listening and
speaking skills from the qualitative findings emerged as three students shared the
same experiences in selecting suitable learning materials on mobile devices:

“I couldn’t choose the right learning materials for me.” (Student 7)

“I didn’t know which learning materials offered by my mobile device were

good and which were bad.” (Student 8)

“Mobile devices provided me with a lot of materials that I didn’t know
how to choose.” (Student 9)

All in all, the students had more opportunities to learn English listening
and speaking skills through their mobile devices than obstacles that demotivated
them to learn these English language skills because the overall mean of the former

was higher (X = 4.16) than the latter (X=3.77).

Discussion
The quantitative and qualitative findings answered the two research
questions.
1. What were non-English major sophomores’ opportunities in mobile
learning in English listening and speaking skills?

The quantitative and qualitative results revealed that mobile learning gave the
students opportunities to learn English listening and speaking skills actively and
independently through these applications: LAIX, Shanbay, Youdao and Baicizhan,
on their mobile phones, laptops, tablets and smart watches. Having access to more
interesting learning materials than textbooks, to a large number of materials and to
different types of materials as well as learning English at any time easily and finding

materials easily appealed to them most.
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Notably, the materials found to be more interesting than textbooks were the
most attractive opportunity for the students, similar to Wu (2019). University
students could search for the English learning materials they needed on their mobile
phones, laptops and tablets at any time easily both in and outside the classroom (Xue,
2018; Lin, 2020; Hu, 2020). LAIX and Shanbay offered plenty of free English
materials to students to practice the two language skills (Rong, 2018; Qiu, 2019;
Zhang, 2019); they were more interesting than textbooks as they had pictures, audio,
video and interactive games (Li, 2016; Min, 2018).

Most of the students wanted to pass the English final exam, so they used
mobile devices to learn English after class on their own; some who liked English and
Western cultures practiced the two English skills in their free time actively and
independently (Xin, 2019; Chen, 2020; Song et al, 2021). The students with more
than one year of mobile learning experience enjoyed the convenience of learning
English at anytime and anywhere, in and out of the classroom (Liu, 2018), while they
achieved their different learning goals by using different learning applications to
access many learning materials (Qiu, 2019; Wang et al, 2020). These mentioned
findings differed from others since mobile learning allowed the students to
communicate with English native speakers via the Internet and improved their
English pronunciation.

2. What were non-English major sophomores’ challenges in mobile
learning in English listening and speaking skills?

The quantitative and qualitative results revealed that the students were
usually challenged by mobile learning because they encountered obstacles from
mobile device hardware, Internet connectivity, lack of lecturers’ supports and

personal innovation. Challenges that most hindered their mobile learning were
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frequency of charging mobile devices, English lecturers’ lack technology skills and
students’ preference to receive knowledge directly from their lecturers. Consistent
with others’ findings, the greatest challenge they encountered was charging mobile
devices frequently (Yuan, 2020); mobile phones in particular consumed power
quickly (Alhajri, 2016; Zhang, 2019; Ibrahim, 2019). Some English lecturers were
skeptical about integrating mobile learning as they were disoriented in this kind of
technology (Liu, 2018, Ma, 2019, Wang et al, 2020). Many Chinese students
culturally accepted knowledge taught by their lecturers (Guo, 2018; Fang, 2018;
Chen, 2020). A particular finding different from others was that the students were not
sure how to select suitable learning resources from the applications they used.

It can be concluded that mobile learning was deemed more supported than
rejected by the students who found it easy to use, useful, resourceful and manageable
in self-learning, so it brought them more opportunities to learn English listening and
speaking skills actively and independently at anytime and anywhere easily than
challenges demotivating them to learn the language. Such opportunities partly
fulfilled the objectives of the Chinese government’s Education Informatization 2.0
Action Plan released in 2018. The learning purposes the participants responded to the
personal information also reflected their extrinsic and intrinsic motivation, which was
the driving force for opportunities to learn those two English skills. Extrinsically,
they wanted to pass the exam (23.70%); their lecturers (10.80%) and parents (8.30%)
required them to study. Intrinsically, they were personally interested in English
(13.40%), they wanted to learn about Western cultures (13.30%), and their favorite
stars were native English speakers (12.40%). Additionally, some of them watched
English movies without subtitles (10.90%) as well as studied and traveled abroad

