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Abstract

The research aimed to 1) study the dynamics of Naga-related folklore and
beliefs of different areas, 2) develop a smart map information system, 3) promote
learning and use the information system to map beliefs about the Nagas. Interview
with the key informants were 30 people who provided important information about

beliefs in the Naga. Evaluating satisfaction with the use of information systems,
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150 people. They were derived by a specific sampling. A qualitative content was
analyzed and synthesized by a descriptive method. Statistics used were mean, and
standard deviation. The research findings were as follows. 1) the dynamics of Naga
stories and folklore of different areas were indicative of different contexts,
geographical and physical surroundings of the Naga. The dynamics in the study can
be divided into four ages: the Naga dependent on natural resources and water
sources, the Naga in the age of changes and development, the Naga in the age of
modernization and inequality, and the Naga in the age of tourism and
commercialization; 2) the smart map information system linked to the Naga beliefs
could be divided into two parts: (1) the information system part; (2) the coordinates
to be linked to the geographical information. 3) The satisfaction of the information

system users under study was at a high level (X =4.50,S.D.=0.67)

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the diversity of biological
resources and local wisdom of the Mekong Basin woven textile communities and 2)
to study ways to increase the economic value of textiles in the Mekong Basin
communities. Field data were collected through in-depth interviews with 30 key
informants, and data were analyzed using qualitative research methods. The results
showed that Mekong communities in Thailand and Laos PDR continued to inherit the
weaving practices from their ancestors. It is also a diverse community with abundant
biological resources. Therefore, they adopted a variety of raw materials available in
the community used as fabric dyes for weaving textiles for households, which
available in the community by dyeing natural colors from leaves, flowers, and fruits
of local plants. This is the wisdom inherited from the ancestors and the process of
learning the wisdom of dying from nature continuously. Communities along the
Thai-Laos Mekong River Basin have emphasized the process of participation of

people in the community, especially the members of the weaving group, to learn the
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knowledge and skills of woven textiles to product development in textile motifs and
pattern design to achieve novelty and modernity able to respond to the needs of

consumers.

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Abstract

This study aimed to 1) investigate Kui cultural identity-based tourism
community souvenir products, 2) develop Kui cultural identity-based tourist
community souvenir products, and 3) examine the degree of satisfaction with the
production of Kui cultural identity-based tourism community souvenirs. The
researcher employed questionnaires, structured interviews, group discussions, and
observations. Three main informant groups were identified: tourism groups,
professionals in design and marketing, and Ban Rong Ra fabric and souvenir
production groups. There were three groups of key informants: Ban Rong Ra fabric

and souvenir production groups, tourist groups, and design and marketing experts.
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The researcher used the data to analyze the community identity for the design of the
Saew bag, which was then reviewed by design experts. The results found that tourists
wanted two types of bags: shoulder bags and a long handbag. Therefore, the
researcher developed a prototype product and tested its satisfaction. It was found that
the tourist group had satisfaction assessment results before receiving development.
Their satisfaction was as follows: 1) Suitability for use (M =3.8, S.D.=0.5),

2) Design (M =3.5, S.D. = 0.5), and 3) marketing (M = 3.4, S.D. = 0.6) when the
researcher developed souvenirs. Therefore, the evaluation results were as follows:

1) Suitability for use (M =4.2, S.D. =0.5), 2) design (M = 4.0, S.D. =0.5), and

3) marketing (M = 3.8, S.D. = 0.6) compared to before development, it was found

that there was a tendency to improve in every aspect.

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Abstract

This purpose of this research was to (1) study the culture of local rice
varieties production and (2) create a database of economy, society, culture and local
wisdom in Chanthaburi Province, three areas: foothill, plain and seaside. The
qualitative research method was as follows: 1) selecting qualitative samples, that are
different in the context of culture, economy, and local wisdom, 2) in-depth interviews
10 farmers, 3) participant observation. The results of the research were found that the
culture of production and transformation of local rice varieties in the past in three
areas had similar main characteristics, namely human and animal labor, production
for household consumption with surplus for sale under local wisdom. Now, the
production power has been changed from animal labor to machines and continues to
produce for sustenance with surplus for sale. The different parts were:
1) foothill of the Chong ethnic group, grows highland rice once a year and continues
to maintain original production and collaborate to make organic rice, 2) plain, grows
lowland rice a few times a year with growing reeds to weave for sale, and 3) seaside,
grows lowland a few times a year. The community and Nong Chim Subdistrict
Administrative Organization collaborate the restoration of local rice varieties for

agricultural tourism.

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Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to study the level of participatory
governance of the civil society sector in the administration of Koh Samui
Municipality, 2) to study factors affecting participatory governance of the civil
society sector in the administration of Koh Samui Municipality, and 3) to develop
participatory governance model of the civil society sector in the administration of
Koh Samui Municipality. It is a mixed methods research. Datum was collected from
a stratified random sampling of 338 samples using questionnaire. Twenty-five key
stakeholders were chosen on the basis of purposive sampling using in-depth
interviews. Quantitative data was analyzed with statistics, mean, standard deviation,
and structural equation modeling. Qualitative data was analyzed with content
analysis. The study results found that participatory governance was at the level of
‘moderate’. Political factor was an important factor, followed by management factor,
and social factors respectively. All three factors are consistent with participatory
governance. Public hearings and referendums on public issues, laws and regulations

