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Abstract

This study investigated the effect of Muslim tourist behavior on the potential of halal
tourism destinations in the Songkhla Lake area. A total of 400 Muslim tourists were surveyed
using structured self-administered questionnaires. The data were collected through quota
sampling combined with convenience sampling and were analyzed using multiple regression
analysis at a significance level of O = 0.05. Six behavioral dimensions were examined: travel
patterns (X;), accommodation preferences (X,), dining behavior (X3), tourism activities (Xy),
religious practices (Xs), and spending behavior (X¢). Together, they explained 29.9% of the
variance in destination potential (R2 = 0.299, SE = 0.26917). Religious practices (Xs) emerged as
the strongest predictor, followed by tourism activities (X4), dining behavior (Xs), travel patterns
(X1), accommodation preferences (X,), and spending behavior (X¢). These results emphasized
the role of religious observance in shaping halal tourism potential and highlighted the varying
influence of other behavioral factors. The prediction equation was Y = 0.113X; + 0.089X, +
0.154X5 + 0.161X4 + 0.304X5 + 0.015X,, where Y represented the potential of halal tourism
destinations. The findings provide useful insights for tourism planners and stakeholders in
developing religiously-sensitive services and products tailored to Muslim tourists, enhancing the

overall halal tourism experience in the culturally diverse Songkhla Lake region.

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Introduction

Halal tourism is a rapidly growing form of tourism in the global market, especially among
Muslim tourists, who number about 1.8 billion worldwide (Pew Research Center, 2023). In 2022,
the global halal tourism market was valued at approximately $196 billion and is expected to
grow to $278 billion by 2026 (Grand View Research, 2023). Thailand has placed importance on
developing halal tourism, with the goal of becoming a center for halal tourism in Southeast Asia
(MOTS, 2023).

Songkhla Lake, the largest lake in Thailand with an area of approximately 1,040 square
kilometers (DMCR, 2023), has high potential for development as a halal tourism destination due
to its abundant natural resources, diverse culture, and large Muslim population. In Songkhla
and Pattani provinces, Muslims account for 23.2% and 86.5% of the population, respectively
(NSO, 2023). These statistics underline why these provinces were used as the sampling frame,
since they represent areas with significant Muslim communities and strong cultural relevance
for halal tourism. However, the development of halal tourism destinations in this area still
requires further study to effectively meet the needs of Muslim tourists.

Several studies on halal tourism in Thailand have been conducted (e.g., Kaosiri, 2019;
Sriprasert, Chainin, & Rahman, 2014; Sooksai, 2021), which mainly examined the national and
provincial potential of halal tourism or focus on broad issues such as service quality, marketing
strategies, and destination branding. While these studies provide useful insights, they largely
summarize existing conditions and do not critically analyze the micro-level behavioral
dimensions of Muslim tourists in specific local contexts. Furthermore, most of the literature
predates the rapid growth of halal tourism demand in the past five years, underscoring the
need for updated empirical evidence.

Studying the effect of Muslim tourist behavior on the potential of halal tourism
destinations in the Songkhla Lake area therefore addresses a clear research gap: few prior
studies in Thailand have investigated behavioral factors at the micro level in culturally diverse
areas with significant Muslim populations, such as Songkhla and Pattani (Sriprasert, Chainin, &
Rahman, 2014; Kaosiri, 2019; Sooksai, 2021). This study aims to fill that ¢ap by analyzing
behavioral dimensions—including travel patterns, accommodation, dining, tourism activities,
religious practices, and spending behavior—and linking them to halal tourism potential. The
results of this research will not only contribute to theory and practice in halal tourism but also
provide actionable insights for policymakers, entrepreneurs, and local communities in

developing competitive and sustainable halal tourism strategies for the Songkhla Lake area,
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thereby enhancing Thailand’s position in the global halal tourism market.

Literature Review
1. Muslim Tourist Behavior

Muslim Tourist Behavior: Characteristics and Implications for Tourism Development
Muslim tourist behavior exhibits distinct characteristics that reflect Islamic religious beliefs and
practices, significantly influencing decision-making processes and travel patterns. Research
conducted by Mohsin et al. (2016) and Battour et al. (2011) demonstrated that Muslim tourists
frequently travel in family or friendship groups, with safety and comfort serving as primary
considerations. Additionally, this demosgraphic typically engages in extensive advance planning
and demonstrates a preference for Muslim-friendly destinations.

