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Abstract

This research examines attitude factors affecting the purchase decision of collagen
supplements in Muang District Phitsanulok. The samples were 400 people who had taken
collagen supplements. Quantitative research using closed-ended questionnaires with
purposive sampling method was used. The statistics used were Percentage, Mean,
Standard Deviation and Multiple Regression Analysis. Most respondents were female,
aged between 20-29 years. Most of them earned less than 10,000 Baht per month and
chose to buy Rosegold Sakana Collagen brand. The result showed that all factors of
attitude affected the decision to purchase collagen supplement products with a statistical
significance of 0.001, ranked in order of influencing purchase decisions were behavior
component (B = 0.347), affective component (B = 0.306) and cognitive component (B =

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Abstract

This qualitative research aims to study the dependency of Guanxi culture among new Chinese
immigrants living in Phuket, Thailand, by conducting the in-depth interviews with 10 Chinese
informants who have lived in Phuket for at least 12 months. It is found that, new Chinese
migrants regularly communicate with each other and occasionally assist and reciprocate with
each other, which is consistent with some of the essential characteristics of the Guanxi culture.
However, such a connection appears to be rather shallow. The participants are not aware of
the necessity of relying on each other while living in Phuket. This indicates that the new Chinese
community lacks a collective feeling and sense of belonging towards its members. In case of
having problems, they put their own effort to obtain sufficient and reliable information and
solution. Additionally, they trust the Thai legal system that is more inclusive of foreigner’s’ right
compared to that of the past. The results also reveal that the new Chinese migrants lack mutual
trust and confidence in one another due to the fact that they have just recently become
acquainted with each other. As a result, the dependency of Guanxi culture among new Chinese

immigrants tends to decrease.
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Abstract

This research aims to analyze the work efficiency of supporting staff of the Faculty of
International Studies, Prince of Songkla University, Phuket Campus and To propose
approaches to enhance their work efficiency. This qualitative research used a semi-
structured interview through the micro-moment timeline technique. The interview
questions were pre-determined. Purposive sampling was used to select the participants
of 46 Thai and non-Thai staff. Data were analyzed based on the concepts and theories
of work performance. The study revealed several key findings. The supporting staff
recognized their job responsibilities and had expertise gained from years of experience,
reflecting their reliability and confidence in the quality of their work. They were motivated
to stay productive and adaptable. Additionally, their work management emphasized the
intention to provide services, the effective use of resources, the spirit of volunteerism,
teamwork, interactions based on personal relationships, and compliance with rules and
regulations. It was also found that the role of senior staff was to be mentors who
transferred knowledge, made long-term plans, created motivation, and adjusted negative
attitudes towards work performance. It is recommended that the Faculty of International
Studies should support the use of technology in work performance, study visits, training,

seminars, and online learning to enhance the work efficiency of its supporting staff.
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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the importance of mobile application servicescapes for
online accommodation booking, 2) analyze mobile application servicescapes influencing
Thai tourists’ trust in choosing a mobile application for online accommodation booking,
and 3) study the relationship between Thai tourists’ trust and their satisfaction toward
mobile application. Data were collected from Thai tourists in Chonburi province using a
questionnaire and purposive sampling technique and administered to 398 sets. The data
were statistically analyzed using the t-test, one-way ANOVA, multiple regression, and
simple regression. The key results showed that the mobile application servicescape
factors, namely, spatial layout and functionality, demonstrated the highest importance.
While tourist profile: age, education, occupation, income, and frequency of mobile
application usage had a significantly positive effect on the servicescapes and indicated
significant differences between groups. The findings also revealed that only two
servicescape factors, aesthetic appeal and privacy and security, positively and
significantly influenced Thai tourists’ trust in choosing a mobile application for online
accommodation booking, and trust positively and significantly influenced Thai tourists’

satisfaction.
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Abstract

The aim is to study the situations, factors and impacts on safety, occupational health, and the
environment when working as a food delivery rider in the Bangkok metropolitan area. By
collecting both qualitative and quantitative data by means of interviews with one platform
administrator, 40 food delivery riders, 21 restaurants and 20 customers, the results show that
the riders are not employees and work both full and part-time for 12-14 and 2-4 hours,
respectively. Their performance was found to comply with traffic regulations and the
Motorcycle Accident Victim Protection Act. The platform conducted job assignments and
supervised rider performance while restaurants and customers could support safety and
occupational health by providing suitable space for motorcycle parking to facilitate food delivery
and waiting areas for food collection from restaurants. Based on the opinions expressed in the
questionnaire with 465 responses out of 480 (96.875% response rate) the results reveal the
factors identified by the respondents that impact safety at work in order of frequency: 1.
motorcycle and accessory availability, 2. weather and working environment, 3. roads and
delivery routes, 4.working procedure, 5. individual matters and, finally 6. platform policy and
related people. Furthermore, the three most-frequently expressed opinions in regard to unsafe
working were minor injuries, property damage, and lack of income for their family while the
three most-frequently mentioned effects on occupational health were fatigue, sun-burn on the

back of the hand and nape, and skin disease.

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Abstract

This research aims to explore: 1) how the government’s development policies in recent
decades have impacted the South Korean Island of Jeju and Thailand’s Phuket Island; 2) the
state of the government decentralization in both countries which can either facilitate or hinder
such developments; and 3) the role of civil society in promoting balanced developments on

the two islands. The study employs a qualitative approach that applies the Most Similar System
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Design inspired by John Stuart Mill and is based on the premise that these three factors,
namely government policies, decentralization, and civil society, are inextricably linked and

necessary for the two countries to achieve their sustainable development goals.

The research result shows that the government’s development policies of both South Korea
and Thailand have paradoxically similarly impacted these two islands. While many policies aim
to promote sustainable development, their policies promoting growth in tourism and investment
have caused several environmental problems and made locals' lives more volatile. Differences
between the two countries are perceived in the aspects of their state of government
decentralization and the role of civil society. As for government decentralization, the status of
“autonomous island” for Jeju appears more promising in giving locals the right to choose their
sustainable path, even though with several limitations. On the other hand, Thailand’s unfinished
decentralization has kept Phuket heavily reliant on central initiatives, resulting in weak and
ineffective local administrations whose authorities are derived from local citizens. In terms of
the role of civil society, the civil society in Jeju is strong and well-connected, whereas, in
Phuket, such qualities need to be promoted to enhance citizens’ roles in cooperating with the
government and adhering to policy direction that benefits all parties and sustains good quality

of life for islanders.
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Abstract

This research aims to study and compare the superleadership of school administrators
based on opinions of teachers in Naresuan under the educational service area office of
Suphanburi.

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Abstract

The primary goals of this qualitative research are to understand the phenomenon of double
identity that these mosques symbolize and to examine how Chinese culture has been adapted
to Indonesian society through Chinese mosques in Jakarta and Bandung District. This study
used participant observation and comprehensive discussions as its primary qualitative research
techniques. In addition, the population and sample of this study are one of the heads of Lautze
Mosque in Jakarta, one of the heads of Lautze Mosque 2 in Bandung, and four overseas
Chinese Muslims in Jakarta and Bandung. There were three steps to analyze the data: first,
the data from the information, related documents, and interviews will be analyzed using content
analysis and analyzed using the theoretical framework for the rough study. Second, the
researcher reviewed the information by using triangulation. Last, the data were analyzed
thoroughly again and published. The Chinese mosques are part of maintaining and expressing
Chinese culture. This phenomenon is present in the double identity form. The Chinese mosques
represent the hybridity of culture and double identity through art, religious activities, and figures

of symbols.
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Chinese mosques are involved with various public and private organizations and have a role in
Indonesian society through public benefit activities and social welfare. The double identity
representation relates to interaction and negotiation in society between Indonesian and

Overseas Chinese and the relationship between the majority group and the minority group.

1. Introduction

1.1 Statement of the Problem

The overseas Chinese who came and settled in Indonesia already have a long history. The Chinese have known
Indonesia since the 5th century, and the Chinese population has continued to grow for several centuries. The Chinese have
contributed to advancing Indonesian culture, art, religion, and other aspects since ancient times. In Indonesian culture, in
particular, elements of Chinese culture have a relatively strong influence (Handinoto, 2009). The cultural development and
civilization phenomenon is widely found in Javanese and Islamic cultures. Qurtuby (2003) stated that this phenomenon is
called a Sino-Javanese Muslim culture or a blend of Chinese, Javanese, and Islamic. One of the forms of Sino-Javanese
Muslim culture can be seen in several mosques' architecture.

