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As communities, we can learn to respond
to shared threats, of which information obesity is one.

Through communication, education,
and the selective, critical application of science and
technology, we can resist and turn back the
colonization of our lives by the steering media
of money and power. Through such active works,
we can rewrite technology in our own image,
and as Feenberg (2002) demands, learn how
to control past, present and future technological
developments, rather than have them control us.
