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Abstract

This paper aimed to analyze the Rosales Saga, a historical
postcolonial English novel composed by a Filipino author, Francisco Sionil
Jose which consists of five stories, i.e. Po-on, Tree, My Brother, My
Executioner, The Pretenders and Mass. By using historical analysis and
literary criticism, this paper reveals that the dominant structure of the elites
prevalent in the contemporary Filipino societies and politics are an
extension of the past, stretching from the colonial era to the post-colonial
of the Philippines. Arguably, this living structure developed from the
patronage structure of the Spanish churches during the Spanish colonial
period that rested on the superior-subordinate relationship of Spanish
feudalism. This eventually formed the cacique, or local strongman, system
of the Philippines during the post-colonial period. Moreover, caciquism, as
the legacy of the empire, has also become a tool for power-grabbing and
exploiting Filipino society, politically and economically. This tool has been
employed among political and economic elites at both local and national
levels. The dominant structure of these oligarchies continue to exist in

contemporary Filipino politics.
