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Abstract :

This paper presents an analytical study of John Stuart Mill's ideas in his work
“The Subjection of Women.” The research focuses on Mill's ideas about the status and
the origin of gender inequality, the way out to “absolute equality”, and the patriarchy
that is formed by exploiting women in various ways. Moreover, this work also aims at
criticizing his ideas; his ideas still have some deficiencies influenced by liberalism. Also,
his work is actually still governed by the idea of patriarchy.
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
