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Abstract : 
 

The objective of this paper is to present the development of modern 
education for German women from unification and establishment of the German Empire 
in 1871 to the latter part of the 1960s, which was marked by student protests and the 
advent of the second wave of feminism in West Germany.  Emphasis is placed on the 
development of modern education for women in the early years during the German 
Empire era (1871-1918).  The paper also aims to demonstrate that modern education 
was earned as the result of a rigorous struggle on the part of women beginning with the 
efforts to develop advanced schooling for girls, then the development of the quality of 
education and the upgrading of vocational education for women and, lastly,  with the 
opening up of opportunities for women to enter the world of tertiary education.  Modern 
education for women has played an important part in changing the status of German 
women and has brought about a change in the status of women in Germany a 
development that ultimately paved the way for gender equality in that society.
