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Abstract : 
 

This research demonstrates how works of English fiction reflect the problems 
of British women and their access to university education, problems which were due 
largely to social attitudes, are seen in George Bernard Shaw’s Mrs. Warren’s 

Profession and H.G. Wells’ Ann Veronica.  Both works point to the limitations in terms 
of economic opportunity and the discrimination that posed problems for women at the 
end of the nineteenth and in the early twentieth centuries.  This period coincides with 
the time when women were demanding equal rights in both the socio-economic and 
political sphere and, most importantly, in education.
