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Abstract : 
 

This paper aims to study the factors that resulted in higher education being 
made available to women after it had become available to men.  It takes into 
consideration the values inherent in the role and education assigned to women in the 
traditional period as well as expectations that the elite Siamese class had of women in 
the reform era, a period that saw the merging of traditional values and Western norms.  
The paper also considers how males were granted access to university education 
leading to the demand for similar rights for their female counterparts.  In addition, it 
takes into account social attitudes regarding work opportunities for women during the 
said period.
