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Abstract

This research aims to examine causal factors affecting the success of community
enterprise in the southern of Thailand. This study is quantitative research, using
questionnaires as research tools. Data collection was conducted with a sample group of 440
community enterprises in the southern of Thailand. Data were then analyzed using statistical
and LISREL programs. The results of the structural equation model (SEM) estimation are
consistent with the empirical data as ¥’= 459.79 X? /df = 2.60 wag RMSEA = 0.060 (90
Percent Confidence Interval = 0.054 - 0.067) NNFI = 0.98 CFl = 0.98 wag SRMR = 0.039.
Results from the study found that innovation capability directly affects the success of
community enterprises while competitive advantage directly affects the success of
community enterprises. It was also found that supply chain management practices directly
affect competitive advantage. Knowledge management directly affects competitive
advantage. Moreover, entrepreneurial orientation directly affects competitive advantage.
Social capital has a direct affect innovation capability. Government support directly affects
innovation capability. Therefore, to maintain the successful results of community enterprise in
the southern of Thailand, it is necessary to focus on competitive advantage, social capital,
knowledge management, entrepreneurial orientation, government support, innovation
capabilities, and supply chain management practices, respectively. However, the result of the
study may be different if conducting even the same factors but in different regions in
Thailand.
