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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the acceptance of sex tourism in Thailand
and the factors affecting its acceptance. The sample consisted of 400 Thai citizens in Bangkok
with Thai nationality aged 20 years and over, selected by using two-stage cluster sampling and
quota sampling. They were divided into groups according to their areas in Bangkok to collect
information. The data were collected by using a questionnaire and analyzed by one-way
analysis of variance and multiple regression analysis using the Enter method. The results
showed that age and level of education had a statistically significant difference in sex tourism
acceptance at a 0.05 level. Also, Generation Z (X=3.761, S.D.=0.479) accepted sex tourism
more than Generation X (X= 3.705, S.D. = 0.449) and baby boomers (X=3.391, S.D.=0.602). The
participants with an education level lower than a bachelor's degree (X=3.509, S.D.=0.558)
accepted sex tourism less than a bachelor's degree or equivalent (X=3.692, S.D.=0.543). In
addition, the social norms (Beta=0.406), characteristics of novelty (Beta=0.225), and social

structure (Beta=0.147) affected the acceptance of sex tourism in Thailand.
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
