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Abstract

Many small and medium enterprises (SMEs) in Chiang Mai province have had to shut
down due to the rapid changes in the business environment. The objectives of this research
were to examine adaptability and innovative capability and investigate the entrepreneurial
characteristics that influence the success of SMEs in Chiang Mai. The data for this quantitative
study were collected from 400 SME entrepreneurs in Chiang Mai. The results showed that most
entrepreneurs were female, with an average age of 42.3 years, holding a bachelor's degree, and
operating in the service sector for no more than five years. The findings showed that, in terms
of their adaptability and innovative capability, entrepreneurial characteristics, the more
entrepreneurs exhibited innovative thinking, resilience and adaptability, challenging goals, and

risk taking, the more likely SMEs in Chiang Mai would be succeed.
