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Incorporating the post-process approach into
the Thai EFL writing classroom
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Abstract

Theories and approaches in the discipline of composition can be
classified into three major groups: current-traditional, process, and post-
process. Current-traditional rhetoric, emphasizing correctness and form,
has dominated writing instruction for over a hundred of years, and is
blamed for its suppressive philosophy. The process approach, stressing
student autonomy and rhetorical situations, values the cognitive faculty
and divides the writing act into stages, such as pre-writing, writing, and
post-writing.  This approach is attacked for trying to universalize the
writing act, which is by nature situated, interpretative, and indeterminate.
The post-process approach, instead, views writing as containing not one
process but many processes, and also many realities. The present paper

sugeests that the post-process approach, which adopts tenets of
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postmodern and anti-foundationalist perspectives, is useful in designing a

teaching method in the Thai EFL writing classroom.

Introduction

Silva (1990, as cited in Mu, 2005) identifies four major approaches
in English as a second language (ESL) writing instruction: the controlled
approach, the current-traditional approach or the product approach, the
process approach, and the social approach. The controlled approach,
influenced by structural linguistics and behaviorist psychology, focuses
on sentence patterns and vocabulary as part of habit formation. The
current-traditional approach apparently values form and correctness.
The process approach divides the act of writing into stages. The social
approach sees writing as part of communication.

In the United States, where the discipline of composition is most
well-established, however, the latest approach is the post-process
approach, which emerged rather clearly in the 1990s in response to the
flaws of the process approach. One important post-process argument
against the process approach is that the act of writing cannot be
generalized into stages due to the discursive, contingent nature of
writing.  Another argument is that writing cannot be taught, for, as
Thomas Kent (1993, as cited in Kastman Breuch, 2002) claims, “writing is
a situated, interpretive, and indeterminate act” (p. 121). And one more
argument, which is shared by the social approach in ESL writing
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instruction, is that writing is a way of socialization. It is an artifact not of
individuals but of society. What is implied by this argument is, therefore,
that knowledge is socially constructed.

The teaching of English writing in non-native contexts mostly
emphasizes linguistic proficiency. Grammar is very important for EFL
writing (Rustipa, 2016). Linguistic issues such as accuracy, complexity,
the lexicon, fluency, and cohesion are the primary concerns of ESL
writing instruction (Polio, 2014). Those emphases imply the significance
of the writer as the center of discourse and the acceptance of cognitive
ability in writing, two important stances of the earlier approaches in the
field of composition (controlled and current-traditional approaches).
Learning through those emphases, it could be said, students lack the
knowledge about how language actually works in society. What is
insufficient in the EFL context is the incorporation of the social aspect of
writing, which the author thinks is essential in the development of
students’ writing. The present paper will point to the benefits of applying
the post-process approach in the English as a foreign language (EFL) writing
classroom, both the benefits from the situational, uncertain, and
indeterminate nature of writing and the benefits from viewing writing as a
means to create knowledge.

In the sections below, the paper will first explore some
theoretical and pedagogical concepts that have driven the theories or
approaches in composition. Then the paper will dig into three major
approaches (current-traditional, product, and post-process), connecting
them with the philosophies and pedagogies mentioned in the first
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section. After that, the paper, drawing on the knowledge from the first
and second sections, will explain how we might combine all the three
approaches into a teaching method that emphasizes post-process
methodology. As the literature review will show, a post-process
approach that also accommodates current-traditional and product
approaches might be the most appropriate method in the Thai EFL
writing classroom. Finally, the paper will summarize the main tenets of

the post-process approach that incorporates the other two approaches.

Theoretical and Pedagogical Background

To decipher the nature of writing and the usefulness of seeing
knowledge as socially constructed, which is a principle of post-process
writing, one should start from separating theories and pedagogies in the
discipline of composition into two sides—those that support the
autonomy of the learner or view the learner as a capable, coherent self,
and those that encourage mutual learning or view humans as incoherent
and knowledge as socially-constructed.

First of all, there are some theories that advocate the creation of
the capable, coherent learner. Two important theories related to this
creation are “modernism” and “structuralism.” Modernity is an imaginary
age put forth by philosophers who believe that education can spawn
educated and transcendental citizens (Eagleton, 2001). The modern
subject is supposed to possess the thinking ability that allows him/her to
go beyond lived experiences to reach ultimate truths. In terms of

learning to write, one could imagine, the modern student is expected to
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be the center of discourse, to have the ability to arrange words and
sentences effectively in an expected format, to be able to understand
grammatical rules, to be able to tackle the complexity of thought, and to
present competing and chaotic thoughts in a comprehensive way.
Finally, it should be noted that modernism also expects the student to
create knowledge by himself/herself.

Structuralism may not directly aim at creating a coherent self,
but it too expects humans to own the mental ability to embark upon
the complexity of information in order to discover the structures that
govern things—human behavior, schools, hospitals, natural phenomena,
economy, politics, etc. Structuralists maintain that “codes, signs, and
rules govern all human social and cultural practices, including
communication” (Bressler, 2003, as cited in Kaewnuch, 2012, p. 41).
Culler (1997) points out that structuralism focuses on identifying
underlying structures by which meanings are created. With regard to
teaching writing, structuralism leads to teaching sentence structure or
choosing words to fit the sentence, but its influence is obvious in its
emphasis on formats or genres. The paragraph structure, the
presentation of news, the five-paragraph essay, the business letter, etc.
are under the influence of structuralism. Therefore, a pedagogy adopting
structuralism values mental ability or individualistic intellicence.

Then in sharp contrast to modernism and structuralism, there
emerged two theories called “postmodernism” and “poststructuralism,”
that reject individualism and instead accept pluralism. In other words,
these theories reject that the subject can be conscious and coherent.
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Postmodern theory declines that consciousness originates in the human
mind, arguing that the human is the effect rather than the cause of
discourse (Faigley, 1992, as cited in Kaewnuch, 2014b). The condition of
postmodernism is clearly described in Marxism. Marxism offers us an
understanding about society, economy, culture, and politics, arguing that
it is not consciousness or any spiritual entity but life and interactions that
shape our ideas and concepts (Bressler, 2003, as cited in Kaewnuch, 2014b).
Implicit in postmodernism, therefore, is that knowledge is created not by
individuals but by society. To put it simply, knowledge is socially constructed.

Like postmodernism, poststructuralism embraces pluralism.
Postmodernism has broader implications outside the realm of literary
interpretation than poststructuralism, which is used synonymously with
deconstructionism. Poststructuralism posits that “a text has many
meanings, and therefore, no definite interpretation. ...A text has an
almost indefinite number of possible interpretations” (Bressler, 2003, p. 95).
Thus, poststructuralism holds a corresponding notion as that of post-
process approach in Composition—that writing as well as its products
(texts) is indeterminate. Both theories, therefore, resist definite forms and
stages, but embrace pluralism.

Next, pedagogies that may have been the origins of approaches
in  Composition can also be grouped into those that advocate
individualism and those that reject it and welcome pluralism.
A distinction made by Dewey (1997) is between “traditional education”
and “progressive education.” The former refers to “education from
within,” or education that promotes personal growth. It is the education
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in which the student seeks and evaluates knowledge solitarily. On the
other hand, progressive education is “education from without,” in which
the student creates knowledge not only from what he already possesses
in the brain but also from interactions with others, and schools become
sites of exchanges and collaborations. Learning is achieved not by rote
but by doing. According to spring (2002), Dewey’s two important, though
controversial, ideas are “that all knowledge has a social origin and that
the interests of the child are the primary sources of learning” (p. 241).
This means that Dewey tries to support learning from society and rejects
the traditional way of education where the teacher dominates students.
Thus, Dewey’s division of “traditional education” and “progressive
education” means that the former can be viewed as suppressive, while
the latter as “liberal” or “student-centered.”

Other important pedagogies revolve around attempts to liberate
students, to see them as freed subjects. In Pedagogy of the Oppressed,
for example, Freire (2005) rebuts the concept of “banking education,”
in which, as he describes, the teacher tries to give as much knowledge to
students as possible while the student receives it passively. Instead,
Freire proposes that the teacher facilitate conscious learning with others
in order to rebel against suppression. Next, critical pedagogy, which may
be seen to be the foundation of theories, such as feminism, post
colonialism, deconstruction, and Marxism, emerged to empower students
suppressed by dominant cultures, to help them to build their own

identities, and to accommodate diversity (Nieto, 1999), thus, embracing
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not only pluralism and the idea that knowledge is created by society,

but also that education must eradicate injustice and promotes justice.

Three Major Approaches in Composition

Now that some theories and pedagogies that influence practices
in Composition have been explored, it is time to look at some theories
and pedagogies in this discipline. However, for the ease of explanation,
it is useful to group the theories and pedagogies. Theorists have been
doing so, and they have usually identified similar categories. For
example, Berlin (1987) views approaches to teaching writing as objective,
subjective, and transactional. Faigley (1986) identifies three views:
expressive, cognitive, and social. McComiskey (2000) points out three
levels of writing: textual, rhetorical, and discursive.

The above theorists see similar trends, though their categories do
not match evenly. First, writing is seen as the writer’s product and the
writer is viewed as unified and capable of expressing himself/herself
deftly. Second, writing is thought as a means of communication involving
selecting words, occasions, exigencies, and so on to match the rhetorical
situation. In this stage, too, the writer is seen as owning a coherent mind
capable of crafting the writing in a way he/she wishes it to be. Third, writing
is regarded as unstable, indefinite, dialogic, and constantly changeable,
depending on the context. The writer, on the contrary, is incoherent.

The interpretation of those views by Berlin, Faigley, and
McComiskey can certainly vary from one person to another. The author,

however, sees a line of three major sequential movements that have
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been influenced by those views, including the current-traditional
approach, the process approach, and the post-process approach. In fact,
these approaches subsume all theories and pedagogies in this discipline.
For instance, Pratt (1991)’s theory of contact zone, which explains the
asymmetrical relations of power in social spaces or contexts, is a version
of the post-process approach. In an advanced writing classroom, for
example, students may write about the relationship among doctors,
nurses, and workers in a hospital, using data from interviews. This
reflects not only that knowledge is constructed by society but also that
writing is a site of conversation, a true belief of post-process pedagogy.
Let us now consider the three major approaches to teaching writing.
Current-traditional rhetoric may be seen as the monolith in
writing instruction due to its long dominance over other theories for a
hundred of years (Berlin, 1987). The term “current-traditional” was first
used in 1959 by Daniel Forgaty (Kennedy, 1998), but this rhetoric had
been formulated in the late nineteen century in freshman composition
(Crowley, 1998). The rhetoric is a teaching philosophy that emphasizes
form over content. It stresses grammar, syntax, spelling, punctuation,
mechanics, and modes of writing (expository, description, narration, and
argument) (Kennedy, 1998). According to Crowley (1998), books of this
rhetoric do not pay attention to the suitability of the writing in a given
rhetorical situation, but instead delineate errors that can be committed
by careless or lazy students.
Current-traditional rhetoric, therefore, is rooted in structuralism in
that it imposes formats or genres of writing and also in modernism in
MsansAaUAIans unningduasearunsund Answauialng)
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that it is the kind of education that values the power of the mind. This
aspect of modernism originates in romanticism, which gives importance
to the power of emotions and imagination (Bressler, 2003). The mind
has the power to understand grammatical rules. The mind is careful
enough to always use a comma, for example, after a subordinate clause
that comes before a main clause. In addition, the mind has the power to
cope with the complexity of information and to analyze and present it in
a structure that all humans would find it easy to comprehend. Most
writing teachers certainly make use this mind in the writing classroom,
where their students must avoid errors and be able to structure a
paragraph or essay, or to imagine the overall idea governing a long paper.

Banking concepts, in which knowledge is stable and given to
students by books and teachers, are the philosophy fueling current-
traditional rhetoric. The student is held responsible for, for example,
learning grammatical rules, using a variety of sentences, using correct
punctuation marks and spellings, and following the organization required
for each writing task. The teacher is responsible for teaching rules and
models for organizing ideas, identifying errors and having the student
correct them, and awarding and punishing the student based on the
quality of the writing. Obviously, current-traditional rhetoric is teacher-
centered and so considered suppressive.

The second major approach is the process approach, which arose
in the 1960s in reaction to the dominance of current-traditional rhetoric
or the product approach (Matsuda, 2003). This approach emphasizes the

teaching of writing not as a product but as a process. It respects the
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student’s voice and gives importance to teacher and peer feedback as well
as revision. Murray (1997) specifies ten implications of teaching process.
It 1) uses students’ texts as main sources of writing, 2) lets them find their own
topics, 3) encourages them to use their own language, 4) encourages them to
write drafts in order to discover what exactly they want to say, 5) lets them
use any form of writing that best presents their ideas, 6) has them consider
the mechanics in the last stage, 7) allows enough time for the writing,
8) examines students’ papers to see other choices they could have chosen
to say, 9) views each student as having his own way of writing, and
10) imposes no rules or absolutes.

The process approach, therefore, was a paradigm shift from
current-traditional rhetoric, corresponding to Hairston (1982)’s assertion,
which came out two decades after the emergence of the process
approach. In this paradigm shift, Hairston points to the principal features
of teaching writing, including, for example, the focus on the writing
process, teacher intervention during the writing process, strategies for
invention and discovery, emphasis on rhetorical elements (audience,
purpose, and occasion), teacher evaluation of the fulfillment of the
audience’s needs and the writer’s intention.

The most important aspect of the process approach, which faces
disapproval, is the division of the writing act into stages. A famous
model of the writing process is given by Flower and Hayes (1997),
in which the writing consists of three dimensions: the task environment;
the writer’s knowledge of the topic, audience, and plan; and the writing
processes. Flower and Hayes see writing as involving not just one
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process but processes of generating ideas, planning, organizing, setting a
goal, translating, reviewing, evaluating, and revising. Meanwhile, the writer
keeps monitoring the writing during all these processes. Due to the stages,
Gary Olson (2002) blames the process approach for presenting a series of
generalizations about writing that people can hold true all the time.
Theorists identifying with Olson often argue that the writing act is indivisible
because it is situated, interpretative, and indeterminate (Kent, 1993, as cited
in Kastman Breuch, 2002), or because it is involved multiple realities
(Korzybski, 1933, as cited in Varnum, 1992). Another important criticism is
that process instruction oversimplifies the multiplicity of perspectives long
present in Composition (Matsuda, 2002), e.g. that writing is a mode of
learning (Emig, 1977).

