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Abstract

This paper reports on preliminary study results of Thai tertiary
English language teachers’ perceptions toward self-reflection and teacher
collaboration on learning and professional development. The data was
collected from a questionnaire and semi-structured interview which were

responded by 32 Thai tertiary English language teachers who worked in a
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government university in the southern region of Thailand in the academic
year 2015. The purposive sampling method was used to select the
participants. The questionnaire data was analyzed by means of
frequencies and percentages. The interview data was analyzed
thematically. The findings demonstrated that the participants had
positive perceptions and appreciated the value of self-reflection and
teacher collaboration on their learning and professional development.
They self-reflected on their teachings on a regular basis both reflection-
in-action and reflection-on-action. The interview results revealed 4 main
themes of perceptions toward self-reflection: internal desire to solve
problems, changing teaching practice, enhancing English language
competence, and essential part of logical and critical thinking. The study
also explored 3 main themes of perceptions toward teacher
collaboration:  effective interpersonal skills, scaffold to individual

development, and strengthen effective teaching.

Introduction

Professional development is considered as a way to maintain
and enhance the quality of language teachers. The acquired knowledge
does not only bring about improvement in the teaching process but also
leads to career growth (Wichadee, 2011). Becoming a successful language

teacher requires not only knowledge of the language but also ability to
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implement different language teaching methodology, technique, and
strategy to improve their students’ performance (Puebla, 2011).

To promote on-going professional development, English language
teachers can get involved in many professional activities either
individually or collaboratively ( Hismanoglu & Hismanoglu, 2010) .
According to Khan (2008), there is a range of professional learning
programs available for teachers like attending pre-service and in-service
training, participating in conferences, seminars, workshops, joining teacher
associations, reading books and articles, and so on.

Unfortunately, as reported by many researchers, there is a plenty
of training courses but they are considered as inefficient, ineffective, and
unproductive. According to Gould (2008), Sharma (2016), and Agbayahoun
(2016), in-service training simply organized in forms of workshops, short-
term courses, or ‘sit and get’ training that offer teachers new information
on specific aspects of their work. They are unable to use what they
gained from the training to change way of teaching and increase
students’ achievement in English language classes.

In Thailand, there is a similar situation. In a study by Noom-ura
(2013), and Meng and Tajaroensuk (2013), they discovered that the
available training programs for EFL Thai teachers in fundamental
education are organized in top-down, one-size-fits-all, and non-
collaborative manner. Most of them are not found to be as efficient as
what had been planned. They could not directly serve teachers’ needs

and may not be closely tied to classroom practices.
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In  this regard, in tertiary education, generally, form of
professional development for teachers are administered by a responsible
committee or unit. Most of them includes attending seminars and
conferences, undertaking professional training programs, presenting
research papers, attending higher degree programs, and other forms of
development. Thai university EFL teachers appear to rely heavily on their
university for teacher professional (Phothongsunan, 2018).

Consequently, a more desirable professional development should
move beyond a traditional form of simple in-service workshop (Sharma,
2016). Instead, as proposed by Rout and Behera (2014), the current provision
of professional development should be shifted from a behaviouristic to
constructivist approach. They suggest many aspects of effective professional
development activities, among which are the concept of 1) inquiry,
reflection, and experimentation that are teacher-driven and 2) teachers’
communities of practice rather than individual teachers working.

Furthermore, specifically Thailand education reform in the future,
Thai teachers should have a reflective, collaborative, and problem-solving
skill. This policy generates the researcher’s interest in designing professional
development model for tertiary English language teachers by encouraging
them to examine their own teaching, work in group, and construct their own

learning through self-reflection and teacher collaboration.

Purpose of the study
In order to develop the model which responds to teachers’ real

needs, firstly, the researcher needs to explore teachers’ perceptions because
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they show how teachers feel and understand self-reflection and teacher
collaboration on leaming and professional development. Consequently, this
study aims at answering the following two research questions:

1. How do Thai tertiary English language teachers perceive self-
reflection on learning and professional development?

2. How do they perceive teacher collaboration on learning and

professional development?

Theoretical framework
1. Teacher self-reflection
In English language teaching, teachers need to revisit their
teaching experiences in order to increase their awareness of what they
actually do to understand, challenge, modify, and develop from it. This
awareness can be brought about by self-reflection (Boon, 2011).
1.1 Definition and conception of self-reflection
The interest in reflection in the educational context is
originally introduced by John Dewey (1993). He defines self-reflection as
an active, persistent, and careful consideration of any belief or supposed
form of knowledge in the light of the grounds that support it. He also
asserts that it is important in the change processes of teaching through
the reconstruction or reorganization of experiences.
In addition, Dewey distinguishes between ‘routine action’
and ‘reflective action’. A routine action is influenced by tradition, habit
and authority, and by institutional definitions and expectations. It is

relatively static. Conversely, a reflective action demands to think over
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one’s action and work on his/her development which implies flexibility
analysis and social awareness.

According to Schon (1983), another proponent of reflective
practice, he describes self-reflection as central to growth and
development for all professions. He introduces and extends the concept
of reflection in two forms: reflection-in-action and reflection-on-action.
Applied to teaching, reflection-in-action is a while-lesson reflection. Teachers
need an ability to interpret, analyse, and find the solutions instantaneously
to a particular problem or situation while they are teaching.

Reflection-on-action or post-lesson reflection allows
teachers to consider, analyse the actions and events that have taken
place in the classroom, and try to find solutions or changing for future
teaching. This involves developing a repertoire of experience and forces
teachers to think about what they would ideally do if the situation
happened again. It is unlike reflection-in-action, which is a solitary
activity; reflection-on-action could be normally done collectively.

1.2 Methods of collecting data for self-reflection

As recommended by many educators (Yang, 2009; Fatemipour,
2013; Zaare, 2013; Harun & Suravi, 2013; Yaacob, Walters, Ali, Abdullah &
Walters, 2014; Rashid Shah & Al Harthi, 2014), teachers who would like to
be a reflective practitioner can employ a number of data collection
methods as follows:

1.2.1 A classroom observation is one of the most common
ways of reflecting on pedagogical practices. It can be employed to

understand classroom realities and can help teachers evaluate their
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strengths and weaknesses. The observation has typically two goals:
appraisal and developmental. In terms of appraisal goal, it is an occasion
when an observer is sitting at the back of the classroom observing and
recording the teachers’ and learners’ actions. Developmental
observations provide teachers with opportunities to raise their awareness
of classroom dynamics, improve their abilities to assess their own
teaching approaches, and develop their skills to notice, reflect, and
enhance their pedagogic skills. It consists of five stages which lead to
developmental observations: 1) in pre-observation stage, the observer
and observed collaboratively plan a formal observation session;
2) in while-observation stage, the observer gathers verifiable data;
3) in post- observation scenario, the observer analyses the data to
discover strengths and weaknesses; 4) in post-observation meeting,
observer and observed collaboratively focus on both the strengths and
weaknesses to help teachers develop a future plan of action that will
help them grow professionally; and 5) afterwards, both the parties set a
time-frame to achieve the set targets.

1.2.2 Using various forms of reflective writing aids to write
down thousghts, feelings, experiences, and attitudes related to teachers’
works. These reflective writings include dossiers, verbatim transcriptions,
logs, diaries, portfolios, and more recently, digital narratives. Teachers
can articulate their emerging thoughts and encourage a self-awareness of
attitudes and beliefs over time. They are not only useful documents for
providing factual information but they can also be further analysed and
interpreted. Reflective skills may be developed best when teacher
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trainees learn how to write down their thoughts, feelings, experiences and
attitudes related to their work as educators. Various forms of reflective
writing aids include dossiers, verbatim transcriptions, logs, and diaries

1. 2. 3 Recording lessons through an audio and video
recording is considered as one of the most valuable instruments for self-
reflection because it provides an objective and permanent source that
various aspects of classroom practice can be viewed repeatedly and
observed. Through watching their own video recordings, teachers can
review vividly pictures of the whole process of teachings. They can
reflect on their weaknesses and assist them to get some inspirations for
their improvements.

1.2.4 Teaching blogs are written or recorded accounts of
teaching experiences, teachers’ routine or conscious actions in the
classroom. These actions include conversations with students, critical
incidents in a lesson, teachers’ beliefs about teaching and events outside
the classroom that will influence teachers’ views about language teaching
and learning. There are two purposes for teaching blogs, one of which is for
future reflection and triggering teachers’ insights about teaching by writing
and the other of which can involve all their students, their colleagues, and
other educators in the blogs so as to offer more advice on teaching.

1.3 Collaborative action research involves investigation of practice
in teachers’ own context. Action research has a specific and immediate
outcome. Teacher can engage in action research individually or

collaborate in team of teachers. As a result of conducting the projects,
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teachers are more reflective and more confident about teaching in
general and English language learning context.

As can be seen from the above review of methods of self-
reflection, each instrument has advantages and limitations. Some are
more useful for exploring specific aspects of teaching than others. It is up
to teachers to decide which methods are useful and for what purpose.
Each method and approach can be used alone or in combination with
them depending on the purpose of investigation.

2. Teacher collaboration
As described earlier, teachers who always revisit and analyse
their teaching, they will receive information directly from their actual
practices ( Soisangwarn & Wongwanich, 2014) . However, Meng &
Tajaroensuk ( 2013) suggest that teacher teamwork is better than
individual practice in terms of sustainable professional development. As
teachers can learn from one another and interact around substantive
issues of teaching and learning.
2.1 Definition and conception of teacher collaboration
Currently, teachers are both subject and object of learning
(Avalos, 2010). They need to cooperate with each other to develop
themselves professionally instead of waiting for the educator to
bombard them with externally imposed methods and techniques
through teacher training courses.
As described by Fullan (2005), teacher collaboration is a form
of teachers’ working culture where they choose to work together

voluntarily to share ideas and teaching resources. They also focus on
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mutual observation and reflective enquiry. The common g¢oal of this
professional learning community is to make changes in teachers’ beliefs,
understandings, methodologies, and teaching resources in order to
increase the success of their students.

Moreover, Piedrahita (2007) defines teacher collaboration is an
educational culture in which teachers, instead of an outside expert,
negotiate and decide their own agenda, objectives and the activities to
be carried out. It can be seen as an alternative structure to traditional
professional development because it provides teachers opportunities to
jointly investigate teaching and learning on their own initiative.

It has been documented extensively that Vygotsky's (1978)
sociocultural theory is the influential and foundational concept for
teacher collaboration. Vygotsky argued that learning stems from the exchange
of ideas and interactions. This theory stresses on the importance of
collaborative, discussion, and social interaction with more capable peers in
creating an environment for leaming (Hagan & Richmond, 2012). Within the
teacher group, the assistance and suidance for knowledge construction that
more competent peer provide for less competent one can be defined
metaphorically as scaffolding. It is believed that teachers’ development
happened through scaffolding. Particularly, less competent teachers
require it to extend their Zone of Proximal Development or ZDP. The
ZPD refers to the distance between what teachers can do alone and
what they can do if they work through the encouragement from more

capable colleagues or peer facilitation (Engin, 2014).
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Research methodology

1. Participants

The participants were 30 Thai tertiary English language teachers
who worked in a government university in the southern region of
Thailand in the academic year 2015. The purposive sampling method
was used to select participants.

The participants consisted of 23 female and 7 male teachers.
Most of them (43.3%) were aged between 31 and 40. 17 participants (90
% ) had a master’s degree. 2 participants (6.67 % ) had a bachelor’s
degree and only 1 participant (3.33 % ) had a doctorate degree as last
academic degree completed. They were mixed with regard to years of
English language teaching experience. The participants who had 6-10
years of teaching experience were the largest group. 4 of them had the
experience of studying in Australia, 1 in India, and 1 in Malaysia.

2. Research instruments

2.1 A questionnaire
It was designed to investigate the participants’ perceptions

toward self-reflection and teacher collaboration. It was divided into 4
parts. Part | was the participants’ demographical data. Part Il consisted of
questions to find out which English language skills were believed by the
participants to be the most needed. The participants were asked to
evaluate their own knowledge and efficiency of English skills. Part Ill
provided a checklist of perceptions and needs of self-reflection. In this
part, the participants were requested to check yes or no to questions

about self-reflection. The last part was made up of a checklist of
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perceptions and needs of teacher collaboration. The participants were
asked to check yes or no to questions about teacher collaboration. The
validity and reliability of the questionnaires were checked by 3 experts.
The reliability of the questionnaire was 0.90.
2.2 A semi-structured interview
It was employed to find more in-depth information about
the participants’ perceptions toward self-reflection, methods they used
for self-reflection, an example of contexts they engaged in a reflective
practice, and benefit of self-reflection which would contribute to their
learning and professional development. The interview questions were
offered and checked by three experts for validity and reliability. The
reliability of the interview was 0.87.
3. Data collection procedures
Due to the small sample size, the researcher tried to involve all
participants as much as possible. Thus, the questionnaires were
distributed to individual participants. The total number of returned
questionnaires was 30 copies or 100 %. After gathering the questionnaire
data, the researcher also interviewed the participants personally. In this
session, the researcher interviewed 16 teachers. They were selected on
the basis of availability and voluntarily. Before conducting the interview,
the participants were informed of the detail of the investigation. They
also signed a consent form to indicate that they understood the

purposes of the study and participated in the study voluntarily.
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4. Data analysis
The researcher analyzed questionnaire data by means of
frequencies and percentages. The qualitative data from the interview was
transcribed, coded, and analyzed thematically. The participants’
perceptions toward self-reflection that related to learning and teacher
professional development were categorized into 4 main themes:
4.1 Self-reflection is driven by the desire to solve the problem
4.2 Self-reflection is integral to change of teaching practice
4.3 Self-reflection enhances English language competence
4.4 Self-reflection is an essential part of logical and critical thinking
Based on the interview data, 3 main themes of the
participants’ perceptions toward teacher collaboration were categorized
as follows:
1. Teacher collaboration contributes to more effective interpersonal skills.
2. Teacher collaboration provides scaffolding to individual
development.
3. The interplay between teacher collaboration and self-
reflection strengthen effective teaching.
5. Research results and discussion
5.1 Results of English language skills the participants most
needed to improve
As mentioned earlier, in the questionnaire and interview
survey, the participants were asked to answer which English language
skills they most needed to improve. The findings from the questionnaire

were consistent with the interview results. They revealed that most of
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the participants prioritized writing skills and then speaking, reading, and
listening respectively. They gave reasons that they desired to strengthen
their English ability and to be a g¢ood role model for their students.
Moreover, they believed that English language proficiency was one of the
important fundamental components in becoming qualified language

teachers. The responses were given in Table 1.

2. Results of perceptions toward self-reflection on learning and
professional development
2.1 Results from the questionnaire
The questionnaire responses revealed that the majority of
participants had positive perceptions on being a reflective teacher.
83.33 % had an experience of self-reflection both on their learning and

English language skills evaluation. 96.7 % believed that self-reflection
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could support them to become more autonomous teachers and
contribute to their sustainable professional development. 100%  of
participants thought that self-reflection will help them to improve English

language skills. The questionnaire responses were given in Table 2.

2.2 Results from the semi-structured interview

The interview results showed that the participants were aware
of the importance of being a reflective teacher. In the practical way, they
self-reflected on their teachings on a regular basis and engaged in both
reflection-in-action and reflection-on-action as proposed by Schon (1983).

To give an example of reflection-in-action, the participants
mentioned that during giving of lectures in class, they found unexpected

problems and had to improvise an activity in order to keep their
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students’ attention and continue the teaching smoothly. The following

quotes expressed the participants’ experience of reflection-in-action:

“...Once, my student asked a question about English-
Thai slang which | couldn’t answer and then | brought
up that question to a class discussion. But they still
couldn’t find the answer. | promised that | would check
it for them and | would tell them the answer on the
next lesson. From this situation, | felt that being a
knowledgeable teacher is necessary. | had to study
more, prepare better, and always update new

information...” (Teacher 7, Interview)

As evidenced in the example quote of the participant, while
facing unexpected teaching problems, they were stimulated to use
reflection-in-action by assessing what actually was the problem and
choosing immediate solution to address it. They mostly practiced a rapid
and repair reflection. To clarify this, they observed and used students’
reaction or behaviors to change their teaching immediately.

