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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to 1) create academic administration strategies. 2)
Experiment with strategies for academic administration in small schools, and 3) to assess the
appropriate feasibility and usefulness of the strategy Under the Buriram Primary Educational
Service Area Office. Conduct research by formulating a strategy for the academic
administration of small educational institutions. Mixed methods designs were adopted. The
samples were used to study the current condition and the need for the academic
administration of small educational institutions under the Buriram Primary Education Service
Area Office. The tools used were 22 developments needs issues and assess suitability strategy
feasibility from 5 experts. Data were analyzed with mean and standard deviation, and content
analysis.

The research result found that: 1. Academic administration strategies. issues; divided
into 14 strategies, with 46 measures. 2. The strategic constructions result to implement of 2
small size-schools. The result found that strategy 4, 5, and Strategy 10 are proactive strategies.
Strategy 1 and Strategy 2 are defensive strategies, and Strategy 3, 6, 7, 8, 9, 11, 12, 13 and the
strategy 14 as a correction strategy. When used to experiment and change the way of working
in teams. Participatory work provides knowledge and understanding to strengthen academics
in the community to realize the importance of participating and meeting the needs of parents
and communities. 3. The strategic assessment found that the strategies for the academic
administration of small educational institutions are at a high level (X = 4.50, S.D.=0.52) and
the possibility at the highest level (X = 4.63, S.D.=0.48) and usefulness are at a high level. (X =
4.25, 5.0.=0.55)
