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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to develop an administration model
for learner development activities to develop the public and social interest of
Mathayomsuksa students. This study was divided into three steps; 1) To study
the condition and problems through an analysis of the texts and interviews
with experts; 2) To create a trial model through group discussion with ten
experienced experts; 3) The approved model was methodologically evaluated
in terms of the possibility of the model included administrators, the head of
students development activity and teachers in charge of activities for social and
public interest. There were a total of one hundred and eighty six participants in
this study selected by two stage random sampling as follows; stratified random
sampling by using strata and simple random sampling. The tools used in this
research were percentage, mean standard deviation and one sample t-test

The research findings revealed the following:

1) The change in terms of the social focus on competition and the
treatment of children affecting the students and aimed at personal rather than
public gain. They were divided by the place, the nature of activity and
organization of activities in the process of the administration of learner
development activities promoting social and public interest. The findings
indirected that these problems were caused by parents, teachers, students and

school management systems.

2) The suggested model consists of eight factors, namely principle of
activity arrangement, environment, technology, structure, process of activity
arrangement, decision making, activity and result of activity.

3) The evaluative results showed that the administration model for
learner development activities to promote social and public interest of
Mathayomsuksa students had the practical possibility of a high level at the .001

level of significance in every factor.
