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Abstract

The study consisted of the following objectives 1) to study the social context of
the use of the word “Cakka” in the ancient Indian society, 2) to study Dhammacakka as
appeared in the Buddhist, and 3) to analyze Dhammacakka as a symbol of Dhamma in

Buddhism.

The results showed that 1) The social context of the use of the word “Cakka” in
the ancient Indian society was derived from the Wheel of chariots that had the greatest
power for expansion of a kingdom. According to the Buddism religion, it is believed that
the Emperor has a celestial disc with fullest power to expand his kingdom to the end
borders of oceans located in four directions. This belief consequently leads to the word of

Dhammacakka for dhamma dissemination to the borderless.

2) The study of Dhammacakka (the Wheel of Dhamma) as appeared in Buddhist
was originated from the preaching of the Lord Buddha’s first sermon called Dhamma-
cakkappavattana Sutta for the five ascetics at the deer park called Isipatana near Varanasi
in India. The Dhamma of the Lord Buddha was first set in motion, like wheels of a chariot

move ahead with no both space and time limitations.

3) An Analytical results Dhammacakka as a symbol of Dhamma in Buddhism is
found that the symbol of the Dhammacakka is firstly compared to the symbol of the
Dhamma Victory and Role Model of the greatest Dhammaraja since King Asoka period. The
idealism of the creation of the Dhammacakka wheel has been contained a variety amount
of spokes could be interpreted as principles of Dhamma as well and is spreaded into
Thailand. For Example, eight spokes could be interpreted the noble eightfold path as well,
etc. This idealism is created the values in terms of both the symbol of Dhamma-s in
Buddhism and symbol of the valuable education and the preaching of moral and ethics to

Thai society nowadays.
