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Abstract

This research aimed to examine the factor analysis in English communication
confidence of middle school students. Data were collected from 326 of middle school
students chosen by cluster sampling, using a 1-5 rating scale questionnaire with 28
question items. The questionnaire tested by five experts had average content validity at
good congruence (4.35) and reliability at .95. Second order confirmatory factor analysis was

used to analyze data. The findings were that the English communication confidence of
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middle school students consisted of 3 factors: 1) Confidence in English communication

2) Passion in English communication and 3) Perception in English communication which

were consistent with the empirical data: XZ = 16.76, df =9, p-value = 0.053, GFI = 0.99,
AGFI = 0.95, SRMR = 0.024, RMSEA = 0.052 and each factor had construct validity at gsood.