(7.20%).
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Recommendations

There are two recommendations: First, it is recommended that Chinese
lecturers of English urgently equip themselves with technological skills, integrate
mobile learning inside and outside of the class more often and assist their students in
practical selections of online resources. Second, investigating other perspectives of
both opportunity (i.e., influences of native English speakers and effects on English
pronunciation) and challenge (i.e., lack of digital literacy) in mobile learning in

English listening and speaking skills are recommended for future studies.
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Abstract

This article aims to describe the modifiers in English and show how they
can have an effect on Thai learners’ learning of English. The modifiers are the
important elements of the grammatical structure of English. They can affect learners’
learning development in a number of ways. Understanding the modifiers in English
can be beneficial to Thai learners. Generally, the modifiers in English are classified
into a pre-modifier and a post-modifier. Comparatively speaking, the fist can have
more effect on Thai learners because it is different from the modifiers in Thai
language. Hence Thai learners of English are more likely to make more errors.
The second is less likely to cause learners to make mistakes as the word orders in
English and Thai are more or less similar. Hence, Thai learners are less prone to
errors. However, errors in the post-modifier may occur if the head word has longer

post-modifiers.

Introduction

The question commonly asked as far as English learning of Thai learners is
concerned is why a majority of Thai learners are not satisfactorily successful in
learning English. Apparently, lack of successful learning is recognized in spite of the
fact that Thai learners have been learning English for many years at both schools and
universities. However, the end result can be considered as less satisfactory
considering the investment of a considerable amount of time and energy spent, and
other facilities available. From years of teaching experience, I have found that a
majority of Thai students I had taught have language competence or ability in English
at a low level. Furthermore, they have got insufficient vocabulary essential to their
learning at almost all levels. I have also found that their knowledge of a grammatical
structure is not sufficient either.

Thai learners’ poor performance in English can be attributed to a number of
factors. The wretched instruction of a teacher can be one of the contributing factors.
In recent years, many schools have hired native English speakers and English-
speaking foreigners to teach English. But these teachers are in a small number. As a
result, most schools rely on Thai teachers to do the teaching job. However, it is to be
accepted that many of these teachers are not fully qualified. Many teachers do not
have sufficient knowledge of English and teaching methodology in order to guide
their students in their learning. In addition, some teachers teach the level of English
impractical or inappropriate for students’ age groups. For example, they teach
English meant for 14-16 year olds to 11 year olds. Therefore, the result does not
come out as was expected. As for learners themselves, as was said above they do not
have sufficient vocabulary to learn and use English. With limited vocabulary,

learners are naturally unable to read or use English effectively. Although vocabulary
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is one vital aspect in learning and teaching English, no adequate attention is given to
learning vocabulary. However, vocabulary should not be considered as an end in
itself, rather as a means to a desired goal. I am strongly convinced that if learners are
fully equipped with vocabulary and knowledge of the grammatical structure, they
will be able to easily make progress in their learning. Regrettably, many of Thai
learners are not well equipped with both vocabulary acquisition and knowledge of a
grammatical structure. As a result, it is not surprising to find that they fail to perform
satisfactorily as far as English proficiency is concerned.

The poor performance on the part of Thai learners may be attributed to a
number of related factors. Failure or unsuccessful learning on Thai learners’ part can
be attributed to numerous factors. The following factors are contributing factors to
Thai learners’ learning of English: attitudes and motives, teaching medium, influence
of a mother tongue, inadequate words, different concept, and learning English as a

foreign language.