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Abstract

This research study aimed to investigate how the Chinese society was
reflected in the Collection of Sou Shen Ji Fairy Tales written during the Eastern Jin
Dynasty and considered an important piece of literature which became a prototype
and a foundation for the development of Chinese literature in the later periods. The
research method was document analysis. The research results showed that the
Collection of Sou Shen Ji tales contained various events and phenomena which
reflected the conditions of the Chinese society during that time period in 9 areas,
namely (1) belief, 2) tradition, 3) morality, 4) religion and philosophy, 5) politics,
government, and rules, 6) social relations, 7) disease treatments, 8) semiotic
differentiations, and 9) culture. Interestingly, it was found although multiple
dimensions of the Chinese society were reflected in this Collection of Sou Shen Ji
tales, reflections on economics or warfare did not exist. Clearly, the authors of the
tales in this collection wanted to present a picture of a society full of beliefs related to
gods, ghosts, demons, and various rituals mainly derived from what the people

believed.
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Abstract

This article aimed to study the concepts in the short stories of Chamlong
Fangchonchit. From a collection of famous short stories that were received honorary
awards from 1988-2019, a total of 78 stories. The study results revealed that there
were four areas of the concepts: 1) The concept expressing point of views was found
views towards social values, namely, a positive view towards social values is the
value of love for nation, religion, and the monarchy and a negative view towards
social values, namely, the value of selfishness. the value of wealth and luxury. found
views towards politics and governance, namely, political violence and conflict
management using peaceful methods. found economic views, namely, emerging
careers and economic problems that affect employees. found views towards social
problems, namely, drug problems. school-age pregnancy (teenage pregnancy) and
crimes. 2) The concept expressing behavior, namely, health behavior related to the
use of herbs, and religious behavior and belief, namely, religious tradition belief in
the law of Karma belief in merit and belief in superstition. 3) The concept expressing
pictures and situations, namely, poverty. changes in the way of life of people in
communities and the way of life of people in Bangkok. And 4) The concept related to

nature and environment, namely, problems about natural resources and environment,

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Abstract

The study examined the impact of English conversation drama practice
exercises on the English-speaking proficiency of first-year university students
learning English as a foreign language (EFL). Focused on practical and professional
conversational skills within the "English for Life and Work" course, the research
gathered insights from students in the upper northeastern region of Thailand during
the first semester of 2023. Participants were intentionally selected from five cohorts,
totaling 500 students enrolled in the course. Data analysis involved percentage
analysis, calculating the mean, assessing standard deviation, and continuous testing.
The findings revealed that prior to the intervention, the experimental group exhibited
a high level of English speaking ability, with an average rating of 3.86. However,
only 13.3% of students demonstrated admirable speaking abilities. Following the

intervention, an impressive 93.3% of students achieved a 'very good' level of English
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speaking proficiency. An extensive assessment of students' speaking skills before and
after the experiment showcased a significant improvement, surpassing their initial

proficiency levels. These results underscore the effectiveness of English conversation
drama practice exercises in substantially enhancing students' English-speaking skills,

with statistical significance observed at the .05 level.

Introduction

Proficiency in spoken English is a major challenge for students studying
English as a foreign language (EFL) in Thailand. The transition to university level
education poses challenges, particularly during their transition to university-level
education, where English-speaking courses may deviate from their linguistic
foundations. The complexities of the English spoken language exacerbate the
difficulties faced by Thai students learning English as a foreign language. In order to
tackle these factors, it is crucial to conduct a thorough analysis of different elements,
such as motivational factors, learning opportunities, existing knowledge, proficient
study skills, and the incorporation of engaging learning activities. (Tantiwich &
Sinwongsuwat, 2021).

Angwatanakul (1997) emphasized the importance of English as a global
language integrated into daily life. Despite concerted efforts to prioritize English
language education, the proficiency of Thai students in spoken English remains

insufficient. The process of acquiring English as a second language is inherently
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challenging, as traditional textbooks dominate classrooms and hinder practical
application.

English speaking is a crucial skill for college students, especially those who
lack effective strategies for learning spoken communication. The transition to higher
education often presents challenges in speaking ability, primarily due to a lack of
self-confidence, restricted vocabulary, inadequate language skills for real-life
interactions, and a lack of analytical thinking and expressive capabilities
(Nurmalasari, Tahir, Korompot, 2023:56). Factors such as speech anxiety, word
recall challenges, limited practice with instructors and peers, and aversion to
speaking skills courses exacerbate these difficulties (Galante, 2018). To address these
challenges, the researcher is introducing English conversation activities within the
"English for Life and Work" course. English for Life and Work (GE 44002) serves as
a General Education requirement, stipulated at three credits, obligatory for all
enrolled students at Udonthani Rajabhat University. Its fundamental objective lies in
fostering proficiency across the four core language skills, with particular emphasis
directed towards enhancing aptitude in auditory comprehension and oral expression.
Therefor , the activity initiatively aims to cultivate practical speaking skills
applicable to everyday communication and professional scenarios, fostering a
positive and interactive learning environment, as well as aims to enhance students'
communicative competencies and foster happiness and motivation among them.