Regarding accommodation preferences, Stephenson (2014) and Henderson (2010)
identifed several key factors that Muslim tourists prioritize when selecting lodging facilities.
These include the availability of prayer rooms, halal food options, sender-segregated facilities,
Qibla direction indicators in guest rooms, and the absence of alcoholic beverages in minibars.
Such amenities reflect the importance of maintaining religious observance during travel.

Dietary behavior among Muslim tourists adheres strictly to halal requirements. Studies
by Wan Hassan and Awang (2009) and Battour et al. (2018) reveal that this tourist segment
places considerable emphasis on halal food certification and frequently avoids establishments
lacking verified halal options. Consequently, the availability of diverse halal dining
establishments represents a critical factor in attracting Muslim tourists to a destination.

Tourism activity preferences among Muslim travelers align with Islamic principles.
Research by Eid and El-Gohary (2015) and Razzaq et al. (2016) indicates that Muslim tourists
gravitate toward activities that do not conflict with religious values, particularly nature-based
tourism, historical site visits, shopping experiences, and cultural tourism that emphasizes
learning about local Islamic traditions and practices.

Religious observance constitutes an integral component of Muslim tourism experiences.
Jafari and Scott (2014) and Oktadiana et al. (2016) emphasize that Muslim tourists require access
to clean and conveniently located prayer facilities, including accurate Qibla direction indicators.
Destinations that effectively accommodate religious practices demonstrate greater success in
attracting Muslim tourists.

Regarding expenditure patterns, research by Mastercard-CrescentRating (2019) and Han
et al. (2019) indicates that Muslim tourists typically exhibit higher spending levels compared to

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general tourist populations, particularly in accommodation, dining, and souvenir categories. This
demographic often prioritizes service and product quality over price considerations and
demonstrates willingness to pay premium rates for Muslim-friendly services and amenities.

In conclusion, Muslim tourist behavior exhibits distinctive characteristics that align
consistently with Islamic principles across all aspects of the travel experience, including trip
planning, accommodation selection, dining preferences, activity choices, religious observance,
and spending patterns. A comprehensive understanding of these behavioral characteristics is
essential for tourism destinations seeking to develop and enhance their offerings to effectively
serve this significant and growing market segment.

2. Potential of Halal Tourism Destinations in the Songkhla Lake Area

The study of tourism destination potential has continued to develop, with many
scholars presenting concepts and important components in assessing the potential of tourism
destinations, which have both similarities and differences according to the context and
perspective of each scholar.

Starting with the concept of Collier and Harraway (1997), who presented four main
components of tourism destination potential: Accessibility, Environment, Facilities, and Value.
This concept laid an important foundation for considering the potential of tourism destinations
comprehensively, giving importance to both physical factors and intangible values of tourism
destinations.

Later, Boonlert Chittangwattana (1999) presented a similar concept but focused on only
three main components: Accessibility, Facilities, and Value of tourism destinations, without
separating the environment as a main component like Collier and Harraway's concept. This
concept may view the environment as part of the value of tourism destinations or consider it
as a factor related to accessibility and facilities.

The development of concepts regarding tourism destination potential made significant
progress when Wiwatchai Bunyaphak (2007) presented a more comprehensive and detailed
concept, adding new components to a total of 7 components: Accessibility, Environment,
Tourism Management, Facilities, Value of tourism destinations, Local Community Response, and
Reputation of tourism destinations. This concept added dimensions of management and
community participation, reflecting the importance of sustainable tourism development and
consideration of impacts on local communities.

In addition to theoretical concepts, there have been empirical studies that help

understand the application of these concepts in various contexts. Starting with the work of Jarut
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Klindeeplee (1998), which studied the assessment of tourism destination potential for

ecotourism using Sai Yok National Park as a case study. This research emphasized the
importance of natural resource conservation alongside tourism development.

In 2009, Chonrada Nanti studied the behavior of Thai tourists towards tourism
destinations in Mae Hong Son province, which helps understand the needs and satisfaction of
tourists better. This research pointed out that assessing the potential of tourism destinations
should not only consider physical factors but also take into account the perspectives and
experiences of tourists.

Saengduen Ratinthorn (2011) expanded the scope of the study to foreign tourists,
especially Chinese tourists. This research helps understand the factors that attract foreign
tourists to visit Thailand, which is important information for developing the potential of tourism
destinations to meet the needs of the international market.

The study by Jarinya Napikul and Warat Mathayombut (2013) on tourism potential in
Chiang Rai province presented a comprehensive view of tourism resources, infrastructure, and
community participation, which aligns with Wiwatchai Bunyaphak's concept that emphasizes
management and local participation.