The existence of Chinese Muslims in Indonesia is one of the factors in acculturating these cultural developments,
for instance, the construction of places of worship, namely mosques. The development of mosques in Indonesia began in
the 7th century. However, in the 16th century, the Hindu-Buddhist style building was adapted to the mosque building. It is
a distinctive feature of a single-story building; the roof is shielded and stacked. The more complex the arrangement, the
higher the holiness. In Java, these forms have developed into places of worship for Muslim individuals (Tjahjana, 2013).
Like other countries worldwide, Indonesia has a Chinese historical place, such as Thailand, the United Kingdom, Japan,
Australia, Indonesia, etc. There are two historical places in the city of Jakarta and Bandung. There are mosques organized
by overseas Chinese Muslims, namely the Lautze mosque in Jakarta and the Lautze 2 mosque in Bandung.

The mosque was managed by Haji Karim Oey and founded by Abdul Karim Oei Tjeng Hien in 1991, and the Lautze
2 mosque was founded in 1997 and had its uniqueness in terms of building. The building, located between shophouses in
the city area of Jakarta and Bandung, consists of two floors, where the first floor is a place for worship and the second floor
is the secretariat of the mosque. In addition, the shape of the building of the Lautze 2 Mosque is more like a Chinese shrine
than a mosque. The exterior and interior of the mosque, which is dominated by bright red, remind visitors of the colors of
monasteries and Chinese shrines. This characteristic is what distinguishes the Lautze mosque as a particular structure.
This mosque's physical structure indicates that Chinese and Islamic art styles have been blended. Acculturation, or cultural
contact, results from two distinct cultures colliding and merging into one. This acculturation creates new cultural forms but
does not obliterate the original culture (Koentjaraningrat, 1990).

Hence, forming a cultural civilization occurs when several cultures interact intensively for an extended period. Then,
each culture changes to adapt to the other to form one culture. This process of cultural civilization can be seen in language,
art, building forms, and so forth. The embodiment of acculturation in cultural civilization is one of the results of human
activities in cultural integration. The cultural civilization in the Lautze mosque building can be studied through its cultural
elements. Therefore, this article will discuss the double identity represented through the Chinese mosques in terms of

culture, tradition, society, and religion by examining the cultural elements of the Lautze mosque. These cultural elements
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can be seen in the physical form of the mosque building and the traditions, culture, and religion of ethnic Chinese who
worship in the mosque. For instance, the mosque building, the existing ornaments, and the colors used in the architecture.
In terms of culture and traditions, for example, what traditions are performed in the mosque by ethnic Chinese Muslims on
specific days or events, and the parallels and variations between the traditional activities performed in the two Lautze
mosques in Jakarta and Bandung.

Based on a religious perspective, the researchers will observe whether there are similarities and differences in the
procedures for worshiping ethnic Chinese Muslims in the Lautze mosque, Jakarta, and Bandung and investigate the
mosque'smosque's role in influencing these overseas Chinese to choose Islam as their religion. Because the two cities
have different cultural principles, Jakarta has a culture called "Betawi," and Bandung has a culture called "Sunda." Therefore,
this study will discuss cultural civilization and diversity at the two Lautze mosques in Jakarta and Bandung. In a nutshell,
the Overseas Chinese have embraced Indonesian culture in their lives; however, they still present their cultural identity
through the Chinese mosques. The evidence could show this mixing point between Indonesian and Chinese cultures in the
belief system. Other instances that indicate mixing between Indonesian and Chinese cultures are the activities of Chinese
mosques. This study aims to find and understand the phenomenon between the two cultures that can be wielded as the
double identity phenomenon through the Chinese mosques, arising from a strong relationship and being complementary
throughout both cultures.

The researchers chose these Lautze Mosques which are located in Jakarta and Bandung, because these mosques
have a big Chinese community. Jakarta is the capital city of Indonesia and the center of political, economic, and cultural
activities in the country. It is a bustling metropolis with a diverse population and a rich history and Jakarta is rich with
Betawinese culture. The researchers chose Bandung because they are rich in Sundanese culture, which is the predominant
culture of the region. The Sundanese people have their unique traditions, arts, and culinary delights that are worth exploring.
Visitors can witness traditional performances, visit cultural sites, and enjoy Sundanese cuisine.

The research on the representation of double identities of overseas Chinese Muslims in Lautze Mosque Jakarta
and Bandung can have several benefits for different classifications of individuals and communities: Firstly, the research can
benefit the Peranakan Chinese community in Indonesia by helping them understand the experiences and identities of
overseas Chinese Muslims. This can promote intercultural understanding and acceptance within the community, and can
also help foster a sense of belonging among overseas Chinese Muslims.

This study about Chinese mosques in Jakarta and Bandung District in Indonesia, the researchers paid attention to
Lautze Mosque in Jakarta and Lautze Mosque 2 in Bandung. These two Chinese mosques have been located in the area

of Indonesian and Chinese communities for a long time.

2. Literature Review

2.1 Religious Conversion (Mualaf)

Conversion comes from the word "conversion," which means "counterclockwise." Conversion means a belief
changes opposite from the original belief (Daradjat, 2020). In his book "The Psychology of Religion," Clark (1958)
defined "conversion" as a kind of spiritual growth or development that contains a significant change in attitude toward
religious teachings and actions. A religious conversion is an important event in a person's life. When a person has a
religious conversion, the individual is supposed to be able to abandon some, if not all, of the former value system and

regulations. At the same time, individuals are expected to be able to know the values and behavior system of the newly
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adopted religion, as well as adapt themselves and carry out activities and patterns of behavior accordingly. Converting
religions means learning and adapting to numerous new things.

2.2 Diaspora and Cultural Hybridity of John Hutnyk

Hutnyk (2005) said in the book “Diaspora and Hybridity” that the characteristics of hybridity are blended and
mixed with a new culture and then form a new one. This theory is called the cultural group was lost to other cultures
but maintained its identity. Hybridity occurs at all levels by crossing their original culture into new cultures, many of
which are complete cultural forms or classes. This theory can analyze the immigration of overseas Chinese groups from
their culture to a new culture and maintain the Chinese mind. Cultural hybridity requires individuals to grasp their
hometown culture and discover a new culture in the target country.

2.3 Ethnic Group and Maintaining Ethnicity

Ethnicity is frequently related to migration in this context. It is viewed as a phase in the group's adaptation to
its new surroundings and the eventual absorption of its individuals into the new community (Cohen, 2014). The book
"Two-Dimensional Man" by Cohen Abner (2015) talked about the theory of anarchy and ethnicity that can be analyzed
by the Chinese in Jakarta and Bandung cultural societies in Indonesia. At the same time, the Chinese have used some
symbols to show that they maintain their Chinese identity. Cohen (2015) explained these symbols as life activities that
express societies' ideologies, beliefs, norms, and values. These symbols can be objects, acts, concepts, or linguistic
formations. Furthermore, these symbols cause emotions and stimulate the actions of humans, displaying an action's
identity and an actor's identity, which covers events, traditions, food, and dress.

2.4 The Role of Religion and Religious Symbols of Clifford Geertz

In the book entitled “The Interpretation of Culture” by Greetz (1973), he stated the role of religion and religious
symbols. There are three main points in the theory.

1) Religion as a symbolic system: The symbol can be an image, object, activity, action, relationship, or anything
that suggests meaning to someone. These symbols also have meaning that can describe life, habits, idealism, and the
value of life.

2) The religious roles of moods, productivity, and motivation by emotional means, including how responsive we
are and how we show our feelings towards others. Motivation will be generated within the mind and not represent the
affective ambitions of what humans want. Both are parallel to create the basics and the way of life. In addition, religious
symbols also tell humans how to manage feelings and emotions and represent the true aim of some actions through
ideals or values.

3) Religion can create emotion and motivation; it is effective in its specific functions, most notably in the everyday
rituals that reflect the lives and the various points of view of its participants. Rituals and symbolism impact society to
define life’s direction; from this perception, religion is no contradiction. Therefore, religious symbols and rituals are the
foundations of human conscience.