In terms of foundational theory and pedagogy, unlike current-
traditional rhetoric, the process approach is not contradictory in itself.
Current-traditional rhetoric believes in the power of the mind but
suppresses it by imposing rules and formats to follow, by forcing
students to leave out some ideas they would otherwise include if not
required by genres. On the other hand, the process approach respects
students’ autonomy and, despite teacher intervention and some
organizational requirements, leaves students fully responsible for what
they want to say. As a result, the origin of the process approach is in
modernism in that it gives importance to the human mind and in
Deweyan progressive education in that it is student-centered.

Finally, the third major approach is the post-process pedagogy.
The term “post-process” arose in the 1990s (Matsuda, 2002). It could be
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seen as an argument to forward postmodern and anti-foundationalist
perspectives (Kastman Breuch, 2002). Kastman Breuch (2002) encourages
writing teachers that “writing as an activity rather than a body of
knowledge, [their] teaching methods as indeterminate activities rather
than exercises of mastery, and [their] communicative interactions with
students as dialogic rather than monologic” (ibid., p. 120). Indeed, the
post-process approach was the result of “the social turn” in the 1980s
(Matsuda, 2002), which we begin to see in some points of Hairston
(1982)’s description of writing instruction in the paradigm shift. For
example, writing is viewed as a recursive rather than a linear process;
that is, there is no beginning and no ending. Writing is an activity
containing intuitive, non-rational, and rational conditions. One piece of
writing can include more than one mode, such as exposition and
description. Pre-writing, writing, and revision overlap and intertwine.

One very important aspect of writing in the post-process
approach is that writing is now thought of as a mode of learning. Hairston
concurs with Emig (1977) that a principle of teaching is viewing that
“writing is a way of learning and developing as well as a communication
skill” (p. 86). Emig contends that the notion that writing is a mode of
learning is debatable but not a private opinion, mentioning Lev Vygotsky,
Jerome Bruner, and A. R. Luria as also holding this idea. Emig claims that
writing “provides connections, establishes explicit and systemic conceptual
groupings through lexical, syntactic, and rhetorical devices, represents most
available means (verbal language) for economic recording of abstract
formulations” (p. 127). Such activities can create knowledge.
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Next, returning to Matsuda (2003)’s claim that the process
approach oversimplifies various theories and approaches in Composition,
one sees that he is mostly right. There are many issues that are useful
but that teachers of the process approach would otherwise pay less
attention if they focus only on the stages of the writing act. For instance,
Bruffee (1997) elaborates on the usefulness of collaborative learning,
maintaining that communities create, approve, and maintain knowledge,
and such knowledge gains authority. Broad (2003) focuses on the textual
qualities valued by writing teachers, including power, agency, ethos,
change in the student, intellectual thinking, analysis, voice, personality,
audience awareness, coherence, unity, and so on. Some of these textual
qualities, such as coherence and unity, are already addressed by process
pedagogy, but most of them are not. Post-process pedagogy, as the
above explanations reveal, should fulfill or respond to the needs better.

Theoretically and pedagogically, post-process pedagogy is
student-centered and rooted in poststructuralism, postmodernism, and
Deweyan progressive education. These theories implicitly imply that
knowledge is constructed not by individuals but by society. Dialogues
are now thought to be sources of knowledge and data for writing.
Another well-known theory that holds this assumption and is in the same
group as poststructuralism and postmodemism is the social constructivist
theory. Social constructivists believe that “the construction of knowledge is

the result of social interaction” (Dueraman, 2012, p. 258).
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Now that the three major approaches in Composition have been

reviewed, the table below is given to summarize the main tenets and

characteristics of each approach:

Application of the Post-Process Approach in the Thai EFL Context

This section is for pondering on how to apply post-process

pedagogy in Thai EFL writing instruction.

This certainly requires the

understanding of both ESL and EFL contexts with regard to teaching
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writing. Matsuda (2003) points out that ESL instruction has borrowed
substantially from Composition Studies in the Western culture. Similarly,
EFL instructors should also gain something useful from what has been
said about ESL writing. The two contexts, ESL and EFL, are similar;
therefore, EFL writing teachers should consider the knowledge from both
areas. Below is a little exploration for thinking about how to adopt post-

process writing in the Thai EFL writing classroom.

Xiao (2007, p. 20) describes the EFL writer as follows:
Being restricted by their limited linguistic competence,
EFL writers are often frustrated and overwhelmed by
such problems as lacking appropriate English lexical
expressions and strugeling with mechanics, grammar,
sentence structure, paragraph coherence, rhetorical

patterns, revision at both higher and lower ends.

The above excerpt shows that low linguistic competence is a key
problem in EFL contexts everywhere. However, problems are related not
only to matters of linguistic competence but also to organization,
rhetorical situations, and revision, and a lot of theorists still believe that
the conscious mind is central to the solution of those problems.
For example, Xiao proposes using metacognition to teaching EFL writing.
Metacognition is defined as awareness and control of one’s cognition
(Baker & Brown, 1984; Flavell, 1979, 1987; Gourgey, 2001, as cited in Xiao,
2007). The control of cognition includes regulatory activities of planning,
monitoring, testing, revising, and evaluating (Baker and Brown, 1984,
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as cited in Xiao, 2007). It is clear, therefore, that teaching grammar,
organization, paragraphing, coherence, etc., and teaching how the mind
works to solve writing problems is a big part of EFL writing instruction.

Now, let us look particularly into Thai EFL writing instruction.
In Conflicts in Rubrics, Pedagogy, and EFL Writing, Kaewnuch (2014a)
argues that we mostly adopt current-traditional rhetoric, or structuralism,
and rely on reductionism, objectivity, and reliability, for the instruction is
largely connected with psychometric assessment and problems of, for
example, large-sized classrooms. As evidence of that claim, Kaewnuch
(2014b), in The Modern Subject, the Postmodern Subject, and the
Reconstruction of the EFL Student Writer, points out that most English
program curriculums of Thai universities fundamentally teach qualities
emphasized by current-traditional pedagogy. The Thai EFL writing
assessment further assures reliance on current-traditional rhetoric.
For example, Puengpipatrakul (2013)’s assessment of Thai EFL
undergraduates’ writing competence shows an obvious emphasis of
current-traditional rhetoric, for the criteria of the assessment included
only content, organization, mechanics, grammar, and paragraphing.

It is time now to turn to thinking about designing a course for
teaching post-process writing to Thai students. Such a course is
worthwhile designing if one thinks of the advantages writing teachers will
get. Indeed, just Emig’s assertion that writing is a heuristic activity already
suffices. Post-process instruction will expose our students to language
more than ever, thus getting them closer to natural acquisition, to real
use of language. It is student-centered and thus allows them to learn for
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themselves. These are just a few of many other benefits of post-process
instruction. There are certainly limitations or obstacles of applying post-
process theory, including teachers’ low English skills, a large class size,
insufficient classroom facilities, and more importantly the difficulty in
changing teachers’ tendency to focus on grammar, syntax, and form.
However, as the above table about the principles of the three teaching
approaches reveals, the benefits of post-process teaching outweigh
traditional teaching. Therefore, devising a course to adopt post-process
theory is worth trying.

However, before we have such a course to teach, one important
issue that needs considering is the question “Is teaching writing a
hopeless endeavor?” This question comes from Thomas Kent, who claims
that the act of writing is situated, interpretative, and indeterminate. As said
above that post-process pedagogy adopts postmodern tenets, the
incoherent act of writing might be well supported by the description of
the postmodern subject. According to Faigley (1992), the human subject
is the locus of overlapping and competing discourses. In that state, the
subject is not a coherent self and by no means can his writing be unified
and coherent, or in other words, it is impossible to divide the writing act
into clear, unchanging stages. Because of those conditions, Kent believes
that writing cannot be taught.

Then, what is the answer to the above question? The answer is
“No, it is not hopeless.” Post-process proponents who claim that writing
is not teachable only focus on the writing act, and one should readily
agree that it is indeterminate, discursive, and recursive. However,
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although the writing act cannot be clearly described, the major stages of
the writing act can be portrayed. It can be marked as “beginning,”
“middle,” and “ending,” of course with the acknowledgement of the
little discursive mental activities, such as thinking of the audience and
revising, that keep occurring between them. Students can be held totally
responsible for those inner activities in their attempt to come up with
the required task. With different backgrounds and experiences, one
person’s inner activities vary from those of another. Meanwhile, basic
writing activities can be taught such as how to write a powerful topic
sentence, how to support the topic sentence with major and minor
details, how to link paragraphs with transitions, etc. These can be taught
separately through examples and exercises.

What is more important and useful, however, is the knowledge
given by post-process theorists. Postmodernism, the origin of post-
process thinking, describes the subject as contingent and incoherent, and
located in overlapping and competing discourses. Knowledge is
described as unstable. These conditions are useful; in these conditions,
students can acquire the language more naturally, become more
linguistically competent, obtain more worldly knowledge, and develop
more desirable characteristics. Thus, the teaching of writing is not only
for students to write effectively but also for them to become worldly
knowledgeable and desirable subjects (cf. Faigley, 1992; Harvey, 1990).

Now, when it comes to designing a teaching method, combining
teaching methods is a good choice. This paper considers combining
post-process concepts with current-traditional rhetoric and the process
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approach for teaching Thai EFL writing. On one side, the lack of natural
language makes inner-directed methods (current-traditional and process)
appropriate for EFL students. In the Thai context, students cannot be
naturally exposed to the language, so they need to learn the language
consciously and to monitor themselves while using the language.
Structuralist or modernist methods that believe in and promote
cognition and that focus on grammar, vocabulary, and syntax are useful.
The writing classroom should be part of developing students’ linguistic
competence. On the other hand, students should be supported to
acquire the language as much as possible, that is, to learn as much as
possible from the outside world. It is believed that outer-directed,
postmodernist methods play a larger role in developing students as
writers and users of the language. With the two halves of inner-directed
and outer-directed methods, problems of limited competence, deficient
social awareness, and insufficient exposure to the language of EFL
students described above can be alleviated.

Therefore, the ideal teaching method is one that integrates all
three major approaches but emphasizes post-process perspectives.
Nevertheless, there is a specific formula: the process and the post-
process must be reversed. Though it can astound one that “post” comes
before, it is the methodology that matters. While current-traditional rhetoric
can be placed at the beginning or at the end of a lesson plan, or anywhere,
or in any hour to keep students learning the language, the post-process
must be placed before the process. Each writing task should end with

methods of the process approach, or with features that can be codified or
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taught. The post-process is for students to absorb, attain, accumulate more
vocabulary, knowledge about the topic, cultural knowledge, syntactic
structure, emotions, motivation, etc, related to the writing task, thereby
preparing themselves for the writing. The process is for them to put all they
obtain from post-process into writing.

An explanation of a four-week lesson plan that applies all three
approaches is shown in the table below. As the teaching of grammar
and form in current-traditional rhetoric is flexible and should appear
wherever needed, or constantly, it is hard to create a table that reflects
the movements, so numbers are used to show the order of teaching
activities. The teacher is advised to highlight the activities one-by-one as

the teaching goes on.

Conclusion

The teaching of EFL writing has not actually applied post-process,
although Dueraman (2012) claims that the social constructivist approach,
which contains poststructuralist and postmodernist perspectives, is a
theory in EFL writing. In reality, conversations, especially in the English
language, are not used in this context as a way to support writing.
Obstacles of the application the post-process approach, as Dueraman
points out, might be, for example, the status of English as a foreign
language, none or little inclusion of writing in the English curriculum, and
the culture of teacher authority deeply ingrained in the classroom. Due
to the advent of the communicative approach, some teachers must have
tried to use as many real-life teaching materials as possible to facilitate
natural linguistic acquisition, but those attempts are not aimed to

improve students’ writing.
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The author considers the post-process approach a step forward
that all EFL writing teachers should try. Despite Dueraman’s claim that
the social constructionist approach exists in the Thai EFL context, the
author agrees with Barkaoui (2007)’s classification of two models in the
Thai EFL writing classroom: the process modeling and the text modeling.
Even the process modeling, which teaches effective writing strategies,
such as generating ideas, planning, and drafting, is not prevalent. The
text modeling in our context mostly stresses grammar and form, not the
exposure to the target language or the function of the text.

As a result, the author proposes a post-process approach that
combines current-traditional and process approaches with the following
tenets:

1. Matters that can be codified or taught e.g. grammar,
mechanics, syntax, and modes of writing are important and
should be taught gradually and constantly.

2. The instruction of codified matters is a long process and should be
implicitly mixed with process and post-process activities.

3. Post-process activities, which encourage learning new knowledge,
should take the longest time, perhaps up to 70%.

4. Discussions and exchanges of ideas aimed at creating
knowledge and desirable subjects are necessary.

5. Process activities come after post-process activities.

6. In the writing process, adequate time must be given for
students to cope with the situated, interpretive, and

indeterminate nature of writing.
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As those six suggestions imply, the teaching of post-process
writing, which involves doing many activities, is a rigorous job, especially
in the EFL context, where students need the language (mostly grammar)
first. EFL teachers of this teaching project must not get stuck at teaching
grammar, mechanics, syntax, and modes of writing, matters generally
found in most English language books. Post-process teaching requires
the understanding that language learning is a gradual and long process.
Teachers of this project, therefore, must not look at language learning in
the EFL context as acquiring specific skills and separate grammatical rules
but as a natural and holistic process. They should select only the topics
in which all their students are interested and have their students explore
each topic adequately, so that they have enough time to do all activities
of the three theories (post-process, current-traditional, process) in one
writing project. In fact, only one or two topics can be explored in one
whole semester. The teachers must not rush to teach a new topic in
order for their students to acquire the grammar, writing skills, or
vocabulary they want their students to acquire.

Many problems can arise that can interrupt the post-process
writing project. For example, teachers are wusually loaded with
responsibilities other than teaching assigned by school administrators,
such as disciplining students or visiting students’ homes. As a result of
such activities, teachers may feel too tired to lead or facilitate the many
activities required by the post-process writing project. To overcome such
tiredness due to extra duties, teachers should have a strong mind and

have a correct understanding about teaching writing.  Building writing

The Results of screening for students at risk of having

bullying behavior in Islamic private schools, Yala Province

Abstract

The objective of this research was to study the results of
screening for students at risk of having bullying behavior in Islamic Private
Schools, Yala Province, and to examine risk factors associated with being
at risk of having bullying behavior. The data were collected from 1,500
subjects using a screening inventory developed by the researcher. The
data were analyzed with the R program to calculate frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, chi-square value, and logistic
coefficient.