Furthermore, reflection-in-action was very powerful and artistry
practice. It needed teachers’ high level of effort, knowledge, and skilled
action to come up with a quick solution and make teaching adjustment.
This reflection was like an internal supervision whereby practitioners were
acting as their own supervisor and questioning themselves how to deal
with this situation effectively (Rolfe, 2011). To achieve the goal, they

activated their personal experience, knowledge, theory, and beliefs to
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critically analyze and address the situation. This teacher knowledge
included classroom management, fostering students individual difference ,
establishing rapport between teacher and students, taking a role as a
facilitator, and so on (Saylag, 2012).

With regard to reflection-on-action, the participants reported that
they reviewed their teaching or the students’ learning through
unstructured reflections without documenting their thoughts after
completing each lesson.

In addition, none of them used a video or audio recorder to
record their teaching for further self-development. From this finding, the
researcher thought that EFL teachers should be raised their awareness of
the valuable and usefulness of video and audio recording as a reflective
tool. Although, there were possible constraints to use, previous studies
(e.g., Masats & Dooly, 2011; Susoy, 2015) proposed in the same direction
that using video can serve as a means for constructing knowledge and
developing reflective skills. Importantly, watching their own video of
teaching along with some feedback for the improvement, teachers became
more aware of the classroom atmosphere and critical of themselves as a
teacher as well as to understand the students’ learning.

Through employing a post-lesson reflection, the participants
recalled and analyzed what went well or what did not go well in their
teaching. They also reflected on the appropriateness of the activity that
the students worked on. Mostly, they used students’ feedback as a main

input to consider what situation needed to adjust or remedy as well as
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what their future teaching plan should be. The following quote exhibited

the participant’s experience of reflection-on-action:

«

. . When practicing speaking, my students had a
difficulty of transferring their grammatical knowledge
into communicative language use. Thinking about this,
because of having a teaching style of spoon-feeding
caused my students became passive learners. | needed
to change the class from being teacher-centered to

more active teaching...” (Teacherl12, Interview)

Generally, the participants employed reflection-on-action. Due to
the multiple demands of teachers in classrooms and time restriction,
they were unable to stop in the midst of teaching to reflect all occurring
problem or to pay conscious attention to every student’ s response.
Instead, they needed to look back and assess the previous event in the
classroom after the lesson completion.

To gain maximum benefit of reflective practices, the purpose of
reflection-on-action should involve not merely thinking upon events,
experiences, or behaviors but converting reflected information into in-
depth understanding. Thus, to move beyond a reflection on technical
performance, teachers should carry out their reflection-on-action
immediately after the lesson. Also, it should involve keeping a diary or
journal reflection that focused on a specific lesson or class with a view

to identify key points against a personal set of reflective criteria.
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Considering both reflection-in-action and reflection-on-action, the
ultimate goal of them were improving teacher teaching practice and
enhancing student outcomes. Teachers who always used reflective
practice deliberately, they would be able to move forward a routine
teaching but make their instruction in a more dynamic way.

Furthermore, based on the interview data analysis, the researcher
categorized the participants’ perceptions toward self-reflection that
related to learning and teacher professional development into 4 main
themes as presented below:

1. Self-reflection is driven by the desire to solve the problem.

Particularly, when confronting difficulties in teaching or when the
plan did not work accordingly; they became conscious of their problem
and started thinking about a solution. In this situation, self-reflection was
stimulated to use. The following quote gave the evidence of the

participant’s perception:

“ ... Throughout long years of working, | found that
teacher’s role is no longer limited with only teaching
but to keep on learning from day-to-day experience to
improve myself and my career. Teaching and self-
reflection are closely related with each other. Without
looking back and improvement, | couldn’ t move

forward...” (Teacher 16, Interview)
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2. Self-reflection is integral to change of teaching practice.

The participants’ responses indicated that to become successful
teachers, it is @ must to continue their learning and develop their
teaching. Teaching is not a rigid process; it is the on-going process based
on individual’ s desire. Due to insufficient teaching experience and the
advancement of teaching innovation, teachers needed to have some
changes in order to achieve better results. The following excerpt

illustrated the participant’s perception:

“ ... Nowadays, there is a lot of teaching innovation
happening. | think English teaching is no longer standing
in front of a classroom and lecturing. Instead, teacher
must educate students by using a variety of method in
teaching without sticking to a particular method. This
condition forces me to adapt and change my existing

teaching methods...” (Teacher 9, Interview)

3. Self-reflection enhances English language competence.

The participants not only realized that self-reflection was
considered to be an important part of their teaching practice; but they
also viewed this inquiry can be utilized for developing proficiency in
English. That is, they could self-evaluate their competence, identify their
weaknesses, and choose the effective way of English language

improvement. The following excerpt illustrated the participant’s perception:
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«

. | have a problem with my speaking skill. | tried to
assess myself to find a way to develop it. One of the
main reasons is that | don’t like talking too much. |
also don’ t have much chance to use English in my
daily life. One of the best ways for me to solve this
problem is to practice communication in English with a
native speaker teacher in the department. | started and
tried to use English whenever | talk to him. | tried to
communicate with him in English more often than |
could. Now, | think I’'m more confident with my English

and when | use the language...” (Teacher 3, Interview)

4. Self-reflection is an essential part of logical and critical thinking.

The participants also believed that there is a relationship
between self-reflection and their critical thinking. In general, self-
reflection is embedded in teachers’ everyday thinking and practice. It is a
foundation to strengthen working and problem-solving ability particularly
when encountering an unplanned problem or event. The following

statement expressed the participant’s perception:

“...In my working time | will apply self-reflection as a
way of my thinking. Self-reflection allows me to see
problems that come up during work and how to deal
with them. A person who is able to analyze and

evaluate his or her problem will become wiser,
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thoughtful, and won’ t give up easily when facing a

problem...” (Teacher 14, Interview)

5. Results of perceptions toward teacher collaboration on
learning and professional development
5.1 Results from the questionnaire
The findings demonstrated that the majority of participants
acknowledged the significance and benefit of teacher collaboration. Half
of the total participants (17 or 56.67% ) collaborated with peers to
develop their English language skills. All of them (100% ) believed that
teacher collaboration will help them improve their English language skills
and can contribute to their sustainable professional development.
23 (76.67%) participants felt that their department or university culture is
conducive to teacher collaboration. The questionnaire responses were

given in Table 3.

culture is conducive to

teacher collaboration?

5.2 Results from the semi-structured interview

The interview results were consistent with the questionnaire
results. They revealed that the participants’ perceptions toward teacher
collaboration seemed to be positive. In this research context, a group of
language teachers or formal teacher collaboration had not been

established yet. Nonetheless, some of them had an experience with
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teacher collaboration informally. The common and practical way of
teacher collaboration was weekly meeting where teachers worked on
instructional development. They discussed the selection of instructional
media, assessment procedures, and students’ learning problems and
shared other experience with their colleagues.

Based on the interview data, 3 main themes of the participants’
perceptions toward teacher collaboration were emerged as follows:

1. Teacher collaboration contributes to more effective
interpersonal skills.

The responses of participants demonstrated that in a collaborative
environment, they need to offer information, ask questions, or arcue for a
different viewpoint with other colleagues. Normally, having a disagreement
within the group can occurr. In this condition, interpersonal skills are
required. Engaging in teacher collaboration, they can learn how to work,
interact, and get along with others effectively. Possessing social capacity
provides a foundation for effective learning environment. The following

statement exemplified the participant’s thought:

«

| can share my experience and learn from the
experiences of others when joining teacher
collaboration. Due to the nature of working collectively,
some different opinion may arise; however, | find that it
is @ good opportunity to open my mind to learn new

things and admit that | don’ t know everything...

(Teacher 6, Interview)
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Apart from the advantages of teaching improvement, some of
participants perceived that teacher collaboration provided interpersonal
skills or social capacity. Particularly, being an open-minded person might
be one of the important interpersonal skills. Openness led to an increase
of successful communication when working in a group. Due to the nature
of group working, members needed opportunities to discuss, listen
carefully to others, receive feedback on how they were doing, and
express their feelings in an open way.

2. Teacher collaboration provides scaffolding to individual
development.

The participants perceived that their involvement in a
collaborative learning group made them gain a constructive feedback
and support from other colleagues. This assistance was like scaffolding
available for teachers’ learning. Teachers can use them as a framework
to examine what they should do to achieve a successful teaching.
Furthermore, within collaborative context, teachers can mutually support
one another to identify their strengths and weaknesses as well as some
kind of changes in their teaching practices. More significantly, they can
use obtained feedback to continue building up and developing their own
personal knowledge independently.  Participants explained their

perceptions as follows:

“ ... | believe that when working together with other
teachers | can find my areas that need improvement.

Sometimes, others see what | fail to see. | can find my
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weakness and learn how to deal with it effectively. It
enables me to be more careful and aware of my

work...” (Teacher 2, Interview)

As illustrated in the participants’ quotations, they accepted
and used other teachers’ feedback for scaffolding themselves,
particularly diagnostic scaffolding ( Smit, Van Eerde, & Bakker, 2013).
Having discussions with other colleagues assisted them to examine
whether they were on the right track or whether they have some kind of
strengths and weaknesses in their teaching practice. This scaffolding was
essential for the foundation of further individual development.

3. The interplay between teacher collaboration and self-
reflection strengthens effective teaching.

According to the interview results, the participants accepted
the benefit of having an opportunity to reflect on their own teaching
practices and share them with other colleagues. It should not isolate one
stage from the other. They believed that working alone do not nurture
critical reflection.  Effective teaching requires both individual and
collective working. Thus, by incorporating teacher collaboration into
active self-reflection, teachers’ practice will be improved. The following

remark illustrates this theme:

“ ... Certainly, after engaging in a group, we get new and
different ideas from others. But the most important thing
is teachers themselves. Any change or further

development is up to their personal decision. Teacher
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collaboration will be the most successful when teachers
benefit what emerged from the group on their self-

reflection and self-development...” (Teacher 14, Interview)

In this last theme, it can be assumed that although the
participants perceived that teacher group involvement provided great
benefit for teaching; however, the most critical factor was teachers
themselves. They needed to put what they gained from the group into
their own practices and continue to learn by themselves. To contribute
to effective pedagogies, teachers should be supported to evaluate their

own instructional practices reflectively and collaboratively.

Discussion

Self-reflection

Many studies have investigated EFL teachers’ perceptions toward
self-reflection (e.g., Jadidi & Keshavarz, 2013; Noormohammadi, 2014;
Ferdowsi & Afghari, 2015). Consistently, these studies have reported that
EFL teachers had high awareness of self-reflection. They applied and
practiced this learning method to evaluate their teaching experiences. In
addition, they perceived self-reflection as a useful approach for
developing their profession. Possessing the ability to reflect on their
teaching practices critically can be an indicator of the characteristic of
effective language teachers.

In the literature written by Leitch and Day (2000), it provided
another lens to confirm the importance of self-reflection for teacher

professional development. They also gcave the reasons why self-
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reflection can foster teachers to improve their teaching. The first reason
concerned the nature of teaching since teaching and learning was
considered as complex processes. There was not one right or best
approach to teaching. If teachers continued their teaching without
evaluating assumptions and experience, they will be more inclined to
remain prisoners of their profession. Their professional effectiveness in
circumstances which inevitably changed over time will be decreased. For
the second reason, a reflective practice was a mean tended to involve
individual teacher to build greater self-knowledge and self-challenge through
an analysis of the personal value and theory underlying teaching practice.

In addition, Farrell (2008) argued that self-reflection can be
identified as one of the crucial tools in teacher professional
development since. It allowed teachers to gain deeper understanding of
their teaching, assess their professional growth, develop decision-making
skills, and become confident in their teaching.

As described previously, it seemed clear that many educators
recognized that self-reflection was an essential component of teacher
professional development. Akin to the participants’ perceptions, these
can be reasons behind their decision to agree and accept the benefit of
self-reflection for their ongoing self-development.

Furthermore, based on the interview data analysis, the
participants perceived that self-reflection related to their learning and
teacher professional development. Firstly, the participants viewed self-
reflection as an internal desire to improve their teaching practice as well

as working ability. It was in the way that related to Schén’s perspective
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(1983). He viewed reflection as a method of thinking about experiences
that led to inquiry and problem solving. He further explained that
reflection began with the recognition that an educational dilemma or
emotional discomfort existed in response to a particular professional
experience. In this case, teachers recalled and thought about an action
that did not go well in the classroom as well as considered what could
be done to remedy the situation.

As evidenced from the perspective of theorists and scholars, the
researcher strongly believed that throughout teachers’ careers, definitely,
teachers faced diverse problems and difficulties. To become a
professional language teacher, we needed to examine problems and
addressed them effectively through self-reflection. We cannot ignore it
and teach without any considerations.

Moreover, the participants perceived that self-reflection is integral
to change of teaching practice. This theme revealed the perceptions that
reflection was analytical thinking about an action to change teaching
practice. It was in accordance with Ball (2009) who declared that being a
reflective practitioners, teachers must be willing to change their own
teaching strategies. The unpleasant result of teaching for a long time was
becoming routine teaching. More importantly, teacher development was
not possible without teachers’ intention to change.

Making some changes to teaching practice for the purpose of
improvement directly related to reflective practice. Dewey (1993) and
Schon (1983) considered changing as a central component of reflective

thought. The practitioners should allow themselves to experience,
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reflect on the phenomenon, and then carry out an experiment which
served to generate both a new understanding of the phenomenon and a
change in the situation.

For the third theme, the participants perceived the benefit of
reflection on English language competence enhancement. Self-reflection
enhances English language competence. In other words, self-reflection
can be considered as a flexible process since practitioners can apply it to
all types of practices and learning. The finding was consistent with
Fandino-Parra’s (2011) opinion, he viewed that reflection can be applied
to many important aspects of learning which may extend beyond the
teaching practice.

The participants also believed that there is a relationship
between self-reflection and their critical thinking. In general, self-
reflection is embedded in teachers’ everyday thinking and practice. This
perception was correlated to the definition of reflection defined by
Dewey (1993). He defined it as an active, persistent, and careful
consideration of any belief or supposed form of knowledge in the light of
the grounds that support it and the further conclusion to which it tends.
Thus, according to Dewey, reflection was closely related to those
concerned with critical thinking.

According to Schon, he pointed that possessing the ability to
reflect on one’s teaching practice can help to distinguish an effective
practitioner from a less effective one. Since, in real life, teachers dealt
with varied people and events. When facing the unpredictable situation,

self-reflection can help teachers to resolve it effectively.
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Teacher collaboration

With regard to another research results, focusing on the
participants’ perceptions toward teacher collaboration on learning and
professional development. The results of this study were in line with
those found in related works (e.g., Huang, 2007, Mede, 2010; Vo &
Nguyen, 2010; Yuvayapan, 2013). Similarly, they demonstrated that EFL
teachers perceived the importance and benefit of teacher collaboration
on their learning and professional development. By creating collaborative
learning group, the most important outcome is that teachers can share
teaching experience, learn from other colleagues on how to improve
their teaching practices, and develop plans to reach educational goals.

In the study of Balyer, Karatas and Alci (2015), it provided
another lenses to confirm the importance of teacher collaboration. They
explained that teachers benefited from the insights of their colleagues
that offered a good source for their own professional development. This
activity gave learning environment that encouraged mutual cooperation,
emotional support, and personal growth which cannot be accomplished
by teachers working alone.

Apart from the advantages of teaching improvement, some of
the participants perceived that teacher collaboration provided
interpersonal skills or social capacity. Particularly, being an open-minded
person might be one of important interpersonal skills. This idea can be
supported by Janquart (2011) who mentioned that teacher collaboration
was an ongoing process that needed open-mindedness and willingness

to approach tasks in a positive constructivist way.
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The participants perceived that teacher collaboration provides
scaffolding to individual development. Teachers can use them as a framework
to examine what they should do to achieve successful teaching.

Obviously, this perception was consistent with one major aspect
of Vygotsky's (1978) sociocultural theory. A level of development can be
attained when teachers work collaboratively with other teachers.
Guidance and assistance mutually provided within the group can serve as
scaffolding for enlarging individual teacher’ s Zone of Proximal
Development or ZPD.