Attitudes and Motives
First and foremost, Thai learners have got the wrong attitude towards

English. A good number of Thai students just dislike the language, holding that it is
too difficult for them to learn, and it is not relevant to their life or their daily work. It
is generally known that one can successfully learn language provided that he or she
has got motivation to learn. As Pit Corder puts it, “Those who are most successful in
learning will be those with the highest degree of motivation.” (Corder, 1998, p. 204).
D.A. Wilkins also agreed that “It is the integratively motivated learners who are the

most successful” (Wilkins, 1989, p. 185).
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There are some learners who have learning potential, but unwilling to learn
or make an attempt to learn. They are unwilling to learn because they do not have
motivation to learn. It is to bear in mind that learning and motivation are closely
linked. Thus, if one factor is dysfunctional, the other is inevitably affected. When
learners do not have inclination whatsoever to learn, good performance or success
cannot be expected or achieved. I have personally found that many of my students
learn English because they are forced to, not because they are keen to, or they learn
just to fulfil the requirements. As a result, it does not come as a surprise to find that
their learning is not satisfying. Furthermore, they hold a wrong attitude that they need
not learn English because they can easily get help from new technologies like the
mobile phones or the Internet. They learn English at school or university because it is
compulsory and they do it in order to pass the required test.

If the learners develop such a negative attitude, it is natural that a teacher
will find it more difficult to teach them. From the onset, it is important to teach
students the usefulness and relevance of English language in today’s world. What is
important is that the learners’ attitudes are to be first set right so that they will have a
right attitude on the language. With the right attitude, they would make more effort to
learn and most probably more progress in their learning, not just waiting to be spoon-
fed by teachers. It is apparent that the attitudes can have a significant effect on
learners. As Douglas Brown put it, “Second language learners benefit from positive
attitudes and negative attitudes may lead to decreased motivation and to unsuccessful

attainment of proficiency” (Brown, 2000, p.181).
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Teaching Medium

In Thailand, English is taught and learned as a foreign language. To
understand the role of the teaching medium, one has to know what a foreign language
is. Jack Richards, John Platt and Heidi Weber define a foreign language as “a
language which is not a native language in a country. A foreign language is usually
studied either for communication with foreigners who the speak the language, or for
reading printed materials in the language” (1985, p. 108). The medium mainly used
in a teaching process in a school or university in Thailand is a Thai language, a
mother tongue of Thai learners. Using Thai to teach English can make things easier
for both teachers and learners. However, there are several downsides in using Thai.
For example, learners do not have enough exposure to English and they do not have
enough opportunity to use English, thus making them less capable and less
enthusiastic to develop required skills in a language.

Some classes in English programs are conducted in English. However, Thai
language is mainly used in the teaching process. In most cases, however, teachers are
in great dilemma. They may want to use English in the class to expose their students
to the language. However, their students who are not well prepared are unable to
follow the class. Inevitably, learners lose interest to learn. In other cases, teachers
who want to keep their students engaged have to resort to Thai. Although doing so
proves convenient for both students and teachers, it does not sufficiently expose
learners to more words and expressions in a target language. In this respect, Cook
(2003, p.65) recommended that “to maximize the efficiency of the learning and
teaching process, a combination of various learning methods such as a direct method,

natural language learning, and a communicative approach should be put into use.”
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Influence of a Mother Tongue

A mother tongue is “the language the learner uses in his own country”
(Seaton, 1982, p. 129). Most of Thai learners are one way or another influenced by
their mother tongue, which makes it harder for them to learn another language.
Things become more difficult if learning habit in a mother tongue has been
fossilized. The influence of a mother tongue on Thai learners is easily and mainly
found in pronunciation and a grammatical structure.

Thai learners, because of an influence of a mother tongue, frequently make
errors related to English modifiers. To avoid this undesirable outcome, learners have
to practice regularly to overcome the constant interference from a mother tongue.
Learning English at an earlier age can help solve this problem as the mother tongue
has not profoundly influenced the learner. In other words, the earlier learning a
foreign language takes place, the better it becomes.

English as a Foreign Language

To show where Thailand belongs as far as learning English is concerned,

I will briefly describe three circles where English is used. The countries in which
English is used can be categorized into three circles: inner circle, outer circle and
expanding circle. The inner circle includes the USA, the UK, Australia; the outer
circle includes India, and the Philippines, etc., and the expanding circle includes the
countries like China, Japan (McKay, 2002, p. 10). Thailand is categorized in an outer
circle in which English is taught and learned as a foreign language. In this regard,
English is mostly learned and taught in classroom. Once out of the classroom,
learners rarely have the opportunity to use it. In most case scenarios, learners learn
from the book, read and practice the tasks assigned by the teacher. They hardly have

a chance to really use English outside the classroom setting. Hence, it turns out that
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learners have not developed desired skills despite of many years they have spent
learning.