Within the realm of the ESL/EFL classroom, the integration of dramatic
elements constitutes a holistic pedagogical approach encompassing diverse activities
such as improvisational exercises, enactment of scripted scenarios, and spontaneous
performance creation. These modalities serve to immerse students in English

language acquisition endeavors by actively engaging their imaginative faculties and
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emotive capacities. In the context of GE 44002, the conventional practice of
situational dialogue rehearsal in pairs is deemed mundane. Conversely, the
formulation and enactment of dramatic narratives emerge as a more engaging and
enjoyable instructional strategy. In contrast to role-play, where participants typically
assume predetermined roles and interact within specific scenarios, drama
incorporates scripted narratives that encompass broader situational contexts. This
distinction allows for a more expansive exploration of various linguistic and socio-
cultural scenarios, enabling learners to engage with language in multifaceted
contexts. Within the educational context of GE 44002, the utilization of scripted
dramas offers a platform for students to immerse themselves in diverse linguistic
situations, thereby enhancing their language proficiency through the exploration of

nuanced language use within realistic contexts.

Communication Theories

The process of language acquisition is complex and requires a holistic
approach considering various factors. Communication theories, particularly those
centered on communicative competence, underscore the importance of effectively
using language in practical contexts, surpassing mere memorization of grammatical
rules and vocabulary. This study focuses on cultivating practical speaking skills,
aiming to equip students with the ability to engage effectively in verbal
communication (Mohamad Nor & Rashid, 2018:8). Understanding the psychological
barriers to communication and the interaction between psychological factors and
spoken language proficiency is crucial. Incorporating real-life scenarios aligns with
constructivist theories, emphasizing the significance of social interaction and

authentic contexts in language skill development. Sociocultural perspectives,
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influenced by Vygotsky's research, emphasize the role of social interactions, cultural
context, and genuine communication experiences in language acquisition. Engaging
students in practical situations enhances their understanding of effective spoken
language acquisition (Souzandehfar & Ahmed Abdel-Al Ibrahim, 2023). Drama
activities have been recognized as beneficial for improving the speaking skills of
English as a Foreign Language (EFL) learners, promoting spontaneous speech and
fluency, even if occasional language mistakes occur (Bessadet, 2022). Engaging in
drama can significantly contribute to EFL learners' ability to communicate effectively
in English (Vaishnavi & Ajit, 2023; Bessadet, 2022). In response, the researcher aims
to bridge the gap by introducing English conversation activities within the "English
for Life and Work" course for EFL first-year students, focusing on practical speaking
skills for everyday communication and work scenarios. The initiative seeks to
enhance students' communicative abilities in real-world contexts, ultimately
contributing to the development of adept graduates with strong communication skills.
The design of conversation drama exercises aims to simulate real-life situations

where English is commonly used, ensuring practical application of English skills.

Research Objectives

1) To investigate the impact of English conversation drama practice
exercises on the development of English-speaking proficiency among Thai EFL first-
year students in the "English for Life and Work" course

2) To investigate the students’ attitudes toward practicing English

conversations through drama exercises
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Research Methodology

1. Population and Samples Used in the Research

The study involved 1,800 first-year students enrolled in the "English for Life
and Work" course at Udonthani Rajabhat University. The sample size, comprising
100 students, was determined through rigorous statistical analysis and precedent
studies. The sample size, representing approximately 5.6% of the total population,
was chosen deliberately to yield meaningful insights. Purposive random sampling
technique ensured diverse student characteristics and experiences, enhancing the
generalizability of the findings. The study's representativeness was assessed based on
demographic information and academic backgrounds.

This study utilizes a quasi-experimental design, incorporating a pre-test and
post-test, to examine the efficacy of drama-based methods in enhancing spoken

language for communication abilities among first-year EFL students.

2. Data Collection

Phrase 1: The development of English Conversation Drama Practice
Exercises for enhancing speaking achievement in the English for Life and Work
course for EFL students involves the following steps:

The process of developing English Conversation Drama Practice Exercises
to enhance speaking achievement in the "English for Life and Work" course for EFL
students involves several key steps. Firstly, the researchers conducted an extensive
literature review on language acquisition, drama-based teaching methods, and
English language proficiency development, identifying gaps and opportunities for
integrating drama exercises into English language courses. Secondly, the current

English-speaking proficiency levels of first-year students enrolled in the course were
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assessed, pinpointing specific areas for improvement and challenges in their speaking
abilities. Thirdly, collaboration with language experts and educators led to the design
of a series of tailored English conversation drama practice exercises aligned with the
course curriculum, focusing on practical conversations in various life and work
scenarios. Fourthly, pilot testing was conducted by administering the developed
exercises to a limited number of students outside the sample group to gather feedback
on efficacy, engagement, and practicality. Based on this feedback, adjustments were
made to the exercises. Additionally, specialists conducted a thorough analysis of the
lesson plans to ensure a strong correlation between the questions and the study
objectives, as measured by the Index of Item-Objective Congruence (IOC). These
steps collectively ensured the systematic development and refinement of the English
Conversation Drama Practice Exercises to effectively enhance students' speaking
achievement in the targeted course.