Rungratri Ungcharoen and Chawalee Na Thalang (2017) focused on studying the
potential of ecotourism in Samut Sakhon province, which is an application of the concept of
tourism destination potential to specific forms of tourism. This research points out that assessing
the potential of tourism destinations may need to adjust or add certain criteria to align with the
specific characteristics of each type of tourism.

Most recently, Passakorn Juansang (2021) studied the assessment of community
potential for the development of eco-cultural tourism, using Ban Tha Long community in Sakon
Nakhon province as a case study. This research emphasized the importance of community
participation in tourism development and the integration of natural resource and local culture
conservation with tourism development.

From the above literature review, we can see the development of concepts regarding
the potential of tourism destinations, from considering only basic factors to a more
comprehensive view, emphasizing community participation, sustainable management, and
responding to the diverse needs of tourists. Moreover, it is evident that assessing the potential
of tourism destinations needs to take into account the specific context of each area and form
of tourism.

For studying the relationship between Muslim tourist behavior and the potential of halal
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tourism destinations in the Songkhla Lake area, these concepts and study methods should be
applied, considering both basic components of tourism destination potential such as
accessibility, facilities, and value of tourism destinations, along with considering the specific
behavior of Muslim tourists, to develop halal tourism destinations in the area that can
effectively meet the needs of Muslim tourists while maintaining a balance between economic

development, environmental conservation, and preservation of local cultural identity.

Guidelines for Developing Halal Tourist Attractions in Songkhla Lake Area

Research Objectives

1. To study the Muslim tourist behavior and the potential of halal tourism destinations
in the Songkhla Lake area.

2. To study the relationship between Muslim tourist behavior and the potential of halal
tourism destinations in the Songkhla Lake area.
Research Hypothesis

H1: Muslim tourist behavior has a significant effect on the potential of halal tourism
destinations in the Songkhla Lake area.
Research Benefits

1) To serve as a guideline for planning and developing halal tourism in the Songkhla

Lake area.
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2) To provide information for entrepreneurs or interested parties to use in halal tourism

business operations.
Research Methodology

This research was a survey research. The tool used to collect data was a structured
questionnaire administered to Muslim tourists in the lower Songkhla Lake area. The data
collection sites were in Songkhla province, consisting of Mueang District (Ko Yo, Khao Rup
Chang, Bo Yang sub-districts), Hat Yai District (Khu Tao sub-district), Singhanakhon District (Pa
Khad, Thamnop, Sathing Mo, Hua Khao sub-districts), and Khuan Niang District (Huai Lek, Khuan
So, Rattaphum, Bang Riang sub-districts). The population of this study consisted of Muslim
tourists, who were suitable for this research because they were the main demand group for
halal tourism, with a strong cultural and religious influence, and because Muslims accounted
for 23.2% of the population in Songkhla and 86.5% in Pattani (NSO, 2023). Since the exact
population size could not be determined, the sample size was calculated using W.G. Cochran’s
formula (1953) at a 95% confidence level, giving a minimum of 384.16 samples. To ensure
adequacy, a total of 400 questionnaires were collected. Quota sampling was applied by
allocating approximately 33-34 respondents to each of the 12 sub-districts (400/12). Within
each quota, convenience sampling was used, and a preliminary inquiry was conducted to
confirm that respondents were Muslim tourists. The limitation of this method was that it may
not fully represent all Muslim tourists, since participation depended on availability and
willingness.

The data collection procedure was conducted step by step: (1) obtaining permission
from local authorities and tourism sites, (2) screening respondents to confirm Muslim tourist
identity, (3) distributing questionnaires on-site (Google Form was not used to avoid responses
from non-tourists), and (4) collecting and checking all questionnaires for completeness. The
questionnaire was developed from a review of related literature and measured six behavioral
dimensions: travel patterns, accommodation preferences, dining behavior, tourism activities,
religious practices, and spending behavior. A 5-point Likert scale was employed (ranging from
“least important” to “most important”). Content validity was assessed using the Index of Iltem-
Objective Congruence (I0C), with values between 0.60-1.00 from three experts. A pilot test was
conducted with 30 Muslim tourists, and the results showed a Cronbach’s alpha coefficient of
0.96, indicating excellent internal consistency.

For data analysis, Multiple Regression Analysis (MRA) was employed at a significance

level of A = 0.05 to examine the effect of Muslim tourist behavior on the potential of halal
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tourism destinations in the Songkhla Lake area. Before conducting regression, basic assumptions
were tested, including normality of data distribution (using statistical and graphical tests) and
multicollinearity (using tolerance and VIF values). The regression model can be expressed as:

Research Result

The results of the study on Muslim tourist behavior are shown in Table 1.