The researchers will apply this theory to scrutinize the symbols that emerge in the Chinese mosque in various
forms, such as images, objects, or events, as well as the relationship between thinking, emotion, and the way of life of
the Chinese in Jakarta and Bandung, Indonesia, which demonstrate the dual identity of Chinese in Jakarta and Bandung,

Indonesia.
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2.5 Ritual and Symbol of Victor Turner

Rituals are stores of significant symbols through which knowledge is exposed and considered authoritative, as
they deal with the community's most important values (Turner, 2018). Symbols reflect essential social and religious
values; they are also transformational for human attitudes and conduct (because of their connection to the
supernatural). Symbols in rituals reveal their ability to affect and influence the people participating in ritual
performances. In summary, Turner's definition of ritual relates to ritual activities involving religious symbols. The
researchers will analyze the symbols in the Chinese mosque using the theory.

2.6 The Concept of Ethnic Groups of Fredrik Barth

In the book entitled "Ethnic groups and boundaries: The social organization of culture difference" by Barth (1998)
said that ethnic and ethnic uniformity are both in the behavior and patterns of social organization. They still exist, even in
multicultural areas. Various ethnic groups will try to show how their ethnic identity did not depend on cultural diversity. In
addition, the same ethnic group has to maintain and share the benefits together. In studying the double identity
representation of Chinese mosques in Jakarta and the Bandung district, the researchers rely on the theoretical framework
to analyze and define applied research concepts. Sustaining the cultural identity of minorities, different lifestyles, a different
approach to the political arena, and form traditions vary in each group of overseas Chinese—all of their ties to religion.
Religion can be the catalyst, the unity of a common share of people in society.

2.7 The Concept of Discourse and Power of Michel Foucault

The concept of discourse by Michel Foucault is mandatory for this study. The concepts of discourse, power,
culture, and language are dialectically interrelated—they complement one another. Discourses, in turn, are shaped and
informed by practices. Discourse and practices then enter into power relations. One does not have more or less power
than the other, but each equally shapes the other (Foucault, 1977). Discourse can be seen in the everyday practices of
humans. Therefore, discourse is not only text but also action. Discourses are not once and for all subservient to power
or raised against it, we must make allowances for the complex and unstable process whereby a discourse can be both
an instrument and an effect of power but also a hindrance, a stumbling point of resistance and a starting point for an

opposing strategy.

3. Methodology

3.1 Type of the Study

A qualitative method will be used to construct the research. Relevant to the point above, Creswell (2009)
stated that "one of the qualitative research characteristics were trying to find the deepest understanding about particular
issues." This research will be used descriptive data in the form of written or oral words of ethnic Chinese Muslim in
Indonesia and behavior that could be observed.

3.2 Subject of Study

The research subjects will be Lautze mosque head administrator in Jakarta and Bandung city, and eight
ethnics Chinese Muslim in each district of Jakarta and Bandung of Indonesia.

3.3 Setting of Study

The setting of the research will be in two different places which are Lautze Mosque in Jakarta and Lautze 2

Mosque in Bandung of Indonesia.
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The main instrument used in this research will be used in-depth interview as the key-human instrument. The

writer's works will be to obtain and collect the data for this research.

3.5 Data Collection

The writer is planning the approach before the data collected. The writer will be recording the overseas

Chinese Muslim’s and the Lautze mosques Administrators in Jakarta and Bandung by interviewing them face-to-face.

Using that way, it would be easier for the writer to understand the recording data. After that, the writer will be making a

transcript of each datum. The writer will analyze the data of overseas Chinese Muslim’s and the Lautze mosques
Administrators in Jakarta and Bandung.

Results

4.1 The Role of Lautze Mosque in Jakarta and Bandung Influences Chinese Muslims Community

As shown in Table 1, the head of Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung has a different answer. In Lautze Mosque Bandung,
215 people underwent a religious conversion from 2017 until 2023. In addition, we can see a different amount of Mualaf
that shows by the data, the people who have a higher amount of people who did religious conversion are in the Lautze
Mosque Jakarta since we know that the Lautze Mosque Jakarta is the first Lautze Mosque that is built in Indonesia, which
makes sense because they produced more people who did the religious conversion. However, the head of Lautze Mosque

2 Bandung only gave empirical data from 2017-2023.

In addition, there are three questions that the respondents answered:
1. The researchers were asked about the exact year of their being mualaf. Some respondents already converted
to Islam a long time ago, as R2, the overseas Chinese ethnic Muslim from Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung, converted
to Islam around 18 years ago. While there was a new overseas Chinese ethnicity that was converted to Islam
around 4 months, as stated by R2, the respondent from Lautze Mosque Jakarta.
2. The researchers asked about the significant reason for converting to Islam religion. Most respondents, whether
the overseas Chinese in Lautze Mosque Jakarta or Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung, have similar answers because
their instinct called, from their heart, desire, and feelings, they were compelled to convert to Islam religion.
3. The researchers asked about their reasons for choosing Lautze Mosque as a place for religious conversions.
Most respondents have similar answers, such as that the Lautze Mosque is near their home. However, R3, a
respondent from Lautze Mosque Jakarta, stated that
“This mosque is filled with people who behave positively, they are not pushy but tolerantly accepting of every

ethnicity and race, so there is very little discrimination.”
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Moreover, the staff and administrators of the mosque are very fostering in converting religions and also teach
religious matters correctly and in detail. R1, a Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung respondent, said

“The mosque is strategically located in the middle of the city center and on the side of a major road.”

In addition, the R4 from Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung said that

“After he came by the mosque and looked around, he seemed to find more detailed information about Lautze
Mosque 2 Bandung on social media and the Internet, and he saw many positive reviews and comments.”

In a nutshell, each respondent has a significant reason for choosing this mosque as their religious conversion.

4.1.2 The Role of Religion and Religious Symbol

The head of the mosque was asked two questions. Firstly, the researchers asked how fellow administrators give
sermons at the Lautze mosque when inviting overseas Chinese to pray and do activities there. In Lautze Mosque, Jakarta,
the head of the mosque stated that they do not have too many strategies. They do the things they should do and have a
high tolerance for anyone. Because this mosque is known as the assimilation mosque, we are open to all religions, ethnic
groups, and cultures. While the head of Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung has a different answer, the fellow administrators and
the mosque send invitations for religious experts such as ustadz to this mosque every year to gain more activities, and
people will come to the mosque. Secondly, the researchers asked about the Lautze mosque's and mosque administrators'
role in converting the Chinese community. The answers are pretty similar to each other, stating that the mosque's role is
to facilitate their conversion and assist them in all aspects. Furthermore, to help them learn the holy Quran (Al-Quran)
and Igra, we facilitate their coming with religious experts or Islamic religious teachers on Saturdays and Sundays.

Subsequently, the overseas Chinese Muslims were asked three questions. Firstly, the researchers were asked
about the role of Lautze Mosque for overseas Chinese. Most respondents have similar answers, such as that there is a
large community of Chinese people who are Muslims there together. However, there are other answers, such as helping
with coaching the reading of the Quran, Igra, and the procedures for worship in Islam. They guide the study of religious
knowledge with translators or interpreters, and several volunteers can speak Chinese to teach Indonesian. Secondly, the
researchers were asked about the mosque inviting an Ustad (Islamic teacher) to visit Lautze Mosque. Most of them
answered that the Ustad is invited every Friday and Sunday; Friday is for giving religious lectures on Friday's prayer time,
and Sunday is for giving religious coaching or teaching Islamic religious knowledge to overseas Chinese who have
converted to Islam. Lastly, the researchers asked how often overseas Chinese who converted to Islam visit the Lautze
Mosque. Generally, most of them come to Lautze Mosque 2-3 days a week, but some come only once a week or every
Friday for Friday's Prayers only and big days such as Eid Al-Fitr and Eid Al-Adha day.

4.1.3 Ritual and Symbol

The head of Lautze Mosque was asked five questions, but the head of Lautze Mosque in Jakarta and Bandung
had different answers. Firstly, the researchers asked how the Lautze mosque shows and promotes Chinese identity. In
Lautze Mosque Jakarta, the head of the mosque stated that they do not promote or invite anyone. However, if anyone
comes to the Lautze mosque, we will always be welcome and greatly respect tolerance of ethnicity, race, etc. They are
ready to guide them. Furthermore, they also often work together to assist the community, and maybe they see positive
activities from the Lautze mosque. Moreover, we mean being a bridge in uniting the local community and the Chinese
ethnicity so that they tolerate each other together. However, the head of Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung has different answers.