The results of the study revealed that 32.53 percent of the

students in Islamic private schools in Yala Province were identified as
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having bullied others by both forms of the screening inventory.
The number of students having bullied others found on the first and
second screening inventory forms were at moderate levels (X = 1.60 and
1.59, respectively). Gender and grade of the students were risk factors
associated with students at risk of having bullying behavior at a
significance level of 0.001. The students who were more likely to be at
risk of having bullying behavior were as follows: those who were male
students (1.43 times), and those who were grade 6 students (4.78 times),
grade 5 students (3.88 times), grade 4 students (2.58 times), and grade 3
students (1.9 4 times). The results of the study would be useful for
related individuals and organizations in forming policy for preventing and
solving the problem of bullying behavior timely before it becomes more
severe and become a social problem that is difficult to solve in the

future.

Buddhist Groups’ Formation to Assert Their Voices

in the Deep South Peace Process
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Abstract

Political leverage can only be accomplished when people come
together, and an example could be observed in a successful active
mobilization among the local Muslim civil society in the South of Thailand

resulting in enhanced bargaining power in negotiations with the state.
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With no end to the conflict in sight, Buddhist communities in turn feel
the need to organize and prepare themselves for collective action.
In 2017, the Buddhists mobilized to form the “Federation of Thai
Buddhists in  Southernmost Provinces,” an umbrella organization
consisting of various local Buddhist groups. This article aims to examine
the conditions and dynamics that made possible the organization of
Buddhist activists in the southernmost provinces as well as the groups’
effort to include Buddhist voices in the peace process. We surveyed
news from various types of media as well as conducting discussions and
interviews with leaders and members of Buddhist groups, state officials
(both civilian and military), Muslim leaders and activists. While bearing in
mind the principles of nonviolence proposed by Gene Sharp and Adam
Curle, this article seeks to understand the situation of Buddhist
mobilization and Buddhist efforts to negotiate with state authorities. The
article finds that the impetus for the formation of a collective Buddhist
group comes from three sources; 1) intimidation and violence directed
against Buddhists by the armed groups, 2) a sense of uncertainty
stemming from the government’s handling of the conflict, and
3) perceived expansion of Muslim practices leading Buddhists to feel that
there is no place for them. The Buddhist cormmunity’s response has taken the
form of protest in public space and organization of groups and networks to
assert their concerns to both the state authority and insurgents. Buddhist
mobilization faces challenges: a) how to strengthen cohesion of the group,

b) how to create environment for peaceful coexistence between Buddhists and
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Muslims on the basis of cultural difference, given that the prolonged conflict

has become a source of social division.

Livelihood capital of urban farmer households

Abstract

This study aimed to investigate livelihood capital of urban farmer
households using qualitative research design. In-depth interview was
conducted with 29 farmers from 14 households conducting farming

activities in Kranuan Municipality in Khon Kaen Province. Data was
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collected from December 2017 to March 2018, and content analysis was
performed to analyze data. The results showed that urban farmer
households in the municipal area with good economy, public utilities and
all sorts of services still had traditional agriculture as their main occupation.
Urbanization of Kranuan municipality was expanding at a high rate and
with a high cost of living, and farmer households had to adjust their
production modes for survival. They brainstormed to identify their
livelihood capitals and found that urban farmers were able to access
natural capital, physical capital, and financial capital in to access
opportunities to do agricultural activities for more income. However,
farmers had less access to human capital and social capital which became
limitations to their occupational development. Therefore, to improve their
livelihood, farmers teamed up and adjusted production activity from cash
crop farming to integrated farming, and allocated land for short-season crops
to create additional incomes. These attempts have become a guideline for
sustainable livelihood strategies constructed from opportunities and

limitations of capital.

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B.E. 2558: A case study of Paknam Chumphon Subdistrict,
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The aim of this article is to explore adjustment in fisheries after
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owners of fishing boats and fishery workers in Paknam Chumphon
Subdistrict, Mueang District, Chumphon Province. For this qualitative
study, data collection was conducted using non-participant observations
and in-depth interviews with four owners of 30 gross ton fishing boats
with surrounding nets (black nets) who had been in the fishery
occupation for over three years, and five Thai and foreign fishery workers.
Content analysis and descriptive analysis were performed.

The study found four aspects of adjustment adaptation as follows.
1) Physically, the fishing boat owner had to prepare equipment, health and
safety on the boat which incurred additional expenses; specifying fishing
days and non-working days for workers reduced the work time but it was
advantageous for workers as they had more time to rest. 2) Self-conceptually,
the fishing boat owner’s expectation for income was lowered resulting in
feeling discouraged, risky, and uncertain about the occupation, but it was
good for workers because the law protected and made them feel safer.
3) In terms of the roles and duties, it was a duty of the owner of the fishing
boat to look after everyone on the boat as the head who planned the work,
and it was a duty of fishery workers to take orders from the head and to be
able to do many types of work. 4) Interdependently, the owner of the
fishing boat and fishery workers helped each other, talked together and
looked after each other like family members; this could affect work and life

while living together on the fishing boat.

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The principal political culture of people in Ban Kham sub-district
administrative area, Nam Phong District, Khon Kaen Province!
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Abstract

This article argued that one way of measuring whether democracy
is of the lasting sort is to determine whether a democratic political culture
has developed. It is often mistakenly assumed that to have democratic
institutions in place or to conduct regular free and fair elections is
tantamount to a mature democracy. Since democratic political culture is
the founding of government and essential of democracy stability, the
purpose of this research project is to study the principal political culture
of local people in villages in the Northeast. A qualitative research method
was used to collect and analyze data obtained from target areas; a total
number of 38 subjects were interviewed. The research findings indicated
that the principal distinctive political cultures in the communities could
be divided into three categories: 1) apathy which is fostered by the
majority who shows ignorance, apathy, a lack of interest and do not give
importance to political or current issues, 2) detached and aloof refers to
people who are quite introvert and prefer not to attach to or involve in
any activity with the community, and 3) participants refer to a group of
people with interest in political participation who are aware of political
policies, are able to discuss political issues, and involve in various types of
political participation. We recommend that if Thai society wishes to
establish true democracy, it is essential to install in the society democratic

political culture.

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Introduction

It has been argued that one way of measuring whether democracy
is of the lasting sort is to determine to what extent a democratic political
culture has developed. It cannot simply be assumed that a country has
employed a mature democratic political culture, although the country has
a well-developed constitution, elaborate democratic institutions, public
watchdogs, regular elections, and political opposition by the competitors
without violence. It is often mistakenly perceived that having democratic
institutions managing to have a constitution, and free and fair elections means
mature democracy. In fact, democracy involves plenty of other matters.

The importance of democratic political culture has not been
overstated. In fact, the political culture determines the construction of
each political and administrative institution and identifies how the
government officers exercise their administrative power, who, in the
society and the government, holds the power, who can have a voice in
the policy decision-making, and how the people have the leaders hold
responsible for their work. Actually, the political culture, whether or not
being democratic, affects political experience of the people in such
political systems. This involves the experience of an executive,
a legislature, a judiciary, a governmental system, political parties, and civil
society, not to mention the individual experience of political process.
Hence, it can easily be seen that the political culture is truly an important
basis of the country’s political and governance system. In any case, the
words “political culture” and “democratic political culture” have not

been simply defined, for they both indicate ethical norms and are standard
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of behavior for the government, organizations, and individuals. It is also
clear that the country that takes the democratic political culture planting
for granted are more likely to return to ghost democracies as seen in many
countries’ history.

Thai democracy has been adopted from western countries. This
type of governance is popular in most countries and widely accepted by
Thai people, but it has not been totally conformed to Thai lifestyles. It
could be because most Thais haven’t had democratic spirits or lifestyle.
There are various obstacles that impede Thai democracy development.
Firstly, “Thai political culture” has long been under a patronage system
which induces the culture to be authoritarianism and traditionalism. Thai
society is basically agricultural and unique, leading the political culture to
be instinctive Thai style (Promgird, 2014i).

The end of the absolute monarchy has brought very few changes
to Thai political culture. The political transition in 1932 (B.E. 2475) only
stressed the change of power structure and of various political institutions,
but ignored the change in mindset, basic belief, value, and former behavior
that had rooted in Thailand for ages such as adhering to an individual
rather than principles, rating interpersonal relationship, being
libertarianism, adhering to original customs, being inactive or passive to
political activities, lacking self-confidence, being pessimistic, and not
believing in other people (Nakata, 2000). Those phenomena obstruct
democratic governance, and most people, even at present, still understand
democracy only superficially. This causes later Thai democracy to be distorted

in order to gain justice or to benefit some political groups, and leads to severe
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schism in Thai society. Under the condition where political institutions and
process lack ideology, Thai democracy has been weakened and is difficult to
stabilize (Promgird, 2013).

It can be said that the problem of political development in Thailand
is caused by not only the political structure but also “political culture” which
concerns attitudes, thoughts, basic belief, and value reflecting people’s
political behavior in the society. So far, the political structure has been
changed from time to time, but it has not been on social or cultural basis
especially welding the democratic political culture into people’s lifestyle. It
has put Thai democracy in a struggle (Promgird, 2014 ii.)

Rujanaseree (2008) stated that when talking about culture, Thai
people only refer to uniqueness of religion, belief, arts, architecture,
dancing, music, and customs, but not political culture relating to
democracy. This has led to more emphasis on “pattern” than content
when it comes to democracy development. Even though Thailand has
implemented the democratic form of government with the King as Head
of the state for more than 80 years now, the political culture has never
seen development or even slight change. Since the political transition in
1932, Thailand has never carried out any policies or political projects
called “Political socialization” in order to shape up people’s attitudes,
thoughts, believes, and behavior at a family or a community level, or at
educational or social institutions. Rujanaseree also commented that
political development without a change of political culture has casted
damages to Thai society for a long time. Mature democracy has never
happened in Thailand, while original cultures that have never been
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changed or revolved have caused a number of improper political
behaviors. He, therefore, questioned whether it’s time for political culture
revolution for Thailand.

Sirikrai (2007), a political scientist, reviewed that Thai’s democracy,
since the transition of governance in 1932 or for more than 80 years, has
been a failure due to the fact that the political leaders focus on
developing democracy by merely improving such political institutions as
drafting the constitution, empowering political parties, distributing
administrative power among political institutions, and improving
independent organizations to monitor the exercise of power of the
political institutions, but never “political culture.”

Macedo (2002) believes to strengthen democracy involves not
only the establishment of an institutional or a constitutional state system
and an effective government, but also the planting of democratic lifestyle
into each individual through networks of organizations, clubs, and
institutions. Countries with slight civic culture encouragement due to rapid
transition from dictatorship to democracy usually have difficulties to retain
democracy. Thailand, in the same way, cannot hope to have mature and
effective democracy by sole means of having decent constitution in black
and white, or focusing on political system, structure, and institutions in an
official parliamentary system. The assimilation of civic culture, too, is
required for ordinary people.

Anyhow, political culture may change, and vary in each society or
community where changing rates are unequal (Chumpol, 1995). Presently,
a Thai local community has drastically changed, but no study clearly
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mentions their political culture that relates to political development.
Therefore, this research poses a question how the instinctive principal
political cultures existing in Northeastern local communities are. The
research as to questions caused the researchers to conduct the study
leading to the answer. It is hoped to be informative benefits to stable and

sustainable democracy development in Thai society.

The Objective of the Study
The main objective of this research was to study the principal

political culture of local people in local villages in the Northeast region.

Research Methodology

This study aimed to investigate political culture in the Northeast.
Khon Kaen Province was the target areas for this study. Qualitative research
was the main method adopted to collect the data for more
understandings and to analyze an occurrence in context-specific settings.
Two local communities: Don Sawan village and Sam Rong village, which
are situated in Ban Kham sub-district administrative area, were the target
areas of this study selected using purposive sampling. The data was
collected through in-depth interviews, focus group discussions, and
observation. A total of 38 participants in this study were 24 villagers (12
villagers from each village), and 14 community leaders (7 leaders from
each village) were interviewed during January - through April, 2017 and

were selected using snowball and accidental sampling.
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Results

In this study, political culture was classified by principles of
political expressions in the following aspects: political interest, political
awareness, and political participation. Based on the results of this study,
the principal political cultures of local people in the two villages in the
Northeast could be categorized into three groups as follows.

1. Apathy refers to a group of people with ignorance, interest
apathy, a lack of interest in the surroundings especially political issues.
These groups of people are not involved or have any interest in
participating in any kind of political activities.

The results of the study showed that this group of villagers was
the majority in both villages of the target areas. They have very little
political interest and political information, and disinterest and a lack of
awareness in political updates or changes. Election is the only political
activity that they know and are interested in. Election is the only one
activity perceived by this group of people as a form of politics. The
perception of these people is that politicians are the only group of people
involving in politics. Their interest in life is to make a living, their
occupations, and livability of their families and themselves more than
other issues. These apathetic attitudes could be resulted from the
perception that politics is annoying and difficult to be understood, and
necessity of political participation is not obvious to them. This can be seen
from Miss Koi (a pseudonym) as she said “... don’t understand. It gives me
a headache when listening to political information. Watching a soap opera
is much more fun and not as stressful as politics. Let the administrators
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take care of it as they are more knowledgeable of the matters than us.”
(Koi, personal interview, May 7, 2017)

Denial of political information is another result of apathy. It could
be resulted from having no time and lifestyles of the villagers who have
to work from morning till dawn. The sources of political information vary
from a word of mouth of neighbors, news on a radio or a television, and
a community leader through a public address system. The majority of the
people have low income, live in poverty, work from morning till dawn,
and lack education, for example, crofters, day labors, small venders, and
a group of people without a permanent occupation, etc. These people
with political apathy can be put into three groups; youth, seniors, and
housewives. For youths as their interest is on entertaining and fun activities,
they are not aware of their roles in political movement to improve local
community. In addition, seniors have gained a lot of life experience and
desire for a peaceful time in an older age. Going to a temple and making
merit are what they would do, hence, in their views, responsibility for
community political participation belongs to the vyouth. Lastly,
housewives, are less likely to be interested in politics partly because they
view it as responsibility of leaders and men only. As witnessed during the
visit of the researchers for a group conversation at the village leader’s
house in Sam Rong village, after hearing the topic of the interview, politics,
the housewives got off the scene immediately thinking that they were not
involved, and that it would be better to let the men deal with it. As can
be seen in what Miss Noi (a pseudonym) has said “...Talking about politics,
we, the housewives don’t know anything about it. We have no answers
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for that, and no interest in it. Mostly, it’s a job of the village leaders to
inform us about political news. The husbands also know well about the
political issues as they listen to the news every day, so they should be
able to provide information on that.” (Noi, personal interview, May 3,
2017). Later when being asked to help with the foods, these housewives
willingly cooperated. This reflects that this group of people has very little or no
interest, and does not give any importance to politics.