Fani and Farid (2011) proposed different forms of extending
scaffolding for individual ZPD including self-scaffolding, collaborating with
colleagues, conducting an action research, analysis of teaching practice,
as well as having discussions with learners.

As illustrated in the participants’ quotations, they accepted and
used other teachers’ feedback for scaffolding themselves, particularly
diagnostic scaffolding ( Smit, Van Eerde, & Bakker, 2013) . Having
discussions with other colleagues assisted them to examine whether
they were on the right track or whether they have some kind of strengths
and weaknesses in their teaching practice. This scaffolding was essential
for the foundation of further individual development.

Besides providing assistance for teachers’ knowledge
construction and development, the researcher believed that scaffolding
can facilitate teachers to avoid their own trial and error learning. Teacher
collegiality brought teachers with diverse teaching experience closer

together to reinforce the competence and confidence of teaching. Thus,
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teachers were better prepared to support one another's strengths and
accommodate weaknesses. Importantly, they can reduce the time spent
on individual learning through trial and errors while greatly increase the
available pool of ideas and resources.

Last but not least, the participants also perceived that the
interplay between teacher collaboration and self-reflection strengthen
effective teaching. As explained by Williams and Burden (1997), a
reflective practitioner was a teacher who subjected daily professional
practice to ongoing critical reflection and made clear their own particular
worldview by means of such consideration. They further supported the
notion of encouraging teachers to be part of teacher collaboration. In
order to become a reflective practitioner, the concept of the teacher-
ultimate authority was rejected. Instead, they needed to learn from
other teachers and students.

In the similar line with Yuvayapan (2013), she agreed with the
connection between teacher self-reflection and teacher collaboration.
She argued that teacher collaboration created an opportunity for
teachers to learn from each other, while, self-reflection involved only
analyzing individual teachers’” learning and teaching practices. To
contribute to effective pedagogies, teachers should be supported to

evaluate their own instructional practices reflectively and collaboratively.

Conclusion
This paper presents the results of Thai tertiary English language

teachers’ perceptions toward self-reflection and teacher collaboration.
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Overall, they had positive perceptions and appreciated the value of self-
reflection and teacher collaboration which would contribute to their
learning and professional development. The emerged themes of their
perceptions toward self-reflection demonstrated that they viewed this
inquiry as an internal desire to solve problems and change their teaching
practice. Through self-reflection they could evaluate and develop
proficiency in English. More importantly, they viewed that self-reflection
embedded in their everyday thinking and practice. It is a foundation to
strengthen working ability.

Furthermore, the participants perceived that in a collaborative
environment, they were encouraged to possess effective interpersonal skills
to work with others effectively. Another benefit is caining constructive
feedback from other colleagues to develop and build up their learning.
They also accepted that effective teaching is required both individually and
collectively. Thus, by adding teacher collaboration into active self-reflection,

teachers’ practice and learning will be improved and more effective.

Recommendation

Based on the findings of this study, the results were unique for
this particular group of tertiary English language teachers. The study of
teachers in other institutions with largely different context may provide
significantly different results. Thus, future research should include several
of institutions or universities both private and government.

Moreover, the researcher obtained the data from only 30 Thai

tertiary English language teachers within a strict time limit. It is
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recommended that a larger sample size should be further studied to

increase the degree of generalization of the study.
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Abstract

This research aimed to study the effectiveness of using Visual
Literacy Strategies (VLS) to enhance reading and critical thinking abilities.
Eighty Mathayomsuksa Four students participated in this study; 40 students
formed an experimental group and 40 students were in a control group. Visual

Literacy Strategies were practiced in the experimental group whereas an
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instruction based on the school’ s reading curriculum was taught in the control
group. The experimental instruments included 10 VLS lesson plans each
comprising 10 reading texts and activities. A reading test, used as the data
collection instrument, consisted of two reading texts and each had 12 questions
based on Bloom’s taxonomy of critical thinking level (1956). Percentages, means,
standard deviations and t-test were employed in the data analysis.

It was found that the level of reading ability of the experimental
group increased significantly at the level of .01, signifying that using VLS
yielded positive results. A further comparison also showed the significant
differences between the two groups, making it fair to say that VLS is highly
effective. Regarding the critical thinking ability, the experimental group
could improve their critical thinking ability significantly at the level of .01.
Results from the comparison between the two groups indicated the higher
scores in the VLS group with the significant differences in the progression
of all levels of critical thinking, except level three (application), in which

there was no significant difference.

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Abstract

This paper reports the results of an investigation of Thai EFL
students’ nonverbal communication competence in making requests and
refusals after using the Intercultural Interaction Model (IIM), and an
examination of the students’ perceptions of the IIM were also examined.
The teaching sessions lasted for 45 hours and they were conducted

through the integration between pragmatic consciousness-raising
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activities ( PCR) and metapragmatic discussion of movie sequences.
Classroom action research was employed. The participants were 45
engineering students at a higher vocational university in Nakhon Pathom.
Data were gained from pre- and post-test role-play and a set of
questionnaire. Three native raters applied a NVC rating sheet adapted
from Damnet (2008) in evaluating the students’ use of eye contact, facial
expressions, and touching. Means, percentages, and standard deviation
were employed to analyze the quantitative data, while the raters’
comments were analyzed using a technique of summarizing (Marzano et
al., 2004). Findings revealed improvement in the use of the three
nonverbal cues and the students appeared to have positive perceptions

of the IIM innovative program.

Background of the Study

The introduction of Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) in
the late 70s to early 80s has had great influences in several areas of
English learning and teaching (Rose & Kasper, 2001). In particular, the
promotion of nonverbal communication competence in classroom has
been proposed (Hismanoglu & Hismonoglu, 2008; Sandoval & Jara, 2012;
Surkamp, 2014). However, the practice has long been neglected in EFL
contexts (Buza, 2015; Damnet, 2008; Elfatihi, 2005; Sandoval & Jara, 2012;
Surkamp, 2014).  This might result from three challenging aspects. Firstly,

some nonverbal communication (NVC) is culturally-bound (Elfatihi, 2005;
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Hismanoglu & Hismonoglu, 2008). Likewise, no NVC teaching models have
been established yet. Finally, commercial course books feature
inadequate NVC contents (Carlile, 1993; Perez, 2006). Thus, teaching NVC
is challenging for nonnative teachers.

On the contrary, teaching NVC in EFL classroom is not all doom
and gloom. Pragmatic consciousness-raising activities ( PCR) and
metapragmatic discussion may be applicable. The PCR aims to expose
learners to the pragmatic aspects of language, both L1 and L2, and
provides them with the analytical tool they need to reach their own
generalization concerning appropriate language use in a specific context
(Rose, 1999). Likewise, metapragmatic discussion of movie sequences, a
method employed to develop pragmatic awareness ( Center for
Advanced Research on Language Acquisition, 2015), might be possible to
develop NVC ability as movies are good sources of nonverbal
communication (Damnet, 2008; Nigussie, 2015).

Consequently, in order to fulfil the gaps in teaching NVC in
Thailand, this study employed a teaching model, namely the
Intercultural Interaction model (IIM) to develop Thai students’ ability to
communicate nonverbally. In addition, the students’ perceptions of the
innovative program were also examined. The following research
questions were set to obtain the intended descriptions of the

phenomena.

1. To what extent do students make eye contact, facial

expressions, and touch in requests and refusals through the Intercultural

Interaction Model?
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2. How do students perceive the implementation of the

Intercultural Interaction Model in learning nonverbal communication?

Related Literature

1. Nonverbal Communication

Nonverbal communication ( NVC) refers to a form of
communication other than words, but is closely linked to the verbal
elements and cannot be separated (Knapp & Hall, 2007, p. 5). The
benefits of NVC in communication include three main areas. Firstly, NVC
facilitates interpretation of messages (Hismanoglu & Hismonoglu, 2008;
Surkamp, 2014) as the use of nonverbal cues can complete the oral
parts of the message (Sandoval & Jara, 2012). Hence, the interpretation
of the message is more feasible and mutual understanding between the
interactants is also promoted by using nonverbal cues. Secondly, NVC
signifies social parameters of interactants (Surkamp, 2014), for example,
performing eye contact reflects relationship between people involving in
the interaction (Elfatihi, 2005). Finally, NVC prevents misunderstanding,
which might occur in intercultural communication (Buza, 2015) as a part
of users’ strategic competence (Sandoval & Jara, 2012).

NVC consists of various elements. Of all the elements, eye
contact, facial expressions, and touching are considered influential in
human communication. The first element, eye contact, refers to how
people look at each other when communicating. According to Knapp and
Hall (2010, p. 358), the functions of eye contact include facilitating social
interaction, reflecting relationship between interactants, monitoring

feedback, and expressing emotions. Similarly, facial expressions are
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associated with any forms of expressions through the face, i.e. eyebrows
and mouth. The emotions depicted on the face are very complex (Knapp
& Hall, 2010) and pivotal in human communication (Elfatihi, 2005). Facial
expressions take significant roles in revealing one’ s emotional states,
providing feedback, and organizing the flow of information (Elfatihi, 2005;
Knapp & Hall, 2010). Finally, touching might convey different meanings
from one culture to another (Elfatihi, 2005; Knapp & Hall, 2010). As a
result, communication breakdowns in intercultural commmunication are
likely to occur from the culture-based interpretation. The functions of
touching range from reflecting relationship, eliciting reaction, and
reflecting feelings (Knapp & Hall, 2010).

Previous literature on NVC can be categorized into two groups.
The first area of studies, which is commonly found in EFL contexts, refers
to the studies on teachers and students use of NVC in classroom. The
results of these studies confirm significant roles of NVC in the setting, for
example, NVC builds good relationship between teachers and students
(Elfatihi, 2005), facilitates better teaching and learning outcomes (Barabar
& Caganaga, 2015; Surkamp, 2014), as well as promotes learning
atmosphere (Sandoval & Jara, 2012). However, only a few studies
focused on promoting the students’ ability to employ nonverbal cues
(Damnet, 2008; Worrawong, Charttrakul, & Damnet, 2017). In particular,
Damnet ( 2008) discovered positive results of developing NVC
competence for Thai students by using films and role-play. Similarly,
Worrawong, Charttrakul, and Damnet (2017) used project-based activities

based on CEFR to promote learners’ NVC competence and found more
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appropriate performances of NVC. Thus, more studies on promoting NVC
competence are necessary, particularly in EFL context where people
with different backgrounds interact in English.

2. Nonverbal Communication in Making Requests and Refusals

Nonverbal communication competence is considered essential
when people make requests or refusals considering its impacts on both the
speakers and the listeners. First of all, requests refer to the act of causing
intrusive imposition to the listener (Blum-Kulka & Oshtain, 1984). The
requester may be reluctant to express the intention because both the
listener and the speaker tend to lose face easily (Blum-Kulka & Oshtain,
1984; Brown & Levinson, 1987). As making requests is face-threatening,
speakers across languages put significant effort in minimizing the imposition
by employing indirect strategies instead of direct ones, whereas direct
strategies are clearer and easier to be interpreted (Center for Advanced
Research on Language Acquisition, 2015). Hence, NVC might promote better
understanding between interactants. Similarly, refusals refer to disapproval
of the others’ idea, which also threaten their face (Center for Advanced
Research on Language Acquisition, 2015). Refusals can be classified into four
subcategories: refusals to requests, invitations, offers, and suggestions (Center for
Advanced Research on Language Acquisition, 2015; Ishinara & Cohen, 2010).

Thus, due to the face-threatening characteristic of the two speech
acts, appropriate application of nonverbal cues, particularly eye contact,
facial expressions, or touching can reduce the directness of the expressions
used as nonverbal communication promotes understating of the oral part

of the medium (Sandoval & Jara, 2012). In contrast, incongruence between
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the two elements can cause problems since NVC can repeat or conflict the

verbal messages in interaction (Knapp & Hall, 2010, p. 12). Consequently,

promotion of learners’ ability to convey requests and refusals nonverbally

becomes crucial, especially in the EFL contexts.

3. Developing Nonverbal Communication in English Classroom

As mentioned earlier, promotion of NVC competence might be
inadequate in EFL contexts for three reasons. First, interpretation of NVC
is based greatly on cultures of the users (Elfatihi, 2005; Hismanoglu &
Hismonoglu, 2008). Thus, nonnative teachers might find it challenging to
teach NVC while trying to comply with the native norms. Next, the
pedagogy for teaching NVC is controversial. Even though efforts have
been made, including the mention of NVC ability in CEFR by applying
role-play, simulation, or problem-solving activities ( English Language
Institute: Office of Basic Education and Commission, 2015), in practice
more guidance is inevitably necessary (Surkamp, 2014). Finally, the issue
concerning teaching materials is also disturbing as commercial materials
lack content on NVC ( Carlile, 1993; Perez, 2006) . Consequently,
considerations should be made in selecting the effective teaching
pedagogy and the teaching materials.

The Intercultural Interaction Model (IIM) might be a pioneering
teaching approach in developing NVC in EFL classroom. The teaching
model includes two teaching methods. The first is the pragmatic
consciousness-raising method (PCR), which is a traditional pragmatic
teaching pedagogy. Learners are exposed to appropriate use of English,

both the verbal and nonverbal elements (Rose, 1999). Meanwhile, they
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are sensitized to external factors that influence language use as well as
the variables that regulate those factors (Ishihara & Cohen, 2010; Rose,
1994). Hence, PCR can promote appropriate use of both expressions and
nonverbal cues. The other method applied in the IIM is metapragmatic
discussion, which refers to how the teachers and learners explicitly
express their ideas about pragmatic use of expressions that they have
seen or heard (The University of Texus at Austin, n.d.), NVC in this
context. The method has potential in promoting NVC ability, particularly
the discussion of movie sequences because learning NVC through movies
provides opportunities for learners to expose to NVC in native speaker
contexts (Damnet, 2008), while learmers are potentially able to gain more
understanding of appropriate use of nonverbal cues (Damnet, 2008;

Nigussie, 2015; Roell, 2010).

Research Methodology

This study applied classroom action research (Carr & Kemmis,
1986; Seliger & Long, 1983) as the major approach to conducting the
research. The method can bring out changes in the teacher and students
(Coghlan, 2007; Jones & Eric, 2004). In this context, the researcher took
roles as a teacher-researcher. Both qualitative and quantitative
approaches were employed for data analysis to assure the validity and
reliability of the answers to the research questions (Creswell & Plano

Clark, 2011).
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1. The Innovative Program

In this study, an innovative teaching program, namely the
Intercultural Interaction Model (lIM) was implemented. The innovative
class latsed for 15 weeks and pragmatic consciousness-raising activities
(PCR) as well as metapragmatic discussion of movie sequences were
implemented. Participants were 45 engineering students. The teaching
process consisted of three phases: the explicit teaching of native
speakers”  nonverbal communication, the discussion of four movie
sequences featuring requests and refusals, and two sets of the interviews

with native speakers of English.

Data Collection

1. Research Instruments

Research instruments were two sets of role-play and a set of
questionnaire. Role-play provides realistic communicative data (Gass &
Houck, 1999; Kasper & Dahl, 1991), which can illustrate changes in
participants” nonverbal communicative performances. Next, the task
expands opportunities for Thai students to communicate in English in
EFL contexts ( Wongsothorn, Hirunburana, & Chinnawong, 2006) as
chances in communicating in English outside the classroom are limited.
Moreover, role-play can raise awareness of cultural competence, which is
an important factor in successful interactions (Donahue & Parsons , 1982)
even though it usually takes a lot of time to be implemented (Islam &
Istam, 2012; Shapiro & Leopold, 2012). The questionnaire, on the other
hand, elicits self-reported data (Griffee, 2012) from students, which was a
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crucial source for investigating their perception towards the IIM
innovative program. Both of the tools can save both time and money

and are easy to be administered (Gillham, 2011).