The factors described so far are intimately linked to the performance of
learners. It is impossible to solve only one issue and ignore another. Attention is to
be simultaneously given to these factors so that teaching and learning English
become more effective, more satisfactory and more successful.

One aspect which can be a key obstacle to Thai learners of English is the
modifiers of a noun. From my teaching experience, I have found that the
modification in English is a main area the teacher should give a serious attention to as
far as learning English is concerned. If learners understand the modifiers, they will,

I believe, find it relatively easy to understand other related elements and they will be
able to deal with reading texts with ease., and in turn they can use English more
satisfactorily.

The reasons why I choose to describe the modifiers in English are because
many of the students I had taught often made errors when they have to deal with the
modifiers. Besides, this part of the structure is indispensable to teaching and learning
English. However, it is often overlooked and not given sufficient consideration.
Naturally, in real communicative purposes, speakers or writers do not use only a
noun or a noun having just one modifier. Instead, time and again they may use a noun
with many, long modifiers.

Thus, a person sometimes uses one or two modifiers, and at other times
uses three or more modifiers, depending on a number of factors. Learners who do not
understand the structure of modifiers well may find it very hard to understand what is

being meant or intended in the text. On the contrary, if they have a good knowledge
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of the modifiers (of nouns), they will have little or no difficulty understanding the

messages or texts.

Modifiers

A modifier is a term used in modern grammar to describe the dependent
elements in a noun phrase or nominal group. The modifier can occur before or after
the noun as head (Wales, 1989, p.304). The modifiers are categorized into two types:
pre-modifiers and post-modifiers. Each of them is briefly illustrated in the following
sections. Modifiers in English can be classified in terms of types, positions,
characteristics, and sentence modifies (Pukkakup, Y., 2002). In this article, I
exclusively focus an attention on only the positions where the modifiers appear.
That is, a demonstration is based on two types of modifiers: pre-modifiers and post-

modifiers.

Pre-modifiers

This type of modifiers comes before the head noun.

The following are the types of pre-modifiers (Greenbaum, 1996, pp. 217-
213).

1). Adjective e.g. a long story. 2).Noun e.g. a table tennis  3).—ing

participle e.g. a falling rock  4).—ed participle e.g. a broken window 5).

Genitive e.g. the boy’s father 6). Numeral e.g. six cars
In a short passage below, the pre-modifiers are the underlined words.

Anxious residents slept outside after hundreds of aftershocks rattled the

earthquake-hit northern Philippines. Five people were killed and more than 150

injured when a 7.0-magnitude quake struck. (Stern, 2005, p.143)
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Based on the test I had given to my students, they did not much difficulty in
understanding the message. Probably, the pre-modifiers are short and easy to
understand. However, those in the following sentences are longer and can be more
difficult to understand. The underlined words are the pre-modifiers of a head noun.

The thirsty animal gets much-needed drink.

Just a few careless steps, these antelopes will be trapped.

Hippos cannot swim, but they secrete a thick, oily, reddish fluid.

The chilly nutrient-rich water feeds many different animals.

The prehistoric bones belonged to a two-legged, crocodile-faced,

predatory dinosaur. (Stern, 2005, p.144)
I have often found that students often have difficulty understanding the

head nouns with longer pre-modifiers as shown above.

Post-modifiers
This type of modifiers comes after the head noun. The following are the
types of post-modifiers (Greenbaum, 1996, p. 219).
1). Preposition e.g. The reflection in the mirror ~ 2). Relative clause
e.g. The dog that chases the cat is mine.. 3).—ing participle e.g. The
boy playing in the room is my son.  4). —ed participle e.g. The book

written by Hemingway is interesting. 5). Infinitive e.g. We give them the

food to eat. 6). Noun clause e.g. The belief that the earth is round is

true. 7). Adjective e.g. The party’s leader happy with the election win

smiles broadly.
In the book titled, English Modifiers, (2002, pp. 226-232) Pukkakup has

provided the examples of sentence modifiers. They include 1) Non-restrictive
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appositive: This is John, a manger of our company. 2) Infinitive phrases: To tell the
truth, I never like her. 3) Participial phrases: Students arriving late will not be
permitted to enter the hall. Term paper submitted late will not be accepted. 4)
Prepositional phrase: in the course of a day, students study many subjects.