The test conducted to evaluate the English Conversation Drama Practice
Exercise demonstrated strong validity, as indicated by Index of Item-Objective
Congruence (IOC) scores ranging from 0.60 to 1.00, allowing retention of 83 out of
the 100 items. The difficulty (P) values ranged from 0.2 to 0.8, while discrimination
(R) values were consistently 0.2 or higher, ensuring the test's reliability. Ultimately,
40 questions closely aligned with the objectives and maintained consistency, forming
the basis of the test comprising multiple-choice questions totaling 40 items and 40
points, with an IOC ranging between 0.67 and 1.00, affirming coherence. The
questions demonstrated varying difficulty levels (P) within the range of 0.20 to 0.79,
with effective discrimination abilities spanning 0.37 to 0.93. Importantly, the test
displayed a commendable reliability coefficient of 0.82, instilling confidence in its

outcomes.
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The conversation exercise was implemented with a non-sample group
selected through cluster random sampling, comprising EFL students from the first
semester of the academic year 2022. Individual performance assessments, conducted
through one-on-one tryouts involving three participants, ensured a systematic and
unbiased selection process for evaluating the exercise's impact. The effectiveness of
the learning management plan was assessed using the ratio E1/E2, yielding a measure
of 81.02/80.56, which further validated its efficacy. In the second semester of the
academic year 2022, a Small Group Tryout involving 10 participants resulted in an
efficiency ratio of 82.14/81.83. Subsequently, a field performance assessment during
the same semester, incorporating 30 students, observed an efficiency ratio of E1/E2 =
82.86/81.72. These findings collectively affirm that the researcher-developed
learning plan consistently meets the predefined effectiveness criterion of 80/80.

Phrase 2: Pre-test and Post-test

1) Participant Selection involves the careful curation of a representative
sample comprising first-year students enrolled in the "English for Life and Work"
course. This selection process aims to ensure the inclusivity and diversity of the
participants. Two distinct groups are formed: one for the pretest assessment and
another for the posttest evaluation.

2) Pre-Test: In assessing speaking proficiency, the utilization of multiple-
choice questions serves as the preferred test format due to its capacity to facilitate
concurrent evaluation of a substantial cohort of students. This format affords a
standardized framework, thereby mitigating examiner bias and ensuring equitable
appraisal across heterogeneous student demographics. Administer a pre-test to assess
their initial English-speaking proficiency levels. This establishes a baseline for

comparison.
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3) Implementation: Introduce the English conversation drama practice
exercises. In GE 44002, each drama exercise is crafted to reflect fundamental English
language competencies pertinent to daily life scenarios. Each drama exercise is
supplemented with relevant vocabulary, language structures, and cultural nuances to
enhance learners' linguistic proficiency and cultural competence. In this
comprehensive drama exercise, participants are immersed in a series of real-life
scenarios, spanning from everyday interactions to critical situations; greetings and
introductions, simulated shopping experiences, travel adventures, job interview
simulations, telephone conversations. By combining all six topics into one drama
exercise and allowing students to rewrite the script in their own style, each group will
produce a unique and personalized performance, showcasing their creativity and
language proficiency over the course of six weeks.

4) Post-Test: After the completion of the exercises, administer a post-test to
evaluate their English-speaking proficiency levels. Compare the results with the pre-

test to measure the impact of the drama exercises.

Phrase 3: Investigate Students' Attitudes

1) Survey Design: 1) Survey Design: The attitude survey was created and
assessed based on specific criteria. Subsequently, the survey underwent scrutiny by
specialists to guarantee its coherence and structure. Upon thorough examination of
the survey design, a favorable consistency coefficient of 0.90 was attained. After
analyzing the scores, it was determined that the survey items had a high level of
internal consistency, as evidenced by a Cronbach's alpha value of 0.83. This confirms

the reliability of the survey.
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2) Following the completion of the development process, the attitude
survey was conducted. The survey had to be conducted in accordance with the plan to
guarantee uniformity and precision. Data was gathered in a methodical and uniform

manner in order to enhance the reliability and validity of the attitude survey.

3. Data Analysis and Statistics

The acquired data underwent a thorough analysis employing various data
analysis and statistical techniques to derive significant insights. Firstly, the drama
conversation was enriched, and a learning management plan was devised by
conducting content analysis on information from the CEFR A2-B1 textbook for
English learners. This involved meticulously analyzing the textbook content to
extract relevant material for crafting drama exercises and formulating an effective
learning strategy. Secondly, the efficacy of the research instruments was evaluated
through several steps: verifying the overall quality and validity of the test by ensuring
alignment with intended content and skills, experts' assessment using Likert's 5-level
scale to ensure accuracy in measuring study objectives, evaluating test difficulty (p)
and discrimination ability (r), assessing overall confidence in test results, and
determining test consistency and reliability using the Kuder-Richardson Formula 20
(KR-20). Thirdly, the effectiveness of the learning package was gauged against a
criterion of 80/80, necessitating both process (E1) and outcome (E2) evaluation
scores to surpass 80. Fourthly, collected data was summarized and presented using
descriptive statistics such as means, standard deviations, and frequencies.
Additionally, a paired-sample t-test was conducted to compare pre-test and post-test
scores, aiming to identify statistically significant differences in students' language

proficiency before and after the introduction of drama exercises. Lastly, students'
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perspectives on learning were evaluated using a 5-level Likert scale assessment to
gauge their satisfaction and perception of the implemented strategies. Overall, these
comprehensive analyses provided valuable insights into the efficacy and impact of
the drama-based learning approach on enhancing English language proficiency

among EFL students.

Results

1. Research objective 1: To investigate the impact of English conversation
drama practice exercises on the development of English-speaking proficiency among
first-year students in the "English for Life and Work" course.

The comparison between the pre-test and post-test scores revealed a
significant improvement in English-speaking proficiency among the first-year
students enrolled in the "English for Life and Work" course. The post-test scores
were notably higher than the pre-test scores, indicating substantial progress in the
participants' language skills. The efficacy analysis of the English conversations
through drama exercises in enhancing speaking achievements in the English for Life
and Work (GE 44002) course for undergraduate students at is shown in Table 2.