As shown in Table 1, Muslim tourists assign high levels of importance to all aspects of
travel behavior. Spending behavior ranks highest (x = 3.90), followed by religious practices (x =
3.83) and tourism activities (x = 3.82), respectively. The results of the study on the potential

level of halal tourism destinations are detailed in Table 2.

From Table 2, the study results show that the overall potential level of halal tourism
destinations has a high average. When considering each aspect, all are at a high level. The
aspect with the highest average importance is facilities (x=4.31), followed by the value of
tourism destinations (x=4.26), accessibility and tourism management (x=4.18), and environment
and community response (x=4.16).

Before analyzing the relationship between Muslim tourist behavior and the potential of
halal tourism destinations in the Songkhla Lake area, it is necessary to check the preliminary
agreement of regression analysis that all independent variables are independent of each other
to prevent multicollinearity problems. This is done using the Collinearity test, which give

tolerance statistics and VIF (Variance Inflation Factor) values as shown in Table 3.

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Generally, a major multicollinearity problem occurs when the Tolerance value is below
0.2 (Menard, 1995, cited in Field, 2000). However, the table shows that each independent
variable has a very low risk of multicollinearity as the tolerance values are close to 1. Moreover,
if the VIF value exceeds 4 or 5, it indicates that the independent variables are correlated
(Pongsri Kiatlertnapa et al., 2008). But from the table, the VIF values are all below 4. Therefore,
it meets the preliminary agreement of regression analysis that all independent variables are
independent of each other. Thus, multiple regression analysis can be performed to examine
the relationship between Muslim tourist behavior and the potential of halal tourism destinations

in the Songkhla Lake area. The analysis results are presented in Tables 4.

Table 4 presents the results of the multiple regression analysis assessing the relationship
between Muslim tourist behavior and the potential of halal tourism destinations in the Songkhla
Lake area. The multiple correlation coefficient (R) is 0.546, indicating a moderate positive
relationship between the combined behavioral factors and the potential of halal tourism
destinations. The coefficient of determination (R?) is 0.299, meaning that the six independent
variables-travel patterns, accommodation selection, dining behavior, tourism activities, religious
practices, and spending behavior collectively explain approximately 29.9% of the variance in
the dependent variable, which is the potential of halal tourism destinations. The adjusted R?
value of 0.292 accounts for the number of predictors in the model and confirms that the
model’s explanatory power is not inflated due to the inclusion of multiple variables. This
supports the validity and generalizability of the regression model. The standard error of the
estimate is 0.26917, indicating the average distance between the observed values and the

predicted values generated by the model; a smaller value suggests better model accuracy.
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The results indicate that Muslim tourist behavior, when considered collectively across

six dimensions, has a moderate and statistically significant influence on the potential of halal
tourism destinations in the Songkhla Lake area. With 29.9% of the variance explained, the
model provides useful insights for tourism planners aiming to enhance the region’s appeal to

Muslim tourists through targeted development strategies.

From Table 5, it is found that six independent variables, namely travel patterns,
accommodation selection, dining behavior, tourism activities, religious practices, and spending
behavior, were entered into the regression equation as significant predictors of the potential of

halal tourism destinations in the Songkhla Lake area, as their Sig. values were less than 0.05.

From Table 6, it shows that Muslim tourist behavior, including travel patterns (X,),
accommodation selection (X,), Dining behavior (X3), tourism activities (X,), religious practices
(X5), and spending behavior (X¢), can predict the potential of halal tourism destinations in the
Songkhla Lake area with statistical significance at the 0.05 level. The order of importance in
prediction from most to least is religious practices (b=0.304), tourism activities (b=0.161), dining
behavior (b=0.154), travel patterns (b=0.113), accommodation selection (b=0.089), and spending
(b=0.015), respectively. The prediction equation is as follows:

Y = 0.113%, + 0.089X, + 0.154X5 + 0.161X, + 0.304X5 + 0.015X,

Discussion

This study confirms that Muslim tourist behavior significantly shapes the potential of
halal tourism destinations in the Songkhla Lake area (R2 = 0.299). The findings directly address
the two research objectives: (1) to study Muslim tourist behavior and the potential of halal
tourism destinations, and (2) to examine the effect of behavioral dimensions on such potential.

The results highlight why religious practices are most influential (b = 0.304). This
demonstrates that the presence of mosques, prayer facilities, and religious infrastructure
strongly enhances the attractiveness of halal destinations. This finding extends the work of Jafari
and Scott (2014, Global), who argued that religiosity is central to Muslim travel, by providing
micro-level evidence within a Thai context.