They do not highlight Chinese culture, but they accentuate the Islamic religion in this mosque with Chinese elements.
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Secondly, the researchers asked about the mosque's regular rituals or religious activities throughout the year.
The answers are similar, stating that the activities serve people converting to Islam, guide them, provide religious
knowledge, and engage in social activities such as food or material assistance. Finally, we always provide guidance. If
spiritual, we have many activities for converts. Every week, we hold joint recitations and worship five times a day at this
mosque. For big holidays, we hold activities during Eid al-Fitr and Eid al-Adha. Moreover, some volunteers like to help
converts at this mosque learn about the religion of Islam.

Thirdly, the researchers asked whether the symbols, traditions, and religious activities at the Lautze mosque still
retain the traditional Chinese format or have changed. The answers between the two heads of the mosque are similar;
they say they still maintain the Chinese symbols, traditions, and religious activities, but it has been modified a little and
changed a little, not as traditional as before. Nevertheless, we still maintain the Chinese identity in this mosque in terms
of architecture, the mosque's design is like a Chinese temple, and many calligraphy paintings use Mandarin. We modify
it by adding translations in Arabic and Indonesian so every visitor can understand it more easily. especially ethnic Chinese.

Fourthly, the researchers asked whether the Lautze mosque has certain symbols in Islamic terms or context that
can be learned by overseas Chinese. The head of the Lautze Mosque in Jakarta has a different answer from that of the
Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung. In Lautze Mosque Jakarta, there are many specific symbols, namely Islamic calligraphy,
which we provide in Mandarin with translations in Arabic and Indonesian. Furthermore, overseas Chinese can learn how
to speak or pronounce a language that maybe Chinese people confuse with Arabic. However, since we modified it by
mixing Mandarin with the Arabic translation, ethnic Chinese can better understand Islamic meanings and verses.
Moreover, they can learn how to write verses of the Al-Quran in Arabic by looking at the religious symbols in this Lautze
mosque. However, the Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung only has one Islamic calligraphy, which is still insufficient. However,
the head of the Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung plans to put more religious symbols and Islamic calligraphy at the mosque.

Lastly, the researchers asked about the activities when Islamic holidays and Chinese traditions such as Eid al-
Fitr, Eid al-Adha, and Chinese New Year. Both respondents have a similar answer. The head of Lautze Mosque Jakarta
and Lautze Moaque 2 Bandung stated that

“On big holidays like Eid al-Fitr and Eid al-Adha, we hold Eid prayers together, we hold gatherings, Halal Bi
Halal. Suppose the Chinese New Year is a little on the agenda because it has become a non-religious tradition. In that
case, we hold gatherings to carry out activities in the Islamic religion. However, some celebrate with their respective
families, which is okay if they still believe in Islam. They do Chinese New Year nostalgia, even though they have converted
to Islam. However, we do Chinese New Year nostalgia, the double identity, and cultural hybridity happening here.”

4.2 The Representation Through Lautze Mosques in Jakarta and Bandung in the Dimension of Double
Identity

4.2.1 Diaspora and Cultural Hybridity

The head of Lautze Mosque was asked three questions. Firstly, the researchers asked about the cultural change
in the ethnic Chinese who converted to Islam at the Lautze mosque and how they assimilated by combining the two
cultures. The head of Lautze Mosque in Jakarta stated that

“It depends on each person. If there is a culture that still maintains Chinese culture itself, it would be like still
celebrating the Chinese New Year, but there are ethnic Chinese who have stopped celebrating the Chinese New Year.

However, the traditions and culture of the majority of them still exist, even though they live in Indonesia and have become
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converts. However, they already have their own beliefs when it comes to worship or religion. They still do it all as it relates
to culture and tradition”

While the head of Lautze Mosque 2 in Bandung stated that

“There is no significant cultural change here because they have never forced them to learn Sundanese culture
or others.”

However, this mosque fosters them in a religious and spiritual sense. Culture is culture, but religion is a belief.
We are not here teaching fanatics of religion but fanatics of one's own beliefs. However, in the context of cultural hybridity
and double identity phenomenon in this mosque is that during Chinese New Year, they still celebrate Chinese New Year
but with Islamic beliefs and also celebrate in a cultural tradition, not religiously. In a nutshell, there is no cultural change.
They are still maintaining their identity, and the people at the Lautze Mosque never force them anything.

Lastly, the researchers asked about the location of this mosque, whether being planned or not located in this
strategic area, and the contribution of this mosque to the Chinese community towards the phenomenon of change between
the two cultures. The head of Lautze Mosque Jakarta stated that

“This mosque had been planned because of its strategic location. It is also located in the Chinatown area where
in fact, the majority of ethnic Chinese live in this area because the construction of this mosque is to help ethnic Chinese
minorities in obtaining Islamic studies. Moreover, help other ethnic Chinese in converting.”

Contrary, it differs from the answer from the head of Lautze Mosque Jakarta. The Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung
built in this place was such a coincidence. This building was not in the form of a mosque when it was first built, but more
like an office for consulting, but as it grew, it became a mosque. Previously, this mosque was exceedingly small, but as
it grew up, many organizations and people assisted financially in renovating it so that the Lautze Bandung Mosque had
a larger capacity. Furthermore, this is located in the city center. In a nutshell, the Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung is like an
icon of the city of Bandung.

Consequently, there are three questions, but each overseas Chinese at Lautze Mosque Jakarta and Bandung
has a different answer. Firstly, the researchers asked about the phenomenon or habit of double identity in Indonesian-
Chinese society and the Lautze mosque. Respondent 3 from Lautze Mosque Jakarta stated that

“The phenomena and habits that show double identity are during the Chinese New Year. Even though they
already live in Indonesia and are Muslim, they still carry out traditional traditions during Chinese New Year, and many
local people celebrate Chinese New Year with ethnic Chinese.”

Most of the answers are similar. However, Respondent 2 from Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung has a different
experience, and it was all about when he converted to Islam in 2005. The Lautze mosque was tiny. Previously, Lautze
Mosque 2 Bandung was an office, and this was a small shophouse. Moreover, in his opinion, at that time, the phenomenon
of double identity in this mosque was a trading place in the form of a small shop inside the Lautze mosque because
Chinese culture is synonymous with trading. However, in the Islamic religion, transactions are prohibited in the mosque.
Therefore, the Lautze Mosque was renovated again to move the shop to be in front of the Lautze Mosque and has
separate door access.

Secondly, the researchers asked how overseas Chinese Muslims respond to cultural hybridity and double identity
that affects the strengthening of relations between the Chinese community at the Lautze mosque. All of the respondents

have similar answers and perspectives, which are the way to react to that kind of double identity or cultural hybridity
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phenomenon by being tolerant and helping each other in ethnic Chinese activities, so Chinese culture will remain strong
in this mosque, even though it is mixed with Indonesian culture.

Lastly, the researchers asked what they remembered telling the form of cultural hybridity or double identity in the
Lautze mosque. Respondent 2 from Lautze Mosque Jakarta explained that ethnic Chinese people who have converted
still celebrate the Chinese New Year. That is one form of cultural fusion between Indonesia and the Chinese. In addition,
respondent 4 from Lautze Mosque Jakarta stated that celebrating Chinese New Year together has shown a double identity
in the Lautze mosque area.

Respondent 3 from Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung stated a little different thing like the phenomenon of double
identity in the Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung is when the Chinese New Year, the mosque holds something like a "Chinese
nostalgia event." Furthermore, the mosque holding "Nganteuran" is Sundanese, an Islam religious and cultural tradition
that means to deliver. At this moment, the people will deliver their food to their neighbors. Moreover, several ethnic
Chinese converts bring "Lontong Cap Go Meh" and other halal Chinese food. He saw and felt this phenomenon is a
cultural hybridity and double identity phenomenon. The elongated shape of the Lontong symbolizes longevity. While eggs
symbolize good luck, and coconut milk seasoned with golden turmeric sauce symbolizes gold and luck. The golden yellow
color of this Lontong is considered a symbol of prosperity and wealth. For Chinese New Year celebrations, gold or yellow
is a lucky color. Usually eaten during Chinese New Year celebrations.