For these groups of people, they don’t believe in their ability to
make a better change to society or a community, so they mostly play a
role of followers. What they follow unhesitatingly is a voice of majority of
the villagers. They believe in the village leader or respective seniors of the
village (seniority), so an opinion or argument opposing the ones of these
people will not be expressed. Believing in a leader becomes one of the
principal cultures of the Northeastern local communities. This belief can
be seen from a previous village leader, Mr. Boonlert (a pseudonym), as he
mentioned that “..Things go according to what a leader says. People
follow the community leader to whatever direction the person leads to.”
(Boonlert, personal interview, May 3, 2017). Political participation was
occasionally done - for only once in a while, and it was done only in an
election. However, there was no clear understanding among these people
that their votes indicate the future of the nation.

2. Detached and aloof refers to a group of people with permanent
residence in a community, but has a tendency to detach themselves from
the community. In other words, they are quite introverted and prefer not
to be attached to or involved in any activity with the community. The
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study found that this group of people has some interest in politics, and
have some, but not much, political information. They know more about
politics than the first group as they sometimes get updates and follow
news on a television, a radio, a cellphone, online media, and the internet.
Occasionally, the information is received from a public address system of
a community leader. Most people in this group completed their education
from a secondary or higher level, come from a middle to upper class
families in the community, and can take care of themselves without any
financial aids from others. It was also found that people in this group range
from teenagers to middle-age men and women working in government
sectors, or employees of a big company or a private business working in a
city or commuting a long distance from their community to work. Members
of this group are also students who go to school in a city. There is a
tendency of an increasing number of this group of people in local
communities as a result of changes in social and economic structure. That
is, the rate of economic growth Thai society is expanding, and it leads to
more career choices, and higher level of education among the new
generation. Meanwhile, rural society has changed and turned into urban
society with more convenient transportation systems resulting in a higher
number of people from rural areas commuting to work and study in a city.
Since the lifestyles of these people have changed, they spend less time
mingle with villagers in their communities and this causes detachment and
aloofness, isolation, no commitment or involvement with the community

including people from their neighborhood.
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This group of people offers a low level of cooperation and
participation on community service activity such as cleaning public places
in @ community, cleaning a meeting hall, dredging, taking care of green
areas of a community etc., but gives more importance on participating in
religious activities and events held on religious holidays. Mostly they are
good members of the community; adhere to rules and regulations of the
community, prefer peace, listen to and respect a community leader, so
they are rarely interested in or drawn to participate in political activities of
any form including public assembly or a protest because, in their views,
this could possibly result in troubles or grievance to themselves or their
families. This attitude can be seen in what Mr. Tongdee (a pseudonym)
have said “..We, as teachers and government officers, don’t want to be
involved in politics too much. What we should do is to do our jobs. As
you know, if we express opinions opposite to the ones held by neighbors,
they won’t be accepted and can easily cause conflict.” (Tongdee, personal
interview, May 3, 2017)

This group of people occasionally participates in a village meeting, but
does not openly express their opinions on current issues, or discuss solutions
to problems occurring in a community. Considerateness, one of the values
held by these people, limits freedom of expression in political issues. This
is obviously seen in a situation where facing with members who have
different political opinions from theirs. Even though they are knowledgeable of the
topic, they prefer not to express their opinions. Hence, the only form of political

participation in which these people are involved is election. They would freely vote,
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grounded on their preference of an individual or information they have in
hands for making a decision of their own.

3. Participants refer to a group of people with interest in political
participation who are aware of political policies, are able to discuss
political issues, and get involved in various types of political participation.
The study found that this group of people has a higher level of political
interest than the other two groups, but the number of people in this group is
low compared to the total number of people in the community. Participants
are interested in getting updates and news on policies that are mainly relevant
to personal or group interests They get information and news from television,
radio, other farmers, dealers, and discussions on current issues at a shop or a
café in a community, or even becoming an election canvasser of political
parties at the national or local level. Most people in this group are between
middle-aged and elderly, and most of them are family leaders. They can be
divided into two groups as follows.

3.1 Leader group includes, for example, sub-district
headman, village leaders, village committee members, and board
members of sub-district administrative organization. People in a leader
group not only show interest in current and political issues, but also have
a connection with politicians by being an election canvasser or a member
of a group that shares similar political interests.

3.2 Villager group, mostly consists of people with poverty
including farmers, and laborers. People in a villager group are interested in
following news directly related to themselves, for example, farmers would
be interested in news regarding the market price of rice, sugar cane,
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cassava, rubber, etc., and also public policies from the government relating
to farmers. In addition, seniors would be interested in living allowance for
the elderly, and their rights on monthly living allowance. Another kind of
people in this group is employees or laborers who would be interested in
news and updates regarding daily wage rate, compensation, and rights to
other benefits including compensation from a company and the
government. Also, villagers who are affected by pollutions caused by a
company in the sugar industry would be interested in news regarding
solutions proposed by the government.

Among farmers and employees or labors, brotherhood relationship
is found as they share what they have and mutually depend on each
other. The relationship, especially among farmers, is healthy as agriculture
and farming are the main occupations of local communities passed on
from generation to generation. This resulted in more power in negotiation
on interest of their occupational group.

Besides, it can be seen that farmers have informally formed other
collective groups to support part-time jobs and to increase incomes, for
instance, a collective group of fish farming, cricket farming, and cow
farming, and a collective group of local dessert makers, etc. Individuals
can be members of as many collective groups as they wish as these groups
are small-size collective groups for local people. However, joining in many
groups can lead to an unclear role and management difficulty, resulting in
ineffective collective group management compared to the original

collective group of farmers.
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This type of villagers shows interest in political participation e.s.
voting, public assembly for a group’s interest, or political assembly with
their preferable political group. It is noticeable that these people are
connected to or related to a political group at the local and national
levels. The belief that government policies can serve the needs of their
groups and people is the main reason why a political group have their
participation. Mr. Buapan (a pseudonym) said that “..I often help a
candidate for a House Representative in a campaign. If he gets voted, we
can ask for his help when being in troubles. For example, the rice price is
too low, drought affects rice farming, or whatever the problems are, we
should be able to ask him for help.” (Buapan, personal interview, May 4,
2017). Therefore, policies are made to please this group of people as much
as possible as their votes are bastions of a politician. Mutual benefits can
be seen in a relationship between this group of people and a politician.
The power of a politician is still higher than the one of the villagers, or
what is called “Law of Reciprocity.” In this situation, accountability of a
politician in a local or national level is rarely a fact checked by the villagers
as they see themselves powerless and avoids conflict with an influential
person or a politician. This can be seen in what Miss Buasri (a pseudonym) has
said “..we don’t want to do a fact check on them. It’s not our responsibility.
Normally, they do well, and they make a visit to see what villagers need.
| don’t want to cause troubles or conflict with them. It many lead to a
justice system, to the court. It’s too much trouble! It’s better for us to just

keep quiet.” (Buasri, personal interview, May 4, 2017).
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Discussion and conclusion

This research was grounded on political sociology principles; any
political system can sustain if political culture assists that particular system
because political culture has influence on the political structure and
political behavior of citizens of a country. Also, political culture is a
significant foundation of a political system of a country (Nakata, 2003).
Democratic political culture is essential for stability and effectiveness of
democracy (Nakata, 2003; Tanasatit, 2016; Nash, 2010). Whether democracy is
sustainable in society or not, the development of political culture is
accountable. Importantly, democratic political culture is foundation of
democracy, and essential to establish stable and sustainable democracy.

This exploratory study aimed to investigate the principal political
culture of local people in local villages in the Northeast, hoping to gain
some information and explanation that can be used as guidelines on how
to develop democracy of Thailand. The results showed that the principal
political cultures can be categorized into three types: 1) Apathy which is
fostered by the majority who shows ignorance, interest apathy,
a lack of interest to place importance on political or current issues,
2) Detached and aloof refers to people who are quite introverted and
prefer not to be attached to or be involved in any activity with the
community. For this people, there is a tendency of detachment and
isolation from the community, public activity, or even neighbors.
The number of people with this political culture is increasing as a result of
changes in social and economic structure, an improved transportation

systems, and more career choices. These changes lead to a higher number of
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people from rural areas commuting to work and study in a city on a daily basis,
and (3) Participants limited to a certain group of people in a community e.g.,
community leaders, some members of collective farmers or laborers who
assemble to claim their rights and benefits and meanwhile are connected to

political groups whether at the local or national level.

Observations from the results of the study

1. The results of the study suggested that political culture of most
people is apathy—disinterest in politics and a lack of political knowledge.
The main interest is emphasized on making a living and personal matters,
not politics. Rumors are also what they fall for. Unfortunately, if this
situation is found in most local communities of the country, development
of true democracy can be difficult to be seen because democracy can
only happen if citizens are alert and actively participate in political
activities. Huntington (1969) stated that alertness and interest in political
participation are most important in political culture. In addition, Pye (2000)
viewed that in a democratic country, citizens must present civic culture.
One characteristic of civic culture is a well understanding among citizens
of politics in terms of regimen and how government works. Lasswell &
Kaplan (1950) clearly stated that democracy development can occur if
citizens are politicized by having; 1) interest in and care for the political
process and issues, 2) an attitude that citizens must, at least, directly or
indirectly be involved in political activities because politics is undeniably
related to them, and 3) a belief that politics is significant and deserves

reasonable amount of attention from all citizens. Effects of apathy and
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disinterest in political issues include a lack of information for critical
analysis, and this allows dishonest political groups that do not have
political ideology to easily possess political power by using “money” to
get access through all levels to the power. So, in Thai politics, financial
fund circulates and involves in every election. After being voted and being
in a political position, these politicians will attempt to gain profits from
what they have invested in. This scenario leads to a belief and value of
villagers that “merit is not as worth as wealth”, which means that money
possesses greater value than merit and justice. If so, it will take a long time
to develop democracy in Thailand.

2. The results of the study also suggested that in a community,
there is a group of people participating in political activities, whose
practices are desirable in democratic systems. Nothing is worth more than
an opportunity of a citizen to participate in a political activity. Anyhow,
there are three main concerns;

First, an assembly for personal or a group’s interest is considered
rightful in democracy. However, for security and permanence of
democracy, public spirits should come first, not personal interest.

Second, for this group of people, “election” is perceived as the
only form of democracy, or an elected government is considered as a
representative of democracy without any question and with all the rights
by all means. This is a great misunderstanding. Besides an election,
democracy composes many essential elements; rights and equality of the
people, rules and regulations, checks and balances, virtue and ethics, etc.
Election is only a gateway to political power. In many countries, a failure of
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democracy is caused by too much emphasis that has been put on
“election” without consideration for other key elements.

Last but not least, the participants are usually under control of
politicians at the local and national levels, and this shows that even
among this group of people, with participatory culture, subject political
culture can be commonly seen. In this type of culture, people under
control see themselves powerless, and without influence on a group of
governors or an influential group. This perspective obstructs a role of
people without authority in voicing their needs or do a fact check on an
authority including government officers, and local politicians at all levels
because authority is accepted unconditionally, and belief in destiny or
karma is adopted. So, people in local communities seem to foster
surrendered attitude; no argument no matter what is right or wrong even
though it occurs in their community or society. This phenomenon
throughout local areas of Thailand could be resulted from a lack of
knowledge on the concepts of democracy. Since they don’t have an

opportunity to “plant” a seed of democracy, they cannot enjoy its “fruit”.
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The level of fiscal autonomy: Factors influencing quality

of life of Thai people
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Abstract

This research aims to study 1) the level of fiscal autonomy of
local administrative organizations and the level of quality of life of Thai
people and 2) to investigate factors influencing quality of life. In order to
obtain all required information, the following secondary data was
examined. 1) The provincial revenues databases B.E. 2555 (2012) for data
on local fiscal autonomy, and 2) the provincial reports of the household

socio-economic surveys (SES) B.E.2556 (2013) for data on the level of
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quality of life. The data were analyzed with stepwise multiple regression
analysis. The results revealed that from all 75 provinces: 1) seven
provinces (9.33 %) were with Local Administrative Organizations (LAOs)
that had a high level of fiscal autonomy index: Samut Prakan, Phuket,
Nonthaburi, Pathum Thani, Rayong, Samut Sakorn and Chonburi while
five provinces were with Local Administrative Organizations (LAOs) that
had a low level of fiscal autonomy index: Chai Nat, Uttaradit, Pattani,
Narathiwat and Satun. 2) Education index, gross provincial products
index and fiscal autonomy index were positively related to quality of life
at a significance level of .01 while life expectancy index was negatively
related to quality of life at a significance level of .01. Furthermore, gross
provincial product index and fiscal autonomy index jointly predicted the

quality of life at 84.60% with a significance level of .01.

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Factors affecting teachers’ use of technologies
as teaching aids in Thai EFL classrooms
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Abstract

In the digital age, technology plays a dominant role in creating
and exchanging knowledge and information in the field of education
around the globe. In Thailand, it has also been used as a teaching aid in
English language teaching and learning for decades. However, a gap of
using technology in Thai EFL classrooms taught by English language
teachers has been found. This study therefore aims to investigate types

of technology tools used by language teachers as well as factors that
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facilitate and hinder their use of technologies in Thai EFL classrooms.
The data was obtained by implementing semi-structured interviews.
Twelve EFL teachers with varied numbers of years of teaching experience
in a public high school in Bangkok were interviewed. The interview data
was transcribed and classified into themes. The findings revealed that all
teachers integrated technologies in their classes. Certain types of tools
are already used by all teachers, while some cutting-edge tools are
presently being integrated in the classrooms. Convenience, enhancement
to students’ understanding, and stimulation in students’ interest are
three prominent factors facilitating teachers’ use of technology.
However, several factors hindering their use of technology were also
found. On the basis of these findings, the pedagogical implications and

suggestions are included in this paper.