2. Data Collection

The role-play aimed to investigate the students’ nonverbal
communication ability. Requests and refusals were paired to make a
scenario. This study focused on the ability of students to evaluate two
social parameters: social power and social distance (Cohen, 2010; Brown
& Levinson, 1987) when communicating non-verbally. Student A took a
role as a lecturer (higher status), who turned down a request of Student
B (low status) for late registration and requested the student to
participate in an interview. However, Student B refused to join the
interview. Thus, each student performed both requests and refusals.
Three native speakers employed a role-play rating sheet adapted from
Damnet (2008). The criteria originally consisted of 8 elements of
nonverbal cues with three scales. However, only 3 nonverbal cues eye
contact, facial expressions, and touching were included in this study after
the researcher initially studied the clips and found that these elements
were outstanding. The scale of 1 referred to limited use of the nonverbal
cue, while 2 referred to acceptable or appropriate use of the nonverbal
cue, and 3 referred to overuse of that nonverbal cue (Appendix A). The
raters evaluated 45 recordings of role-play and inter-rater reliability was
conducted to assure the agreement among the raters (Landis & Koch,

1997). The method assisted in calculating consistency of the rating scores
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by multiple raters (Hallgren, 2012). In this study, the method of percent
agreement was conducted (McHugh, 2012), in which the raters were
paired and their agreement was examined. The items with agreement
were marked with “0,” while those with different scores were with “1.”
The result was .70 referring to substantial agreement.

In addition, a set of questionnaire was designed based on
Wilhelm & Pei (2008) and Oz (2014). The form included two sections:
students’ background information and perceptions of the IIM program.
All the items were in five Likert- Scales. Two methods were employed to
improve its validity and reliability. First, index of item- objective
congruence or IOC was conducted to ensure content validity or
correlation between the questions and their objectives. Four experts in
ELT were asked to evaluate every item. The items with minimum scores
of .75 were acceptable (Turner & Carlson, 2003), while items with lower
scores were revised. The other method was reliability test referring to
investigation of internal consistency (Coakes, Steed, & Price, 2008). The
revised form was distributed to ten engineering students who shared
similar characteristics to the respondents in the real study. The results
were recorded into SPSS and Cronbach Alpha was calculated through
the program. The alpha was .73, which was acceptable (Tavakol &
Dennick, 2011).

3. Data Analysis

Both qualitative and quantitative methods were applied for data
analysis. Firstly, descriptive statistics, i.e., means, percentages, and

standard deviation, were applied in the analysis of the scores from the

three native-raters and the data from the questionnaire. The method was
applied because it assisted in identifying and describing pattern of the
data (Center for Innovation in Research and Teaching, n.d.), the students’
ability to communicate nonverbally and their perceptions of the IIM
innovative program in particular. Meanwhile, a summarizing technique
was employed in interpreting additional comments of the raters on the
students’ NVC through role-play. The method allowed the researcher to
discover themes of the data (Marzano, Pickering, & Pollock, 2004). The
researcher studied the comments and coded the data into three fixed
categories: eye contact, facial expressions, and touching and established

the main ideas relating to the three focal categories.

Findings

1. Appropriateness of Students’ Nonverbal Communication

Table 1 demonstrates that the post-test scores were higher than
the pre-test in all categories and the scores were closer to the scale of 2,
except the post-test facial expressions by a student to a lecturer. Facial

expressions to a lower status student achieved the highest advancement,
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from 1.58 to 1.80. The second best performances of the students’ NVC
when making requests and refusals was found in touching. From 1.67 the
scores moved up to 1.80 in both roles. This means that the ability was
closer to native speakers’ norms. Similarly, the mean scores of 1.75 and
1.70 in eye contact climbed to 1.80 and 1.88, respectively. In contrast,
the facial expressions to the lecturer barred at 1.63.

In brief, the IIM innovative program had positive impacts on the
students’ abilities to transfer their requests and refusals as the mean
scores were closer to the scale of 2 after the participation, except the
facial expressions from a lower status student to an unfamiliar lecturer.
Their use of the three nonverbal cues was rated as acceptable or
appropriate use of the nonverbal cue with regard to what would be
expected to be communicated in the verbal context and the norms of
native speakers.

2. The Raters’ Reflection on the Students’ Nonverbal Communication

2.1 Eye Contact

In the pre-test, eye contact the students used was perceived
to be appropriate in two areas. Firstly, according to the raters’ native
norms, the students made natural eye contact. Meanwhile, the eye
contact could reflect confidence of the students. In contrast, limited use
of eye contact in some recordings was noticeable. However, in the post-
test, the raters realized that it was with improvement, but still with some
inappropriate characteristics. To be specific, some improvement in most
recordings was observed. In contrast, Rater A still observed inappropriate

use of the NVC cue, which needed to be improved.
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2.2 Facial Expressions

In the pre-test, two aspects of the appropriate use and the
inappropriate use were provided by the native-raters. Concerning the
appropriate use, firstly, the students’ facial expressions were regarded as
natural. At the same time, the facial expressions reflected friendliness.
However, the facial expressions were inappropriate in two aspects. One
of the unacceptable features was overuse of the NVC cue and
inadequate facial expressions in some recordings. Similarly, the findings in
the posttest revealed two areas of the raters’ reflection. First, some
improvement was noticeable, for example, the students made adequate
and natural eye contact. In contrast, in some recordings the ability to
convey eye contact was still inadequate.

2.3 Touching

According to the pre-test, two areas of the raters’ comments
on touching were revealed. Overall, the native-raters noticed the
naturalness of how the students touched each other, whereas
inappropriate touching was found when some students touched
themselves in a distracting way. Regarding the post-test, the findings
indicated that the students’ touching was evaluated to be improved in
some areas, but still with some inappropriate practices. The use of
touching was seen to be improved, for instance, the touching showed
their kindness. On the other hand, the touching was also perceived to
be unacceptable, for example, a student touched a lecturer to express

his request when it was not necessary.
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To conclude, according to the analysis of the raters’ comments,
two aspects of their reflection were obvious. First, IIM classes might be
beneficial to the development of the students’ abilities to communicate
through eye contact, facial expressions, and touching. At the same time,
some limited and unacceptable practices in the use of the three
nonverbal cues were still found. Thus, the promotion of nonverbal
communication in the lIM innovative program might be necessary.

3. The Students’ Perceptions of the IIM Innovative Program

The results through the questionnaire covered six areas of the
students’ perceptions of the IIM innovative program. They included
1) the teaching and learning activities, 2) the materials, 3) the teacher,
4) the learners, 5) the course evaluation, and 6) the overall advantages.
A five point Likert-scale was employed and the interval ranges of the

mean scores were calculated and interpreted as illustrated below:

4.51-5.00 means Strongly agree
3.51-4.50 means Agree

2.51-3.50 means Fairly agree
1.51-2.50 means Disagree
1.00-1.50 means Strongly disagree

Table 2 shows the students’ positive perceptions of six elements
of the IIM innovative program and the advantages of the program.
Regarding the teaching methods, the students agreed that the PCR
activities promoted the opportunities to learn nonverbal communication,
their use of English in real communication, and confidence in using
English (X = 4.11). Likewise, the students agreed that the metapragmatic
discussion activities enhanced their notice of NVC, leaming from authentic
English communication in requests and refusals, and their motivation.

Similarly, the students agreed that the materials not only were
interesting, but also promoted understanding of the lessons and learning
achievement (X = 4.18). Next, the students strongly agreed on the
teacher’s performance (X = 4.63), particularly the efforts made in preparing
the lessons. In contrast, as learners, the students fairly agreed that the
innovative program of IIM could improve their knowledge in making
requests and refusals and they were fairly active in asking questions and
eager to prepare for class (X = 3.38). Likewise, they agreed that the
evaluation through role-play promoted their confidence (X = 3.81). Finally,
the table indicates that overall the students agreed that the IIM

innovative program was advantageous to them (X = 4.16), particularly in
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terms of the awareness of the necessity of using appropriate English
relating to the social power of interactants and awareness of nonverbal

communication.

Conclusion and Discussion

1. The Intercultural Interaction Model and the Students’
Nonverbal Communication Competence

Regarding nonverbal communication, the findings from the
quantitative data confirmed the positive impact of IIM on the students’
use of the three nonverbal cues. That is to say, the students were
capable of using more appropriate eye contact, facial expressions, and
touching in transferring requests and refusals after participating in the IIM
innovative program (see Table 1). To be specific, the students’ use of
eye contact, facial expressions, and touching became acceptable or
appropriate from being limited before attending the IIM class. In
particular, the progress in the use of facial expressions to a lower-status-
interactant was the most outstanding, followed by touching and eye
contact, respectively.

The findings confirm the favor of students’ exposure to
appropriate use of both verbal and nonverbal cues in transferring
requests and refusals and the promotion of sensitivity of external factors
i.e. social power and social distance (Ishihara & Cohen, 2010; Rose, 1994)
during the implementation of IIM. This might be because of the two
major teaching methods in the IIM innovative program. Firstly, during the

PCR phase, after the teacher explicitly taught the strategies and use of
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nonverbal cues in making requests and refusals, the students performed
an interview with native speakers of English asking them to fill up WDCTs.
During the explicit teaching through PPT slides and the interview, the
students might have noticed the use of verbal and nonverbal
expressions and were aware of the influences of the contextual factors.
This is congruent with Schmidt’s (1990; 1993; 2010), who proposes that
learners must pay attention to or be aware of certain forms so that in
the later stage those forms can finally be used as intakes. Secondly, the
metapragmatic discussion of movie sequences in the IIM class appeared
to be advantageous. It is in line with Damnet (2008) who maintained that
learning NVC through movies provides exposition and examples for
learners to communicate nonverbally in native speaker contexts, while
learners are potentially able to gain more understanding of appropriate
use of nonverbal cues (Damnet, 2008; Nigussie, 2015; Roell, 2010).
Although there was some improvement, the raters commented
on some students’ limited eye contact and facial expressions, and
overuse of facial expressions, including inappropriate touching of oneself
after participating in the IIM class. This might be because of the transfer
of NVC from the students’ culture (Kasper & Rose, 2001) as Thais
interpret the use of nonverbal cues such as eye contact or facial
expressions differently from native speakers, for example, direct eye
contact can be viewed as rude or invasive in Thai culture (Cultural Atlas,
2018). Thus, the students might try to be polite by avoiding eye contact,
which is different from western culture. The circumstance confirms roles

of culture on the students’ nonverbal behavior (Knapp & Hall, 2010).
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In addition, even though using movie sequences might be beneficial to
most students, some of them found this authentic pragmatic resource
challenging, since the questionnaire results indicated the students agreed
that the movie sequences were interesting and enjoyable, while the
ability to improve understanding of the lesson by the material was much

smaller.

2. Students’ Perceptions of the Intercultural Interaction Model

The other areas of the finding showed that the students
perceived the IIM innovative class as beneficial to their learning of
communitive English, particularly NVC. This might result from three main
features of the IIM innovative program. Firstly, the PCR activities and
metatpragmatic discussion extended the opportunities for the students
to learn NVC and provided them chances to learn and communicate in
real situations through the interview with native speakers and the
discussion of movie sequences. In addition, the innovative course also
boosted their confidence and motivation to use English (see Table 2).
This affirms that the methods facilitated learners to notice relationships
between verbal and nonverbal communication in making requests and
refusals (Ishihara & Cohen, 2010).

Secondly, the teaching materials such as the PPT, the worksheets, and
the movie sequences gained the students’ interest and resulted in higher
achievements (see Table 2, X= 4.18). The PPT featured authentic
research-based information about request and refusal strategies as well

as nonverbal communication, which can boost learners’ motivation and
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learning achievement (Ahmed, 2017). However, the low mean of the
students’ agreement on the movie sequence requires consideration of
applying the material in class, especially for learners with poor English
proficiency.

Finally, the students also strongly agreed on the helpful
performances of the teacher in the IIM class, especially on the lesson
preparations and assignment of tasks (see Table 2, X= 4.63). This
reflected the teacher/ researcher’ s role as a facilitator, who tried to
improve students’ learning (Harrison & Killion, 2007; S. & Usha Rani, 2016)

by preparing for class and offering clear instructions for task processing.

3. Suggestions for Further Studies

Due to some limitations of this study, three suggestions for
further studies are proposed. Firstly, nonnative raters should be recruited
as it is necessary not to consider the norms of the British and American
raters applied in the judgement of the students’ use of nonverbal cues
as the only available standard. This is because English is now used
among nonnative speakers and the aims of using English are to ensure
mutual understanding between speakers and improve interpersonal
relationship (McKay, 2003). Thus, relying exclusively on the native norms
might be invalid. Secondly, further studies should include other
nonverbal cues such as gestures, space, or tone and intonation to raise
learners’ awareness about how nonverbal norm differs in different

cultural contexts. This is because even though use of some nonverbal
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cues is universal, some of the cues such as space are culturally specific.

Thus, learners need more knowledge about roles of cultural value on NVC.

4. Conclusion

This research report presents an investigation of Thai university
students’ nonverbal communication competence through an innovative
program, namely the Intercultural Interaction Model (IIM). Pragmatic
consciousness-raising activities and metapragmatic discussion of movie
sequences were employed to enhance the students’ NVC competence.
In addition, their perceptions of IIM were also examined. The findings
indicated improvement in the students’ NVC along with their positive
perceptions of the innovative program. Based on the results, promoting
learners’ awareness of NVC through explicit teaching of NVC, interaction
with native speakers of English, and including discussion of NVC in movie
sequences could be undertaken as an early effort. In addition, regardless
of the students’ positive perceptions of overall teaching materials, more
considerations of using movies in enhancing EFL learners’ NVC
competence is necessary, particularly for learners with low English

proficiency.
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Abstract

This study investigates the impacts of the storytelling teaching
method on the enhancement of reading achievement and attitudes of Thai
primary school learners toward English reading. The study was conducted with
twenty-six fourth-grade students. The gains in reading achievement were
assessed through post-reading questions created accordingly to Revised
Bloom’s Taxonomy (Anderson & Krathwohl, 2001). Additionally, students’
attitudes toward English reading were measured twice by an attitude test,
prior to and after reading activities. The results revealed that students
achieved the five cognitive domains. The students showed the greates
success in the Remembering domain; in contrast, they developed the least in
the Analyzing domain. Moreover, The students’ attitudes toward English
reading noticeably developed. Therefore, it was proven that storytelling was
an effective method in promoting reading achievement and positive attitudes

of Thai primary school learners toward English reading.

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Introduction

It is said that reading is the easiest way to acquire knowledge at
the cheapest price. People have the ability to gain any information they
desire through reading; thus, it should be promoted as a favorable habit
for people at a very young age in order to support their lifelong learning.
Unfortunately, Thais read very little, merely two books per year (Ganghair,
2015). This is far less than people in Thailand’s neighboring countries; most
Singaporeans finish forty-five books and Vietnamese people read sixty
books per year (Saengpassa, 2012). The situation concerning the Thai
reading behavior is really worrisome as confirmed by a literary screening
test arranged by The Office of Basic Education Commission in 2014. This
test established that there were 127,800 third-grade students and 73,290
sixth-grade students who experienced great difficulty reading and
approximately thirty percent of them were illiterate (Sopontammarak,
2014). If this problem continues to be ignored, what will happen to the
quality of Thailand’s human resources?

Also important, as English is the official language of the ASEAN
community, it is alarming that Thai students have problems reading not
only in the Thai language; but also in the English language
(Pawapatcharaudom, 2007). Most ESL/EFL students have problems reading
English texts. Limited knowledge of vocabulary and sentence structure is
regarded as the main problem as students lack reading exposure (Gunning,
2002). In-class studying is inadequate due to the fact that reading is a time-

consuming activity. Consequently, extensive reading should be strongly
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promoted. A number of research studies confirmed positive impacts of
extensive reading on EFL/ESL learners that it encouraged students to
better maintain reading development, improve self-directed reading and
enhance students’ motivation in reading and learning a target language
when students read texts with appropriate levels of difficulty (Lake &
Holster, 2014; Mason & Krashen, 1997; Yamashita, 2015).

Extensive reading has been integrated with many other teaching
methods in English classes to enhance the reading skills of learners. In the
studies of Hazel (2015), Kirchhoff (2015) and Mermelstein (2014), extensive
reading was applied with collaborative and communicative language
teaching methods such as class discussion and book talk, resulting in
students’” more contribution to the communicative activities. Once students
had knowledge from reading, they put forward their L2 output by communicating
from what they understood and actively interacted with classmates; therefore,
this mixed method formed students’ motivation to read.