In this paper, I treat the sentence modifiers in question as belonging to the
post-modifiers. This is because the modifiers come after the components they
modify.

Effects of Pre-modifiers

As far as my teaching experience goes, if the pre-modifiers consist of just
one or two words, Thai learners do not have much difficulty understanding a phrase
or a sentence. In the sentence below, they can cope with it easily as the head noun is

modified by only one noun.

US warns of major incident amid China provocations in South China Sea.

In the example shown, the effect of the modifiers on Thai learners is
manageable because the phrases are relatively short. In contrast, if the head is
modified by three or more words, the problems seem to emerge. The sentence below
can easily confuse learners who have yet to understand the modifiers. And probably
they can make errors in reading it.

This aggressive and irresponsible behavior represents one of the most

significant threats to peace and stability in the region.

The main reasons why Thai learners whom I had taught make mistakes

can be explained as follows. Thai and English have modifiers in different positions.
Modifiers in Thai come after a head noun only while in English modifiers can come
before and after a head noun. Thus, it is common that Thai learners often have

difficulty understanding a noun with a longer pre-modifier, and are more prone to
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errors. However, they can easily understand a noun with one or two pre-modifiers;
they often make an error if the head nouns have many pre-modifiers, especially if the
modifiers use a comma to separate multiple modifiers of the same noun. For
example:

The efficient, hard-working, and punctual company employee is in high

demand.

Apparently, many cannot identify the head noun in the sentence. Also, they
assume that ‘the efficient’ is a head noun and subject of a sentence. They may
probably assume that the punctuation mark, here a comma, indicates a complete idea.
Thus, the longer the modifier are, the more problematic they have become to Thai
learners. As described above, a word order of modifiers in Thai and English moves
in an opposite direction: Thai to the right, English to the left. The pre-modifiers are
one of the major aspects learners should pay more attention to.

Effects of Post-modifiers

Comparatively speaking, Thai learners make fewer mistakes in the post-
modifiers than in the pre-modifiers. It can be explained that the orders of post-
modifiers in the two languages are similar. It is natural that the problems in learning
something mostly occur only when there are differences. The more different things
are, the more difficult learning becomes. On the contrary, little or no difficulty occurs
if things turn out to be more or less similar.

It is true that Thai learners may not make as many mistakes in this category
as in the first one. However, if the post-modifiers are longer and more complicated,
they can become problematic for the ones who are not skillful enough to analyze the

components. The sample sentences given contain long post-modifiers:
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The scandal over the alleged mistreatment of Iraqi prisoners by American

troops had been very destructive.

A member of a gang of monkeys that has terrorised residents of a Japanese

city for weeks has been caught and killed.

The long post-modifiers move in the same direction as in Thai.
Linguistically, it is called a right-branching structure. However, despite the similarity
in both Thai and English, it is still possible that Thai learners make errors because the
head nouns are post-modified by many words.

Other elements which are particularly problematic for Thai learners are
present and past participles. The present participle is a verb with —ing e.g. working,
doing. The past participle is a verb in the past participle form e.g. worked, seen.

The present participle can be a problem for students. For example, they
often mistake the word ‘coming’ in the example below as a main verb.

Light coming from an object has been stretched by the expansion of the
Universe to redder wavelengths.

Although the word order of the post-modifier in English shown in the
above sentence is similar to that of Thai, learners are still likely to make errors.

More effects of the post-modifiers on Thai learners can be found when the
head noun has a longer post-modifier in the form of the past participle as illustrated
in the examples below.

a) Two studies published on Tuesday re-examine information from the
initial outbreak in the Chinese city.

b) One of the reasons cited for the high number of deaths from lightning is

the large number of people working outdoors.
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As it is the case with the present participle, I have found that many of
students mistake the past participles as the main verbs of the sentences. In this aspect,
I find it necessary for learners to understand the structure of a relative clause. This is
because both the present and past participles are derived from the reduced relative
clause. In the examples, the present participle can be rewritten as “Light that comes
from an object has been stretched the expansion of the Universe ...”. The first past
participle can be rewritten as “Two studies which were published on Tuesday re-
examine information from the initial outbreak in the Chinese city.”