The implementation of English conversation drama practice exercises in the
"English for Life and Work" course proved effective in enhancing first-year students'
English-speaking proficiency. The exercises fostered a dynamic and interactive
learning environment that facilitated practical language use and boosted students'

confidence in engaging in English conversations.

Table 1 reveals the effectiveness of the English conversation drama practice
exercises on the development of English-speaking proficiency among EFL first-year
students in the "English for Life and Work" course. The English conversation drama
practice exercises achieved an efficiency value of 82.76 for process evaluation (E,)
and 83.05 for outcome evaluation (E,). The dataset indicated that E, and E, are quite
similar, with E, scores being slightly higher on average. These values align with the
established 80/80 criterion, signifying that the designed exercises effectively
facilitate learning management within the sample group. The comparative results of
learning achievement using English conversation drama practice exercises to enhance
English-speaking proficiency among EFL first-year students are depicted for both

pre-test and post-test. The findings are the comparative results of learning
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achievement using English conversation drama practice exercises to enhance
English-speaking proficiency among EFL first-year students are depicted for both

pre-test and post-test periods. The findings are illustrated in Table 2.

The comparative outcomes of learning achievement using English
conversation drama practice exercises to enhance English-speaking proficiency
among EFL first-year students are presented for both pre-test and post-test
evaluations. The analysis revealed that the learners' achievement scores post-learning
were significantly higher than their scores prior to learning, the level of statistical
significance is extremely high (p < 0.001), indicating a highly significant difference

between the means of the posttest and pretest.

3.2 Research objective 2: to investigate the students’ attitudes toward practicing
English conversations through drama exercises.
The investigation into students' attitudes toward practicing English

conversations through drama exercises revealed positive outcomes. Students
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exhibited a favorable disposition towards this pedagogical approach, showcasing an
encouraging level of enthusiasm and engagement in the process.

Table 3 presented the outcomes of the participants' opinions regarding the
English conversations through drama exercises in enhancing speaking achievements
in English for Life and Work (GE 44002) course for EFL students. The overall

assessment reached the highest level, with a mean of 4.52 and a standard deviation of
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0.04 across all items. Among the items, being engaging and interesting scored the

highest mean of 4.82, with a standard deviation of 0.39.

Discussions

1. The notable increase in students' language achievement attributed to the
utilization of English conversation drama practice exercises can be attributed to
several key factors, underscoring the meticulous design and validation of research
tools. Firstly, the careful design of research tools played a pivotal role in enhancing
language achievement. These tools were intricately crafted to align precisely with
research objectives and accurately measure the targeted constructs. Through an
exhaustive review of pertinent literature, items and questions within the research
tools were conceptualized to be conceptually grounded and directly relevant to the
study's focal points. Such meticulous design ensured that the tools effectively
captured the specific language constructs under investigation (Housen et al., 2018).

Furthermore, the validation process significantly contributed to enhancing
students' language achievement. Experts in the field of language education and
assessment rigorously scrutinized the research tools, assessing aspects such as clarity,
relevance, and appropriateness of items. Their invaluable insights and critiques
ensured that the tools were valid and aptly measured the intended constructs, thereby
bolstering the credibility of the research findings (Robinson, 2007).

Additionally, conducting a pilot study with a small sample of participants
served as a crucial step in refining the research tools. This preliminary investigation
aimed to gauge the comprehensibility and efficacy of the tools, identifying any
necessary modifications to enhance user-friendliness and precision. By improving

face validity, the pilot study confirmed the accurate measurement of intended
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language constructs, ensuring accessibility and understanding among the target
population.

Drawing on related research, such as the work of Tremblay (2011), further
enriched the study's effectiveness in enhancing language achievement. Tremblay's
research on developing teaching materials and instructional kits for diverse domains
provided valuable insights into successful teaching methods and materials applicable
in various contexts. Integrating cross-disciplinary knowledge contributed to the
efficacy of language achievement strategies embedded within the drama exercises,
thus augmenting students' overall language proficiency.

2. The outcome of students' attitudes toward engaging in English
conversations through drama exercises demonstrates a notably high level of
positivity, attributable to various factors within the instructional approach and
learning process. One significant contributor to these favorable attitudes is the
interactive and dynamic nature of drama exercises. Engaging in role-playing and
creating communication scenarios offers students a refreshing and immersive
platform to practice English conversational skills. Unlike traditional methods that can
be static and passive, drama exercises actively involve students in real-life language
usage, making language learning more engaging and enjoyable. Additionally, the
active involvement of students in shaping and developing the script within their
groups fosters a sense of ownership over the content, storyline, and interactions. This
participatory approach empowers students, enhancing their motivation and
enthusiasm for language practice.

Moreover, drama exercises address common apprehensions associated with
traditional language learning methods, such as anxiety about using a new language in

real-life situations. By providing a supportive and safe environment for applying
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English in authentic contexts, drama exercises help reduce anxiety and encourage
students to express themselves more freely. This bridge between classroom learning
and real-world language use facilitates a smoother transition and diminishes
intimidation. Research conducted by Bora (2020); Galante and Thomson (2016); and
Gill (2013) supports the notion that the engaging, interactive, and learner-centered
nature of drama exercises contributes to this positive response. When students are
actively engaged and have the opportunity to shape their learning experiences, they
tend to exhibit more enthusiasm and motivation for language learning. Thus, drama
exercises align with contemporary teaching methods that prioritize learner

engagement and participation.