Tourism activities also show a positive effect (b = 0.161), confirming that Muslim tourists
value recreational opportunities aligned with Istamic principles. This supports Battour and Ismail
(2023, Malaysia) and Han et al. (2019, South Korea), and extends their findings by illustrating

that the design of activities in culturally diverse areas such as Songkhla Lake is a critical factor.
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Dining behavior (b = 0.154) further reinforces the need for a robust halal food ecosystem,

consistent with Eid and El-Gohary (2015, Egypt).

Interestingly, while spending behavior was rated highly by respondents, its predictive
power was weak (b = 0.015). This suggests that Muslim tourists’” willingness to spend alone does
not increase destination potential unless it is supported by religious and halal-compliant
facilities. This nuance expands Henderson’s (2010, Singapore) findings by emphasizing that
supply-side adaptation is more decisive than demand-side willingness.

In terms of the “so what,” the evidence demonstrates that policymakers and
stakeholders must recognize that investments in religious facilities (b = 0.304) and Islamic-
friendly activities (b = 0.161) are not just cultural considerations but strategic levers for
competitiveness. This contribution extends previous national studies in Thailand (Kaosiri, 2019;
Sriprasert, Chainin, & Rahman, 2014; Sooksai, 2021 - all Thailand) by providing micro-level
evidence in Songkhla and Pattani provinces, areas with significant Muslim populations.

Overall, this study contributes by (1) empirically confirming the effect of Muslim tourist
behavior on halal tourism destination potential at the micro level, (2) extending international
research from Malaysia, South Korea, Egypt, and Singapore into the Thai context, and (3) offering

actionable implications for halal tourism policy and practice.

Recommendations

Based on the study’s findings, several recommendations can be made to enhance the
development of halal tourism destinations, particularly in the Songkhla Lake area:

1. Prioritize religious infrastructure (b = 0.304).

Religious practices emerged as the most influential factor in shaping perceptions of halal
tourism potential. Destination managers should ensure that essential religious facilities such as
prayer rooms, ablution areas, and Qibla direction signs are readily available and well-maintained
across key tourism sites. Partnerships with Islamic councils and local mosques could help maintain
religsious authenticity.

2. Develop tourism activities aligned with Islamic values (b = 0.161).

Given the significant influence of tourism activities, local authorities and tourism businesses
should design culturally sensitive, experience-based offerings. This may include Islamic heritage
trails, halal-friendly leisure activities, Islamic arts and crafts markets, and learning programs related
to Muslim local life. These initiatives can both attract Muslim tourists and strengthen the cultural

identity of the region.
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3. Strengthen the halal food ecosystem (b = 0.154).

Dining behavior is a key determinant of destination potential. Therefore, halal certification
systems should be strengthened, diverse halal dining options expanded, and local halal supply
chains reinforced. Close collaboration with Islamic certification bodies and private restaurants will
be essential in building consumer trust and satisfaction.

4. Improve travel patterns through accessibility and connectivity (b = 0.113).

Since travel patterns influence destination potential, improving transport infrastructure
such as halal-friendly public transit, safe road networks, and convenient inter-district routes will
enhance overall accessibility. Providing multilingual information in and offering family-friendly tour
packages could further support Muslim tourists’ needs.

5. Enhance accommodation preferences (b = 0.089).

To align with Muslim tourists” expectations, hotels and homestays should integrate halal-
friendly features such as prayer facilities, halal-certified kitchens, alcohol-free environments, and
family-oriented services. Training hotel staff in halal hospitality standards will further enhance
service quality.

6. Address spending behavior with targeted strategies (b = 0.015).

Although spending behavior had the weakest predictive effect, targeted strategies can still
encourage greater economic contributions. Initiatives may include promoting halal shopping
centers, local halal souvenirs, and family package deals that bundle accommodation, food, and
activities.

7. Adopt an integrated and community-based development approach.

The interdependence of behavioral dimensions indicates the need for holistic planning.
Halal tourism initiatives should be integrated within broader regional tourism strategies and
coordinated among local communities, religious organizations, government agencies, and private
sector partners. Community education programs, awareness campaigns, and hospitality training for
residents can further strengthen community support and enhance visitor experiences.