4.2.2 Ethnic Group and Maintaining Ethnicity

The head of Lautze Mosque was asked two questions, but each overseas Chinese at Lautze Mosque Jakarta
and Bandung had a similar answer. Firstly, the researchers asked whether overseas Chinese immigrants face any
obstacles here or not and their experiences at the Lautze Mosque. The head of Lautze Mosque Jakarta stated that

“The obstacles often arise from family or environmental conditions. For example, an ethnic Chinese person
whose entire family is non-Muslim and one of them wants to convert to Islam. It takes work to convince his family. Some
accept them. Some reject them. Nevertheless, as time passes, things like that have become less and less common.”

Moreover, even today, there are some ethnic Chinese who want converts to be delivered directly by their non-
Muslim families to convert. Now the level of tolerance has grown very well. Second, some had language barriers, so we
accompanied them with translators or interpreters when converting to Islam and participating in religious activities at this
Mosque. The Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung also faces a similar problem, and how the Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung solves
any problems with the overseas Chinese is similar.

Secondly, the researchers asked about the head of Lautze Mosque's perspectives towards the overseas Chinese
who convert to Islam and how they maintain their ethnic origin in Lautze Mosque even though they are already in
Indonesia. The head of Lautze Mosque Jakarta stated that in this Mosque, the head or staff of Lautze Mosque Jakarta
always emphasizes to converts not to change their identity, even those whose real names use Mandarin and who want
to change their names to Arabic or names that have elements of Islam, which we reject. Because the name will not affect
a person's beliefs and faith, they must maintain it out of respect for their parents, who gave them their name at birth, and
their culture. The head of Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung stated that they still maintain their original ethnicity as ethnic
Chinese, for example, by celebrating Chinese New Year and carrying out other Chinese cultural traditions with their
respective families. It depends on each individual. There are also ethnic Chinese who have converted to Islam. They

stopped doing Chinese cultural traditions and focused on studying Islam.
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Consequently, the overseas Chinese Muslims were asked two questions. Firstly, the researchers asked whether
overseas Chinese immigrants face any obstacles here or not and their experiences at the Lautze Mosque. Most of the
respondents have a similar answer. Respondent 3 from Lautze Mosque Jakarta stated that the first time he became
Mualaf, he had difficulty speaking because he could only speak Mandarin (Chinese Language). Moreover, in this Mosque
and this environment, they use Indonesian, so he also has to learn Indonesian and Arabic to read the holy book Al-Quran
and pray because Islam uses Arabic. Therefore, respondent 2 from Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung has different thoughts
and experiences. Although he did not have obstacles at the Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung, he stated that there are bound
to be obstacles, but he did not face many obstacles. It was just that, at that time, there was a conflict in the family, but it
was resolved.

Another example he saw was when someone at that time wanted to convert to Islam, but his family disapproved

and hated him. So, some of them are unable to eat, do not have a place to live, and do not have money either, so this
Mosque accommodates those with problems. Changing religions is tricky, but this Mosque always finds a solution and
helps. Most of them do not have many obstacles in this Mosque, only from family problems. However, the Lautze Mosque
accommodated, facilitated, and assisted them so much that they faced many obstacles.
Secondly, the researchers asked how the Lautze Mosque introduced and maintained Chinese identity. Most of the
respondents stated similar opinions and perspectives. The architecture of the Mosque itself has introduced and maintained
the Chinese ethnic identity itself, with mosques in the form of temples and temples like Chinese temples. In addition, the
interior design is very much like a temple with shades of bright red and yellow, which is enough to maintain the Chinese
identity of this Mosque.

4.2.3 The Concept of Ethnic Group

Two questions were also posed to the head of Lautze Mosque. Firstly, the researchers asked about their
perspectives on the long-time Lautze Mosque activities that mingled with Chinese and Indonesian culture. The head of
Lautze Mosque Jakarta stated that he hopes it will continue and grow forever. In addition, the head of Lautze Mosque 2
Bandung stated that as long as this mosque always exists, he hopes it will last forever and, in the future, it can always
mingle with Chinese and Indonesian culture because Lautze Mosque has a prodigious opportunity in the future.

Secondly, the researchers asked about the head of the Lautze Mosque's perspectives on blending two cultures
by overseas Chinese ethnic groups at the Lautze Mosque. The head of Lautze Mosque Jakarta stated that there are not
too many concepts in this mosque, especially for the Chinese New Year event. There are several activities carried out
without a concept and carried out spontaneously. Nevertheless, if we conceptualize religious activities in Islam, such as
breaking the fast together, recitation, etc. Moreover, because many converts live far from the mosque, the people inside
the mosque usually hold activities every Saturday night.

Additionally, the head of Lautze Mosque Jakarta stated that there is no concept at all, except that during the Eid
al-Fitr and Eid al-Adha holidays, there are already procedures for carrying out and celebrating these Islamic holidays, so
the people inside the mosque implement all religious activities that are taught according to Islamic law. Chinese New
Year does not have a specific concept because it is a tradition. They also carry out activities spontaneously, such as
gatherings at the mosque, and eating together at the Lautze 2 mosque in Bandung, like eating "Lontong Cap Go Meh."

Consequently, the overseas Chinese Muslims were asked two questions. Firstly, the researchers asked about
their perspectives on the long time it takes for the cultural integration of overseas Chinese Muslims into the Chinese-

Indonesian way of life and for the Lautze mosque to occur. Most of the ordinary respondents may take one year for
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cultural integration into the Chinese-Indonesian way of life. However, respondent 3 from Lautze Mosque 2 in Bandung
stated that he was only 7 months old and had already started to integrate into the culture and way of life of the people in
Bandung, even though he had a lot more to learn. People may have experienced it for only one year.

Secondly, the researchers asked about the crucial aspects/concepts that the respondents know about the
overseas Chinese ethnic group in the activities at the Lautze Mosque. Respondent 3 from Lautze Mosque in Jakarta
stated that there is a little concept. However, maybe on big days like Eid al-Fitr, a concept is implemented so that activities
in the mosque run smoothly. Even other respondents in Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung also said there is no significant
concept, only the concept of making a schedule for big days such as Eid Al-Fitr or every Chinese New Year.

4.2.4 The Concept of Power and Discourse

The head of Lautze Mosque was asked two questions. Firstly, the researchers asked their perspectives on
whether the Lautze mosque will increase or decrease the maintenance of traditional Chinese culture and whether
Indonesian culture can influence Chinese culture, especially in this mosque. The head of Lautze Mosque in Jakarta stated
that Indonesian culture does not affect Chinese culture. We tolerate each other here. If you want to celebrate Chinese
New Year, it is very permissible. It is also permissible if local people want to celebrate the Chinese New Year. Some
Indonesians may look very Islamic, but that does not affect the Chinese; they keep being themselves. While the head of
Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung stated that it will always remain the same in maintaining Chinese culture in this mosque, in
terms of ornament and architecture, the mosque will always remain like this. Indonesian culture does not affect their
cultural changes because they can still maintain their identity as ethnic Chinese, and we also teach them to be able to
distinguish between traditions, culture, and religion. Yes, even though they will still know Indonesian culture and may still
implement some Indonesian culture, they will still maintain their Chinese ethnicity well.

Secondly, the researchers asked about the head of Lautze Mosque's perspectives on their feelings and views
as Indonesians, or perhaps as Indonesians around the mosque when you see ethnic Chinese converts at Lautze Mosque.
The head of Lautze Mosque Jakarta stated that

“Lautze Mosque Jakarta's existence might be very beneficial. This fact has become factual data from one of the
students from the University of Indonesia conducting research here. Moreover, the results of his research regarding the
views of the Indonesian people regarding the Lautze mosque are very positive. Furthermore, it is very safe, harmonious,
and peaceful here, according to the Indonesian people around Chinatown and Lautze mosque.”

Furthermore, according to the respondent personal view, He is thrilled with the presence of ethnic Chinese who
visit this mosque and convert to Islam. In addition, the head of Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung stated that he feels grateful
and happy. One quote from him is that humans must have the nature of gratitude and what it is. He feels grateful if every
Chinese ethnicity comes for observation and wants to convert. Both heads of Lautze Mosque in Jakarta and Bandung
have the same answer regarding the second question.

Moreover, the overseas Chinese Muslim were asked three questions. Firstly, the researchers asked about their
perspectives on the future trend of cultural assimilation between Indonesian and Chinese cultures, which could occur in
all directions (increase or decrease or stay the same or regain traditional Chinese). Respondents 3 and 4 of Lautze
Mosque Jakarta stated a similar opinion that it would continuously develop and improve in terms of cultural assimilation.
However, in maintaining traditional Chinese, He thinks it will remain stable, and if possible, it will keep increasing. In

addition, most of the Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung respondents have a similar opinion. They stated that cultural assimilation
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would remain the same, but in the development of the mosque, it will probably increase. Alternatively, maybe the mosque
building will remain the same today, but maybe there will be more activities in the future.