Introduction

Technology plays a dominant role in the field of education.
[t has been used as a teaching aid in language learning for decades
around the globe. The use of technology in teaching has become ever
more important as teachers must keep up with the technological
knowledge of their students (Richards, 2014, p. 2, cited in (Merg, 2015).
Moreover, the use of technology for teaching, learning, practicing and
assessing foreign language has many advantages, particularly in the

English as a Foreign Language (EFL) contexts where learners have very
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few opportunities to practice and assess their language skills (Alsied &
Pathan, 2013). The use of technology in instructional activities also plays
an essential role in engaging students in learning (GUnug & Kuzu, 2014).

One of the factors that determine educational development and
innovation in general is teachers as they are the ones to use technology
for educational development. Technology does not have an educational
value in itself. It becomes important when teachers use it in the learning
and teaching process. The new era assigns new challenges and duties on
the modern teachers. The tradition of English teaching has been
drastically changed with the remarkable entry of technology. Technology
provides so many options as making teaching interesting and also making
teaching more productive in terms of improvements. Technology is
utilized for the improvement of modern styles. It satisfies both visual and
auditory senses of the students (Yordming, 2017).

The rapid emergence and development of technology and its
applications for teaching, featuring audio, visuals, and animation effects,
come into full play in English classes. Shyamlee & Phil (2012) found that
technology plays a positive role in promoting activities and initiatives of
students and teachers in English classes. Technological innovation has
advanced hand-in-hand with the growth of English, and is changing how
we communicate. It is fair to assert that the growth of the Internet has
facilitated the growth of the English language. Thus, technology is
regarded as an essential element of teaching. For this reason, it is
important for English-language teachers to be aware of the latest and

best tools, and to have a full knowledge of what is available for any
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given situation. Teachers can use a variety of technologies to give more
colorful and stimulating lessons. However, it is evident that some teachers
are not comfortable utilizing technology in the classroom. Therefore, the
study of factors that affect teachers’ use of technologies in Thai EFL

classrooms might offer some useful insights regarding the matter.

Literature Review

Technology

The term “technology” is strongly associated with the application
of science to the solution of technical problems (Herschbach, 1995).
On the other hand, Amina and Salim (2015) defined the term
“technology” as various materials used to improve the learning process
and make teaching enjoyable. It facilitates learning by employing
appropriate technological processes and resources (Amina & Salim, 2015).
Recently, a number of studies have been conducted on the use of
technology in EFL classrooms. For example, Abukhattala (2016) conducted
research on the use of technology in language classrooms in Libya. The findings
revealed that the participants used technology because it motivated
students and because it offered a different mode of presentation, though
they were also hindered by limits in access to equipment, professional

support, and confidence in their own computer skills.

Evolution of technology
Web 1.0
In Web 1.0, a small number of writers created web pages for a

large number of readers. As a result, people could get information by
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going directly to the source. The WWW or Web 1.0 is a system of
interlinked, hypertext documents accessed via the Internet. The first
implementation of the web represents the web 1.0, which, according to
Berners-Lee, could be considered the “read-only web.” In other words,
the early web allowed users to only search for information and read it.
There was very little in the way of user interaction or content contribution.
However, this is exactly what most website owners wanted: Their goal for
a website was to establish an online presence and make their

information available to anyone at any time (Shivalingaiah & Naik, 2009).

Web 2.0

Web 2.0, or the “read-write web”, refers to the present ability to
contribute content and interact with other web users, which has
dramatically changed the landscape of the web. Web 2.0 hints at an
improved form of the WWW. Technologies such as weblogs (blogs), social
networking, wikis, podcasts, RSS feeds (and other forms of many-to-many
publishing), social software, web APIs, and online services such as eBay
and Gmail provide enhancements over read-only websites (Shivalingaiah
& Naik, 2009). With Web 2.0 emerging in the early 21* century, Internet
users could not only find and read information but also create and share
information (Solomon & Schrum, 2007). This major shift in technology
from Web 1.0, where everything was created and pre-set by experts, to
the more “creative, consumer driven” Web 2.0, gave teachers the
opportunity to be more creative with the use of technology in the

classroom (Dudeney & Hockly, 2012, cited in Hjalmarsson, 2015).
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Teaching aids

Teaching aids are defined as the tools that teachers use in the
teaching process such as videos, audio, flash cards, and hands-on tools
that help promote interaction and faster learning with better
comprehension (Eady & Lockyer, 2013). Teaching aids are an integral
component of any classroom. There are many benefits of teaching aids,
including helping learners improve reading comprehension skills,
illustrating or reinforcing a skill or concept, differentiating instruction and
relieving anxiety or boredom by presenting information in a new and
exciting way. Teaching aids also engage students’ other senses since
there are no limits on which aids can be utilized when supplementing a
lesson. There are many aids available at present. They can be classified
as 1) Visual aids, which use the sense of vision, for example, actual
objects, models, and pictures; 2) Audio aids that involve the sense of
hearing, for instance, radio, tape recorder, etc. 3) Audiovisual aids - aids
which involve the senses of both vision and hearing, including television,
film projectors, film strips etc. (Burdanovi¢, 2015). Moreover, a number of
research studies, such as Konomi (2015), claim that using visual aids can
help learners understand the deeper meaning of a topic and realize
similarities and differences of varied topics. Also, the studies assert that
pupils expect their English lessons to be ‘visual’ because language they
experience outside the classroom is strictly connected with images,
colors, and sounds. Furthermore, Shabiralyani et al. (2015) conducted

research on the impact of visual aids on the learning process.
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The findings indicated that the majority of teachers and students had

positive perceptions of the use of visual aids.

The use of technology in classrooms

Technology use in education is becoming an increasingly
important part of higher and professional education. This emergence has
resulted in the classroom setting transforming from whiteboard-and-
markers-only, into a “smart” classroom. One of the factors influencing
the integration of technology in classrooms is teachers’ positive attitudes
towards technology. Moreover, such integration holds promise since the
new-generation students were born into the era of today’s technology.
Prensky (2001) defines ‘Digital Natives’ as the new generation—those
who were born as native speakers of the digital language of computers,
video games and the Internet. On the other hand, older teachers are
‘Digital Immigrants’ who speak an outdated language (that of the pre-
digital age), and must learn the new language as a compromise. For this
reason, teachers currently endeavor to integrate technology in classrooms
in order to serve the students’ needs and engage them in lessons.

Technology integration is a very broad concept and has several
aspects. Thus, the present researchers sorted previous studies into two
different categories:

1. Technology integration and its impacts on students and teachers

Many researchers have explored technology integration projects

worldwide and reported positive impacts on teaching and learning.
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Lin et al. (2017) aimed to examine opinions of digital learning
among 116 students in 4 classes. The results asserted that 1) digital
learning presents better positive effects on learner motivation than
traditional teaching does; 2) it shows better positive effects on learning
outcome than traditional teaching does; 3) learner motivation reveals
significantly positive effects on learning effect in learning outcome; and
4) learner motivation appears to have remarkably positive effects on
learning gain in learning outcome.

Bani Hani (2014) conducted a study with 200 English language
teachers in Jordan in order to highlight the benefits of computer-assisted
language learning. The findings revealed that the most essential benefits
were providing immediate feedback, stimulating students’ interest,
motivating students’ learning, more fun and exciting, initiating more
interaction, and easy to control.

Asawaniwed and Boonmoh (2012) examined the attitudes of 39
first-year undergraduate students enrolled in LNG 102 English Skills and
Strategies at King Mongkut’s University of Technology Thonburi towards
the use of blogs to perform writing tasks in an EFL course. The result
showed that the majority of the students had a positive attitude and
reported that they would be more motivated to perform online writing tasks
compared to writing on paper. Despite the fact that most students are
digital natives, a training session is recommended due to the lack of digital
literacy of some students so that the issue of familiarity can be dealt with.

Almekhlafi and Almegdadi (2010) investgated 40 female and 60

male teachers’ technology integration from two schools in Al-Ain
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Educational Zone, Abu Dhabi, in the United Arab Emirates. The results
showed that the teachers at both schools integrated a variety of
technologies to promote students’ learning in their classes’ activities in
spite of the barriers hindering such integration (e.g., technical problems,

lack of professional development training, and lack of financial support).

2. Factors influencing and hindering teachers’ technology
integration in the classroom

Technology integration at schools and factors affecting such
integration have drawn high interest among many researchers. A number
of studies have been conducted to explore teachers’ use of technology.

Agnes and Wallace (2010) investigated the factors affecting the use
of ICT for teaching in the Western Cape schools in South Africa. Data was
collected through in-depth interviews with 14 educators and two teachers.
The three influencing factors were 1) levels of ICT literacy that contributed
to limited use of technology; 2) accessibility to technology, and
3) sufficient equipment and technical support for using the technology.

Senaidi et al. (2009) conducted a study to investigate barriers to
adopting ICT in Omani higher education. One-hundred faculty members
from four different departments at the College of Applied Sciences in
Oman participated in the study. The participants took a survey, which
was developed based on Western literature. Five factors were found
from the survey: lack of equipment, lack of institutional support,

disbelief of ICT benefits, lack of confidence, and lack of time.
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ChanLin et al. (2006) conducted a study to identify the factors
affecting the use of technology in creative teaching practices of eight
teachers who had won an award for creative teaching in a nationwide
contest held annually in Taiwan. The participants were interviewed in
order to identify the factors affecting their use of technology in creative
teaching. The factors were identified and classified into four categories:
environmental, personal, social and curricular factors. The environmental
factor related to schools’ computer facilities and budget for support of
technology. Personal factors related to teachers’ beliefs, interest in using
computers and experience in using technology and trying new things also
had potential impact on the use of technology. Resource supports from
community and technology trends and social change were included as
the social factor. In terms of curricular factor, skills, literacy, teaching load
(time and effort to prepare classes) and control of using technology
(ease or difficulty of use), were found.

Ahadiat (2005) examined the factors that influence or hinder use
of instructional technology. A survey instrument was used to determine
the factors that hinder the use of technology among 271 educators in
California, USA. The findings revealed that the five important factors were lack
of time, lack of technological support, lack of relevance to course materials,
lack of administrative support, and lack of interest in technology.

Wat Nuannoradit School, the present researcher’s current
teaching context, was established in 1890. Some of its classrooms are
not well-equipped with technologies, so it exemplifies the limitations of
utilizing the technologies. However, it can be observed that most of the
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teachers who are responsible for English courses in the school’s Department
of Foreign Languages still strive to use technologies as teaching aids in their
classrooms. On the other hand, some of them do not use the technologies
in class. For these reasons, this study aims to examine whether or not
teachers use technologies in Thai EFL classrooms, types of technology tools
utilized by teachers, and factors facilitating and hindering their use of
technologies in Thai EFL classrooms. The findings could be beneficial to
teaching and learning through the technologies and assist in bridging the
gap between Digital Native learners and Digital Immigrant teachers. Also,
it will be useful for the readers who would like to perceive the trends of
integrating technologies in Thai EFL classrooms.

In this study, the researcher refers technologies to teaching aids
utilized in classrooms. Technologies in this study include software,
namely Web 2.0 such as live materials (e.g. podcasts), social networking
(e.g. Facebook and Twitter), applications on smartphones (e.s.
dictionaries, game-based learning platform (e.g. Kahoot), learning
management systems (LMS) such as Edmodo, Moodle, and Schoology),
and Microsoft Office (e.g. Word, Excel, and Power Point presentations). In
terms of hardware, it includes computers, Internet, mobile devices (e.g.
smartphones and tablets), and audiovisual aids (e.g¢. audio, pictures,
posters, videos, projectors, visualizers, portable CD players, interactive

boards, and portable microphones).
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Objectives of the study

This research aims to investigate types of technology tools
utilized by Ensglish language teachers as well as factors that facilitate and
hinder their use of technologies in Thai EFL classrooms at Wat

Nuannoradit School, Bangkok.

Research questions:

1. Do teachers use technologies in Thai EFL classrooms? If yes,
how do the teachers use them? If no, why?

2. What are the factors that facilitate or hinder the teachers’ use

of technologies as teaching aids in Thai EFL classrooms?

Methodology

Participants

The participants of this study consisted of 12 teachers of English
courses at the Department of Foreign Languages at Wat Nuannoradit
School, Bangkok, in academic year 2017, all of whom participated in the
study on a voluntary basis. The criteria for selecting the participants were
the number of years of teaching experience, divided into three different
ranges, namely 1-5 years, 6-10 years, and more than 10 years. From
these 12 teachers, six teachers teach at the lower secondary level and
the remainder teach at the higher secondary level. Due to the limitation
of facilities, they teach in both typical classrooms (i.e. having only a
whiteboard) and fully equipped classrooms (i.e. having a computer, an
amplifier with a microphone, a projector, a visualizer, an interactive

board, and Internet access).
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Instrument

The instrument of this study was a semi-structured interview. The
objective of the semi-structured interview was to investigate types of
technology tools utilized by EFL teachers, as well as factors that facilitate
or hinder their use of technologies in Thai EFL classrooms. The questions
for the interview were composed within two areas as follows:

1. Types of technology tools that are utilized by Thai EFL teachers.

2. Factors that facilitate or hinder the teachers’ use of

technology in Thai EFL classrooms.

Procedure

Firstly, interview questions were designed and checked by the
advisor. Secondly, they were piloted by two teachers from a different
school to improve their clarity and correctness, and the necessary changes
were made. Thirdly, the participants from the EFL teachers at the
Department of Foreign Languages, Wat Nuannoradit School, were selected.
Also, their consent was given before the interviews were conducted. Next,
the semi-structured interviews, which each lasted 20-30 minutes, were
conducted in individual sessions to collect the data in order to answer the
research questions. Then, the collected data was analyzed by transcribing

and categorized into themes. Finally, the research was written up.

Data analysis
In this study, the data was obtained by semi-structured interview. The
interview questions consisted of closed and open-ended questions; there

were 7 items. During the interview, the participants’ voice was recorded with
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the use of a recording program in a smartphone application. After the semi-
structured interviews were conducted, the data was transcribed and
categorized into themes based upon two main areas, which are:
1. Types of technology tools that are utilized by Thai EFL teachers.
2. Factors that facilitate or hinder the teachers’ use of

technology in Thai EFL classrooms.