Informal settings are one of the reasons why the integration of
extensive reading with the communicative teaching method can promote
reading motivation. An individual can learn language in both “formal and
informal language learning settings” if s/he is intensively engaged with
intelligible input (Krashen, 1982). Lightbown and Spada (2001) further
explained that the formal setting was where the target language was
taught to learners whereas in informal settings learners learned a language
in a form of social interaction which provided an authentic source assisting

them to obtain the target language without the formal structure of a
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traditional four-walled classroom (Bahrani, Sim & Nekoueizadeh, 2014;
Smith, 2015).

Currently, informal settings are being highlishted in educational
research due to their positive effects on language learning. Many studies
supported the significance of informal settings which provided more
learning opportunities and encouraged “a wide range of strategies”
suitable for a variety of learners resulting in successful learning (Smith,
2015). Therefore, learning in informal settings should be interdisciplinary in
order to allow learners to broaden previous knowledge, maintain
interests, integrate information to solve problems in innovative ways,
and accomplish new comprehension of old knowledge (Anderson, Lucas
& Ginns, 2003).

In addition to the positive impacts of informal settings on
successful learning, Smith (2015) also suggested that leaming in an
informal setting enhanced a more positive attitude and motivation
towards language learning. Attitude is a factor contributing to language
proficiency because learners with positive attitudes have the mindset that
makes language learning more or less possible (Gardner, 1985; Ushida,
2005). This is in compliance with prior studies; language learers’ positive
attitudes toward language learning can be altered by the anxiety the learners
experience in foreign language learning situations (Oroujlou & Vahedi, 2011;
Ushida, 2005). It would seem that the friendly atmosphere of an informal

setting and a positive attitude toward language learning are interrelated.
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According to the previous benefits of language learning in informal
settings, this environment should be employed because most learners are
familiar with this form of learning from a young age. Storytelling is the very
first form of teaching in an informal setting which effectively enhances the
audience's emotional intelligence (Bala, 2015; Dujmovi¢, 2006). Hsu (2015)
stated that most people had experienced or been exposed to stories more
or less since they were young, as children are naturally attracted to stories.
Since there was not too much information little education was required
to understand; and the variations in the narrator’s voice sparked children’s
interest. Through tales, storytelling conveyed knowledge from generation
to generation; simultaneously, values, thoughts, emotions and imaginations were
communicated to the audience (Bala, 2015; Green & Brock, 2000; Keshta, 2013).
In addition, a previous study presented that storytelling enhanced students’
vocabulary and reading skills to the point that they could connect meanings and
feelings with words (Mokhtar, Halim & Kamarulzaman, 2011).

Moreover, storytelling created motivation and a low anxiety
environment for language learning because a rapport between the
instructor and students or among students themselves was created.
Interpersonal skills also increased through storytelling as it was a social
activity that people did as a group to share experiences, laughter, and
feelings (Dujmovi¢, 2006; Speaker, Taylor & Kamen, 2004).

Because of the advantages of storytelling, it has recently been
promoted as one of the most essential methods in teaching English to EFL

students, especially in young learners. The stories used in storytelling are
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regarded as intelligible input that facilitated language learing (Bala, 2015;
Craig, 1996; Hsu, 2015). Unfortunately, in the Thai EFL context, there is
little research concerning storytelling and informal settings, even though it
is effective in improving reading skills. Therefore, with respect to the
alarming problem concerning Thai students’ reading skills, this study will
investigate the impact of storytelling in an informal setting on enhancing
the reading achievement and attitudes toward English reading of primary

school students.

Research Questions

1. What cognitive domain of Revised Bloom’s Taxonomy can the
participants achieve by the method of storytelling?

2. What are the participants’ attitudes prior to and after the use of the
storytelling method?

Methods

Participants

Twenty-six fourth-grade students of Huayploo Pittaya School,
Muang District, Chiang Rai Province participated in the present study. The
researchers focused on grade-four students due to the fourth-grade level
indicator in the 2008 core curriculum that a student should be able to,
“lalnswer questions from listening to or reading sentences, dialogues or

simple tales” (Ministry of Education, 2008).
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Tools

1. Four Aesop’s Fables

Four Aesop’s Fables were selected based on two Krashen’s
hypotheses (1985) — the Input hypothesis and the Affective Filter hypothesis.
The Input hypothesis (i+1) proposed that context, linguistic information, world
knowledge and previously acquired linguistic competence are the key
elements enabling acquirers to understand language. When acquirers learn
new language structures, they should build from what they have already
acquired in order to move beyond the existing knowledge level.

Another relevant hypothesis is the Affective Filter hypothesis.
This hypothesis refers to acquirers’ mental blocks in acquiring language.
The Affective filter is high when acquirers have anxiety or any feelings that
relate to the revelation of weakness. On the other hand, the affective filter
is low when acquirers feel that they are potential members of the group,
espedially when they do not realize that they are learning the second language.

Therefore, according to the two hypotheses of Krashen (1985),
Aesop’s Fables were selected, for students were already familiar with the
stories” in Thai versions. In addition, the difficulty of the fables was
examined, using The Oxford Text Checker (Oxford 3000™) to confirm the
appropriateness of the texts with the students’ levels and to arrange the
fables” order from the easiest to the most difficult to create a rapport and
comfortable feeling for the students. According to Oxford 3000™, there are

three difficulty levels. A typical low intermediate text is close to 100%; a
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typical high intermediate text is about 90-95%; and a typical advanced text
is about 75-90%. Table 1 presents difficulty and order of the fables.

2. Post-reading Questions

Six post-reading questions were created in accordance with the six
categories of Bloom’s Revised Taxonomy: Remembering, Understanding,
Applying, Analyzing, Evaluating and Creating, as presented in Picture 1
(Anderson & Krathwohl, 2001). (See the questions in Appendix A)

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All post-reading questions were examined by two experts for the
content validity called ‘Index of Item-Objective Congruence’ (I0C)
(Rovinelli & Hambleton, 1977). According to the experts’ suggestions, the
questions were revised and tried out with 4 fourth-grade students for
checking the post-reading questions’ comprehensibility. Eventually, the 6

questions were utilized in the study (See Appendix A).

3. Attitude Test

An eighteen-statement attitude test was used as a pre-test and
post-test before and after the students experienced the storytelling
teaching method. In designing the attitude test, the Likert Scale (1932) was
applied. Twenty-five statements spanning both positive and negative
attitudes toward English reading were created; subsequently, the
statements were presented to two experts to examine the content validity
or ‘Index of Item-Objective Congruence’ (I0C) (Rovinelli & Hambleton,
1977). Due to the experts’ comments, the neutral and off-topic statements
were discarded; some items were adjusted to best suit the test’s
objectives. Eventually, there were eighteen statements which consisted of
nine items reflecting positive attitudes and the other nine items mirroring
negative attitudes toward English reading. All statements were in a random
sequence. In order to check the test questions’ intelligibility and
effectiveness, the test was scrutinized by four fourth-grade students. The
questions were then revised with the experts’ suggestions and finally

applied in the pre-test and post-test of the current study.
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Data Collection and Analysis

1. The attitude test was conducted with the participants before
and after the use of the storytelling teaching method. After the participants
completed the attitude tests, the scores for the negative items were
calculated in reverse to reflect overall attitude in a single direction (value).
A positive attitude was presented by a high overall score while a negative
attitude was indicated by a low overall score (MclLeod, 2008). The average

attitude score of each item was calculated and defined. These values are in Table 2.

2. In the study, 26 students were separated into 8 groups (6 groups of 3
and 2 groups of 4). In order to create a low Affective Filter, each group was
supervised by a teacher who was a third-year English major. The small age gap
between the teachers and the group members together with a micro-group size
created a relaxed atmosphere. According to Krashen’s (1985) expectation, a low
Affective Filter could encourage and allow them to feel involved with the group
and have greater learning potential. In the method (Picture 2), first, the students

read assigned fables prior to the meeting with their group for 4 weeks. This is to
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promote extensive reading and informal setting method due to the fact that they
could read in their leisure time and at their own pace. Second, the students
looked at pictures and guess what would happen in the fable. Third, the
storytelling method was applied at this step; students listened to the fable recited
by the teachers in English in an informal fashion that the students could freely
ask questions and react to the story. Subsequently, the students had a short time
to re-read the story and then retold the fables in Thai to the teachers in order to
display their comprehension. Last, the students answered six post-reading
questions in accordance with the cognitive domains of Bloom's Revised
Taxonomy (Krathwohl, 2002). Moreover, in this method, students were allowed

to answer questions in Thai in order to eliminate the language barrier.

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3. For the analysis of post-reading questions, a correct answer
received one point; an incomplete or incorrect answer would be marked
zero. For example, from “The Crow and the Pitcher”, a question asked,
“Do you like the crow or not? Why?” A student received one point for
answering, “Yes, | like, for it has attempt.” Her answer was complete for
both questions and thus given full credit. A student received zero from his
answer, “Don’t like”, because his answer was incomplete and did not
answer the question “Why?” The scores in each domain of twenty-six
students from the four fables were added up to see the overall picture of
the students’ performance in each domain. In addition, by investigating
the proportion of the students’ achievement in each domain, the
researchers defined those students who were able to give four correct answers
(4 points) as very good, three correct answers (3 points) as good, two correct

answers (2 points) as average and one correct answer (1 points) as poor.

Results and Discussion

Attitudes toward English Reading

Table 3 illustrates the attitudes toward English reading of the
students before and after the implementation of the storytelling in an

informal setting method.

Table 3 shows that both before and after the use of the storytelling

method, the students had three levels of attitudes toward English reading —

neutral, positive and very positive, but after the use, the overall mean scores

increased with some noticeable items.

Firstly, for item 2, “English reading expands my vocabulary”, and

item 9, “English reading is boring”, the students showed a change in
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attitudes from ‘positive” to ‘very positive’, from 4.27 to 4.69. This means
the students appreciated the benefits of English reading and English
reading was not as boring as they felt prior to the activity. Secondly, for
item 3, “I understand English texts well”, and item 12, “I always feel
nervous when | read English texts”, their attitudes remained at positive
and neutral respectively, but the mean change is 0.50. The change
expressed in these two items showed that the students felt they were
able to understand English texts better and their nervousness from English
decreased. In addition, SD in a majority of items decreased, meaning the
students had fairly similar attitudes toward English reading. However, some
items contradicted this statement, such as items 6, 12, 14, and 18. It could
be concluded that the storytelling method increased the students’ attitudes
toward English reading, but their attitudes conceming the difficulty, feelings of
nervousness and benefits of English reading remained varied.

The results from the attitude survey showed that the students did
not have negative or very negative attitudes which possibly meant that for
grade-four students, attitudes toward English reading were not really a
problem. The problem might actually arise after the primary level when
learning activities might not encourage students to have interest in
extended reading. This perspective is presented in Kush, Watkins and
Brookhart’s (2005) study that for reading experiences at a young age,
positive reading attitudes might not display a clear connection to reading

success. Nonetheless, if pedagogy cultivates positive attitudes, it greatly
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tends to strengthen the connection between positive English reading
attitudes and reading achievement.

The researchers found that the storytelling method was an
attractive activity to teach English reading. This method kept the students’
attention throughout the whole learning process and therefore increases
the average attitudes from positive to very positive. The students
participated more in a less anxious atmosphere. In addition, the
researchers observed that when the students were familiar with the story
in their first language before reading in English, they could associate the
meaning with their background knowledge without difficulty. This is related
to the characteristics of informal settings that support learners to apply
what they have already known to create new meaning from the text
(Anderson, Lucas & Ginns, 2003; Bahrani, Sim & Nekoueizadeh, 2014).
Therefore, it can be concluded that the method of storytelling in an

informal setting promotes positive attitudes toward reading English.

Reading Comprehension

Table 4 shows the percentages of the students’ reading achievement
based on six cognitive domains. Twenty-six participants answered post-reading
questions in each domain four times (four fables). The full score for each

domain is one hundred and four.

Table 4 shows that Remembering is the domain in which the
students showed the highest achievement, 99.04% while Analyzing was

the domain with the lowest achievement, 76.92%.
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Table 5 showed the students’ reading achievement rankings based on
the cognitive domains of Bloom’s Revised Taxonomy (Anderson & Krathwohl,
2001). The students who were in a Very Good rank gave all correct answers for
all fables in a domain. Those in a Good rank answered correctly in three fables.
A Moderate level was those who gave two correct answers; and a Poor level
was those who had one correct answer.

First of all, for every domain the highest percentage appeared at
a Very Good rank. The Remembering and Understanding domains showed
similar results as the students’ scores demonstrated Very Good
(Remembering - 96.15%; Understanding — 73.08%) and Good rankings
(Remembering — 3.85%; Understanding — 26.92%).

Second, the Applying and Creating domains showed similar results
as the students were ranked as Very Good (61.54% in both Applying and
Creating), Good, (Applying — 30.77%; Creating — 34.62%) and Moderate
ranks (Applying — 7.69%, Creating — 3.85%). Third, the Evaluating domain
showed an interesting result of a high percentage of students, 73.08%,
ranked Very Good, and 3.85% ranked as Poor.

Fourth, the Analyzing domain had particularly significant results
compared to the other domains. This domain had the lowest percentage
of the students ranked as Very Good, 38.46%, and the highest percentage
of the students ranked as Poor, 7.69%. It can be concluded that with the
storytelling method, the majority of the students were in Very Good and

Good rankings in nearly all domains except Analyzing.
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As the method of storytelling was implemented, it could be
noticed that for the Remembering and Understanding domains, there was
a high percentage of the students ranked as Very Good. This revealed that
for grade-four students, there were few problems in achieving the low
order cognitive domains. This finding is similar to previous studies in that
the students could achieve the Remembering domain after a reading
activity (Boonnithi & Boonphadung, 2015) and the Understanding domain
after the use of a teaching method stressing integration of the four skills and
student-centeredness (Chantrachat & Poonsawad (2013).

However, in the Applying and other higher domains, the students’
rankings were distributed to Moderate and Poor levels. This result signaled
that as the domain ¢ot higher, the students showed greater variance in
cognitive ability. The Analyzing domain stood out, as the students’ rankings
were distributed from Very Good to Poor levels. This implies that the
students strugeled to achieve higher cognitive domains. Moreover, the
Analyzing domain demanded the students to have a good command of the
Thai language as the questions asked them to analyze the Thai proverb best
describing each fable. Hence, this cognitive domain should be the issue that
teachers take into consideration to greater develop students’ cognitive skills.

Interestingly, the Evaluating domain belonging to the higher
cognitive domains presented many students ranked as Very Good and few
students as Poor. This finding suggests the students’ various abilities as
some students failed to give reason(s) which was the key point in the

Evaluating domain. It may be that primary students know the answer, but
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they might not be frequently exposed to the question ‘why’ nor
conditioned to think about reason(s). Therefore, practices and teaching
methods that encourage the use of students’ reasoning process should be
highlighted in primary education.

Furthermore, there were three noticeable points from their written
answers. Firstly, the students were good at drawing an important scene
from fables; this related to the Understanding domain. Secondly, to
examine the Analyzing domain, the students were asked to identify a Thai
proverb best describing the story. Only few students were able to name a
Thai proverb related to the story, but many were able to give a moral that
explained a concept of the story. Thirdly, one of the problems found
during data analysis was the students’ spelling skills, even in their first
language; sometimes it failed to convey their understanding of the text. As

a result, there was occasional misunderstanding of answers.

Conclusion and Suggestions

This study proves that the teaching method of storytelling in an
informal setting can improve the students’ achievement in the cognitive
domains of Bloom’ s Taxonomy, especially in Remembering,
Understanding and Evaluating. The method also enhanced the students’
attitudes toward reading English.

For those who are interested in applying this method, longer periods of
method implementation are suggested as students’ reading achievements and

attitudes develop over time. Moreover, they should particularly consider the
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selection of challenging materials for students (Hsu, 2015) and classroom
management in terms of time and noise (Keshta, 2013).