The illustration given so far clearly shows that the modifiers in English can
have a great influence on Thai learners. Thus, it is deemed essential to pay more
attention to the issue so that Thai learners having thoroughly understood this aspect

can read and use English more satisfactorily and efficiently.

Conclusion

Based on the description and illustrations provided so far, it is apparent that
modifiers play an important part in English. To help learners to have a firm grip on
this aspect, teachers should have learners do as many exercises on the modifiers as
possible. In addition to learning the modifiers, getting a new vocabulary will
facilitate the learners a great deal. Hence, teachers should teach new English words
whenever the time permits. Without adequate words, it is almost impossible to
understand the structure well. For learners to properly understand the structure of
modifiers, teachers have to work out on how to teach English effectively. They have
to rely on a wide variety of the teaching methods to produce maximum results on the
learners’ part. One method may not suit all occasions and all students. Thus,

combining a wide variety of teaching methods will be greatly helpful.
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One fact to be accepted is that directly or otherwise Thai learners are
influenced by an interference of their mother tongue. Time and again, they may
unknowingly use English based on the Thai structure. The issue is also significant
and needs more attention from the teacher. One possible way is that the problem can
be overcome by extensive practice and regular exercises can be of great benefits to
learners.

Teachers should not teach modifiers through only reading. Rather, learners
should be assigned to write, listen and even speak the sentences and texts having the
modifiers so that learners get familiar with the structure of modifiers. Short and
regular passages having modifiers should be assigned to learners to practice and
improve their skills.

In order for learners to thoroughly understand the components of the
modifiers, they are required to possess the following: adequate vocabulary,
knowledge of parts of speech, and working knowledge of grammatical structure. in
the teaching and learning process, these three components should be concurrently
given attention so that learners know how to use them appropriately.

It is also important to know that one noun in English can be pre-modified
by many different parts of speech. In other words, pre-modifiers can be a noun (a
bank manager), an adjective (a big car), a number (two students), a demonstrative
(those guys), a participle (a developing nation, a snow-covered mountain). At times
these modifiers can come together to modify just one noun (¢wo small crowded
buses).

It is recommended that having learners study and practice sentences with
many modifiers can be highly helpful. After learners have learned and practiced the

modifiers used in sentences, they should be exposed to the modifiers used in a longer
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reading passage to ensure that learners have firmly grasped the structure and are to
profit from what they have learned.

There are precautions and cares teachers concerned should pay attention to.
The teachers have to remind themselves that they should be more patient and tolerant
with the errors the learners might have made and with the time the learners require to
understand. Learning a new language is a time-consuming process. So, learning and
understanding the modifiers in English may require weeks, possibly months for
some, if not all, students. Thus, students or learners should be allowed more time
and space to learn and develop both potential and skills in language at their own
pace.

With understanding and caring teachers, favorable atmosphere and
sufficient time, learners are in a strong position to learn better, get highly motivated

and as a result are expected to perform more satisfactorily.
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Abstract

The objective of this research was to analyze the communicative English
use for tourism based on local resources of the stakeholders in Ban Wai Village, in
the district of Lomsak, Phetchabun Province, using the framework of English for
Specific Purposes based on Hutchinson and Waters (1998). Qualitative data was
collected through Semi-Structured Interview and a focus group with subsequent
content analysis.

2. Abstract: The article contents are clearly summarized. Both Thai and
English abstracts are required. A one-page Thai abstract with 150-200 words is written
first, followed by the English one with the same number of words.

It is noted that only English abstract is required for the article written in English.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the
database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must be
placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English keywords are required for the
article written in English.

9. Recommendations: Utilization of the research results, and guidelines
for the next research should be recommended.

10. References: The references must be based on APA (American

Psychological Association) style (7" edition).

1. Both Thai and foreign authors’ names in the in-text citation must be
written in English only. Moreover, their last names should be written first, followed by
the year of publication, and/or page numbers, for example, Nuemaihom (2022)
or (Nuemaihom, 2022: 23).

2. References are listed fully in alphabetical order according to the last
name of the author and not numbered. Moreover, the last name is written first,
followed by the initial letter of his/her first name.