Recommendations
1. suggestions for applying the research findings

1.1 Based on this research, teachers should define clear learning
objectives that align with language proficiency goals because English language
learning is the main goal. Clearly communicate these objectives to students so they
understand the purpose.

1.2 The teacher should prepare the complexity of drama exercises to
match the proficiency levels of your students. Consider their linguistic abilities, age,

cultural backgrounds, and prior exposure to drama activities.
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Suggestions for the further research

2.1 Investigate the sustainability of the skills acquired through drama
exercises over an extended period. Study the long-term impact of the benefits of
enhanced language proficiency and positive attitudes.

2.2 Expand the scope of the investigation to explore how drama exercises
impact not only language proficiency but also other aspects of language learning,

such as intercultural communication skills.

The research aims to 1) Study the situation of marketing problems and
competitive strategies, 2) Developing digital marketing strategies to create competitive
advantage, 3) The relationship between digital marketing strategies and competitive
advantage, and 4) The relationship between competitive advantage and marketing
performance.

Introduction

The Office of the Royal Society of Thailand (2018) defined literacy not
only the ability to read, write, think, and calculate effectively but also has evolved to
include knowledge, competency, and skills, with practical skills focusing on using
tools to acquire knowledge and intellectual skills focusing on intellectual
development. Literacy skills are based on educational, religious, cultural, mental, and
emotional processes, and involve understanding the essence of issues, linking prior
knowledge, fostering new knowledge, and creating innovative ideas for real utility.

According to Sulentic Dowell from Louisiana State University (2021),
literacy leadership highlights the expertise and attitudes of leaders at all education
system levels, including coaches, principals, curriculum supervisors, and educators.
These leaders must develop effective interpersonal skills and be aware of political
motivations influencing literacy policies and practices.

The Ministry of Education New Zealand (2020) studied the role of a
literacy leader in identifying students' literacy learning needs, implementing tailored
professional development, creating a professional learning community, supporting
teachers in implementing new approaches, and evaluating the impact of these

changes.
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Moreover, the National Literacy Trust (2022) analyzed literacy leadership
in secondary schools and that literacy includes the important skills of reading,
writing, and oral communication that allow students to access different parts of the
curriculum. Literacy school administrators are the ones who make this happen, so
school administrators in literacy have a role throughout the school. and has
responsibilities covering various activities such as data and evidence analysis
strategic planning, observing, and developing teaching practices for continuous
professional development, and leading to change.

Furthermore, Bean and Ippolito (2022) show that distributed leadership in
educational settings involves principals sharing literacy leadership responsibilities
with professionals and community stakeholders, promoting a reciprocal learning and
influence dynamic between principals and informal leaders.

Nevertheless, Sharp, Piper and Raymond (2023) aimed to instill literacy
leadership qualities in upcoming teachers and instructional leaders by exposing them
to diverse learning experiences. They stressed the importance of specific training in
literacy leadership during teacher preparation, focusing on understanding literacy
content, teaching methods, and fostering a positive literacy culture.

Similarly, Puthaprasert et al. (2023, p. 160) proposed the success factors
and conditions of school administration towards the next normal school,
administrators had to perform a role of literacy leadership and be situated within
distributive leadership. These roles required a strategic construct of the content and
pedagogical knowledge of literacy that converges with traditional leadership skill sets
to support student learning and teacher capacity.

It can be concluded that literacy leadership involves leaders at all levels of

the education system, including coaches, principals, curriculum supervisors, and
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educators. School administrators have to identify students' literacy learning needs,
implement professional development, create a professional learning community,
support teachers, and evaluate changes.

Therefore, school administrators are challenged with strong leadership,
collaboration among stakeholders, and being responsible for cultivating a literacy
culture and fostering effective teaching and learning. By implementing this model of
literacy leadership, school administrators can have directions to create an
environment where all students have the support and resources, they need to develop

strong literacy skills and achieve academic success.

The content
analysis was used to categorize the core elements and sub-elements.

Phase 2: The problem situations of literacy leadership for school
administrators and recommended feasible guidelines for developing literacy
leadership for school administrators were inquired by using a semi-structured
interview form, conducting an in-depth interview of fifteen informants selected by
purposive sampling, school administrators who received awards for outstanding
educational institutions in the management, Olympic Academic Best Practice, IQA
awards, Royal School, Excellent Educational Institutions, the year 2021-2023. The
data were analyzed by content analysis and classified into issues.

Phase 3: The development of a model of literacy leadership for school
administrators was operated into two steps:

Step 3.1: The research team drafted a model based on the synthesis
components and sub-components from Phase 1 and the study results of the problem
situations and feasible guidelines from Phase 2 and selected the significant issues to
be a part of a model comprising five components: 1) model principles, 2) model
objectives, 3) model operational procedures, 4) model evaluation, and 5) model
conditions for success.

Step 3.2: The examination of the accuracy and suitability of a model of
literacy leadership for school administrators, the research team organized a workshop
of fifteen faculty lecturers in the field of educational administration and school
administrators who hold a doctorate in educational administration or related
educational fields selected by purposive sampling. The instruments used were a
drafted model and an examination form. The results of the examination were

analyzed in frequency and percentage.
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Phase 4: The policy proposals and practical proposals for promoting

literacy leadership for school administrators were criticized by organizing a

brainstorming session (Zoom meeting) to generate ideas from fifteen experts in

various fields, school administrators who encourage special educational projects

according to the Bureau of Academic Affairs and Educational Standards, Ministry of

Education, Thailand both government and private school including the research team.