8. Consider non-behavioral factors in future planning.

As 70.1% of the variance in destination potential remains unexplained, future planning
must address external and supply-side factors including general infrastructure quality, marketing
strategies, regional connectivity, and socio-political stability. These factors can further reinforce the

competitiveness of Songkhla Lake in the global halal tourism market.
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Abstract

The research was a qualitative study that employed content analysis.
The findings revealed that the film “The Last Light” adopted a classical paradigm narrative
structure, consisting of five stages: exposition, rising action, crisis, resolution, and ending. This

structure served as the framework for presenting multiple forms of violence, reflected across
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individual, family, and societal levels. In terms of content, five types of violence against the
elderly were identified, totaling 25 incidents: physical violence, psychological violence,
financial/material abuse, abandonment and neglect, and structural violence. Notably,
psychological violence emerged as the most prevalent form, reflecting the vulnerability and
dependency of the elderly, while also pointing to persistent structural problems in Thai
society. A key finding suggests that the elderly did not experience violence in a single
dimension, but rather faced multiple, intersecting forms of violence that caused both
physical and psychological harm.

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Abstract

This research article is a creative composition composed for the purpose of studying
Korat folk music and composing “Kom San Tone” for orchestra and pin. The authors have
selected the sounds of “Chai Ya Cha Chi Chai” from Korat songs, the “Pa Tone Tone”
rhythm group, the sound of the Korat tone drum, and Lai Phama Ram Khwan, which is an
Isan style music, as the sound materials for creating this composition. It is created using
contemporary songwriting techniques. The result is a music composition with a main melody
and harmony in the E minor key. The time signature is 4/4. The musical texture is
polyphony. The tempo used in this song varies in each section. The musical structure is
divided into 7 sections: 1. Introduction 2. Section A 3. Section B 4. Connecting Section 1 5.
Section C 6. Connecting Section 2 and 7. The ending. This creative composition is a
combination of folk music and Western music to create a contemporary style. The sound is

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Abstract

This study aimed to 1) manage the information system of the museum, 2) develop
Nong Bua Khok Local Museum to the digital one, 3) promote Nong Bua Khok Digital Museum
online. The research methods involved collecting and analyzing content and illustrations to
develop the digital museum. Its quality was evaluated by content experts and design-technical
specialists, after which it was used as a tool to survey the satisfaction of the sample group. To
answer the research objective 1, the information of Nong Bua Khok Local Museum was
analyzed and summarized into five parts: 1) the establishment of the museum, 2) household
items, 3) kitchen utensils, 4) animal hunting and trapping tools, 5) agricultural tools and
equipment. Evaluated by the experts, the efficiency of contents and techniques of the
museum was at a high level (X = 4.12, S.D. = 0.89.). The subjects were very satisfied with the
museum (X = 4.18, S.D. = 0.81). It was concluded that the outstanding points of the museum
were the pictures presented in panorama 360 degree, contents exhibited in the forms of texts,
pictures, graphics, 2D augmented reality. It is appropriate to be the tool retrieved information

in the museum serving technological advancement at the present time.

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Abstract

This study primarily aimed to develop a model for elderly farmers to enhance
grassroots economic potential in preparation for an aging society, with a case study of elderly
farmers in Bo Luang Subdistrict, Hot District, Chiang Mai Province. The research was grounded
in a participatory approach, with data collected from 30 elderly farmers and related
stakeholders selected through purposive sampling. Data collection methods included
interviews, focus group discussions, and knowledge exchange activities. The data were
analyzed using inductive synthesis. The findings revealed that elderly farmers faced limitations
in physical capacity, technology use, and access to markets. These insights were used as a
basis for designing appropriate development activities, such as promoting user-friendly
agricultural tools, strengthening online marketing skills, facilitating access to financial
resources, and building networks connecting elderly farmers with younger generations. The
outcomes demonstrated that elderly farmers gained new knowledge and skills applicable to
daily life, along with increased confidence and motivation to continue agricultural work.
Moreover, the project fostered intergenerational knowledge transfer, integration of local
wisdom with modern innovations, and significant community-level collaboration. Overall, the
project was recognized as well-suited to the local context and represented a practical
approach that could be expanded to drive sustainable grassroots economic development in

the long term.

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Abstract

This research aimed to: 1) study the development of local wisdom and knowledge in

sedge mat weaving of the Tha Chalaep Community, and 2) explore the experimental
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application of sedge mats in artistic paintings. The samples consisted of 12 participants,
including the leader and members of the community enterprise, local artisans, community
representatives, art instructors, and designers. Data were collected through interviews and
focus group discussions, and analyzed using descriptive analysis. The findings revealed that the
community has inherited the traditional wisdom of mat weaving for over 90 years. The
production process has been developed to reflect contemporary aesthetics through the design
of new patterns, the use of natural dyes combined with safe chemical colors, and the creation
of the “Chan Mat” (CHANTHABOON MAT) brand to promote the transition toward a creative
economy. The experimental creation of paintings showed that most participants were elderly
and lacked drawing skills. Therefore, ten drawing templates, five fish and five crab patterns,
were designed to assist in sketching. The guidelines for acrylic painting techniques suitable for
the mat’s surface texture were also developed. The creative outcomes added product value,
solved issues of color inconsistency, and effectively enhanced the competitiveness of

community products.