Secondly, the researchers asked about the interaction from other people or organizations between ethnic Chinese
Muslims in the mosque and the Indonesian people. Respondent 1 from Lautze Mosque Jakarta stated that there was
always much interaction in this mosque until now, significantly when the era of President B.J Habibie, who was the first
to make an enormous contribution to the construction of this mosque, contributed and helped the lot in constructing the
Lautze Mosque Jakarta itself. Apart from the president, Indonesia has a specific massive Islamic organization: the
Indonesian Chinese Islamic Association (PITI) and the Association of Indonesian Muslim Merchants (ISMI). However,
they often get support from the Indonesian Chinese Islamic Association (PITI). In addition, the Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung
also received similar things but from different organizations. Respondent 2 said that many organizations contributed and
helped the mosque. However, one organization that contributed the most to the Lautze 2 Bandung Mosque is "Salman's
Charity House" from the Institute of Technology of Bandung. They manage and distribute fundraising, donations, and
other assistance for the Lautze 2 Bandung Mosque. Furthermore, some people provide financial and in-kind assistance
to the Lautze 2 mosque.

Thirdly, the researchers asked about their feelings about being a Muslim in Indonesia as an overseas Chinese.
Therefore, primarily respondents from Lautze Mosque Jakarta and Lautze Mosque 2 Bandung have similar answers.
Most feel proud, safe, peaceful, and happy being Muslims in Indonesia and the Lautze Mosque area. There have never
been any problems, limitations, or obstacles, so they feel delighted to be ethnic Chinese who converted to Islam at the
Lautze Mosque in Jakarta.

The status of politics and citizenship of overseas Chinese before and after religious conversion to Islam can
vary depending on the specific country and its laws, as well as the individual's circumstances. It's important to note that
the experiences of overseas Chinese and their political and citizenship status are diverse and cannot be generalized for

all cases. However, the researchers provided some general information on this topic.

Prior to Religious Conversion to Islam:

1. Political and Citizenship Status: The political and citizenship status of overseas Chinese before religious
conversion to Islam is generally determined by the country of residence. Overseas Chinese can hold citizenship in their
host country, their country of origin, or both, depending on the nationality laws of each country.

2. Political Participation: Overseas Chinese, regardless of their religious affiliation, may engage in political
activities and participate in the political process of their host country, such as voting in elections, joining political

organizations, or running for public office, if they meet the eligibility criteria established by the host country.

After Religious Conversion to Islam:

1. Citizenship: Generally, religious conversion itself does not affect an individual's citizenship status. However,
there may be specific cases or countries where conversion to Islam could impact citizenship laws or processes. It's
important to consult the laws of the specific country in question to understand the implications of religious conversion on

citizenship.
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2. Political Participation: Religious conversion, including to Islam, does not inherently limit or restrict an
individual's political participation. Overseas Chinese who convert to Islam can continue to engage in political activities

and exercise their political rights in accordance with the laws and regulations of their host country.

Discussion

The study found that those Chinese mosques, named Lautze Mosque in Jakarta and Bandung, are essential to
the Chinese community, especially those who want to convert to Islam religion or who have converted. In many ways,
women play an essential role in Indonesian society. The Lautze Mosque has a role in preserving Chinese identity and
presenting Islamic beliefs and education. Chinese-Indonesian people and the Chinese Mosque named Lautze Mosque in
Jakarta and Bandung have maintained the Chinese traditional cultures properly and appropriately. When the cultures of
Chinese and Indonesian ethnic groups were integrated, the Lautze Mosque was also influenced by Indonesian culture at
the same time. This integration is the double identity representation form. The study also found that the Chinese Mosque
named Lautze Mosque is the place that inherits Chinese culture in the context of Islam religion, such as Chinese
architecture mixed with Islamic ornaments, Chinese culture and traditions, and Chinese-Arabian language with Indonesian
translation.

The research results found that the role of Lautze mosques is exceedingly impactable to most overseas Chinese
who convert their origin religion to Islam. In the educational context of Islamic learning, the overseas Chinese is being
assisted by Islamic expert in joining every activity, learning how to pray in Islam, learning how to read Islamic Bible (Al-
Quran) and the whole bible entitled Igra. Not only in the education way but in the context of cultural hybridity and double
identity, Lautze Mosques influenced most overseas Chinese who convert their religion in the Mosque in a cultural way
while still maintaining their identity as Chinese and maintaining their origin ethnicity. For instance, the phenomenon of
double identity that appeared in this Mosque is when the Chinese New Year, the Mosque holds something like "Chinese
nostalgia." Moreover, the Mosque holding "Nganteuran" is Sundanese, an Islamic religious and cultural tradition meant to
deliver. At this moment, the people will deliver their food to their neighbors. Moreover, several ethnic Chinese converts
bring Lontong Cap Go Meh and other halal Chinese foods, and some local people bring Indonesian food. Therefore, in
that situation, cultural hybridity is exceedingly fluid boldly. This activity is a cultural hybridity and double identity
phenomenon that exists to see and feel.

Moreover, the Lautze Mosque may be modified by a pattern change of a building structure, and all overseas
Chinese Muslim need to do rituals or pray in an Islamic way. In terms of prayer, the researchers found that the pray in
Lautze Mosque is similar to other Muslim pray in general, named Salaah, and it is a mandatory ritual Islamic prayer,
prescribed five times daily those are; Fajr — the dawn prayer. It is a two Rakat Salaah, Dhuhr — the early afternoon prayer.
It is a four Rakat Salaah, Asr — the late afternoon prayer. It is a four Rakat Salaah, Maghrib — the sunset prayer. It is a
three Rakat Salaah and Isha'a — the night prayer. It is a four Rakat Salaah.

Additionally, there are activities, rituals, and traditions in the context of the Islamic Religion in the Lautze Mosque
Jakarta and Bandung. Those are Visits of the Mayor of Central Jakarta, Short-term Islamic Boarding School, Eid Al-Fitr
Prayer, Eid Al-Adha Prayer, Guidance on Islamic education in reading Al-Quran and Igra, Distribution of free rice boxes
before breaking the fast and distribution of groceries during the month of Ramadan during pandemic od COVID-19. The
Distribution of Meat of Qurban (Islamic Ritual Sacrifice) and Guidance for overseas Chinese in religious conversion to

Islam.
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The study result could explain the cultural phenomena more profoundly, especially in the form of double identity
and cultural hybridity. The study and discussion can demonstrate the adaptability of Chinese ethnic groups in different
locations. The Chinese migrated everywhere; they had similar changes in culture. The migrated Chinese or the overseas
Chinese migrated to different places with a different culture from the traditional Chinese. The Chinese ethnic can maintain
their traditional culture and adapt to the new society that they live predominantly in the Lautze Mosque Jakarta and
Bandung. This adaptation is through mixing cultures in terms of a way of life, beliefs, language, and culture. In particular,
the Chinese Mosque named Lautze Mosque, the center of the Chinese community, played a considerable role in

maintaining traditional Chinese and mixing with a new culture, becoming a double identity today.

5. Conclusion

In a nutshell, as the researchers explained the data analysis from the interview results, the role of Lautze Mosque
among the overseas Chinese is significantly enhanced. The Lautze Mosque helps most overseas Chinese or Peranakan
Chinese since the Mosque welcomes everyone, especially Chinese. Because there are so many Chinese communities in
the Mosque, the head of the Mosque and staff of the Mosque may assist them in Islamic education with specific experts
or teachers. In the context of double identity, the Lautze Mosque in Jakarta and Bandung shows plenty of phenomena
related to the double identity, which shows two different identities from Chinese and Indonesian. Like in the Chinese New
Year, the Chinese and local people celebrate together and exchange different cultures and traditions. In the context of
cultural hybridity, the overseas Chinese in the Lautze Mosque are influenced by Indonesian culture since they are
immigrants from their country of origin and live in Indonesia. Indonesia culture, especially in Jakarta, which has Betawinese
culture, and in Bandung, which has Sundanese culture, most overseas Chinese learn and implement both cultures in their

daily life.