The data is presented in sets of tables as follows:
1) Table 1: Teachers’ backgrounds and their use of technology
2) Table 2: Types of technology used in the classrooms
3) Table 3: Factors that facilitate the use of technology
4) Table 4: Factors that hinder the use of technology

5) Table 5: Reasons why teachers use technologies

Data presentation and interpretation

It can be seen in Table 1 that all 12 participants have different
levels of teaching experience, which can be divided into three groups,
namely 1-5 years, 6-10 years, and more than 10 years. It is shown that all
of the participants have earned a bachelor’s degree in English education.
Moreover, five participants held a master’s degree in educational administration
and curriculum and instruction. In terms of technology integration in the

classrooms, all participants utilized technology tools in the class.

Table 2 illustrates two main types of technology that are used in the
classrooms. The first type is hardware, which is composed of 11 tools which are
utilized by the teachers. Another type is software, which consists of 9 tools. Each

type of technology is arranged in order of the total number of teachers who use it.

For hardware, it can be seen that most of the teachers use computers,
audio, Internet, and amplifier with microphone in the classrooms. For software,
it shows that Microsoft Word and Power Point are most often used by the
teachers. Since each teacher teaches in both types of classrooms, the hardware
and software that they reported using could refer to the tools they use when
teaching in the fully-equipped classroom setting.

In accordance with the technology tools used by the teachers, it can
be seen that MS Word, computer, audio, Internet, and amplifier with
microphone are incorporated in the class by all teachers as these are regarded
by everyone as basic tools. However, only some of the cutting-edge tools and
applications, such as smartphones, interactive board, Line, and Facebook, are
being integrated in the classrooms.

It can be concluded that Teachers 1 to 7, who have 1-9 years of
teaching experience, integrate many kinds of technology tools in the classroom.
Also, it is notable that Teachers 10 and 11 who have more than 10 years in
teaching experience utilize only 5-8 types of tools that show a marked contrast
with the new-generation teachers. Nonetheless, Teachers 9 and 12 using a
greater number of tools could be because of their personal interest. Moreover,

they may be keen on updating themselves with new technology tools.

Table 3 presents the factors facilitating the teachers’ use of
technology; there were 44 mentions of such factors. Convenience was
found to be the most prominent factor, which was mentioned 13 times or
29.54 percent of all mentions. Additional prominent factors are enhancing
students’ understanding, stimulating students’ interest, and being a cutting-
edge tool, in declining order of importance. As can be seen in Table 3,

several factors were mentioned only one time, or 2.27 percent.

The participants most often thought that the factor that
facilitates their use of technology is convenience, as can be seen from

the interview of Participant 1:

“In my own view, when we integrate technology tools into
the classrooms, it makes the class interesting and enjoyable.
Also, it is very convenient for me to download teaching
materials such as pictures, videos, audios, and information
from the Internet that can be adapted to be used in the class.”

(Participant 1)
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The second most-prominent factor is enhancing students’
understanding. The participants indicated that integrating technology, such
as Power Point, Internet, visualizer, and smartphones, can help simplify

complicated lessons. An interview excerpt from Participant 2 supports this:

“From my own teaching, | have been integrating
technology into my class. | can notice that using
technology such as Power Point, Internet, and a
smartphone can make my lessons simpler. For example, |
have tried to use Power Point in my class to help my
students follow and understand lessons easier.”

(Participant 2)

The third most-prominent factor is stimulating students’ interest.
The participants mentioned that using technology, for example the
Internet, smartphone, and interactive board, can attract students’

interest, as shown in an excerpt from Participant 9:

“When | use Internet in my class, | have found that most of
the students pay attention to my teaching a lot. For instance,
| search video clips about teaching pronunciation through
YouTube that can draw their interest effectively. | think it is
because they can watch and listen at the same time.”

(Participant 9)
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Being a cutting-edge tool is the last key factor. The participants pointed out
that one of the factors that facilitates them to integrate technology in the classroom
is using a smartphone, Line, and interactive board, which are regarded as cutting-
edge tools. Some of the teachers mentioned that these kinds of tools can increase
student engagement and retention. An interview excerpt from Participant 5 supports

this:

“In my class, | try to incorporate new technology tools in the
lessons. For instance, | allow my students to use Intemet in a
smartphone to search for information. Moreover, | have found
that using this kind of tool can engage my students’ interest in the
classes.”

(Participant 5)

ft can be seen in Table 4 that there were 28 mentions which showed
factors hindering the teachers’ use of technology. These limiting factors are grouped

into three main categories, which are 1) Teacher, 2) School; and 3) Student.

The most-often mentioned factor is the teacher. Twelve out of

28 mentions, or 42.86 percent, were related to teachers. So, it can be

concluded that the participants considered the teachers themselves to

be the main factor in limiting their use of technology. Participants’

answers that were categorized as “Teacher” touched upon two main

factors: 1) not confident to use technology; and 2) lack of knowledge to

use it. Interview excerpts from Participants 10 and 11 support this:

“From my direct experience, | have many chances to teach

students in well-equipped classrooms that provide many kinds

of tools such as a projector, a visualizer and Power Point.

However, | am not comfortable in using them because | always

feel awkward when dealing with technology tools.”

(Participant 10)
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“Currently, there are many new tools to be incorporated
into teaching. Conversely, sometimes | ignore to use them
since | do not know how to use them. For example, an
interactive board is quite difficult to use, so | decided not to
use it. | think there should be a training for teachers.”

(Participant 11)

The second aspect to be discussed is the school. In Table 4,
there are nine mentions of school, or 32.14 percent of all mentions.
Participants’ answers mentioning the school were grouped into two
factors: having no facilities provided, and facility deterioration, as can be

seen in an excerpt of the interview from Participant 8:

“I am one of the teachers trying to utilize technology in
the classroom, but | think the factor that hinders my use
of technology is that there are no facilities such as a
projector and Internet that are provided for teachers to

use in the classroom.”

(Participant 8)

The third aspect hindering the use of technology is the students.
Table 4 shows that students’ lack of attention and students with no
smartphone are two factors impeding the use of technology, with seven
mentions, or 25 percent of all mentions. An interview excerpt from

Participant 7 supports this:
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“When | play an audio recording to have students
practice their listening skills, they do not pay close
attention to it. So, this can frustrate me a lot. Sometimes,
| refrain from having them listen.”

(Participant 7)

As shown in Table 5, there were 46 mentions from the
participants in answering why teachers use technologies. In this table,
four notable reasons that promote them to use technologies in
classrooms were found. Convenience is the most often mentioned
reason, at 12 times or 26.08 percent of all mentions. Interestingly, all of
the participants gave convenience as a reason, a relatively high number.
The second most-common reason, mentioned 10 times or 21.74 percent,
is stimulating students’ interest. Thirdly, promoting professional
development (self-development) was mentioned 8 times, or 17.40
percent. Finally, promoting English teaching and learning was mentioned

7 times, or 15.21 percent.

The first outstanding reason is convenience. Twelve out of 46
mentions, or 26.08 percent, were related to convenience. So, it can be
concluded that the majority of participants thought that convenience is a
significant reason why they use technologies in the classrooms.

An interview excerpt from Participant 12 supports this:
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“Technology can save my time when | prepare teaching
materials. | can simply download useful teaching stuff
from the Intermet. Furthermore, the Zip Grade application
can help me mark students’ answer sheets. | think it is
very convenient.”

(Participant 12)

The second most-prominent reason is stimulating students’
interest. In Table 5, there were 10 mentions, or 21.74 percent of all
mentions. The participants considered utilizing technologies in the
classroom since it can stimulate students’ interest. An excerpt from the

interview of Participant 4 supports this:

“I believe that integrating technology into the classroom
can increase students’ motivation and interest. To
illustrate, | use Power Point, video clips, and Internet. It
can be noticed that most of them are engaged.”

(Participant 4)

The third key reason is promoting professional development
(self-development). There were eight mentions, or 17.40 percent of all
mentions. Table 5 showed that there were eight participants who
claimed that they use technologies in order to promote their
professional development. An excerpt from the interview of Participant 6

supports this:
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“I think that embracing modern teaching techniques and
technology materials is essential for 21 century
education. In my teaching, | have tried to integrate
technology in my class to be a teacher in the digital era,
and also promote my professional development.”

(Participant 6)

The last prominent reason to be discussed is promoting English
teaching and learning, which was mentioned seven times, or 15.21
percent of all mentions. The relevant interview excerpt from Participant

3 is as follows:

“In my point of view, using technology tools can make
English classrooms interesting. For example, we can use
pictures from online resources to help students
understand the meaning of vocabulary more simply.
Also, it can establish positive attitudes towards English.”

(Participant 3)

Discussion and recommendations

The findings of this investigation show that all of the teachers
have integrated technologies in their classrooms. It was found that when
teaching in the fully-equipped classroom setting, most of the teachers
have confidence in utilizing technology tools. For hardware, they mostly
use computers, audio, Internet, and amplifier with microphone.

For software, it shows that Microsoft Word and Power Point are the main
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tools used by the teachers. The four most often-cited factors that
facilitate their use of technology are convenience, enhancing students’
understanding, stimulating students’ interest, and being a cutting-edge
tool. On the other hand, it can be seen that a few teachers with more
than 10 years of teaching experience lack the confidence and knowledge
to use the technology tools such as visualizers, interactive boards, and
Microsoft Power Point when teaching in the fully-equipped classrooms.
Moreover, when teaching in typical classrooms that lack facilities, the
teachers cannot incorporate any technology tools in those classrooms.
Thus, this factor hinders their overall use of technology. Another main
factor that hinders the teachers’ use of technology is the students’ lack
of attention. To illustrate, when the students are asked to listen to audio
recordings, they do not pay attention. Therefore, it can be concluded
that the three main factors hindering the use of technology are lack of
confidence and knowledge to use technology tools, having no facilities
provided in typical classrooms, and students’ lack of attention.

Looking at the technology tools used by the teachers, it can be
seen that certain types of tools, both hardware and software such as
Microsoft Word, Power Point, audio, computer, amplifier with
microphone, and Interet, are most-often utilized in the classrooms
because these tools are generally regarded as fundamental tools. On the
other hand, only some of the state-of-the-art tools such as smartphones,
Line, Facebook, and interactive board are presently being integrated in

the classrooms.
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Regarding the findings, they show that the teachers with 1-10 years
of teaching experience generally utilize the greatest variety of technology
tools in the classrooms. On the other hand, the teachers who have more
than 10 years of teaching experience integrate a smaller number of
technology tools in the classrooms. However, Teachers 9 and 12, both
having more than 10 years of teaching experience, use a greater number of
tools, perhaps because of their personal interest in technology.

The reasons why the teachers utilize technology are in
accordance with Abukhattala (2016), who claimed that teachers used
technology because it motivated students, stimulated students’ interest,
and offered a different mode of presentation, while factors hindering the
participants’ use of technology were also found, namely a lack of access
to equipment, a lack of professional support, and their own lack of
confidence in their computer skills.

Prominent factors that facilitate the teachers’ use of technology
in the classrooms were found. According to the findings of this study, the
factors that facilitate teachers’ use of technology are convenience,
enhancing students’ understanding, stimulating students’ interest, and
being a cutting-edge tool. This finding can be supported by the previous
study of Bani Hani (2014) which claimed that the use of technology
offers convenience. For instance, it can provide immediate feedback.
Also, the use of technology can stimulate students’ interest, establish an
exciting atmosphere and more fun in class, initiate more interaction, and
control the class more easily. Moreover, ChanLin et al. (2006) pointed

out the factors that influence the teachers’ use of technology were
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environmental, personal, social and curricular factors. Particularly, in
terms of personal factors, teachers utilize technology since it can engage
students’ interest and increase learning motivation as well as
understanding.

Nonetheless, the findings of this study reveal that factors
hindering the teachers’ use of technology were found. Firstly, two main
factors caused by teachers were the lack of both confidence and
knowledge in their use of technology. Secondly, no facilities provided in
the classroom, and facility deterioration, were the main factors caused
by the school. In support of these findings, Senaidi et al. (2009) claimed
that lack of equipment, lack of institutional support, disbelief of ICT
benefits, lack of confidence to use technology tools, and lack of time
were five factors that hinder teachers’ use of technology in the
classroom. Finally, the students are the third aspect hindering the use of
technology in classrooms. Students’ lack of attention and students
without a smartphone are two factors impeding the use of technology.
These findings can be supported by Ahadiat (2005), who concluded that
the five important hindering factors were lack of time, lack of
technological support, lack of relevance to course materials, lack of

administrative support, and lack of interest in technology.

Implications

The main finding with regard to pedagogical implications is that
technology as teaching aids can serve as an effective tool in teaching
and learning English. Also, technology can promote students’
understanding while stimulating their interest, and promote the
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professional development of teachers. Thus, the followings are some of
the pedagogical implications drawn from the findings of this study.

1. Teachers should utilize technology to support learning and
teaching. Also, it can be implied that when teachers effectively integrate
technology into subject areas, teachers grow into the roles of advisor,
content expert, and coach.

2. To be a teacher in the digital era, teachers should be more
open-minded about embracing technology in the classrooms.

3. In the near future, all classrooms are likely to be equipped
with full facilities. Then, teachers can maximize student learning and
support further technological integration.

4. Technology can help make teaching and learning more
meaningful and fun. Moreover, students can collaborate with their
classmates through technological applications.

5. Institutional support should play a significant role, improving
systems for checking and maintaining classroom technologies.

6. Institutions should encourage the acquisition of highly reliable
technologies for use in classrooms, and organize workshops for teachers

about the integration of technology in classrooms.

Limitations

There were some limitations in carrying out this research. Firstly,
the participants in this study were a highly specific group of teachers and
teaching context. In other words, types of technology tools used by
language teachers as well as factors that facilitate and hinder their use of

technologies in Thai EFL classrooms were investigated from only a single,
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particular group of language teachers. Consequently, the results cannot
broadly represent teachers’ use of technology. Secondly, the data was
obtained by implementing semi-structured interviews. Therefore, the
data provided by the participants was perhaps inexact. For instance, the
participants might not have stated which technologies they have actually

integrated into the classrooms.

In the English as a lingua franca (ELF) settings of the ASEAN context,
intercultural competence, strategies, and awareness are crucial for preparing
English learners to achieve successful communications. This study
investigated graduate students’ intercultural strategies and their opinions of
challenges in using English as a medium language in cross-cultural
communication settings. A survey questionnaire was constructed and
administered to the English major graduate students of Naresuan University,
Thailand. In the focus group session, seven volunteers were interviewed to
elicit their opinions of intercultural experiences of using English in ELF
settings. The survey result indicated that the mostly used strategies were
clarifying or explaining cultural terms to interlocutors and selecting the
conversation topics based on common interests or backeround experiences.
The focus eroup interview revealed that the participants were aware of
some linguistic issues as well as some similarities and differences between
cultures, reflecting the need of more exposure to a variety of English used

by non-native speakers. Based on the findings, it was suggested that ELF
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learners  adopt intercultural —strategies to accommodate  mutual

understandings in cross-cultural communications.