For further research, to emphasize the success of the Analyzing
and Evaluating domains, researchers should consider the key
characteristics that students are expected to achieve in each domain.
Classroom activities highlighting those characteristics can then be created
and implemented alongside the storytelling method to completely

develop all of the students’ cognitive domains.
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Abstract

The study aimed to investigate and compare the effects of online
paired peer feedback (OPP) and grouped peer feedback (OGP) on
Mattayomsuksa 6 students’ English grammatical ability in writing. Two

intact groups of fifty-four Mattayomsuksa 6 students studying at a
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secondary school in Hatyai, Songkhla were purposively selected as
participants in this study. They were assigned to two experimental groups,
namely, OPP group (n = 22) and OGP group (n = 32). The instruments
employed in this study were pre- and post-writing tests, writing tasks and
semi-structured interviews. The pre- and post-writing tests were used to
obtain the accuracy scores of targeted grammatical points. The writing
tasks were employed to reveal the frequency of students’ comments on
the four grammatical aspects, and the interview data were used to
illustrate students’ reflections on the targeted grammatical aspects they
focused on when giving comments. The quantitative data gathered from
the pre- and post-writing tests and the writing tasks were analyzed using
descriptive statistics and t-test for means, standard deviation and
percentage. The qualitative data collected from semi-structured interviews
were analyzed and categorized into themes. The findings showed that
neither types of peer feedback showed any significant difference in
improving students’ overall grammatical ability in writing. However, both
types were found to have practical significance to most of the targeted
grammatical points at a low level. The findings suggest that peer feedback
is beneficial for writing instruction. However, the teacher’s feedback is

needed for low proficiency students.

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Introduction

English is an international language which is used all over the
world as a first, second and foreign language. In Thailand, English has been
included in the curriculum as a compulsory foreign language for nearly a
century. However, Thai students seem not to be well equipped with
English competence and the evidence for this was found in their low
scores in a countrywide standardized test -- the Ordinary National
Educational Test (ONET). ONET results in 2013, 2014 and 2015 showed
that the average English scores of Mattayomsuksa 6 students were 25.35,
23.44 and 24.98, respectively.

Among English communicative skills, writing is considered the most
difficult skill for students to acquire, as it involves a complex process and
requires syntactic, semantic, rhetorical, and discourse knowledge (Hyland,
2003; Nunan, 1990; Williams, 2004). Among these features, Thais’ lack of
grammatical knowledge is viewed as an obstacle in achieving good writing
(Kaweera & Usaha, 2008; Siengsawang, 2006). Thai students have been
found to make various grammatical errors in their writing, particularly in
articles, tenses, sentence structure, prepositions and subject-verb
agreement (Nonkukhekhong, 2013; Suwangard, 2014; Watcharapunyawong
& Usaha, 2013). As McCaskill (1998) emphasized, grammar knowledge is
required in a good writer. The lack of grammatical knowledge may lead to
misunderstanding the meaning of the text.

In the Thai context, teachers have played a leading role in
providing knowledge, error correction and feedback in writing instruction.

Students are consequently seen as passive learners who rely mostly on
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teacher feedback without questioning what they have received. To
encourage students to become less dependent and more active learners
in a writing class, teachers can use peer feedback activities.

Peer feedback can be defined as a process in which students
provide written and oral comments on a classmates' writing through active
engagement over multiple drafts (Hyland & Hyland 2006; Stanley, 2011).
Peer feedback can be generally supported by sociocultural theory since
writing and learning are a social process in which students take learning as
a social activity occurring through interaction with peers (Hansen & Liu,
2005). In Vygotsky’s (1978) view of zone of proximal development (ZPD),
what a learner needs to be able to learn or do something independently
is to get help from an expert or a more knowledgeable person. Typically,
the expert or the more knowledgeable person has been perceived to be
an adult or a teacher (Wertsch, 1985). However, peers are recently viewed
to be simultaneously experts and novices (Swain, Brooks, & Tocalli-Beller,
2002; Swain & Watanabe, 2013).

Peer feedback is found to fit well with Johnson and Johnson’s
(1998) five basic principles of cooperative learning, namely, positive
interdependence, individual accountability, face- to- face promotive
interaction, interpersonal and small group skills, and group processing. The
first component, positive interdependence, is based on the idea that all
members in a team are reliant on each other to achieve a goal and the
group success is attributed to contributions from every member. Individual
accountability is each learner’s belief that learning their material is crucial.

Each group member has to be responsible for their own as well as their
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group members’ learning and makes a contribution to the group. The third
component is where peer feedback process occurs the most. In this
process, learners are engaged in face- to-face interaction, where they
explain, argue, negotiate and link the current material with what they have
learned earlier. Next, learners’ sufficient social skills are developed
through the practice of leadership, trust- building, communication,
decision-making and conflict resolution skills. Finally, group processing
involves group members establishing group goals, periodically assessing
their performance as a team and then identifying what they need to
change in order to function more effectively in the future. As peer
feedback proceeds, students are expected to first have opportunities to
work collaboratively with peers and then to improve their writing abilities
individually (Tsay & Braday, 2012).

Additionally, peer feedback is found to help improve students’
sense of being good readers, raise writers' awareness of their individual
strengths and weaknesses, and encourage a collaborative learning process
(Rollinson, 2005; Tsui & Ng, 2000). Students may also more effectively
write and revise their writing by incorporating comments from their peers
(Mendonca & Johnson, 1994; Rollinson, 2005).

Traditionally, peer feedback is provided through a paper-pencil or
face-to-face mode. However, with the increase of technology and the
Internet, electronic feedback has become a viable option. Electronic
feedback (e-feedback or online feedback) can be defined as feedback in
digital written form and sent via the electronic platform. It transfers the

concepts of oral response into the electronic space and the online
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collaborative platform (Tuzi, 2004; Van der Geest & Remmers, 1994). Thus,
the platform for providing peer feedback has shifted from the traditional
method, paper-pencil, to computer-mediated communication (CMC) or a
social annotation tool (SA) such as Facebook, Wiki, and Google Docs
(Hedin, 2012). With the usefulness of social networking tools, students are
provided with opportunities to interact with their peers and teachers
both in real time (synchronously) and with delay (asynchronously).

The number of students included in peer feedback activities is
another issue of interest in an EFL classroom. Many studies have focused
on paired peer feedback, often referred to as individual peer feedback,
single peer feedback or peer to peer feedback, a process in which a
learner gives comments and provides feedback on a peer's writing. These
studies found that this type of peer feedback has positive results
compared to teacher feedback since it increases interaction between two
students and creates a sense of critical readers and writers (Cho &
MacArthur, 2010; de Guerrero & Villamil, 1994; Rollinson, 2005; Shehadeh,
2007; Tsui & Ng, 2000). Recently, researchers' interest has shifted from
paired peer feedback to grouped peer feedback because of the belief that
grouped peer feedback is more effective since it can offer more reliable
and valid help to students (Shehadeh, 2007). Peer feedback in a group
provides opportunities such as comprehensible input (Krashen, 1982),
comprehensible output (Swain, 1985), cooperative language learning
(McGroarty, 1989), and particularly "negotiated interaction" (Gass &
Selinker, 1994, p. 217). Students need to negotiate the meaning of the

context in writing by questioning, explaining and discussing in a group.
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Peer feedback is normally conducted in the form of paired peer feedback,
and a number of previous studies have focused on this type of feedback.
The studies mostly compared peer feedback with other sources of
feedback such as teacher feedback and self-feedback in different settings
and with the use of a variety of procedures (Caulk, 1994; Cho & MacArthur,
2010; Tsui & Ng, 2000). The findings showed that peer feedback had more
positive results than teacher feedback, as it increased interaction between
two students and also made students become more critical readers and
writers (Cho & MacArthur, 2010; Rollinson, 2005).

Apart from paired peer feedback, some researchers have paid
attention to the impact of grouped peer feedback, a process in which
students give comments and provide feedback on a peer’s writing in a
group (Shehadeh, 2007; Yu & Lee, 2014). Shehadeh (2007) proposed that
grouped peer feedback is more “reliable and valid” (p.150) than individual
feedback since students are likely to give feedback in various ways such
as sharing knowledge, discussing different views of the writing, and
pointing out missing information. Despite this remark, feedback given by
groups of more than two students has received little attention in research
(Storch, 2005; Storch & Wigglesworth, 2007; Zhu, 2001). In particular,
research that compares paired to grouped feedback on students’ writing
is even more limited.

Hence, this study aimed to compare the effects of online paired
and grouped peer feedback on improving students’ grammatical ability in
writing using Google Docs as a writing and feedback tool. Four grammatical

features, namely, articles, sentence structure, capitalization and subject-
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verb agreement, are the targeted language points in this study and they
were found to be the ten most frequent grammatical errors of Thai
students' writing ( Nonkukhekhong, 2013; Watcharapunyawong & Usaha,
2013). However, since the target population were low proficiency students,
this study mainly focused on the four grammatical features as discrete
points regardless of content and idea development. Writing is thus treated

as a platform for students to practice grammatical knowledge.

Research questions

1. Are there any differences between English grammatical ability
in writing of Mattayomsuksa 6 students receiving online paired peer
feedback and those with grouped peer feedback? If so, what are they?

2. What grammatical aspects do Mattayomsuksa 6 students

focus on when giving peer feedback?

Research methodology

Research design and participants

Since this study focused on the effects of paired and grouped peer
feedback on grammatical ability improvement, students’ grammatical
ability before and after participating in peer feedback activity needed to
be compared. Consequently, this research adopted a quasi-experimental
method with a pre- and post-test design. Two experimental groups were
employed: one with online paired peer feedback (OPP) and the other with
online grouped peer feedback (OGP). Fifty four students from two intact
groups were purposively selected to be the participants in this study. They

were enrolled in a fundamental English course at a secondary school in
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Hatyai, Songkhla. According to the results of an English achievement test
from the previous academic year, all participants had a low level of English
proficiency and were inexperienced in using peer feedback. Due to
practicality and classroom management, one intact group with 22 students
was placed into the OPP group and the other intact group with 32 students
was assigned to the OGP group. The participants in the OPP group provided
feedback to their partner only. In contrast, the participants in the OGP
group provided feedback to their three group members.

Data collection instruments

1. Writing tests

Two writing tests, a pre-test and a post-test, were used to measure
students' grammatical ability before and after the treatment in four
aspects: articles (ART), subject-verb agreement (SV), sentence structure
(SS), and capitalization (CAP). The participants in both experimental groups
were assigned to construct a 100-120 word piece of writing under the same
topic, “My Best Friend,” in both the pre-test and the post-test. The writing
test was piloted with 20 Mattayomsuksa 6 students at another high school
in Hatyai in order to determine the suitability of the selected topic and time
allocation. The pilot study showed that the students were able to write a
paragraph based on the given topic within the time allocated (50 minutes).

2. Writing tasks

Both experimental groups were required to complete three
descriptive writing tasks in 50 minutes for each topic using Google Docs.
The participants were asked to write a 100-120 word paragraph for each

task relating to their current learning tasks. To avoid possible interventions
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such as help from other people outside class, the participants were not
allowed to write out of class. After writing the first draft of each task, the
students were asked to provide feedback to their partner or group
members within 50 minutes. Then they were required to revise their draft
in the next class and submit the final draft at the end of class. In total, the
process of writing one task lasted about three periods of 50 minutes. The
same procedure was employed in the second and third writing tasks.

3. Semi-structured interviews

Semi-structured interviews were used to investigate the students’
reflections on the four targeted grammatical aspects they focused on
when giving peer feedback. Six students from each group were selected
to be interviewees for each writing task. The interviews were conducted in
Thai in order to obtain as much information as possible without any
language barriers after the students finished each of the three writing tasks
but before post-test writing. The sessions took approximately 10 to 20
minutes per interviewee.

Data collection procedure

The data for this study were collected over a period of 16 weeks.
One researcher was the sole teacher of the course. The overall research
procedure consisted of three following phases: 1) pre-treatment process,

2) treatment process, and 3) post-treatment process as shown in Figure 1.

Data collection procedure

In the pre-treatment process, the participants in both groups were

asked to take the pre-test. Then they were trained to use Google Docs and

to provide feedback on their peers’ online writing. In the treatment

process, the participants were required to complete the three writing tasks,

two drafts each, and participate in peer feedback activities. After

submitting each writing task, six students from each group who made the

most and the least changes were selected to be interviewed. In the post-

treatment process, the participants needed to take the post writing test.
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Data analysis

1. Pre- and post-test

To examine the effects of the two types of treatment on learners’
use of the four targeted grammatical structures, the frequency of the
correct use of the targeted grammatical structures was calculated by
means of obligatory occasion analysis (Pica, 1984). Obligatory occasional
analysis is a method for examining how accurately students used specific
grammatical features. To calculate the erammatical accuracy scores, each
targeted grammatical aspect was identified separately. The number of
chances where a certain target aspect was required to form a correct
sentence in the context was considered an obligatory occasion. The
number of correct use of specific grammatical aspects in the context was
considered as the number of correct suppliance. The number of overuse
of the target aspect shown in the context was considered non-obligatory
context. An accuracy score was then calculated for each student by
dividing the total number of correctly supplied specific aspect by the total
number of obligatory occasions and overuse and then expressed as

percentage as illustrated in the following formula.

n correct suppliance in context

n obligatory context + n suppliance in non obligatory contexts

The frequency of the correct use of the four grammatical
structures was coded and counted by two coders who were non-native
English teachers with more than four years of English teaching experience.
The calculated inter-coder reliability (Cohen's Kappa) was 0.83 for the pre-

test and 0.9 for the post-test. Then to compare the differences between
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the accuracy scores of the pre- and post-tests of each group, the data
were analyzed using t-test.

2. Writing tasks

The comments students gave to their peers' writing in each task
were calculated and analyzed using descriptive statistics for percentage.

3. Semi-structured interview

The interview data were analyzed and categorized into themes

according to erammatical aspects the students focused on.

Findings

1. Accuracy scores of the pre- and post-tests

The data gathered from the pre- and post-tests revealed that the
overall accuracy scores of the post-test of both groups were not statistically

significantly different from those in the pre-test as shown in Table 1.

Table 1 indicates that students’ overall scores in the OPP group
did not reach statistical significance when comparing the pre-test
(M = 67.87, S.D. = 11.07) and the post-test (M = 69.81, S.D. = 14.92).
When considering each aspect of language points, the difference in the
aspect of subject-verb agreement between the pre-test (M = 48.14, S.D. =
17.40) and the post-test (M = 61.09, S.D. = 20.63) was found to be
statistically significant (t;;) = 2.54, p < 0.5). OGP students’ overall scores
showed no statistically significant difference in the pre-test (M = 65.95,
S.D. = 10.72) and the post-test (M = 69.57, S.D. = 10.01). Considering each
type of grammatical aspects in the OGP, the difference of the accuracy
scores of capitalization between the pre-test (M = 85.85, S.D. = 12.13) and
the post-test (M = 91.17, S.D. = 7.43) was found to be significantly different
(3= 2.34, p < .05).

When comparing the scores gained from the pre-test to post-test
between the two groups, the results revealed no significant difference

between them as illustrated in Table 2. It can be said that improvement
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in the students’ grammatical ability did not differ. Further, Cohen’s effect
size value in most aspects suggested a low practical significance (Art, ES =

0.12; SV, ES = 0.12; Cap, ES = 0.12).

2. Student’s comments on the four grammatical aspects in the
writing tasks

Data collected from the three writing tasks revealed that the
number of students’ comments on the four grammatical aspects varied

across the three tasks as illustrated in Figure 2.
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Figure 2. Frequency of students’ comments on the four grammatical

aspects across the three tasks

Figure 2 showed that in all writing tasks the aspects that students

in both groups made the most comments about were sentence structure

and capitalization, and the aspects with the least comments were subject-

verb agreement and articles.

3. Semi structured interviews

The interview data showed students’ reflections on the four

targeted grammatical aspects. Overall, the students from both groups

reported that they did not focus on articles and subject-verb agreement

when giving comments on their peer writing due to their limited knowledge

of such grammatical aspects as shown in the following comment:

3.1 Students’ reflections on articles

“I think my English grammatical knowledge was not sufficient,
espedially on articles to provide feedback on my friend’s writing
so | chose not to comment on this aspect in order not to make
my friend’s writing get worse.”