An instrument used was a meeting record form. The content analysis was analyzed to

classify into issues.

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Discussion

From the research results, there were important issues that the research
could be discussed as follows:

The derived core elements of literacy leadership for school administrators
consist of vision and advocacy, curriculum and instruction, assessment and data
analysis, collaboration and communication, and professional development, including
evaluation and continuous improvement, consistent with Yurkewecz (2020),
suggested that administrators actively contributed to the success of teacher leadership
roles within the districts where the participants worked. Although the teacher
leadership grant initially provided only one year of funding for these educators, even
three years after the grant concluded, the district continued to formally acknowledge
all three participants as teacher leaders.

Concerning a variety of problem situations of literacy leadership for school
administrators and feasible guidelines for developing literacy leadership for school
administrators in accordance with the findings of Bean (2020), the diversity and
equity challenges discussed earlier posed difficulties for educators, specialized
literacy experts, and school administrators. Standards served as a guide for those
preparing literacy professionals, for states responsible for establishing teacher and
student standards, for educational service areas aiming to hire literacy experts
capable of effective teaching in today’s educational landscape, and for literacy
professionals themselves. Additionally, Espafiola et al. (2022) studied the experience
and learning needs of teachers of Mamanwa Y outh, they were cognizant of the
challenges, which they described as encompassing low parental involvement and
limited behavioral engagement of the learners. Furthermore, the highlights of the

identified problems and needs encompassed a requirement for increased parental
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participation, subpar academic engagement among Mamanwa learners, and
challenges in social integration. Another category of teacher attributions, included
attributions to students’ insufficient study and literacy skills, economic and
geographical hindrances, as well as other contributing factors.

Regarding model of literacy leadership for school administrators that
influence for school administration, Plaatjies (2019), mentioned the capabilities of
primary school administrators in the context of literacy leadership that specific
competencies related to literacy leadership encompass the principals’ knowledge of
the literacy curriculum, their oversight of the literacy instructional program, their
efforts to empower literacy teachers through professional development initiatives,
their methods of promoting literacy-rich classrooms, and the significance of
principals having a clear vision and mission for literacy instruction. The findings
indicated that principals have a limited grasp of the literacy curriculum and struggle
with data-driven decision-making.

Similarly, Puthaprasert et al. (2023, p. 160) proposed the success factors
and conditions of school administration towards the next normal school,
administrators had to perform a role of literacy leadership and be situated within
distributive leadership. These roles required a strategic construct of the content and
pedagogical knowledge of literacy that converges with traditional leadership skill sets
to support student learning and teacher capacity.

It could be summarized that the role of literacy leadership in school
administration focuses on school administrators’ knowledge of the literacy
curriculum, oversight of instructional programs, professional development initiatives,
and promoting literacy-rich classrooms. The findings also suggest that school

administrators must struggle with data-driven decision-making and need to perform
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literacy leadership within distributive leadership, combining content and pedagogical

knowledge with the next normal leadership skills.

Recommendations

The influence of literacy leadership on school administration should play a
role to guide teachers to improve teaching and student learning. School
administrators should acquire literacy knowledge, understand shared ownership, and
share professional knowledge standards. To achieve literacy for all, schools should
create a learning atmosphere, establish literacy leadership teams, support teachers,
and discuss best practices. Effective administrators treat teachers with respect, value

their ideas, and empower them to share professions.

The purpose of this article is to study the costs of producing jasmine rice
for farmers from the use of agrochemicals and the farmers' adaptation methods for
controlling production costs.

Waste management is a growing challenge in developing cities like Maha
Sarakham, Thailand, due to increasing population density. This research investigates

waste management practices in the area around Maha Sarakham University,
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incorporating knowledge from various disciplines through a participatory action
research approach (Community Based Research). The study involved representatives
from the university, local government, businesses, and residents (30 participants)
through surveys, interviews, focus groups, and observations.

The research proposes a six-point plan for tackling waste issues: 1)
Stakeholder Collaboration: fostering cooperation among all entities to create a sense
of shared responsibility. 2) GIS Technology: utilizing Geographic Information
Systems (GIS) to map waste generation zones, pinpointing problem areas and waste
volumes. 3) Progressive Waste Collection Taxes: implementing a system where
waste collection fees are linked to the amount of waste produced, incentivizing waste
reduction. 4) Municipal Ordinances: developing targeted waste management
regulations specific to the local context. 5) Joint Waste Management: designing a
collaborative approach for managing waste in areas shared by the university and
surrounding communities. 6) Organic Fertilizer Production: establishing a university-
led model for transforming waste into organic fertilizer. By creating a platform for
collaboration and knowledge exchange, this approach fosters social innovation and
cooperation among stakeholders, promoting a shared understanding of the issue and

facilitating its solution as development partners.

Manuscript Preparation Guidelines for the Submission of
Academic and Research Articles in Journal of

Humanities and Social Sciences (JHUSOC)

1. The full article should be submitted in the Word File as an electronic
file using Microsoft Office Word 2010 onwards via the website: https://so03.tci-thaijo.
org/index.php/jhusoc/index.

2. The article must be relevant to the main subject category i.e. Social
Sciences. This category includes the following three subject areas: 1) Arts and
Humanities, 2) Economics, Econometrics and Finance, and 3) Social Sciences. Moreover,
the manuscript must be under the following five sub-subject areas: 1) General Arts
and Humanities, 2) Language and Linguistics, 3) General Economics, Econometrics
and Finance, 4) General Social Sciences, and 5) Sociology and Political Sciences.