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Abstract

This study aimed to examine the beliefs and rituals related to spirits among the people
of Buriram Province, particularly within the Thai-Khmer ethnic group whose way of life has
long been intertwined with spirit beliefs. Data were collected through purposive sampling from
community leaders and local residents in Ban Bua Subdistrict, Mueang District, and Sam Waeng
Subdistrict, Huai Rat District. The findings reveal that spirit beliefs continue to influence daily
life, particularly in shaping social behavior, reinforcing traditional customs, and explaining
phenomena beyond scientific reasoning, such as unexplained illnesses or unusual events.
Villagers often attribute these occurrences to the power of spirits, leading to the performance
of rituals intended to appease them and prevent disruptions to everyday life. The Mamod
ritual emerged as a significant practice used to treat illnesses that cannot be cured through
modern medicine. This ritual involves Bol, or divination, to diagnose illness through
communication with spirits. The study further developed innovative media to enhance
understanding of these rituals, including a music video titled “Won Mamod,” a newly
composed song “Ruam Oany June Pleung,” and spirit-related souvenir products to promote
cultural tourism and generate income for the community. The findings suggest that such
creative media help raise cultural awareness, support the preservation of local traditions, and

sustain spirit-related beliefs as an essential part of Buriram’s cultural identity.

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Abstract

This study aimed to examine the level of workplace happiness among personnel of
Phlabphla Chai Subdistrict Municipality, Buriram Province, and to compare happiness levels
by sex, age, educational attainment, position, and income, as well as to gather suggestions
for enhancing organizational happiness. A mixed methods research design was employed,
with data collected from 86 participants using a questionnaire and semi-structured interviews.
Quantitative data were analyzed using descriptive statistics, including percentage, mean,
frequency, and standard deviation while qualitative data were analyzed through content
analysis. The results showed that personal factors, such as sex, age, educational level,
position, and income did not produce statistically significant differences in workplace
happiness, suggesting that happiness at work arises more from organizational climate and
management than from individual characteristics. Overall workplace happiness was high, with
a mean score of 4.06 and a standard deviation of 0.080. By dimension, communication,
interpersonal relationships, and recognition ranked highest, followed by love of work and
achievement, reflecting positive attitudes, coworker support, and organizational recognition.
Recommendations include establishing career-progression pathways; setting fair performance
appraisal criteria; developing staff competencies alongside transparent two-way
communication; continuously soliciting feedback; promoting lifelong learning; and providing

welfare benefits aligned with work practices. These measures can help reduce stress,
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strengthen organizational commitment, and build teamwork, thereby elevating workplace

happiness, service quality, and sustainable work effectiveness, as well as fostering long-term

retention.

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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to examine community participation in the
educational management of Ban Khok Khamin School, Phlapphla Chai District, Buriram
Province, and to compare the levels of participation classified by gender, age, educational
level, income, and occupation and to investigate the problems and recommendations related
to community participation. A mixed-methods approach was employed in this study. The
sample consisted of 269 residents living within the school’s service area. Data were collected
through questionnaires and interviews. The questionnaire was divided into two sections: the
first contained closed-ended questions on general information, and the second consisted of
Likert-scale items regarding community participation in the educational management of Ban
Khok Khamin School. The instrument’s reliability was verified, yielding a Cronbach’s alpha of
0.924. Data were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation, and one-way analysis
of variance (ANOVA). The research findings revealed that the overall level of community
participation and in each aspect was at a high level, indicating strong awareness and support
for the educational management. The interviews revealed several key limitations, including
time constraints, workload, and the community’s understanding of school-related matters. In
addition, student and community participation in policy-level decision-making and evaluation
remains limited. Therefore, the school should adjust the format and scheduling of its activities
to align with the community’s way of life and use online communication channels, such as

Academic and Research Articles in Journal of
Humanities and Social Sciences (JHUSOCQC)

1. The full article should be submitted in the Word File as an electronic file using Microsoft
Office Word 2010 onwards via the website: https://so003.tci-thaijo.org/index.php/jhusoc/index.