6. Suggestions
Based on the results and conclusions obtained in this study researchers can provide the suggestions listed below:

1. The results of this study can carry out a comparative study between Double identities in Chinese Mosques
named Lautze Mosques and other places. The researchers hope that other lecturers and instructors can better understand
the double identity and cultural hybridity of overseas Chinese in Indonesia, especially those who have already converted
to Islam.

2. The researchers hope that other students can enhance their understanding and perspectives towards the
double identity and cultural hybridity of overseas Chinese in Indonesia, especially those who have already converted to
Islam. This research may help them enhance their tolerance for each other by respecting other people's decisions in the
context of religion and culture.

3. This research may assist other Chinese communities to keep maintaining their identity as overseas Chinese
in Indonesia. Although they are already lived in Indonesia and moved to Islam religion for a long time, the researchers
suggest they keep maintaining their original identity. Another suggestion is that all of the overseas Chinese and Peranakan
Chinese need to be more active in participating in any activities in the Mosque to promote and help other overseas

Chinese who need help.
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The researchers hope that other researchers can adapt this research with new variables and innovations, for instance,
by investigating the Chinese Mosque in their country and comparing it to Lautze Mosques or by investigating the Lautze

Mosque in the context of bureaucracy or the concept of administration in the Lautze Mosque.
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Abstract

This study aims to investigate and compare the perspectives of teachers towards the
management of school bank projects by school administrators under the Sai Mai District Office,
Bangkok. The study categorizes based on educational qualifications, work experience, and the
size of the school. The sample group for this study consists of 241 teachers from schools under
the Sai Mai District Office, Bangkok, in the academic year 2022. The tool used for this study is
a questionnaire about the management of school bank projects from the teachers' perspectives
under the Sai Mai District Office, Bangkok, comprising 40 items with a reliability value of .90.
The statistics used in this study are mean (f), standard deviation (S.D.), percentage, t-test,

one-way analysis of variance (One-way ANOVA), and Scheffe's method for pairwise mean
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score comparison. The study finds that teachers have a generally positive perspective towards
the management of school bank projects by school administrators. Comparing the perspectives
of teachers towards the management of school bank projects by school administrators under
the Sai Mai District Office, Bangkok, it is found that teachers with different educational
qualifications, work experiences, and school sizes differ in their perspectives as follows:
1)Teachers with different educational qualifications have significantly different perspectives on
policy and planning aspects at the .05 level. 2)Teachers with different work experiences have
significantly different perspectives in all aspects at the .05 level. 3)Teachers from different sizes

of schools do not differ in their perspectives, either overall or in specific aspects.

1. Introduction

Restaurant businesses have been adversely affected by the COVID-19 pandemic worldwide. The demand for
dining out has substantially declined due to government restrictions on movement and diner's concerns of the infection
risk while dining out in public as masks must be removed while eating (Ryu et al., 2023). The infection risk perception of
diners has resulted in significant drop in restaurant visits and financial difficulties (Jeong et al., 2022). The pandemic
circumstances have forced restaurant operators to implement changes in order to comply with government’s restrictions
such as social distancing and other pandemic control requirements and attract patrons in order to continue their

businesses (Kim et al., 2021).
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Although the pandemic has caused concerns to restaurant patrons, many people accept that they have to
continue their lives including dining out, but in a new normal way (Ryu et al., 2023). Understanding what determines
restaurant diners’ choice of restaurant to dine out and the diner’s intention to conform to pandemic rules and restriction
is essential to restaurant business operators to succeed amid the new normal practices. The literature on the topic is still
limited and thus requires further investigation in order to better understand the new normal behaviours of restaurant diners
during the pandemic. This research aims to contribute to the body of knowledge by offering insights into restaurant diner’s
risk perception, restaurant selection, willingness to apply self-protection and actual self-protection behaviour during the
pandemic using modified protection motivation theory as the study framework. The objectives of the study are two-fold.
First, it seeks to examine the influence of restaurant selection and COVID-19 risk perception factors based on modified
PMT on self-protection intention. Secondly, it attempts to investigate the influence of self-protection intention on self-
protection practices of restaurant diners amid COVID-19 pandemic.

Phuket, a UNESCO Creative City of Gastronomy, was chosen as the location for the study due to its wide range
of cuisines and restaurants on offer. Although the restaurant businesses in Phuket normally relied on international tourists,
the lack of international tourists during the pandemic has forced restaurant practitioners to target local residents instead
(Ryu et al., 2023). Therefore, this study offers more understanding into resident’s dining risk perception and behaviors
amid the pandemic, which enables restaurant businesses to correctly adjust their operations and services to meet the

changes of restaurant diner's needs, perceptions and behaviours during the new normal situation of pandemic.

2, Literature

2.1 Protection Motivation Theory

According to Protection Motivation Theory (PMT), individuals are motivated to protect themselves against
perceived health risk such as COVID-19 pandemic (Roger, 1975). Choi et al. (2019) explain that self-protection against
health threat is induced mainly due to four factors. These factors include the severity of the risk, the degree of vulnerability
or the likelihood of the occurrence of the risk, the level of perceived efficacy of available preventive practices, and the
level of self-efficacy.

The risk perception literature in the hospitality and tourism context has widely utilized PMT as a study framework
especially in the travel health risk situations (Ruan et al., 2020; Wang et al., 2019). Within the restaurant context, several
studies have adopted PMT in their investigation. For example, Ryu et al. (2023) adopted PMT factors to investigate
restaurant visit frequency and restaurant protection practices during the COVID-19 pandemic. In addition, PMT has been
used to study restaurant diners’ self-protection intention against hygiene risk amid the pandemic (Yasami et al., 2020;
Yasami, 2021). These studies general confirmed the influence of PMT factors and self-protection motivation and practices
when dining out during the pandemic.

2.2 Restaurant selection factors

Previous research has regularly identified key factors influencing customer’s decision-making within the restaurant
context in the normal situations to include two important groups of factors including the quality of food and service (Liu et
al., 2018), and atmosphere and facilities (Kivela, 1997). Then, during the COVID-19 outbreak, additional factors influencing
restaurant selection have been identified in the literature due to required changes in response to customer’s risk perception
of COVID-19 infection. These additional factors include cleanliness and hygiene (Jeong et al., 2022) and new normal

facilities and practices (Zapata-Cuervo et al., 2023) which play significant roles in reducing customer’s risk perception and
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fear of the pandemic. Cleanliness and hygiene considerations include examples such as serving sterilized cutlery in a
sealed package and staff wearing mask and gloves (Jeong et al., 2022). In addition, new normal practices include actions
that emerge during the pandemic to prevent the infection and promote safety among the customers. These include
examples such as social distancing, and the use of contactless services and facilities (Yasami et al., 2022).

2.3 Hypothesis development

Hypotheses of the study were developed based on previous literature by proposing the influence of the modified
PMT factors (Ryu et al., 2023; Xiao et al., 2016; 2014; Ruan et al., 2020) and restaurant selection factors (Jeong et al.,
2022; Yasami et al., 2022; Liu et al., 2018) on self-protection intention and self-protection practices. The restaurant
selection factors identified in the literature include (1) atmosphere and facilities, (2) food and service, (3) cleanliness and
hygiene, (4) restaurant new normal facilities. The modified PMT factors include (1) knowledge about COVID-19, (2) worry

of COVID-19, (3) likelihood of COVID-19 infection, (4) severity of COVID-19. The hypotheses are derived as follows:

H1 Restaurant selection factors influence on customer’s self- protection intention in restaurant dining
H1a: Atmosphere and facilities have a significant influence on self-protection intention in restaurant dining.
H1b: Foods and services have a significant influence on self-protection intention in restaurant dining.
H1c: Cleanliness and hygiene have a significant influence on self-protection intention in restaurant dining.
H1d: Restaurant new normal facilities have a significant influence on self-protection intention in restaurant dining.
H2 COVID-19 risk perception factors influence on customer’s self-protection intention in restaurant dining
H2a: Knowledge about COVID-19 has a significant influence on self-protection intention in restaurant dining.
H2b: The worry about COVID-19 infection has a significant influence on self-protection intention in restaurant
dining.
H2c: The likelihood of COVID-19 infection has a significant influence on self-protection intention in restaurant
dining.
H2d: The severity of COVID-19 has a significant influence on self-protection intention in restaurant dining.