Background

With the ease of Information Communication Technology, people
from different cultures have more opportunities to communicate without
having to cross the borders. Getting to know people from other cultures
become more costless and effortless through the fast-developed online
tools and social networking applications. Nevertheless, English has remained
one of the most essential tools for cross-cultural communication as people
often select it as a lingua franca (Seidlhofer, 2006). When people from
various backgrounds meet, the ways they communicate and deliver their
messages still rooted from their cultural beliefs and first language
repertoires. Therefore, when people use English as a lingua franca, some
messages in the information can be interpreted as having many different
meanings according to interlocutors’ backgrounds.

Previous studies in intercultural communication suggested that
individuals  from different cultural backgrounds select different
knowledge and messages to communicate with people from other
cultures. In a study by Leung, Lee, and Chiu (2013), an individual would
deliberately select a typical message to communicate with a member of
a certain culture by applying meta-knowledge of the culture. Therefore,

unsuccessful cross-cultural communications may arise not only from the
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lack of motivation to take the perspective of individuals in a foreign
culture, but also from inaccurate meta-knowledge of the foreign culture.
Misunderstanding is possible when people from different backgrounds
involve in an intercultural communication without shared cultural
schemas. Coming from different cultural backgrounds, individuals tend
to behave in a way that is appropriate to their own cultural norms.
Sharifian (2009) stressed that, in English as an International Language (EIL)
communications, speakers may use the same English words and
sentences while indicating totally different cultural schemas, categories,
and metaphors. This phenomenon often leads to cases of ‘hidden’
miscommunication. Sharifian (2009) also argued in favor of intercultural
or metacultural competence that is tied to speakers’ familiarity with a
variety of systems of cultural conceptualizations, ideally achieved
througsh exposure to a range of different World Englishes. In EIL
communicative events, participants would have to understand that their
conversational partners may not share the same schema, category, or
metaphor in verbal interactions (Sharifian, 2013). Therefore, more
attention is needed to address different kinds of cultural schemata of
the speakers as well as the body language that is used in non-native
English speaking communities. However, it has been documented that
many of English instructions neglect to prepare students to use English
to interact with other non-native speakers of English in multicultural

settings. (Matsuda, 2003; Sharifian, 2009).
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Features of English as a lingua franca communications

According to Noam Chomsky (1986), the English of non-native
speakers differs from the English of native speakers. ELF has its own
features and inherent identity which contains a number of linguistic
variations and non-standard forms especially in spoken English. In order to
achieve the communicative purpose, ELF speakers are not interested in
lexical and structural norms of the native speakers; consequently, they
often simplify their language (Mauranen, 2012; Seidlhofer, 2011). Several
studies investigated the ELF phenomenon including the lexicogrammatical,
phonological, and pragmatic features used by ELF speakers. For example,
Jenkins, Cogo, and Dewey (2011) noted that there are certain features
that occur in lingua franca interactions. ELF speakers, mostly being
bi/multilingual, are influenced by their first language. Therefore, the most
common ELF characteristics are code switching, cross-linguistic
interactions, and simplification. For simplification, there is a convergence
in phonological and grammatical system and often the marked features
are replaced by the regular or unmarked alternatives (Mackenzie, 2014).
For instance, ELF users have a tendency of dropping third person singular—s
(Breiteneder, 2005; Wacker, 2011). Redundancy is found in many cases, i.e. the
overuse of progressive form in a relatively high degree (Breiteneder, 2005; Ranta,
2006). A number of research studies found that ELF users are likely to adopt a
flexible way to use idiomatic expressions by creating and negotiating phrasal
expressions or avoiding idiomatic phrases when participating in

intercultural communication (Seidlhofer & Widdowson, 2009).
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The above ELF features found in previous studies could be
analyzed and taught in English language classroom to raise learners’
awareness of intercultural dimension of learning English and the varieties
(Jenkins et al.,, 2011). To be more specific, the ELF phenomenon should
be paid more attention in developing English language curriculum since it
is how English language is used globally. Indeed, the language of ELF
speakers should not be viewed as errors or underdeveloped
competence. As Seidlhofer (2011) suggested, those ELF features might be
regarded as imperfectness; however, it is not at all inferior to the native
speakers’ English as the differences can serve as a mediation in the
meaning-making process among the ELF speakers who are exploiting
their latent knowledge of English to meet the mutual understandings in
intercultural settings. This claim has been underpinned by Widdowson
(2004) who argued that ELF speakers are capable in expanding the
possibility and appropriateness in using English: “...the functional range of
the language is not thereby restricted, but on the contrary enhanced, for
it enables its users to express themselves more freely without having to
conform to norms which represent the sociocultural identity of other
people” (p.361). Along the same line, Mauranen (2006) pointed out that
ELF speakers are practical users, not merely learners. Therefore, not all
second or foreign language users are always aiming to achieve the
perfection of the target native norm. They can be learners, and at the
same time, they are users who manage to employ the language

functionally despite their limitedness. This emerging concept of non-
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standard identity in ELF has called for a new perspective in defining the

critical competence in English.

Intercultural Strategies in ELF Contexts

In multicultural communication settings, English speakers usually
draw on their language and cultural repertoires to create the most
appropriate expression for the particular interlocutors and communicative
purposes. The choice of languages that speakers contribute to intercultural
communication is therefore flexible and adjustable. In this regard, the
degree of effectiveness in intercultural communication does not depend
on how it conforms to the original norm but rather how successful it is
mediated in the meaning-making process between international speakers.
As Seidlhofer (2011) proposed, ELF users should be functionally not
formally defined on how they utilize English, and “ELF is not a variety of
English but a variable way to use the language” (p. 77).

Regarding competence in ELF settings, the competence of native
speakers seems to be at disadvantage due to the lack of practice in
intercultural interactions. Actually, Seidlhofer (2004) mentioned that the
idiomatic kind of language used by native speakers can appear as
obstacles in intercultural communication or even harmful to the success
of communication (Gnutzmann, 2000). Therefore, a successful ELF
speaker has to adopt new competence and strategies to achieve their
communicative goals. It is believed that ELF users are non-dependent
and capable of producing norm which is regarded as the multilingualism

competency. Although most ELF speakers have learnt English as a
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second or foreign language (ESL/EFL) and are usually perceived as
learners with incomplete knowledge through the ESL/EFL lenses, they
are not merely developing their skills towards the standard norm. These
users are also practicing the language as primary users by incidentally
applying the language in various intercultural situations. In this regard,
Jenkins (2007, p. 230) explained that in international communications,
the ability to accommodate to interlocutors regardless of whether the
language production is an ‘error’ is far more important than the ability to
imitate the English of native speakers. As a result, to be a competent
speaker, people should feel that they can express their identity and be
themselves in cross-cultural communications without being labelled with
foreign accents or lacking of idiomatic or cultural specific expressions that
belong to the native norm (Mackenzie, 2014, p.5). Learners should
develop appropriate ‘Intercultural Attitude’ which means the openness
or readiness to suspend disbelief about others’ cultures and being able
to relate one’s own cultural beliefs to others’ (Byram, Gribkova, &
Starkey, 2002, p.12). Therefore, the most important characteristic of an
ELF learner is being one who possesses the appropriate knowledge and
attitude and becomes successful in intercultural tasks. What is essential
in intercultural communication is that English speakers should feel
comfortable and be able to negotiate and manage the communicative
situations when speaking the language.

According to David Crystal (2004), the number of non-native
English speakers in the ‘outer circle’ and ‘expanding circle’ has
outnumbered the native speakers or those in the ‘inner circle’. It is
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found that an overwhelming majority of the interactions done in English
happens among non-native speakers of English, who do not necessarily
follow the native speaker way of language use (Carter, 2003, p. 97). This
phenomenon is taking place in the ASEAN community; there are more
NNS using English as a medium of communication. Therefore, to
become a successful ELF speakers in the multicultural communities of
the ASEAN demands a broader set of language and pragmatic
competencies. In this respect, Baker (2012) addressed that ELF speakers
need to acquire the intercultural sensitivity or awareness and several
communication strategies and skills for negotiation of meaning in lingua
franca situations. They should be prepared to employ strategies such as
clarification on issues of different cultures or avoiding sensitive topics in
multicultural  settings. These skills are often neglected in EFL
perspectives in comparison to correct grammatical and lexical uses.
However, in ELF perspectives, the intercultural skills and awareness have
become the major focus of developing English language competence in
the globalized settings. Therefore, intercultural competence is critical for
developing a competence ELF speaker in cross-cultural communications.

Furthermore, Sharifian (2010) emphasized that if more than 80 per
cent of communication in English is now taking place between non-native
speakers, instead of exploring phonological and syntactic dimensions of
different varieties of English spoken globally, it is crucial to investigate the
cultural schemata that these speakers draw on while negotiating their

intercultural  communication that underlie their semantic and pragmatic
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levels. However, it is questionable whether Thai English language users are
prepared and aware of the challenges of using English as a lingua franca.
Regarding the situation of ELF in Thailand, Geerson (2013) argued
that the English curriculum should be reconstructed due to the
widespread of English as a medium language in the ASEAN community.
However, most of the curriculum and classroom instructions in the
country were still influenced by the language imperialism. It is necessary
to investigate the dynamics of intercultural learning community in the
country in order to develop English curriculum and corpora based on
non-native interactions. Hence, research into intercultural communication
strategies will pave ways to the development of ELF instruction and the
preparation for the paradigm shift. Kirkpatrick (2012) pointed out that the
goals of English language learning in Asian contexts should reach mutual
intelligibility and to develop intercultural competence so that learners
can use the language to express their own cultural perspectives and vice
versa to understand the local situations and world social phenomena.
This is also contributing to the intercultural literacy which is one of the
most critical knowledge of individuals in the 21 century, as a
fundamental of academic and professional success (Barrett, Byram, Lazar,
Mompoint-Gaillard, & Philippou, 2014). Especially for students of the
graduate level, they are required to demonstrate a high level of
communicative skills in both academic and professional settings.
Therefore, enhancing intercultural strategies of Thai learners of
English is crucial to prepare them for the multiculturalism of the modemn

world. To raise the importance of cross-cultural understandings in English
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language learning, this study examined ELF speakers’ use of strategies in
cross-cultural communication in which English is being used as a Lingua
Franca. Intercultural strategies are essential aspects of English language
learing in the ELF context since learners are not only encouraged to maintain
their native identities but also to understand various cultures of English

speaking people, which are not restricted to the native speakers’ cultures.

Objectives

1. To investigate Naresuan University graduate students’
intercultural strategies in English as a lingua franca communications.

2. To investigate Naresuan University graduate students’ opinions

in English as a lingua franca communications.

Methodology

Method and Instruments

This study adopted a mixed-method research design to
investigate English major graduate students’ intercultural strategies used
in ELF communicative settings. In so doing, a survey questionnaire and a
focus group interview were employed. The questionnaire about
intercultural strategies were constructed by drawing on the key features
of intercultural awareness and competence that have been widely
discussed in the literature. There are, for example, selecting appropriate
topics (Leung, Lee, & Chiu, 2013; Sharifian, 2013), asking for repetitions or
clarifications (Cogo & Dewey, 2006; Mauranen, 2009), using background
knowledge of others’ cultures (Byram et al., 2002), using each other’s

mother tongue or code-switching (Jenkins, 2007; Kirkpatrick, 2007), and
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avoiding idiomatic vocabulary or expressions (Breiteneder, 2005;
Gnutzmann, 2000; Mauranen, 2012; Seidlhofer 2004). According to Baker
(2012) and Sharifian (2009; 2013), the abovementioned key strategies are
recarded as crucial characteristics of intercultural competence of English
speakers in ELF communications.

Since this study aimed to uncover in-depth insights on the
participants’ attitudes, thoughts, and actions in using English as a lingua
franca, a focus group interview was conducted to further discover the
contextualized aspects of intercultural strategies and other communication
challenges. According to Krueger and Casey (2000), a focus group interview
or focused interview can obtain participants’ knowledge, reflections, and
considerations on a particular topic. Therefore, the tool was employed to
explore participants’ opinions and experiences which were contextualized
and embedded in multi-cultural environments.

To establish the validity of the survey questionnaire, a panel of
three experts in applied linguistics evaluated the questionnaire items for
the content validity. The index of Item-Objective Congruence (IOC) was
analyzed; the score of each item was higher than 0.5 which affirmed that
the questionnaire was appropriately constructed. Revisions about
wording of items were made according to the experts’ comments. For
the reliability, the questionnaire was administered to 30 graduate
students who were not the sample group of the study. The Cronbach’s
alpha coefficient was applied which was at 0.82 (0 > 0.7) indicating the
high reliability of the instrument in measuring participants’ intercultural

strategies. The face validity was also examined to this non-sample group
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to determine any possible difficulties in comprehension. The results were
used to improve the clarity of the question items including the
directions, format, and reordering.

For the qualitative instrument, the focus group interview questions,
the validation procedure was conducted with the same experts who
evaluated the questionnaire. These questions were also tried out in a 45-
minute focus group interview with non-sample students. After finishing the
validation and reliability procedures of the instruments, the research
information, the consent form and the interview guidelines were prepared

for the participants before conducting the survey and interview.

Participants and Procedure

The population of the study were the graduate students of the
Faculty of Humanities, Naresuan University. Selected by the purposive
sampling technique, the sample group were 44 graduate students who
were studying master and doctoral degree in English in the first semester
of the 2016 academic year. There were 44 questionnaires distributed and
41 returned; therefore, the response rate was 93.18%.

Participants responded to the questionnaire which included three
sections: participant’s information, intercultural strategies used in ELF
communications, and opinions of using English in ELF settings. In the
second part of the questionnaire, the participants responded to the
items about intercultural strategies in ELF communications by rating the

5-point scale items according to the frequency of use ranking from never
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(0) to always (5). They were also asked to provide additional opinions in
the open ended question in the third part.