(St30PP, personal communication, January 6, 2017)

As exemplified in the comment below, some students revealed that
they did not have enough knowledge about articles, so they avoided giving

feedback on this aspect.

“l do not have enough knowledge about articles and |
don’t know where to look so | did not give any comments

on this aspect.”
(St7OGP, personal communication, March 2, 2017)

3.2 Students’ reflections on subject verb agreement
Some students stated that they were not certain of what they
know about subject-verb agreement so they rarely gave comments on
this aspect.
“1 was not sure if what | know about subject- verb
agreement was right or wrong, so | did not frequently give
comments on this aspect on my partners’ writing.”

(St20PP, personal communication, January 6, 2017)
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3.3 Students’ reflections on capitalization
Interestingly, students in both groups claimed that they were

confident when giving feedback about capitalization.

“My English is not good and | do not really know about
articles so | mainly focused on capitalization which I think

| know well.”
(St90GP, personal communication, February 10, 2017)

“When giving comments, | firstly focused on capitalization
because | think it is easy to see. | am confident that my

comments on capitalization were correct.”

(St200PP, personal communication, January 6, 2017)

3.4 Students’ reflections on sentence structure
One student reported that a number of the comments on
sentence structures received from a peer made him capable of making

comments on this aspect in his peer writing.

“I gave many comments on sentence structure because one of
my partners gave me many comments on this aspect on my
writing. | think those comments made me now know how
to write correctly on sentence structure and then | think |
am good at this aspect so | provided many comments

about this aspect on my other partners’ writing.”

(St10GP, personal communication, February 16, 2017)
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3.5 Students’ reflections on other points

Some students revealed that they did not interact with only their
partners; they communicated with their friends who were sitting around

them to ask for help when they had difficulty in providing feedback.

“Sometimes, | asked A or B who were not my partners to
help me look at and read through my partners’ writing
because | did not understand and was not sure that my

comments were correct.”
(St8OPP, personal communication, February 16, 2017)

Though numerous students in both groups reported that they thought
peer feedback was useful in their writing, they stated that if it was possible, they

would like to receive feedback from both peer and teacher.

“1 thought comments from my peers were useful but |
thought if there were comments from a teacher included,
it would be better since the teacher was more

knowledgeable.”
(St210PP, personal communication, January 6, 2017)

“I thought peer feedback was useful but if it was possible,
I would like to receive comments from a teacher after

receiving from peers.”

(St10GP, personal communication, February 16, 2017)
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Discussion

The findings of this study revealed that even though the OPP and
the OGP did not significantly improve the students’ overall grammatical
ability in writing, both could help students improve their use of
grammatical aspects, and the practical effects of improvement were
revealed to range from small to medium. Interestingly, the students from
both groups were found not to be able to improve the use of article which
has been found to be one of the aspects that is difficult for EFL learners
(or even advanced learners) to master (Barret & Chen, 2011; Crompton,
2011; Ellis, Sheen, Murakami & Takashima, 2008). This difficulty may be
caused by their first language interference, especially for Asian learners
whose mother tongue does not have the article system (Barret & Chen,
2011; Crompton, 2011; Ellis, Sheen, Murakami & Takashima, 2008). For Thai
learners, the fact that the Thai language has no articles coming before
nouns may explain Thais’ neglect of this grammatical aspect in both writing
and speaking (Bennui, 2008; Likitrattanaporn, 2001).

Even though training on the aspect of articles was provided, the
students did not appear to improve in their ability to use articles. One
explanation could be their low level of English proficiency. A similar finding was
found in Kamimura’s (2006) study investigating the effectiveness of peer
feedback on high and low proficiency learners’ language improvement.
Kamimura found that even though both high and low proficiency leamers
improved in overall quality of writing in the post-test, some low proficiency
learners seemed unable to use the knowledge they had obtained through peer

feedback training adequately in the post-test due to their limited English ability.
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The interview data in the current study also indicated that
students’ low proficiency might be one of the factors influencing their
limited improvement. Most of the students from both groups viewed their
English grammatical ability as being so insufficient that they could not
provide constructive feedback on their peers’ writing. A similar finding was
reported in Cheng and Warren (2005) who found that half of the 27 Hong
Kong undergraduate student interviewees saw themselves as being
unqualified to review their peers’ tasks because of their limited English
proficiency, leading to their avoidance of providing feedback. Even though
the students in this study were trained for over six hours on how to provide
feedback on the four targeted grammatical aspects, their self-efficacy
seemed to be a barrier in improving their ability. It may be possible that
this barrier makes low proficiency level students unable to provide
constructive feedback to their peers and unlikely to benefit from the same
proficiency level peers. Additionally, the students reported that comments
from teachers were still necessary for them because they viewed the
teacher as more knowledgeable. Similar findings were observed in Nelson
and Carson's (1998) interview of four L2 university students. The findings
showed that students preferred teacher comments to peer comments so
they incorporated teacher comments in their revisions more frequently
than peers’. The current study’s finding can be explained by Vygotskys’
(1978) view of “ZPD” in that what was significant for learning was the
process that an expert or a more knowledgeable person would help
students from not being able to learn without others’ help to being able

to learn independently. It is possible that some low proficiency students
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in the current study need assistance from a more knowledgeable person
who is a teacher rather than a novice who is a peer who has the same
proficiency level to improve their grammatical knowledge ability.

When comparing the two types of peer feedback activities, the
findings illustrated that there was no significant difference between them,
suggesting the number of reviewers in peer feedback activities did not
affect the degree of improvement of grammatical ability in writing. This
suggests that providing feedback via individual peer or multiple peers does
not affect the results. In fact, the matter that positively affects students’
grammatical ability in the current study could be the interaction between
students while participating in peer feedback activities. As Swain and
Lapkin (2002) proposed when participating in peer feedback, students
could serve as both experts and novices. They benefit from the
interactions through their discussions, sharing ideas and critiques. The
interview data support this claim. Some students in the study reported
that when they had difficulty providing feedback to their partners, they
would seek help from friends sitting next to them. These findings can be
explained by a sociocultural theory which asserts that students first
achieve a new function with the aid of another person and then internalize
this function so that they can perform it without any help (Vygotsky, 1978).
Furthermore, one of the students in the OGP group reported that he
learned by receiving comments from peers and tried to pass what he
learned onto other peers. Additionally, all the students claimed they
thought peer feedback on their drafts was useful because their peers

helped them correct their errors in writing. When students participated in
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peer feedback, they interacted with each other. The interaction did not
happen just between them and partners; instead, they asked for help,
negotiated the meaning of comments and discussed writing issues with
other peers. It is conceivable that the interactions between students play
an essential role in helping students improve their grammatical ability in
writing. This finding seems to support earlier findings that peer feedback is
useful (Caulk, 1994; Cho & MacArthur, 2010; Rollinson, 2005; Tsui & Ng,
2000), and that students can effectively revise their writing by incorporating
their peers’” comments (Caulk, 1994; Rollinson, 2005).

Unfortunately, the participants’ sample size in this study was
rather small, limiting the researchers' ability to firmly conclude the effects
of both types of feedback on students’ improvement in the four targeted
grammatical aspects. It is possible that if a larger sample size had been

used in this study, the results could have been strongly confirmed.

Conclusion and pedagogical implications

Based on the findings, it can be concluded that the mode of peer
feedback, either in pair or in group, does not affect the improvement of
students’ grammatical ability. Both types of peer feedback appear to be
able to help students improve grammatical ability in some areas. These
findings have pedagogical implications. Firstly, peer feedback should be
considered as an essential component to encourage students to become
active learners in writing instruction. Secondly, since low proficiency
students had great difficulty providing feedback to their peers, teacher

feedback should be combined with peer feedback in order to provide
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feedback on some difficult grammatical aspects, especially in the use of
articles. Additionally, teachers should be concerned with how to increase
students’ confidence in demonstrating their English knowledge because
confidence seems to be an obstacle for EFL students participating in peer

feedback activities.

Recommendations

Due to the small sample size in this study, generalization of the
findings is problematic. Therefore, the effects of the two types of peer
feedback need to be further investigated using a larger sample.
Additionally, a longitudinal study should be conducted so as to investigate
whether the students can succeed in improving their grammatical ability if
they have a longer training period. Data collected across two consecutive
semesters or longer time may reveal more valid results of what aspects of
grammatical ability students can develop. Students can have more
chances to practice writing and give feedback on certain grammatical
points, which can possibly help them improve their srammatical ability.
To also develop students’ overall writing ability, other features
contributing to good writing such as content and idea development can
be emphasized.

Since the current study mainly focused on using the quantitative
approach, further research should adopt a qualitative approach in order
to gain more insight in the findings. Textual analysis of students’ writing

and comments from peers can possibly show the relation between
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feedback on certain points and its effect on the grammatical aspects which

students are able to improve.

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There are 5 members and 5 musical instruments in a Li Mont
troupe. The show takes 3 days and 2 nights which is normally held in the
6™ 7™ 9" and 11" months by lunar system. The ceremony of the show
are in order of Kao-rong, Phum-rong, Krab-krue, Wienwai, Berg-rong,
Gard-rong, Tang-borimad, Invitation of the Li Mont spirits, Om-num
dancing,  Ancestor showering, Tee-ma-young, Mrab offering to the
ancestor, and taking the ancestor’s leave.

To inherit the Li Mont show, not everyone can do but only for
the heir with the same bloodline to the Li Mont ancestor called “same
grandparents”. The practices have been inherited since the age of an
ancestor and will be continued by their generations. This is as to be
grateful to the ancestor and representative of worship. Besides, the
performance provides a number of advantages to family members,
particularly building strength and unity. Also, it is a great chance for
family gathering to discuss their problems and share both their sadness
and happiness, and hence mental treatment of family members as they
do believe that the Li Mont spirits are behind their success and are

guarding, supporting and blessing them in every day of lives.

Abstract

The pi nora is a wind instrument used to accompany traditional
nora performances in Southern Thailand. Despite some similarities to
other musical forms in Southeast Asia, this particular genre of music is
different from the music in other regions of the world and the
instruments reflect the local environment and the lifestyle and culture
of the Southemn Thai people. However, there is very little inheritance of
pi nora playing methods from the older generations to the new, which is
putting the continued development of the instrument at risk. The creative

economy is one way to add value to the instrument and generate new
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economic and social benefits of inheritance. Therefore, this qualitative
investigation was set up to conserve and develop pi nora. The three
research objectives were 1) to explore the identity and traditional
knowledge concerning the pi nora, 2) to study the current conditions and
problems with inheritance and development of the pi nora and
3) to create a conservation and development model for the inheritance
of the pi nora according to the principles of creative economy. Data was
collected from 63 purposively selected individuals. Results show that
1) the pi nora is an instrument whose origin is closely related to spiritual
beliefs, Brahmanism and Buddhist faith.

Nevertheless, 2) there is an inheritance crisis that must be addressed; 3) in
terms of the method for development of the pi nora according to the
principles of the creative economy, the researchers synthesised

Introduction

Southern Thailand is a region that is particularly suited to
creative economic research because it is an area with the oldest
continuous cultural history in Southeast Asia (McCloud, 2018), and there
is a stable and continuously developed cultural identity. One of the
most prominent features of Southern Thai culture is a combination of
traditional music and performing arts. Pongpaiboon (1997) argued that

the physical geography of Southern Thailand (intense heat caused by
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proximity to the equator and strong winds caused by proximity to the
ocean) is reflected in the temperament of its people, who are resilient
and decisive. These characteristics are abundant in the local culture,
especially the dance postures and strong, rhythmic music. There are two
particularly famous forms of Southern Thai musical performance art,
which are nang talung and nora (Nootong, 1993). Nora was inherited in
Southern Thailand from the thalassocratic city-state Srivijaya in the
thirteenth century (Naksen, 1996). The lead instrument in the nora
performance is the pi, a traditional wind instrument similar to the oboe.
The importance of the pi is in its ability to reflect the postures of the dancers,
which adds to the aesthetics and emotions of each performance.

Previous academic studies concerning nora performances have
focused primarily on the dancers. Where research has considered the
music, it has mostly been about the content and form of the music,
rather than individual instruments. This necessarily means that the value
of the individual instruments has been reduced, at least in the public eye.
This is especially true for the pi, which plays a crucial and central role in
the entire nora performance. Pongpaiboon (1997) argued that the most
important part of Southern Thai music is the ‘rhythmic cement’ that holds
the performance together. He further explained that while percussion
instruments had been reasonably well inherited, the pi had not been so
fortunate. Evidence for this is the lack of new pi music in traditional nora
performances and part of the solution may be the creative economy.

The creative economy is a term popularised by scholar John

Howkins in 2001 to highlicht the economic importance of more
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imaginative ‘industries’, rather than the traditional resources of land,
money and the workforce (Howkins, 2002). Many of these ‘industries’
had been present in society for hundreds, if not thousands of years, but
the term really gained popularity with the development of the internet
and the realisation that they held the potential for large-scale
employment opportunities. The creative economy does not describe a
sector of the economy, rather a collection of activities that depend of
the creative talent of individuals. The concept has been wholeheartedly
embraced in Thailand, particularly by the tourism sector, where souvenir
manufacturers use new innovations to popularise traditional cultural
items for use in modern society. This has also been driven by the
government emphasis on cultural heritage and intellectual property as
rich economic resources (Newbigin, Rosello & Wright, 2010). This recent
trend has seen transformation of traditional Thai products through the
OTOP (One Tambon One Product) scheme and has revitalised Thai
cottage industries, including basketry, pottery and silk. It is hoped that
similar techniques and vision can be applied to musical instruments to
help conserve the pi nora.

The pi is clearly an important instrument for traditional Thai
culture, made clear by artistic representations of the pi in temple murals,
such as the Rama IV era carvings on the ceiling of Matchaminawat
Temple, Songkhla Province. However, its place in the creative economy
of Thailand has not yet been developed. This investigation into the role
and inheritance of the instrument is thus crucial to maintaining

traditional culture and is also consistent with a national Thai drive to use
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cultural heritage as a mechanism for developing the country. It is also a
way to help preserve a cultural form that is declining (Office of the

National Economic and Social Development Board, 2003).

Research Objectives

This is a qualitative investigation with three research objectives:

1. to study the identity and traditional knowledge concerning
the pi nora

2. to study the current conditions and problems with inheritance
and development of the pi nora

3. to create a conservation and development model for the

inheritance of the pi nora according to the principles of the creative economy

Research Methodology

This is a qualitative investigation that analyses documents and
field research. The research area for field investigation was purposively
selected as three Southern Thai provinces, namely Pattalung, Nakorn Sri
Thammarat and Songkhla. These locations were chosen because they
are in the Songkhla Lake Basin, which is considered the origin of nora
performing arts and has a continuous history of the pi nora being used to
accompany nora performances. In addition, the Songkhla Lake Basin is
home to a number of famous national pi nora musicians.

The research population was composed of people in the
Songkhla Lake Basin area and the research sample was purposively
selected from these individuals. The sample was divided into three

groups. The first group, key informants, was the group of individuals who

provided most detailed in-depth information and was composed of one
pi teacher in each province and one local academic of culture from each
province.

1) they were recognised national musicians; 2) they were acknowledged
as experts by the local society (through invitations to lecture on their
subject at local institutions or through invitations to judge local music
competitions); 3) they were recommended by members of the research
population as experts in the pi nora. There was also a set of three criteria
for selection of the academics: 1) they were current or former directors
of provincial culture centres or educational institutions that taught the pi
nora; 2) they were nora teachers or pi nora teachers in academic
institutions; 3) they were recommended by members of the research
population as experts in the pi nora. The casual informant group of 15
individuals was composed of two pi players from each province, two pi
creators from each province and one nora ensemble leader from each
province. The general informant group was composed of audience members
at nora performances; the number of individuals was unspecified.