3. The article must be typed on AS paper to include figures, tables,
references, and author’s brief personal data. Moreover, it should be between 15-20
pages in length.

4. Font

4.1 Angsana New with font size 14 is required. The article must be
typed in one column and single spacing. The top-bottom margins of 2 cm. and the
left-right margins of 1.8 cm. are used.

4.2 Both Thai and English article titles should be in bold face, font
size 16 with initial caps of the content words, and be centered. Only English title is
required for the article written in English or other languages.

4.3 The author’s name (and the advisor’s name) must be written in both
Thai and English. It must also be typed in bold using font size 14 and centered on the

page. For the Thai article, the author’s name is numbered in order.
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4.4 Department(s)/program(s), faculty(s) and affiliation(s) must be
written in both Thai and English, and set flush on the left using font size 12 below the
author’s name. For the Thai article, their Thai information is numbered in order.

5. Either Thai or English article can be submitted. In the case of an English
article, it must be verified and signed by an English language expert before being sent
to the editor.

6. The article submitted for publication in JHUSOC has not already been
published elsewhere or is not under consideration by peer reviewers for publication in
other journals.

7. The article must contain both Thai and English abstracts with no more
than 1 page of AS, or between 150-200 words. Only English abstract is required for the
article written in English or other languages.

8. The author must strictly comply with the reference system and the criteria
for the publication of academic or research articles set by the journal.

9. The article will be reviewed by three peer reviews. This goes in line with
the Office of Civil Service Commission’s announcement relevant to the criteria and
procedures for considering the academic appointment of university lecturers (Issue no.
4) B.E. 2564.

10. The Editorial board is responsible for the final decision regarding
acceptance or rejection of the article published in the journal.

11. The author will be officially informed if his/her article is not accepted.
However, the manuscript will not be sent back to him/her.

12. The author/authors (researcher/researchers) must write the personal
information in English in the last part of the article below the references, providing
a title (Mr. / Mrs. / Miss), an academic position i.e. Assistant Professor / Associate

Professor / Professor (if any), and a doctoral degree i.e. Dr. (If any). A full address,
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including a postal code, a fax number, and an email address, should also be provided.
It is noted if the author is a master’s or doctoral student, his/her personal information
must be presented while his/her advisors’ individual information is not required.

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* Components of Articles *

To write an academic article, clear points should be identified and appropriate
sequences of the content should be considered. The article should consist of the following
parts:

1. Title: The title should possess the short, concise and meaningful words. It
should be written in a word level, not a sentence level. The title with 8-15 words must be
written in both Thai and English. Moreover, the Thai title is typed first, followed by the
English one on the next line. However, only English title is required for the article written
in English or other foreign languages.

2. Abstract: The article contents are clearly summarized. Both Thai and English
abstracts are required. A one-page Thai abstract with 150-200 words is written first, fol-
lowed by the English one with the same number of words.

It is noted that only English abstract is required for the article written in English.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the
database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must be
placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English keywords are required for the article
written in English.

4. Introduction: The article background is presented. The article scope is also
specified.

5. Body of Text: The main contents and sub-topics of the article are identified.
Moreover, the topics are sorted by the contents.

6. References: In-text citation is based on the author-year system of the APA
(American Psychological Association) style (7th edition). It is noted that all entries in the

text should be listed in the references.
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* Components of Research Articles *

The research results should be presented systematically. The research article
should be composed of the following parts:

1. Title: The title should possess the short, concise and meaningful words.
It should be written in a word level, not a sentence level. The title with 8-15 words
must be written in both Thai and English. Moreover, the Thai title is typed first,
followed by the English one on the next line. However, only English title is required
for the article written in English or other foreign languages.

2. Abstract: The important research components, including objectives,
population, sample group, instruments, statistics for data analysis, and research results.
Both Thai and English abstracts must be written. The length of each language is not
more than 1 page or between 150-200 words. It is noted that only English abstract is
required for the article written in English.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from
the database are identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must
be placed below the abstract. It is noted that only English abstract is required for the
article written in English.

4. Introduction: The significance of research problems is identified. The
relevant literature is reviewed. In addition, the overall benefits obtained from the
research results are also presented.

5. Objective: The research objectives are clearly identified to reflect the
overall picture of the research.

6. Methodology: The research methods, including population, samples,
instruments, steps of data collection, and statistics for data analysis, are clearly indicated.

7. Results: The research results obtained from analyzing the data are clearly

interpreted according to the research objectives.
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8. Discussion: The research results are discussed with theoretical support
so as to check whether the current research results are in line with or against the previous
studies.

9. Recommendations: Utilization of the research results, and guidelines
for the next research should be recommended.

10. References: The references must be based on APA (American

Psychological Association) style (7th edition).
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* Writing References *

1. Both Thai and foreign authors’ names in the in-text citation must be
written in English only. Moreover, their last names should be written first, followed
by the year of publication, and/or page numbers, for example, Nuemaihom (2022) or
(Nuemaihom, 2022: 23).

2. References are listed fully in alphabetical order according to the last
name of the author and not numbered. Moreover, the last name is written first, fol-
lowed by the initial letter of his/her first name.

3. For referring the Thai documents, the documents must be translated
into English, and the additional word “in Thai” must be put in the brackets [ ] i.e. [in
Thai]. It is noted that the same format for referring both Thai and English documents is

required.