2. The article must be relevant to the main subject category i.e. Social Sciences. This
category includes the following three subject areas: 1) Arts and Humanities, 2) Economics,
Econometrics and Finance, and 3) Social Sciences. Moreover, the manuscript must be under the
following five sub-subject areas:1) General Arts and Humanities, 2) Language and Linguistics, 3)
General Economics, Econometrics and Finance, 4) General Social Sciences, and 5) Sociology and
Political Sciences.

3. The article must be typed on Ad paper to include figures, tables, references, and
author’s brief personal data. Moreover, it should be between 12-15 pages in length.

4. Font

4.1 TH SarabunPSK with font size 16 is required. The article must be typed in one column
and single spacing. The top-bottom margins of 2.54 cm. and the left-right margins of 2.54 cm.
are used.

4.2 Both Thai and English article titles should be in bold face, font size 18 with initial
caps of the content words, and be centered. Only English title is required for the article written
in English or other languages.

4.3 The author’s name (and the advisor’s name) must be written in both Thai and
English. It must also be typed in bold using font size 16 and centered on the page. For the Thai
article, the author’s or advisor’s name is numbered in order.

4.4 Department(s)/program(s), faculty(s) and affiliation(s) must be
written in both Thai and English, and set flush on the left using font size 14 below the author’s
name. For the Thai article, their Thai information is numbered in order.

5. Either Thai or English article can be submitted. In the case of an English article, it must
be verified and signed by an English language expert before being sent to the editor.

6. The article submitted for publication in JHUSOC has not already been published elsewhere
or is not under consideration by peer reviewers for publication in other journals.

7. The article must contain both Thai and English abstracts with no more than 1 page of
A4, or between 200-250 words. Only English abstract is required for the article written in English
or other languages.

8. The author must strictly comply with the reference system and the criteria for the

publication of academic or research articles set by the journal.
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9. The article will be reviewed by three peer reviews. This goes in line with the Office of
Civil Service Commission’s announcement relevant to the criteria and procedures for considering
the academic appointment of university lecturers (Issue no. 4) B.E. 2564.

10. The Editorial board is responsible for the final decision regarding acceptance or rejection
of the article published in the journal.

Components of Academic Articles

To write an academic article, clear points should be identified and appropriate sequences
of the content should be considered.

The title with 12-20 words must be written in
both Thai and English. Moreover, the Thai title is typed first, followed by the English one on the
next line.

2. Abstract: The article contents are clearly summarized. Both Thai and English abstracts
are required. A one-page Thai abstract with 200-250 words is written first, followed by the English
one with the same number of words.It is noted that only English abstract is required for the
article written in English.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the database are
identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must be placed below the abstract.
It is noted that only English keywords are required for the article written in English.

4. Introduction: The article background is presented. The article scope is also specified.

5. Body of Text: The main contents and sub-topics of the article are identified. Moreover,
the topics are sorted by the contents.

6. References: In-text citation is based on the author-year system of the APA (American
Psychological Association) style (7" edition). It is noted that all entries in the text should be

listed in the references.

The research article should be
composed of the following parts:

1. Title: The title should possess the short, concise and meaningful words. It should be
written in a word level, not a sentence level. The title with 12-20 words must be written in
both Thai and English. Moreover, the Thai title is typed first, followed by the English one on the
next line. However, only English title is required for the article written in English or other foreign
languasges.

2. Abstract: The important research components, including objectives, population, sample
group, instruments, statistics for data analysis, and research results. Both Thai and English
abstracts must be written. The length of each language is not more than 1 page or between
200-250 words. It is noted that only English abstract is required for the article written in English.

3. Keyword: The keywords appropriate for retrieving information from the database are
identified. Both Thai and English 3-5 keywords are required and must be placed below the
abstract. It is noted that only English keywords are required for the article written in English.

4. Introduction: The significance of research problems is identified. The relevant literature
is reviewed. In addition, the overall benefits obtained from the research results are also
presented.

5. Objective: The research objectives are clearly identified to reflect the overall picture
of the research.

6. Methodology: The research methods, including population, samples, instruments,
steps of data collection, and statistics for data analysis, are clearly indicated.

7. Results: The research results obtained from analyzing the data are clearly interpreted
according to the research objectives.

8. Discussion: The research results are discussed with theoretical support so as to check
whether the current research results are in line with or against the previous studies.

9. Recommendations: Utilization of the research results, and guidelines for the next
research should be recommended.

10.References: The references must be based on APA (American Psychological Association)
style (7" edition).