H3 Customer’s self-protection intention influences on self-protection practices in restaurant dining

3. Methodology

This study adopted quantitative method for collecting the data from residents in Phuket during April and May in
2022. The questionnaires were developed from extensive literature reviews and theories of travel risk perception and
restaurant selection criterions (Ryu et al., 2023; Xiao et al., 2016; 2014; Ruan et al., 2020; Jeong et al., 2022; Yasami et
al., 2022; Liu et al., 2018). The questionnaire comprised questions/items regarding restaurant selection factors, COVID-
19 perception factors, self-protection intention and practices in restaurants due to the new normal life during the COVID-
19 pandemic. Before commencing the survey, the questionnaire was pre-tested with 30 residents in Phuket for accuracy
and ease of understanding. Four popular restaurants based on Tripadvisor.com agreed to permit the researchers to
conduct survey onsite with their restaurant customers who were all Phuket residents during the time of the data collection.
Face to face survey at the four selected restaurants was conducted. Participants were asked to complete online survey

in order to comply with social distancing and contactless rules during the pandemic.
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3.1 Research design

The questionnaire consists of four parts. The first part was designed to collect the information about the
demographic characteristics of the participants. The second part included items to determine the respondent’s risk perception
towards COVID-19 pandemic based on risk perception on dining out based on modified PMT and restaurant selection
factors, and the third part of the questionnaire included questions about preventive intention and practices while dining
out in the restaurant

3.2 Data collection

The target group for this study was residents enty—Fhai-Citizens in Phuket including both local Thai citizens and
foreigners during the COVID-19 pandemic in 2022. The size of the target population was calculated from the number of
Phuket residents. The questionnaire was prepared in both English and Thai languages.

3.3 Sampling design

In total, 488 questionnaires were collected. 32 questionnaires were excluded from the study due to their excessive
missing values and incomplete responses. Finally, 456 were valid and included in the analysis.

3.4 Data analysis

First, exploratory factor analysis was employed to identify underlying dimensions of restaurant selection, risk
perception and modified PMT attributes. Then, multiple regression was performed on the factors discovered from the
factor analysis result on self-protection intention. The purpose for this analysis was to examine the influence of the
discovered restaurant selection and risk perception factors on self-protection intention. Finally, regression analysis was

conducted to examine the influence of self-protection intention on self-protection practices.

4. Result

4.1 Restaurant selection factors and COVID-19 perceptions factors

Thirty-six items of the restaurant’s attributes were analyzed with exploratory factor analysis to identify their
underlying dimensions. Principle component analysis with extraction method and varimax with Kaiser normalization with
rotation method were used. To determine the number of factors, only factors that meet the minimum eigen value of 1.0
or higher were identified (Pallant, 2020). After removing nine items that reported cross loading (mobile payment, health
check, plates with lids, health certificate, chair arrangement, politeness of staff, access to the menu, certificate of organic
food, good appearance), only twenty-seven remaining items were retained for further analysis (Pallant, 2020). The
exploratory factor analysis on the remaining twenty-seven items of restaurant’s attributes extracted four factors. These
four dimensions include (1) Atmosphere and facilities, (2) Food and services, (3) Cleanliness and hygiene, (4) Restaurant
new normal facilities.

Details of these factors are reported in Table 4.1.1. An examination of the Kaiser-Meyer Olkin measure of
sampling adequacy suggested that the sample was adequate (KMO = 0.935) and Bartlett's test of Sphericity was
significant (x2 (351) 9146.251, p <0.01) (Pallant, 2020). Cronbach’s alpha of each dimension was computed to confirm
the reliability of the measurement of each factor. As shown in Table 4.1.1 the factor analysis conducted on the twenty-
seven restaurant’s attributes items extracted into four factors. The dimensions reported below accounted for over 67% of

the total variance.

To assess the impacts of restaurant’s factors (as predictor variables) on self-protection intention (as the outcome
variable), a multiple regression was conducted. The assumptions of the multiple regression based on (Pallant, 2020). The
regression model presented in the Table. 4.1.2 below is significant with a value of 25% of the total variance explained
(R*=0.251. F = 19.285, p = <0.01) for the self-protection intention. Cleanliness and hygiene (B =0.37,t=7.36, p <0.01)
was found to have the highest and positive influence on self-protection intention and knowledge about COVID-19 (B =

0.15, t = 3.34, p <0.01) had the second highest influence on the outcome variable.

4.2 The influence of self-protection intention on self-protection practices

The regression result of the influence of self-protection intention on self-protection practices is presented in table
4.2.1. The regression model was significant with a low value of the total variance of 23% (R’ = 0.236. F = 19.285, p = <0.00).
Self-protection intention (6 = 0.486, t = 11.811, p <0.01) was found to have a significant influence on self-protection

practices (p<.01).

5. Discussion and Conclusion
This research contributes to the body of knowledge by offering insights into the relationships between restaurant

customer’s pandemic risk perception and restaurant selection factors, willingness to apply self-protection and self-
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protection practices during the COVID-19 pandemic utilising modified protection motivation theory as the research
framework. Using residents of Phuket as the subjects of the study, the results of the study offer restaurant operators
insights and guidelines to appropriately modify their operations and services to meet the changing needs, perceptions
and behaviours of restaurant customers during the new normal situation of the COVID-19 pandemic.

The results of the study confirm the influence of three key factors of restaurant selection and risk perception
factors on self-protection intention. These factors include cleanliness and hygiene, knowledge about COVID-19 and
perceived severity of COVID-19. Furthermore, the study is also able to confirm the positive influence of customer’s self-
protection intention on self-protection practices in restaurant dining during the COVID-19 pandemic. The hypothesis test

results are summarized in Table 5.1.

As perceived severity is the only factor under PMT that was confirmed with positive influence on self-protection
intention of the restaurant customers, severity is suggested to be the most significant factor within the PMT framework.

This result confirms the vital role of severity as discovered in previous research such as Ryu et al. (2023) who found
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threat appeal particularly severity to be the most dominant factor in PMT. Furthermore, the study results highlight the
stronger influence of cleanliness and hygiene, and knowledge about COVID-19 more than any PMT factors. This indicates
that customers will have stronger intention to conform to the pandemic rules and regulations if they have more knowledge
about the pandemic and understand the severity of the coronavirus. It is also imperative to note the significance of
cleanliness and hygiene in customers’ self-protection intention. The result suggests that customers pay particular attention
to cleanliness and hygiene of the restaurant and will be more likely to apply self-protection intention and practices.

The results discovered in the study offer a number of implications to the restaurant industry to operate during
the pandemic period. Firstly, it is necessary for restaurant operators to remind and display communication to customers
about the ongoing pandemic, pandemic rules and protection practices. Secondly, restaurants should ensure the
cleanliness and hygiene of the operations and offer cleanliness and hygiene cues to signal to the customers to boost their
dining out confidence. These practices include examples such as ensuring all staff members wear masks and gloves at

all times, serving covered food and sealed cutlery, and sanitizing tables and chairs.

2. The author must certify that the written work is derived from the facts from the study and does not distort
information and does not contain false information.

3. The author must be responsible for his/her work and certify that the work has never been published or is not
currently in the process of being considered published.

4. In the case that the author makes a mistake, the journal will disqualify the publication for a period of at least

two years and the journal will inform the organization that the author work for or studies.

Roles of Editors

1. Editors are responsible for considering the selection of articles to enter the quality assessment process for
publication in the journals based on content consistency and the policy of the journal.

2. During the evaluation of the article, editors must not disclose the information of the author and the person
evaluating the article to other unrelated persons.

3. Editors are responsible for reviewing articles for plagiarism and applying other published articles for re-
publication so that articles published in the journals do not copy the works of others and do not publish articles that have
been published elsewhere.

4. If detecting the copying of another person's work or bringing another article that was previously published for
re-publication, the editor will cancel the article evaluation process, and if the article has been previously published, the

editor will use the right to withdraw the article and notify the organization that the author work for or studies.

Roles of Reviewers

1. The reviewer evaluating the article must maintain the confidentiality of the article submitted for evaluation.

2. The reviewer must not have any interest with the author or any other reason that makes it impossible to give
comments freely. If so, the article reviewer must notify the editor of the journal about the result of the evaluation to decide
to accept or refuse the article.

3. The reviewer of the article should evaluate articles in the field of study to consider the quality of the article
and not use personal opinions that do not have support information as criteria for judging articles.

4. If the reviewer finds that the evaluated article has any part that has similarities or duplication from other works,

the reviewer must also inform the editor.
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