After that, volunteers were invited to join a 45-minute focus
group interview. There were seven master’s degree students who were in
their first and second year of study. Among the seven volunteers, two
people were international students from Indonesia and Vietnam, while the
rest of them were Thai students who were studying with international
classmates. The researcher asked questions based on their responses and
listened not only for the content of focus group discussions, but also for
emotions, ironies, contradictions, and tensions. This enabled the researcher
to learn or confirm not just the facts (as in survey method), but the meaning
behind the facts. The interview also encouraged the participants to share
their experiences in interacting with people from diverse cultural
backerounds. In the interview, all participants were encouraged to contribute
their stories and reflections not only when they encounter communication
problems, misunderstandings, or difficulties, but also their techniques to

overcome those intercultural and linguistic issues.
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Findings

In Figure 1, it was demonstrated that clarifying or explaining
cultural terms to achieve the communication goal was ranked the
highest (X = 4.32) among the ten intercultural strategies. The second
most rated strategy was selecting the conversation topic that both
interlocutors share common interests or background (X = 4.22).

Other highly used strategies (selecting standard or easy
expression, asking for clarification of others’ cultural concepts, using
background knowledge of others’ culture) were ranked at 4.09, 3.83, and
3.73, respectively. Nevertheless, the participants’ responses showed that
they less employed the strategies of using grammatically correct
expression (X = 3.46) or using the partner’s mother tongue to facilitate
the communication (X'= 3.20). Among the participants, the least
frequently used strategy was using their own mother tongue to facilitate
the ELF conversation (X = 2.32).

Finding 2 Students’ Opinions from the Focus Group Interview

The following data presented what participants perceived as
challenges, characteristics, and strategies in using English as a lingua
franca in intercultural communication.

1. Challenges in Using Idioms in Conversations

In ELF conversations, participants reflected that the use of idioms
often created misunderstanding. The following were some examples of

their experiences:
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a. “Do me a favor”

Participant#6 mentioned that she used the idiom “do
me a favor” in her daily conversation with other graduate students and
found that she later had to rephrase her utterances to indicate that she
needed help from the partner.

“...When | used some idioms, it seems that some people
just don’t get me. For example, | want to ask for help from a friend so |
use the idiom “do me a favor”, like “Can you do me a favor? but my
friend just looked at me and waited if there’s something | was going to
speak. Instead of saying “What is it?” or “What can | do for you?” Then |
know | have to rephrase it, so | said “Can you help me?”, and after that |
got “Yes” from my friend...”

b. “Let’s call it a day”

Participant#5 also shared the same experience when
trying to use idioms in ELF settings. She told the researcher that she was
familiar with using a lot of common idioms in daily conversations.
However, she had to reduce the amount of phrasal expressions including
idioms when communicating with other students.

“I remembered one evening when we felt tired after a
long day of group work, so I said to my teammates, “OK guys, let’s call it
a day”. They just keep chatting and working on the document. So |
repeated it again, “Let’s call it a day”. Then one of my friend looked at
me and said, “Yes, it’s Friday.” Then | understand that they didn’t get

me, so | said, “No, let’s go. Let’s get out of this room.” From that
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situation, | think it’s better to be more careful in using idioms, so | don’t
have to repeat or rephrase what | speak.”

2. Characteristics of Language in ELF Communications

Most of the interview participants agreed that grammatical and
structural correctness were not the major concern in intercultural
conversations. The following included their remarks on grammatical and
lexical issues.

A: Less Focus on Grammatical Correctness

Participants mentioned that they were more relaxed
when speaking English with NNSs. Participant#7 shared her thoughts on
this issue.

“Among NNSs, | speak English freely and feel more
confident in what | said. It’s common to make mistakes as it happens all
the time. When someone make grammatical mistakes, no one cares to
correct it as far as we still understand each other. The conversation is
less stressful and | can say whatever | want.”

Similarly, participant#1 gave the same evidence that she
became less concerned about her language correctness.

“When it comes to conversation with international
students, | realize that many times we both make grammatical mistakes
but it seems like people are not aware of them.”

B: Simplified Language

Both participant#l and #2 agreed that they adjusted

their language when speaking with other NNSs in the university.
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Oftentimes, they use easy vocabulary and less complicated expressions
when engaged in everyday conversation.

“After having trouble in English conversation with other
students, | use more basic terms in my talk. People can understand me
faster when | use simple words, not sophisticated words.”

“In everyday conversation, we do not use too difficult or
too specific words, we use a lot of basic terms which means we don’t
need to explain much. After a while, we keep using the same expressions
that we have already understood each other.”

C: Occasional Use of Each Other’s Mother Tongue to
Enhance Communication

Participant#3 elicited personal details on how using each
other’s mother tongue could enhance communication in ELF situation.

“These days..when my classmate does not understand
something. Instead of asking “Pardon me? or just What?, he deliberately
says “Apa?” (Indonesian: What) and it is understood because we’ve been
friends for almost three years and we all know what he means. We also
speak Thai to him and often use simple words like “Arai?” (Thai: What?”,
“Chai” (Thai: Yes), and “Mai” (Thai: No). It’s common for us to add a bit
of our mother tongue in the conversation, especially for close friends,
since we understand some of each other’s mother tongue.”

3. Strategies for Enhancing ELF Communication
All of the focus group interview participants suggested that

English language learners in ELF settings should apply various strategies
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to achieve their communicative goals. The strategies they recommended
in the interviews were classified into three main types as follows:

3.1 Explore and Expose

Participant#5 mentioned that to enhance English
communication among people from different cultural and linguistic
background, it is essential to “open up” and “get used” to the varieties
of English used by others in ELF settings.

“I think it’s important for English learners to know the
background of the people they usually talk to. Take me as an example, |
find it quite frustrating at the first time | speak English with some
international students. | didn’t understand what they said at all and they
seemed not to understand me as well. But when time passes, we meet
every day and we understand each other more...”

Participant#6 stressed that sharing the same cultural
background culture helped a great deal in achieving the communication goal.

“Talking to people from neighbor countries or ASEAN
countries is quite relaxing for me because | know we share some common
values such as paying respect to the elderly, or living in a big family. It is
also applied to speaking with some native speakers who spent a long time
in this country and understand Thai people and culture. So, it’s not just
we learn their culture, but they should learn ours as well.”

Other participants agreed that the official establishment
of the ASEAN community had offered more opportunity to be exposed

to English in everyday life. Both at work and university, they were
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required to use English as a medium of communication since more
classmates and colleagues were from the neighboring countries.

3.2 Acquire and Accept

Participant#6 thought that although there were more
opportunities to speak English with NNS than NS, learning the native
speakers’ cultures is still essential in English learning.

“It’s still important to learn about native culture as one
day we may come across people whose lives may have been influenced
by the native speakers’ culture. Since many of NNSs, including us, were
trained in school using the native speakers’ norms. For instance,
American English is on TV programs and many kinds of entertainment
media on the Internet. We somehow may share some common
knowledge about the native culture and that could be useful in
conversation as we need to find some common ground.”

For participant#7, learning and teaching native English cultures
should be differently addressed in English language lessons. The knowledge of a
native culture was not the indicator of coonmunicative language proficiency.

“Learning about native culture like Thanksgiving or Christmas
is interesting. However, the knowledge of native culture should not be tested
in any kind of proficiency exam. It is still useful to learn those native values
and customs, but it was not related to language ability. Actually..., we don’t
really need those knowledge in everyday conversation...”

3.3 Accommodate and Adjust

Participants employed some strategies that enable them to
convey the desirable message. In ELF conversation, being straightforward,
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avoiding idiomatic expressions, and using other communicative tools
were all essential to reach the communicative goal.

Participant#2 always put a considerable effort to clarify
or elaborate her message to her interlocutors and make sure they
understand what she meant.

“When | talk to my friends, | bear in mind that what | said
or typed might not be correctly understood by people from other
cultures. Many times | repeat and asked for clarification to ensure that
we mutually understand each other.”

Participant#6 felt more confident to use technology-assisted
communicative tool to recheck, back up, or make a summary of the message.

“I prefer using social media tools to re-check if we got it
correct. In text messages, the language is more straightforward and we
see the same information. | think it helps a lot when face-to-face
conversation doesn’t go well.”

She added that using text messages or emails was
convenient to provide more details after verbal conversations. This
concurred with what participant#4 had experienced in using social
networking tool to enhance ELF conversations.

“I had a friend who was not so good at speaking English.
Though, we try to know more about each other by exchanging text messages
a lot. He even told me that he couldn’t catch up in speaking English with me,

but he liked to send text as he had more time when typing...”
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Conclusions and Discussions

This study investigated the intercultural strategies used by
graduate students in English as a lingua franca communications. The
findings from the questionnaire revealed that the mostly employed
intercultural strategy by the participants was clarifying or explaining cultural
terms to interlocutors in order to achieve the communication goal. Another
frequently used strategy was selecting the conversation topic that both
conversation partners share the interests or backeground experiences.

The findings from the first part of the survey show agreement
with its qualitative data in the focus group interview in which the
participants stated their awareness of the similarities of their own culture
and their partners’. The highest ranked strategy used by the participants
in this study, which was clarifying or explaining cultural terms to achieve
the communication goal, also reflected the importance of intercultural
competence of ELF speakers’ awareness of not only others’ cultural
backgrounds but also their own values and beliefs. This yields the ability
to establish the points of relevance between the two different cultures
which is paramount in being a competent English speakers in
multicultural societies as mentioned by previous researchers. According
to Jenkins (2007), the ability to accommodate to interlocutors is far more
important than the ability to conform to the English as a native language
standard. In the same vein, Leung, Lee, and Chiu (2013) confirmed that
successful  cross-cultural speakers would carefully execute meta-

knowledge about other cultures to select appropriate messages to
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communicate with the interlocutors from a certain culture in order to
achieve successful intercultural communication.

Although the least frequently used strategy was using one’s
mother tongue to facilitate the ELF conversation, some interview
participants revealed that they sometimes code-switched a particular
word in order to convey the specific meaning. This can be explained that the
use of code-switching between ELF speakers could be found when they have
already been acquainted and learned about each other’s common
expressions. Code-switching or occasional use of a mother tongue is
commonly found in conversations that speakers share mutual
experiences and linguistic understandings among different cultures. Using
one’s native lexical terms or local expression is one way to express
cultural identity in cross-cultural communications (Mackenzie, 2014, p.5)

While using idiomatic expressions was reported in the interview
as a challenge in intercultural communications, it was found in the
survey that choosing easily understood utterances was one of the most
frequently used strategies in cross-cultural communications. This implies
that ELF speakers are likely to accommodate their language towards their
interlocutors who may not familiar with idiomatic or phrasal expressions.
This finding also confirms a typical feature found in previous studies that
ELF speakers are likely to adopt a number of linguistic variations that
may not follow the native speakers’ norm (Breiteneder, 2005; Seidlhofer
& Widdowson, 2009) such as avoiding cultural-specific phrases or

idiomatic expressions. The language that they use to communicate
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successfully are also simplified and repeatedly used (Mauranen, 2012;
Seidlhofer, 2011).

Therefore, to become a successful ELF speaker, one may need
to consider aspects of cross-cultural communication and be able to
adopt flexible strategies accordingly. Moreover, the language features
used by ELF speakers in daily conversation, namely, using simplified
language and avoiding idiomatic expressions, should be regarded as
accommodating strategies rather than incompetence. Since the goal of
communication can be as well achieved among ELF partners regardless of
strict conformity to native speakers’ styles. This concurred with Baker (2012),
Jenkins (2007), Mackenzie (2014), and Sharifian (2010) who all asserted that the
ability to negotiate meanings in cross-cultural communications is more
crucial than the ability to imitate the English of native speakers.

However, this does not suggest that the core linguistic features of
English will be neglected or undermined. As participants stated that
learning the standard English and knowing about native cultures are still
useful in some situations. Nevertheless, knowledge of the native culture
was may not be as important as the knowledge of the different cultures
in multicultural settings. Furthermore, it is also possible for ELF speakers
to occasionally code-switch as a way to express more about their
cultural identities or to resolve misunderstandings by selecting mutually
understood concepts of both conversation parties. The findings of this
study also highlicht the underlying purpose of intercultural
communications in which speakers are all equal in contributing meaning
through the use of English as a medium language.
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Recommendations

First of all, English language learners and instructors should be
aware of the current situation of English used in this context. Due to the
fact that we no longer learn English in order to communicate with only
native speakers, ELF speakers do not necessarily imitate native speakers’
accent or using cultural specific expressions. Instead, they rather seek for
opportunities to experience a wide varieties of English in everyday
conversations and at the same time develop the ability to relate their own
cultural attributes to others’ to become successful in intercultural
negotiations. Therefore, intercultural competence should be seriously
emphasized and practiced in classrooms. Furthermore, ELF leamers should
be encouraged to practice ELF communications in various settings with
speakers from different cultures. Information and communication
technology and social media tools have the potential to support the
development of intercultural competence and awareness since more and
more cross-cultural interactions are taking place via digital platforms. With
the ICT capability, a variety of intercultural language tasks can be facilitated
through digital tools for learners to practice negotiations with other ELF
speakers. This may encourage leaners to develop appropriate knowledge
and attitude to become a competence ELF users in the 21°' century.

As mentioned earlier, the intercultural strategies proposed by
both previous studies and this study can be used as guidelines for ELF
curriculum design in the ASEAN contexts. English should be learned
through local and neighboring content so that learners can acquire the

language to understand their neighbors’ cultures which may relate to
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their own. Also, English language teachers may be required to adjust
their perspectives in English language teaching. In other words, they
should adopt the principles of teaching English as a lingua franca rather
than English as a foreign language in order to design their instruction to
the interconnected world accordingly. Regardless of conventional English
instruction embedded with notions of the native speaker’s cultural concepts,
English teachers in Thailand and the ASEAN region should introduce intercultural
strategies in classroom and include cross-cultural learning in classroom
instructions and activities. English lessons need to be adjusted in terms
of content diversities from different cultures of English language speakers
that learners might experience in current situations.

Lastly, English language learners should never stop learning; the
goal of English language learning should go beyond acquiring the native-
like communicative competence. What is more important for today’s
English speakers is to understand others’ underlying messages and to
adjust and accommodate one’s language with whoever they speak
English. Stratesies, therefore, are as equally essential as abilities when it
comes to intercultural encounters.

Nevertheless, some limitations of this study need to be
addressed in order to provide opportunities for the future research to fill
in the gap. First of all, this study investigated the strategies and opinions
of graduate students who were adult learners with extensive English
learning experiences. More studies should be conducted with young or

beginner learners who are at the early stages of learning, which may
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yield different results. Moreover, case studies are highly recommended

to elicit the deeper aspects of strategies used in ELF communications.