Data was collected in the field by participant and non-participant
observation, structured and unstructured interviews, focus-group
discussion and a workshop. Secondary data was collected from related
documents, music recordings and Internet sites. All collected data was
validated by means of investigator, methodological and data
triangulation. Any anomalous data was highlighted and the results were
re-recorded in the field. The data was then collated into categories

according to the three research aims and analysed by analytic induction
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and typological analysis according to the qualitative research principles
of Supang Jantavanit (2003). The data was also compared to documents
and previous studies on adaptation of Thai products within the creative
economy. There have been numerous domestic studies of the OTOP
programme and how traditional cultural knowledge has been
transformed by creative economic principles (Tuamsuk, Phabu &
Vongprasert, 2013). These success stories range from weaving (Prempree,
Chantachon & Wannajun, 2014) to pottery (Wanichakorn, 2013), dance
(Kasempholkoon, 2011) to culinary arts (Pangkesorn, 2013), and have
helped conserve local arts. These accomplishments in knowledge
management were used as the basis for a successful model of pi nora

conservation. The results are presented here as a descriptive analysis.

Results

The identity and traditional knowledge concerning pi nora

The researchers examined academic literature and conducted
informal interviews with general, casual and key informants to determine
the identity and traditional knowledge conceming pi nora. The results found
that pi nora is a form of reed oboe local to Southern Thailand that is used to
play traditional nora and nang talung performances, for both ceremonies and
entertainment. There has been continuous development of the instrument,
which has resulted in different sizes of the instrument. Interviews with pi
players in the research area showed that there are two popular sizes of
instrument: 42 centimetres in length and 39 centimetres in length. These

measurements have been found to best suit modern music. The sound of the

instrument varies in each province but the importance of the instrument does
not change, especially in ceremonial nora performances, where, according to
local audiences, the pi cannot be omitted.

Local residents revealed that originally, the instrument was carved from
woods growing in the local area but now over the years there has been greater
experimentation and more durable woods are used. Originally, the pi was either
homemade or commissioned at local woodworkers. Thus, there was no
standardization of the creative process and it could take any time up to two
months. Now, there are specialist artisans creating the instruments, using modem
machinery and techniques. Interviews with the artisans suggested that one
instrument can take as little as three hours to make. Nowadays the instruments
are more orately decorated than in the past and there are grooves carved into
the shaft of the instrument to prevent slipping. Sound testing is the last step in
the creation process and the finger-holes are created at specific intervals.

During interviews, pi players highlishted three factors that
determine their playing level: their skill at vibrating their lips, their
dedication to practice and their song selection. Contemporary music can
be adapted for the pi and musicians must learn how to make their music
relevant to modern audiences. Often, networks are established to
exchange ideas, share techniques and develop the music in teams.
Networks are especially important as the sound generated by pi players

varies due to the techniques of the individual and regional peculiarities.
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The current conditions and problems with inheritance and
development of the pi nora

From participant and non-participant observations, as well as in-
depth interviews with key informants, the researchers were able to
determine the current conditions and problems with inheritance and
development of the pi nora. Nora in the local area is sponsored and
supported by local institutions, but the specific skill of pi playing is not
directly promoted, which has led to its decline. For example, in
Pattalung nora performing arts are well-supported by the provincial
culture office and other provincial administrative organisations. However,
primary education in this important local heritage is limited to workshops
on national holidays. In the provincial arts college, even though there is
a faculty of music, there is no specific faculty for traditional and local
music and no course for the pi nora. In schools, pi nora playing is left to
the music department and is restricted to topics on traditional music.
Students may learn instruments that interest them. This is insufficient for
the continued development and inheritance of the pi nora. In addition,
pi instruments are only created at the request of individual musicians.
In terms of widening the appeal of the pi nora, there is little creativity. While
other aspects of the nora performance have been adapted as local
souvenirs, especially the costumes, the pi nora is still produced in the
original form. The situation is strikingly similar in Nakorn Sri Thammarat and
Songkhla, although there is more systematic inheritance in the Nakorn Sri

Thammarat Performing Arts College. However, this is more driven by the
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presence of skilled individuals than institutional interest. Overall, there is a
lack of skilled pi nora musicians in all three of the provinces studied.

From interviews in all three of the provinces, it was clear that the pi
nora is only played for nora and nang talung performances. There has been
no development of the instrument outside traditional spheres. Part of the
reason for a lack of more frequent performances is that professional pi nora
musicians must work as teachers to supplement their income and make a
decent living. This is of course caused by the lack of available work as a
professional musician, but it also prevents development of more performance
opportunities as players must fulfil educational commitments.

In summary, the major problems with the pi nora in the three
Southern Thai provinces are a limited target audience, limited realisation
of its cultural and economic value, lack of resources and lack of
inheritance in modern society. There is also an insufficient curriculum for
the pi nora in educational establishments from primary to tertiary

education and a shortage of pi players and teachers.

Conservation and development model for the inheritance of the
pi nora according to the principles of the creative economy

Following the results of in-depth interviews and observations, the
researchers synthesised a conservation and development model for the
inheritance of the pi nora according to the principles of the creative
economy in five different aspects. This was then presented back to key
and casual informants for comment and adjustment during focus-group

discussions. The model was then tested with members of the general
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public at the “Workshop for Conservation and Development of the Pi
Nora according to the Principles of the Creative Economy”. The
workshop was held on 10th January 2016 at Patthalung Dramatics
College. The respondents approved the model at the workshop. The five
aspects of the model were:

1. Change - change the materials used to create the pi nora from
traditional materials to materials that are more suited to modern society
and that have been proven to add benefit to the sound, appearance and
durability of the instrument.

2. Addition - add components to the pi nora instrument to
increase the interest and aesthetic appeal of the instrument, developing
it as an economic product.

3. Reduction - reduce the size of the traditional pi nora to make
the instrument unique and more relevant to modern society.

4. Combination - combine the characteristics of the pi nora with
other everyday items to increase the value and realisation of the
importance of the instrument.

5. Creation of inheritance media - create varied media to assist
in the learning process of the pi nora, including video and audio compact
disks, with accompanying literature.

From observation, interviews and focus-group discussions, it was
determined that the potential for the pi nora in the creative economy has been
untapped. While other products have been transformed by the government
driven “one tambon, one product (OTOP)” souvenir scheme, such as traditional

fabric used in nora productions, the pi nora has been overlooked. With the help
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of local experts, the researchers created a selection of products suitable for
transmitting the identity of Southern Thai nora and adding economic and cultural

value to the pi nora (Figure 1; Figure 2).

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Discussion

The similar characteristics of the pi nora in the three different
provinces studied is a classic example of cultural diffusion. This is in
agreement with the findings of Kottawut Pornhomali (2009), which
showed that the pi nora shares similar characteristics to the pi of Central
Thailand and Cambodia, as well as the salai of Northeastern Thailand.
According to Somsak Srisantisuk’s work on independent invention and
parallel evolution, this would be further proof that cultural diffusion is
an obstacle to the unique success of independent inventions and the
concept of parallel evolution because when a society comes into
contact with another culture it will either adopt, assimilate or alter that
particular culture (Srisantisuk, 2001). If geographical and political factors
allow for two cultures to meet, such as around the Songhkla Lake Basin,
those cultures will align (Pongpaiboon, 1997).

The traditional knowledge concerning the creation of the pi nora
shares three key features with the cultural ecology theory of Julian
Steward (1955). Firstly, production depends on the surrounding local
environment, as (at least initially) the instruments were carved from
locally grown woods. Secondly, culture has become a tool for people to
adapt to the local environment. Thirdly, culture and the local environment
are interconnected and have a mutual effect upon one another.
This is most obvious in the development of machinery to ease the
creation process and local planting of more durable and suitable woods.

In a similar fashion to the idea of culture as personality

espoused by American anthropologist Ruth Benedict (1934), the culture
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of pi nora players is a reflection of the great players that have come to
embody the artform. There is a set of national characteristics and a
pattern of culture that derive from the model personalities that teach
the skill to the new generations. This is why the pi nora, although
developing similar characteristics to the pi in other regions, has a
‘dialect’ specific to the Southern provinces of Thailand and different
‘accents’ depending on the teachers in that area.

The current conditions of the pi nora in the three Southern
provinces are symbolic of the institutions that allow for the continuation
of the art, namely teachers and educational establishments. In addition,
the pi nora has been allowed to continue in spite of weak inheritance
measures due to its non-material relationship with local society. As a
central component of a performing art used in religious ceremonies, the
pi nora has a spiritual significance that adds to its durability. While the
religious practices remain in society, there will always be a need for their
components. Even if the inheritance of the pi nora has been neglected in
terms of its entertainment value, it has endured through links to
intangible culture (Santisombat, 2004). This is similar to the case of
traditional woven fabrics in Thailand before their reinvention as souvenirs
for tourists (Makhunton, Chantachon & Phothibat, 2014). Indeed, the
results of the workshop indicate that there was greater realisation of the
importance of the pi nora among members of the general public from
the souvenirs than there would have been from a live musical

performance.
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The product suggestions made in light of the research findings
were based on informant suggestions and the guidelines of the United
Nations Conference for Trade and Development and the Thai Office of
the National Social and Economic Development Board, which suggest
development in two areas, media and product creation. They are
intended for the Cultural Product of Thailand (CPOT) programme, which
is an initiative by the Thai Ministry of Culture to develop local culture
throughout the country in line with the government policy of promoting
traditional knowledge to boost the local economy (Kaewbangan, 2009).
As has been proven with the success of other facets of traditional
knowledge in embracing the creative economy, whole communities can
be transformed by creative economic principles (Prempree, Chantachon
& Wannajun, 2014; Tuamsuk, Phabu & Vongprasert, 2013; Wanichakorn,
2013). Moreover, there is huge national economic importance in
imaginative ‘industries’, such as Thai music (Howkins, 2002). With all
sectors striving towards the same goal of simultaneous cultural
conservation and economic prosperity, Thailand is an example of how
various agencies can construct a national creative tourism movement in
a country, “especially in the light of the Tourism Authority of Thailand
branding campaign to stimulate creative tourism to the destination”
(Wattanacharoensil & Schuckert, 2016: p.1045). It is hoped that
implementation of some of the proposals made in this investigation will
see the pi nora become a more integral part of the national

consciousness, whilst also stimulating local prosperity.
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Suggestions
Following the results of this investigation, the researchers wish to

make a number of suggestions.

Suggestions for practical implementation of research results

1. This investigation provides suggestions for pi nora creators,
who can use the ideas to develop their own products for the creative
economy and increase their own earning potential from pi creation.
Some examples of specific products that could be developed are oil
lamps, incense holders, vases, lamps, pencil holders and keyrings.

2. Souvenir stalls can increase their own stake in the musical
souvenir market by supporting the development of creative economic
products based on the pi nora culture. They can make deals with local
artisans to stock and sell their goods.

3. Related government institutions should support the
development of the pi nora creative economy because it directly
benefits the CPOT and OTOP programmes to use traditional knowledge
to add value to the Thai economy. The most tangible form of support
would be additional funding, although if that is not possible a product-
awareness and marketing campaign would significantly boost the market

for local artisans.

Suggestions for further investigation
1. Further research should consider the standardization of the pi
nora in Southern Thailand. Although it is important to maintain the

unique characteristics of local players, it is equally important to create
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standardized learning, playing and creation models to ensure that the
music of the pi nora has the best possible chance of being successfully
inherited by younger generations.

2. There should be further investigation into the history of the pi
nora and its development throughout Southeast Asia.

3. There should be multidisciplinary research into the optimum
shape and style of the pi nora for modern music.

4. There should be future investigation into the creation of the

pi nora from other materials, such as clay and resin.
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Revitalizing the Crisis Music Culture of the Moken
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Abstract

This study was conducted with the following objectives 1) to develop
a knowledge set of music culture of the Moken in Surin Archipelago
National Park, Pang-nga and to create awareness of the need to
preserve it among the Moken youth, and 2) to propose participative
plans for network partnership to revitalize, preserve, and sustainably

build Moken music as culture capital. The study combined
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ethnomusicological approaches, including ethnographic fieldwork and
in-depth interviews with 5 key informants along with related literature
and active research methods between researcher (s), the Moken community,
volunteers, and network partnerships focussing on crisis music culture
revitalization. The results were: 1) the knowledge set was developed
of the music of the Moken for the purposes of revitalization including
a knowledge set of Moken music culture and a knowledge set of
Kating instruments, involving nine emerging young Moken musicians,
2) Guidelines and measures for fostering participation which include
searching for representatives from the community and network
partnership, determining the goals and roles of participants, feedback
and post-study reflection, and disseminating the results among other
Sea Gypsy groups. Suggestions on how to revitalize music culture
include an emphasis placed on youth participation as they are vital
to the maintenance of the tradition. The mechanism of participation
can be further developed to sustainably build the music- culture

capital of the Moken in terms of both policy and praxis.

Abstract

The objective of this study was to measure the ageism level or
negative attitudes toward older people of the working-age population
aged 20 to 59 in Chon Buri Province. The number of samples was 200,
which were sampled by the quota sampling. The ageism instrument was
the Farboni Scale of Ageism (FSA) by Maryann Farboni. These data were
analyzed using the descriptive statistics.

The results showed that the average level of ageism of the
working-age population in Chon Buri Province was 66.61 points (S.D. =
8.11 points). The lowest score was 38 points and the highest score was
86 points. Moreover, 86% of the working-age population had a moderate

level of ageism and 14% had a low level of ageism.

Worker Protection in Thailand and Indonesia
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Abstract

The objectives of this 12-month research were to compare and
analyze the from implementation of the regulations and the agreement
of the international migrant worker protection in Thailand and Indonesia,
and to suggest practice of labour protector officials and law

enforcement. The secondary data were collected from documents and
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websites, and the primary data were obtained through the in-depth
interview with the 45 representatives of each country based on semi-
structured questions. Finally, focus group discussion was conducted with
50 representatives (5 times) of each country consisting of employees,
employers, experts, and international organizations.

This research focused on the international migrant worker
protection policy, practice of officials, and governmental organizations,
law enforcement, and implementation of the labour protection system.
It was found that Thailand government is adjusting the policies and laws
related to labour, but in practice, the labour protection has the
limitation in law enforcement and the outside labour has increased
under the limitation of rights and liberty in the groups of labour union.
Concurrently, the human trafficking problem is the critical challenge for
the Thai government. At the same time, Indonesian government is
adjusting the social security system to cover the outside employees and
to procure the employees following the request of the labour union, and
has the limitation of the law, the labour patrol, and the political
intervention. Now, the improvement of competition is the critical
challenge for both Thailand and Indonesia. Similarly, the laws which
focused on the control of migrant workers and the rights to organize trade
unions need to be considered in every dimension, in conjunction with limiting

the discretion of government officials under territorial conditions.

The purpose of this research was to study factors affecting the
university lecturers” work engagement.

Two methods were applied: 1) The document
research by storing documents or other evidence according to the survey,
using the empirical evidence (Evidence-Based Integrity and Transparency
Assessment: EBIT) 2) The survey on Internal Integrity and Transparency
Assessment (IIT) from a sample of 25 internal staff and the survey on

External Integrity and Transparency Assessment (EIT) from a sample of 100
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users in terms of the views, perceptions and experiences. The data was
analyzed by using a statistical program. The weighted indexes are calculated.

The results showed that the rate of integrity and transparency in
the operations of the organization scored 76.57 percent, which is
considered was high. Freedom from corruption index was the highest
scoring 85.23 per cent which is very high. The accountability index showed
81.45 per cent which is very high level, followed by transparency index,
integrity culture index and work integrity index showed a high level of
78.40, 69.12 and 65.09 per cent in respectively. Suggestions for

The objective of this research was to study sexual risk behavior,
the relationship between social environment and sexual risk behavior
among high school students in Songkhla Province and the way to prevent
the problem of sexual risk behavior among students. Data collection was
carried out by self-administered questionnaire with 1,244 Mathayomsuksa
5 students and brainstorm meeting with academic persons who work
about sexual risk among adolescents. Quantitative data were analyzed
using percentage, average, standard diviation and Chi-square test and
qualitative data were analyzed using content analysis.

The results showed that 14.6% the students have had sexual

intercourse. The age of first sexual intercourse was 10 - 18. 37.78% of
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there did not use condom and 41.67 % had multiple partner. The
relationships between social environment and sexual risk behavior among
students with statistal significance (p-value < .05) were sexual attitudes,
peer group, media consumption, parental mornitoring, presence of
brothels, place to take drugs in community. The way to prevent sexual
risk behavior among students were to strengthen adolescent training in
self-esteem, enhancing life purpose and positive youth development with
involvemeut of the family, school, community and civil society.
